passes, said Gail Credit, direcior
of finance for Novi Community
Schools.

The Novi Community School
District refunded portions of its
1597 and 2001 bonds at 2 lower

interest rzle, March 27, in a
process similar to refinancing.
“That weuld be the parallel 1o a
homeowner,” said Credit.
4t would be like taking your

debt and refinancing it and if you
can refinance il at a lower rate,
even though there are some cost
invelved when you refinunce, in
the end you do it because you will
benefit financially. It's the same
way with a school district,” she
said.

A total of 364,360,000 was
refunded Credit said, saving the
distriel $3,766,155 and bringing
the millage rate down to 317
mills from the previous 6.20
mills. That is a differcace of 1,03
mifls.

“It will take affect beginning

refunding lowers millage

this year," Credit satd.

“It reduces our mileage next
year by .16 af a mill. Tt will
reduce it over a 20-year period af
tme”

Novi is finally gefting past the
camape of the emerald ash borer
infestation, and this spring the
city is launching an aggressive
planting program 1o enhance
parks, roadways and subdivisions
with new trees.

The city is planting about 1,700
trees ala cost of $327,154, More
than 30 diffcrent species will be
used. By planting & wide varicty
of wrees, Novi officials hope to
stave off future outbrenks.

“Diversily, diversify — Nuo. |
tesson  leamned,”  said  Nowi
Forester Steve Printz of the eoler-

ald ash borer catastrophe. “Don'l

pul all your eggs in one baskel”
"The emerald ash borer was dis-

covered in 2002 and has wreiked

havoc an trees in Metro Detroil

and in the Midwest. Novi Jost al
least 3,500 trees to the infestation.
Aboul 2,300 trees were planted in
residential areqs last year to help
replace them.

This year's planting will locus
on streets and parks with some
fill-in - work in subdivisions.
About 10 contracted workers are
invplved in the projects,

“The goul is to ereate a sustain-
able urban forest over time,”
Printz suid,

To that end, city officials are
trying to tweak the makeup of
Novi’s tree popuiation. Most
noiubly, this means planting less
maples. Printz said they represent
a disproperionale amoumi of
Novi’s trees.

He's aiming to have no more
than 15 percent of & single genus
of tree in the city,

Meznwhile, Novi officials’
cfforts to rebuild the tree popula-
Lion we garnering recognition. [t
was named a Tree City USA for
the 1 5th time, The city also snared
a Growth Award [rom the naticn-
al Acbor Day Foundation,

The city will play host to Arhor
Day feslivitics at 10 a.m. April 28
at Community Sports Park. More
than 300 trees are planied each
year al the event.

Jeruifer Granholm announced
she would veto the $630 mil-
liont in spending culs and
accounting changes passed by
the Republican-controlled
state Senate. The Senate con-
lempluousiy rejected the gov-
ernor’s proposed (wo cent
sales tax on services.

Then they all repeated the
play's classic and expected
lies. Republicans called the
governar's lax plan a further
blow to the state's fragile econ-
ermy and mocked her “the sky
is falling’ portrait of the stale's
deep financial troubles. The
gavernor sald the GOP culs
would hurt kids and local gov-
ernment services and criticlzed
the “cul taxes at any cost” ide-
ology of the Republican base.

One highlight of the GO2
plan: The senators would cut -
state funding for the public

schoola by %34 per pupil from -

Lhe currenl minimum appro-
priation of $7,085, Most, but
not all districts, have enough
fund balanee to survive —
barely — the cut. Schools.
however, fix their costs early
on, commit lo spending dect-
sions, and would find it terrifi-
cally hatd to make cuts this
far Into the school year.

Local poverruments would
also take a $40 million hit in

revenue sharing payments,
which already have been
slashed by around $500 mil-
lian since (he state's econcmy
began to soften in 2000,

And so t is back to the
drawing board. Mearmwhile in
Detralt an Friday, the Detroit
Schicol Board veted 6-5 to
reject a plan to close more
than two dozen scheols, alter
a chaotie and contentious
meeting that lefi na one
happy.

Interim Superintendent
Lamont Satchel told the board
lhat falling to clese schools
would result in 1,800 employ-
ees being laid off, Worse, it
could pul the systemn in the
grips of a slate-required
deficit-eliminglion plan that
would require shulting up to
50 schools by 2010.

But not cnly did they not
listen, board members
declined to hear a presentation
on the distriel’s firandal con-
didon. .

Cpponents of the closure
plan said it would hurt chil-
dren forced to mave to differ-
ent schools. They also argued
that the Detrdlt Federation of
Teachers and members of the
cormmunity should have been
tnvelved in preparing the clo-
