Reeves is being held in the 
Oakland County Jail. If convicted, 
he could face 20 years in prison. 

Reeves, a 52-year-old Detroit 
resident, was convicted of sec-

ond-degree murder in 1974. He 
was also convicted of unanned 
robbery in 1973 and carrying a 
concealed weapon in 1984. 

Reeves had been talking to 
the undercover agent for the 
last few tnonths through the 
social ..networking site. 
MySpace. His sexual advances 
grew increasingly aggressive, 
which led hiin to set Up the 
meeting, the attorney general's 
office said. He was arrested in 
the parking lot near a 
Blockbusler Video store near 
Nine Mile and Novi roads. 

"This case should be a 
reminder to parents that social 
networking Web sites can sen-e 
as a hunting ground for preda­
tors," Attorney General Mike 
Cox said in a statement. "I 
encourage parents to talk to their 
children about Internet safety 
and to contact our office if their 
child is ever inappropriately 
approached." 

Reeves was the first person 
arrested by the slate's Child and 
Public Protection unit in connec­
tion with using MySpace to cpii-
tact a ieenager. The unit has 
iir(T!s!ecj (31 Irilomel sexualppdf 
aiors since It was resuuctured. 

Novi is frequently the site of 
Internet stings because of its cen­
tral location and accessibility. 
Police Chief David Molloy said. 
Two Novi officers were involved 
in Reeves' arrest. His pre-trial 
exam is next Wednesday in 52-1

After a couple of weeks of dis­
cussion, Novi has a financial road 

map for next year. 
The City Council approved a 

budget Tuesday evening that 
spends about $34 million for the 
2007-08 fiscal year. Members 
made several, relatively minor 
changes, but signed off on the vast 
majority of items. 

The plan passed with a 5-2 
vote. Mayor David Landry, 
Mayor Pro-Tern Kim Capello and 
members Bob Gatt, Terry 

Margolis and Lynne Paul voted in 
favor. 

Members Andrew Mutch and 
Toni Nagy dissented, citing the 
$725,300 the budget allocates to 
build an indoor gun range for the 
police department using federal 
drag forfeiture money. They have 
questioned the long-term costs of 
the project. 

Propofients of the plan have 
argued it is a critical training tool 

for police officers. 
The new budget will increase 

spending about 4.6 percent, 
although the final 'nilhlber could 
change slightly when the modifi­
cations made by council members 
arc accounted for. Much of the 
added spending will go to fund 
neighborhood roads, reliree benefit 
costs and fire station renovations. 

The police and fire departments 
will get iibout half of Novi's 

budget, but city officials note pub­
lic safety is usually one of the top 
expenses for communities. 

The budget also factors in about 
$3.5 million in stale revenue shar­
ing for next year and $16.8 mil­
lion in property tax money.

He was charged wilh 39 

felony counts last week, 
including embezzlement, rack­
eteering and failure lo trust 
cemetery proceeds. Smart, a 
67-year-ol(i Oklahoma oilman, 
turned himself in. He faces up 
to 20 years in prison. 

"The defendant's actions are 
appalling — embezzling trust 
fund.s that were set aside to 
care for ccmeteries and buri-
al.s," Michigan Allorncy 
General Mike Cox said in a 
stalenienl. 

Thcrc'.s no timetable lo sell 
Oakland Hills or the other 
.seized cemeteries, but ihe state 
hopes to move quickly, said 
Rusty Hill.s, a spokesman for 
the Attorney General's office. 

Mark Zausmer. a Farminglon 
Hills lawyer, was appoinfcd lo 
oversee the cemeteries. 

Oakland i-Iills is 152 acres 

and sits at 12 Mile and Novi 
roads. The city isn't involved 
in the investigation. City 
Manager Clay Pearson said. 

Smart bought the cemeteries 
in August 2004 from 
Bloomfield Hills resident 
Craig Bush. The attorney gen­
eral's office said Smart 
allegedly wired S21 million in 
trust fund money lo Bush after 
buying the cemeteries. 

Cox alleges Smart also fun-
nelcd the cemeteries' irusi 
funds into businesses run by 
his family and high-risk mutu­
al funds. 

