One of the only safely meas-
ures residents can teke is to be
on their tacs when lightping is
in the are.

“Peopie just have to be aware
when you have a big storm
blow through and lightning

School officials said attendance
was low lasl Thursday and Friday.

Dislrict Superintendent Peter Dion
saidd students and fucully were
calm during the process, and
recent lock down dnlls helped (he
process move smoothly,

School officizts said this was the
first incident since the high school
started parlicipating in state-man-
dated lack down drills.

The school also participatedina
mock emergency dnl} with Novi
public  safety officials in
December.

“We have a very strong relation-
ship with the police department
and fire department,” Lawrence
said. “The police departrocnt did
an excellent job at helping us cul
with this situation.”

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Business Tax Plan Gains Momentum

Now here's a litle good
news for a change — a
glimpse of what can happen
when the polllical system
works and politiclans rise out
of thelr ideclogical renches
Lo ry and do what's right,

This came last week, alter
months of inlense partisan
squabbling aboul Michigan's
business tax slruclure.
Finally, we saw Lhe begln-
nings of a breakthrough that
coukl lead (o an agreement.

Those with long memories
will recall that last year, a
petilion drive launched by
Qakland Counly Executive L.
Brooks Patterson led to the
repeal of the Single Business
Tax, the state’s main levy on
business, a tax that brings in
around S2:billion annually.

Bui the legislature abol-
Ished it without putting any-
Ihing in Its place, effectve at
the end of this year. In a
slate already facing billion-
dollar defleits for both this
Niscal year and the next, that
Ihreatened ta add enormous-
ly to an already dauntng
financial crisis.

Gov, Jennifer Granholm's
early ideas for replacing the
SBT were declared dead upon
arrival, and much of this year
has been consumed by com-
plicated arguments abeut
what to do about il.

These arguments invelved
not only the political pariies
(Demacrats generally wanted
any new business lax to be
revenue-neutral, while
Republicans pushed lor a
$500 mitlion tax cul) bul also
various sectors of Michigan
businesses (manulaclurers
wanted reduction of the per-
sonal property lax, while
Insurance comparies wanied
to maintain Lheir favarable
positian in the Lax code,)

Those arguments became
more intense as lawmakers
discavered — duh! — that
businesses were simply not
golng to_consider moving to
or expanding in Michigan
witheut knowing whal the tax

Roberl Klelne.

Under the leadership of
Speaker Andy Diilon, D-
Redford, and tax commitlee
chairman Steve Bleda, D+
Warren, House Democrals
proposed 2 tax package thal
would fully replace SBT rev-
enue,

‘The money would come
fron laxing a combination of
business income and net
waorlh, provide around $900
million in personal property

tax relief and offer some $700
million in new tax credits for
companies Lhat invéstin -+~
Michigan.

Alot of interested peaple
said they liked the package.
Capital {nlenstve manufactur-
ers, who dislike (he personal
property lax more than Lhe
SBT, were happy. Local gov-
ernment folks were refieved
Lhat reduction of the personal
property tax wouldn't hurt
thelr revenue slream. Major
carporalions, busiyiess
groups like the Michigan
Manufacturers Assoclation,
organized labor and universl-
ties all had something nice to
say.
Most importanl was the
state Chamber of Commerce,
which said U was "Iintrigued”
with much of the plan. Trcla
Kinley, the chamber's tax
experl, praised features that
would give businesses incen-
tves (o expand in Michigan,
At thal poinl, momentum for
a bipartisan, broadly accept-
able business tax plan began
to build,

When | lalked to Rich
Studley, executive vice presi-
dent of the Chamber late last
week. he was cauliously optl-
mistic. “Of course, there will
be some political maneuver-
ing and posturing.” he said.
*butl we want to play a con-
structive role in this. This Is
not a polilical Issue. but a
public policy issue.”

The chamber has, he said,
pulled together more than
100 business leaders arcund
the stale, surveyed business
tax conditions In ather states.
and held meeting after meet-
Ing of its tax committee over
the past year, “Having sup-

ported SBT repeul; we felt an

ethical cbligalion Lo play &

constructlve role in the
process.”

Studley also praised State
Treasurer Robert Kieine, *{
talked with Kleine, who is a
smart and sensible guy. He
made it clear thal we really
had to have some time of
detailed acl passed in time
for Treasury te work out how
ta callect it. He was very
responsive.” Studley conclud-
ed, “if we miss the deadline
for passing a business tax,
Michigan will look llke some
kind of banana republic.”

Of course, glven a package
as complicated as this, there
will be no end of debates as
the process moves farward;
bath the House and the
Senate passed dilfering plans
las| week by largely straight
party-line votes. The Senale
plan gives businesses a $600
million lax cul, and a lot of
waork will have to be done lo
mold the plans together, But
the fact thal there is, at long
last, momentum (o gel some-
thing done is an important
sign that lawmakers and
Interest groups can come
logether and do the right

thing.

This was an example of
how Michigan should work
and a cautionary tale aboul
what hasn’l worked in times
past.