Smart's businesses are under 
investigation in Tennessee and 
Oklahoma.

The 35-ycar-oid employee of 
Gone to the Dogs in Novi said she 
would do anything to make sure 
her pets are heallhy, including the 

.dozens she watches over on a 
daily basis. 

Roberts, like most people 
across the United Stales, was con­
cerned when the Food mi Drug 
AdminLsiraiion announced in 
March that sever-il brands of pel 
food for both cats and dogs had 
been conlaminaled, causing sev­
eral animals to get sick and die. 

"Of course it's scary," Roberts 
said. "We don't want anything lo 
happen to any animals, especially 
our daycare dogs. They might as 
well be our own dogs." 

Roberts said since the 
announcement in March, Gone lo 
the Dogs had one client who 
thought she might have some of 
the recalled pet food. 

"We do have informational 
handouts for our clients to keep 
them informed," she said. "And 
since the recall, anytime .inyone 
has questions about the food 
they're buying, we lell them to 
look at the ingredients." 

What happeneil to the food?

veterinarian and owner of 
Meiidowbrooli Veterinary in Novi. 
"Cats liavc been particularly more 
affected tlian dogs, but it's still a 
really sad thing." 

Osboume said he personally has 
not treated sick animals a.s a result of 
the pet food itjcall, but his clinic did 
treat a cat tliat had been clinically 
afTected, causing kidney problems. 

He said while food is still 
watched closely, consumers 
should read the ingredient labels 
carefully and avoid rice and wheat 
gluten products. 

"The common denominator is a 
grain gluten from China," he said. 
"Wheat and rice glutens are 
imported to the United States, 
where the problem lies. Corn 
gluten is domestic." 

The most recent theory regard­
ing the food contamination, 
according the Food and Drug 
Administration, is that Chinese 
suppliers added melamine to cer­
tain ingredients low in protein to 
make sure they would test high 
enough to be labeled as protein 
supplements. 

What's safe? 

According to the Food and 
Drug Administration, if you have 
recalled pet food, return it to the 
store where it was bought. 

"Stores generally have a retufil̂  
and refund policy when a conipj-
ny announces a recall of its prod-';' 
uci," according to FDA officials. 
"If you cannot return the pet food 
immediately, store the food in a 
secure place where pets and chil­
dren cannot get to it." 

According to several area gro­
cery stores, including Kroger, 

Farmer Jack and Meijer stores, all 
contaminated pet food has been 
pulled from the shelves. 

Brands such as America's 
Choice, Mighty Dog and lams 
labels were pulled from all 
Atlantic & Pacific Tea Comptiny 
stores, owners of Farmer Jack. 

Alpo Prime Cuts in Gravy wet 
dog foods, Del Monte Pel Products 
including Jerky Treats,' Gravy 
Tiain, Beef Sticks and Pounce 
Meaty Morsels brands were also 
pulled from .nil Kroger Company 
stores, including many more. 

The Food and Drug 
Administration said the investiga­
tion of pet food would continue 
until they arc completely satisfied 
that the cause of the contamina­
tion has been eliminated. 

Love your pet 

Doreen Poupurd she has com­
pletely taken her dog off wet 
canned dog food, and will continue 
to keep her cat on prescription food. 

"It's a shame," said Poupard, of 
Novi. "I think they should have 
done something earlier." 

She said the pel food recall can 
be emotional for many people, but 
you have to do the best you can 
with it. 

"Talk to people in the pet 
stores," she said. "You have to 
find out as much as you can and 
act accordingly." 

Pour|)ard said the best thing 
people can do to ensure their pets 
are .safe is to take the emotional 
part of the ecination and talk to as 
many people as you can. 

"Get your head in and talk to 
people," she said. "I don't consid­
er my dog as part of my family.

.said, which hurts the area's ability 
lo attract businesses, in his opin­
ion. 

"That's nm how you attract 
businesses in Michigan." 

Dion said business owners and 
tlie public want the type of school 
districts that Novi and Northville 
represent. 

"T'lierc :ire ihree reasons people 
move to Novi --- the outstanding 
school district, it's safe and the 
location," Dion said. "At a time 
when we need to attract business­
es and jobs, we can't cut .school 
funding." 

Dion believes lawmakers need 
to fix the structure of how schools 
are funded, and it's not too late for 
people to coniaci their legislature 
about the cuts. 

"It's not carved in stone." Dion 
said. "There's still lime for the 
two parlies to get together and 
resolve this," .School ends in Novi 
and Norlhville on June 14. 

Working tvith legislators 

Leonard Rezmierski. 
Northville Public Schools supcr-
inlendenl, said he's been work­
ing with all of the district's leg­
islators to help get the message 
across that the funding cuts 
can't take place. 

"We can't absorb a hit like 
this," Rc/mierski said. 

He said the cuts would cost the 
Northville .School District 
SriSO.dOO just for the month of 
June. 

Uiiilgets end June 30, and the 
board must present a balanced 
budget before the start of the next 
fiscal ye;ir. 

"We're caught in a cro.ssfirc of 
issues," Rezmierski said. "Things 
are radically up in the :iir." 

He said that some schools have 
considered discontinuing busing 
or ending school shortly after 
Memorial Day weekend bec;iusc

Cost-saving measures the 
Northville schools arc prepared lo 
make include encrgy-.siivings pro­
grams, a retiree rehire program 
and outsourcing the substitute 
teacher pool. 

"We urge p;irents and other 
community members to contact 
legislators to help us with these 
issues," Rc/mierski said.

T a x i n c r e a s e m a y s o l v e s t a t e w o e s 

Michigan is teetering on the 
brink of insolvency, but our lead­
ers in Lansing can'l .seem to gel 
Iheir act together lo fix il. How 
come? 

We're being paralyzed by a 
rich mix of motivations, ranging 
from fierce partisanship lo rigid 
ideology to the power of special 
interests to outright inexperience. 
But a big pan of il is simple: 
Fear 

The single most powerful force 
in Lansing today is the wide­
spread belief that any legislator 
who votes for any tax increase of 
any sort will be dead meat and 
probably recalled on the spot. 

All this stems from a series of 
events that took place nearly a 
quarter of a century ago. when 
former Gov. James Blanchard, 
newly in ofTice and facing a 
budget deficit even bigger ihan 
this one, signed a law iemporari-
ly raising the state income tax. 

That resulted in the recall of 
two Democratic slate senators, 
giving the GOP conUDl of the 
state senate, which ihey have 
kept ever since. Thai event also 
made one John Engler .senate 
majority leader, and the Iest, as 
they say. is histoIy. 

•fhat story has assumed such 
mythic status, and looms so 
important in the minds of so 
many decision-makers in 
Lansing, thai it's worthwhile 
reielling. Exccpi diis time, wc 
need to examine what Ieally hap­
pened — and take a clear-eyed 

look at the lessons lo be learned 
from it. The fact is that while the 
politics of the increase could 
have been handled better, il was 
needed, and il worked to bail out 
the stale without permanently 
increasing taxes. 

Flashback to November. 1982, 
when Blanchard, best known as 
the congressman who engineered 
Ihe Chrysler bailout, was elected. 
Things were grim in Michigan. 
The auto industry was in the 
lank. 

Our unemployment rate had 
peaked at 17 percent. Interest 
rates were high and Michigan 
had the lowest credit rating in the 
nation. State government faced 
an enormous budget deficit. 

The new governor cut spend­
ing by $225 million (dial's 
around $480 million in (oday's 
dollars) and delayed payments to 
try to cover the cash shortage. He 
also convened a financial crisis 
advisory panel that concluded 
that spending cuts alone could 
not get the job done. 

So he called for a tax increase 
in his State of the State speech, 
narrowly got it through tlie legis­
lature, aIid on March 30,1983 
signed a tefnporaIy 38 per cent 
increase hiking ihe incoine tax, 
from 4.6 per cent to 6.35 per cent 
— retIoactive to die first of the 
year. He said die tax hike was 
necessary "to rescue the state 
from baiiknipicy." 

Critics howlnl. They focused 
iheir anger on two newly elected 

Deinocrauc stale Senators, both 
narrow winners in marginally 
Republican districts: Phil Mastin, 
a three-term state House member 
from Pontiac and David Serolkin, 
a lawyer and former legislator 
from Mount Clemens. Fanned by 
conservative talk radio and grass 
roots organizing, recall petitions 
were successfully circulated in 
both districts. On Nov. 22, 1983, 
both Masun and Serolkin were 
overwhelmingly recalled, giving 
die GOP control of die slate sen­
ate. 

Immediately, Blanchard's 
favorable ratings dropped from 
60 per cent to 30 percent. But 
diey didn't stay there, and rose as 
it became apparent the lax 
increase was working. Less than 
two years later, a ballot proposal 
dial would have rolled taxes of 
all kinds back to where they were 
in 1981 was overwhelmingly 
defeated, 

Blanchard rebounded to defeat 
Wayne County SherifT Bill Lucas 
by die greatest margin in modem 
Michigan history, 68-31. Polls 
showed he could have defeated 
any Republican candidate. 

These days, the former gover­
nor is an influential Washington 
lawyer and lobbyist who sdll has 
a home in Oakland County 
When 1 asked him what lessons 
could be drawn fiom his tax 
increase, he was foIthrighl: 
"Eveiybody recognized that

people were mad about the lax 
increase. The big political mis­
take was not going after the 
recall petition drive once it got 
started — challenging the signa­
tures and so on. Once the recall 
got on the ballot, Mastin and 
Serolkin were toast." 

David Serolkin has passed 
away but Phil Mastin is enjoying 
his rctiremcnt in Fenton. What, I 
asked him this week, if he had it 
to do all over again? "I'd have 
made a much stronger effort to 
achieve bipartisan support (for 
die lax increase.) It's hard to 
mount a recall drive when ihere 
are lots of voles from both sides 
of the aisle." 

Pat Harrington is a knowledge­
able Lansing lobbyist who was a 
young Democratic House mem­
ber in 1982 when he voted for 
another temporary tax increa.se 
proposed by Gov. William 
Milliken. He lost a bid dial fall 
for a Senate seat in Monroe 
County to a candidate who had a 
license plate that read. 

"NOTAX," 
"Voting for a tax increase 

doesn't necessarily mean you 
face certain recall," Harrington 
says. "You have to do your 
homework, set out the alterna­
tives and make die case. But you 
... have to combine dial with teal 
expenditure cuts." 

So does a legislator who votes 
for a lax increase automatically 
gel recalled? There's no doubt 
that a vote for a tax hike gives 
opponents a political opening. 
But getting bipaflisan covet is 
extraordinarily important. Former 
Republican governor Milliken 
was able to arrange bipaitisan 
support for tax increases without 
much poliUcal damage. And even 
Blanchard, who acted coura­
geously without Republican sup­
port, ultimately was re-elected. 

And die vast majority of legis­
lators who supported his tax 
boost faced no recall efforts and 
had no trouble at all. These days, 
the times are again vefy grim, 
and die pressure is fast building. 

There is even less of a colle-
gial atmosphere in Lansing, and 
it's particularly hard to get bipar­
tisanship on tax matters these 
days. That's because many law­
makers signed a "no tax" pledge, 
and and-tax groups like the 
Michigan Taxpayer Alliance are 
running around with "Recall" 
posters in dieir hands. 

What is clear is diat no matter 
what die solution to our present 
financial crisis may finally be, our 
leaders have to put everytliing on 
the table while negotiating. The 
no-tax dogma is terribly rigid, 
risks financial dLsaster, and repre­
sents a misreading of history. 

There IS a "Grand Bargain" 
available, and most people in 
l-ansing know it: Cut government 
expenditures big time (including 
some symbolic ones like judges' 
cars and perks for legislators) 
and drag die tax system kicking 
and screaming into die 21st cen­
tury. 

We need to get diis figured 
out, and done, before it's too late.

Solutions are found in awareness, assis­
tance, compassion and undcrslanding. Wc do 
not need another Charles Whitman. Wc do not 
need ten'or on our campuses. Insiituiions of 
learning are sanctuary, ,not a place where inno­
cent students die. What I hope those who feci 
despair to realize is Cho Seung-Hui was delu­
sional. He did not die for his children, his 
brolhers or his sisters. He killed our children, 
our brothers and our sisters. The blood will 
always be on his hands, but change is on ours.

"We're reducing travel, which reduces nol only 
cost, but more importantly for us, reduces the 
amount of time students are away from home on 
school nights," Ellis said. "The difference between

Time seemed lo stop for a 
moment when I heard 
that a close friend who 

was going in for a now routine 
hip replacement awakened the 
next day with the same hip and 
a newly constracted, bypassed 
heart. During prep Ihey noticed 
some blood pressure irregulari­
ties and 
after closer 
review 
found major 
blockage 
and imme­
diately per­
formed the 
bypass sur­
gery. 

I am sure 
most of you 
have had a 
similar experience when some­
one close, such as our friend, 
now more than a month in the 
hospital dealing with serious 
complications, faces these life 
threatening hcaldi crisis. This 
experience forces us to get off 
the fast track of life and re-eval­
uate. ..everything. Thoughts and 
new resolutions race through 
my mind.... Up to his scheduled 
hip replacement he felt he was 
fine and had no indication he 
had any heart problems, how 
many of us could be in the same 
situadon? What an incredible 
human body capable of adapt­
ing to serious blockage and yet 
funcdon at least at a tolerable 
level, somedmes undl it is too 
late. 

Sixty nine years of age, diat 
sure doesn't seem old when 
fifty is looking at you straight in 
the face. So I immediately 
thought to myself . . . I better 
check my diet and get oh that 
treadmill for those 30 minutes 
(that seem like an hour)..'. lam 
going to spend more time widi 
my kids, I am not worrying so 
much starting tomorrow, what 
would my family do if some­
thing happened to me?... I am 
going to let this guy cut in front 
of me on the road, and on and 
on and on. 

This process may be a valu­
able triggered survival response 
that can prove a priceless 
process to get us on a better 
track of an improved quality of 
life; only one problem, (as my 
always right wife pointed out), 
the response Is tempofafy and 
wears off quickly. She goes on 
about many olher similar-like 
crisis situations, lei's see ... 
when I went in the hospital for 
an appendix removal, when she 
went in for what we thought 
was cancer, when she went in 
for a hip replacement, when a 
younger friend in his fifties had 
a sudden heart attack, when we 
had a scare with one of the kids, 
and the list goes on and on — 
same triggered survival 
response, same thought, 
process, same promises, same 
commitments... for a few days, 
maybe a week and then I find 
myself arguing on the road 
because someone talking on the 
phone cut me off, or upset 
because the guy in the coffee 
line was holding me up for two 
extra minutes, or the kids drive 
me crazy with everything they 
do, and finally coming to my 
senses and realizing that I don't 
need to exercise, I work all day 
long. I'm in trouble all over 
again. 

Widi today's science we can 
stay alive longer but the bottom 
line is stress, lack of movement 
and too much food will drasd-
cally decrease the quality of our 
life! Increased longevity with­
out quality of life is an empty 
prize. HEALTH expectancy Is 
more important than LIFE 
expectancy. (World Health 
Organization, 1987). I can only 
imagine if I was lying in a hos­
pital widi serious heart disease 
how utterly ridiculous 30 min­
utes a day invested In my healdi 
would seem! It is nodiing, yet it 
is priceless.

For offending .substances .such as 
tobacco smoke, cleaning prod­
ucts, and moisture buildup, 
improving ventilation is a key 
means of decreasing indoor pollu­
tion. Many newer homes are so 
well insulated and sealed that 
only a very limited 
amount of fresh air can gel in. 
Recommended and effective 
ventilation requires the home 
should have a complete air 
change every three hours. In this 
situation, using attic or window 
fans and opening windows (when 
weather permits) are easy and 
inexpensive ways to improve and 
increase ventilation.
