Novi schools were shaken by 
a series of threats made earlier 
this month, but officials say Ihe 
campuses are secure and activi­
ties have returned to normal, 

Novi fligh School was on 
lock down May 2-4 after two 
messages threatening a mas­
sacre similar io ihe Virginia 
Tech shootings were found. A 
bomb threat was later found 
May 8 in Novi's Instructional 
Technology Center, which is 
attached to Novi Meadows 
Elementary School. 

Roger Crowe, an 18-year-old 

Novi High school student, was 
arrested and charged with mak­
ing a false report or threat of a 
bomb or harmful device in con-
ncclioh with the May 8 incident. 

Police said his handwriring 
was similar to the bomb threat, 
and said he confessed to the 
incident as a joke. 

Despite the series of nerve-
jangling events. Deputy Police 
Chief Thomas Lindberg called 
the schools "extremely" safe, 
and facilities featured an 
increased police presence dur­
ing the lock down. 

"Wc have a great working 
relationship with the Novi 
school district," he said. 

What's Next 
Novi lligh School remains on 

"heightened alert." said Peter 
Dion, superintendent of Novi 

schools, 
"In ihe back of everybody's 

mind they're still thinking about 
this,'' he said. "But I think 
things are pretty much back to 
normal." 

No other threats had been 
reported as of early this week, 
and police are still looking into 
the first two, Lindberg said. 

"We're still actively investi­
gating il," he said. 

Crowe could face four years 
in Jail, a $2,000 (ine or bolh if 
convicted of the felony charge. 
The threat was made when the 
building was being used as a 
polling facility for the Novi 
school election, and there were 
more than 1,100 students and 
staff inside.

Anderson said he played the 
game recenlly while visiting 
friends in Arizona, 

"It's a fun diversion and 
hobby, bul lo put one of these 
on public school property is 
rather naive in the sense lhal 
everyone would be aware of our 
security with the students," 
Anderson said. 

When the unknown man came 
onto school properly, security 
measures had to be taken. 

"I'm very happy wiih what 
went on," Anderson said. "The 
response was within minutes 
both at the school, with the 
police and other schools. The 
communication protocol 
worked quite well."

"There are protected Web 
sites, and players can gel onio a 
Web site with a password to 
find out where these objects are 
hidden. I guess it's an interna­
tional phenomenon," he said. 

Bolitho said the man did lake 
something from the school 
properly, bul authorities did not 
know what il was. 

"We had a bit of excitement 
and had an opportunity to prac­
tice our security protocol," 
Bolitho said. 

Bolitho said if the person had 
talked with school officials 
rather lhan running from the 
scene, the alert would not have 
been necessary. 

On the positive side, district 
protocols were followed, and 
the incident received the proper 
attention based on what was 
known at the time. 

Although they were called lo 
the scene, no report was filed, 
according lo the cily of 
Northville police.

The centers were established 
about 20 years ago, and Melrose 
is Ihe second executive director, 
following Rev, Dr. Wesley 
Brun. 

"Wc work with people on 
religious and spiritual issues 
from a variely of fuiths and 
backgrounds," Melrose said. 

He is also available lo speak 
to local groups about-counsel­
ing issues. 

Although individual counsel­
ing is the inosi common, he's 
seen an incrca.sc in marital and 
family counseling lately. 

"Successful coun.seling is as 
much about ihe relationship 
between the individual and the 
therapist as it is about lhc per­

son's problems," Melrose said. 
"In relationship counseling, 

our goal is to gel couples to talk 
10 each other. We're more of a 
consultant lhan a preacher." 

An ordained United 
Methodist minisler, he's worked 
at the counseling cenler for 
seven years and says layoffs ini­
tialed liy local companies have 
taken their toll on people's psy­
ches. 

"The current job market has 
produced a lol of stress as well 
as issues with children when 
bolh parents liave lo work," 
Melrose said. • 

Depression can be Irlggered 
by miiiiy evenis, including a job 
loss, death of a family member 
or even ihe loss of an opporlu­
nily 10 advance or loss of phys­
ical capacities due lo illness or 
disease. 

"Wc provide resources so thai 
people can hopefully.move for­
ward," hc said. 

He believes this is one of lhc 
mosl imporiant aspeds of coun­

seling — to help clients identify 
resources Ihey currently have lo 
cope with various issues. 

For more complicated con­
cerns or issues — such as if a 
clieni needs medication for 
depression or anxiety — coun­
selors make referrals to mental 
health professionals.

involves such things as exlra-
marilal affairs, gambling, 
drinking and even Internet 
addiction. 

"Ofien Ihere are unspoken 
expeclations," Mclro.sc said.

"Instead, I tell clients it is 
more a sign of cour.age and 
strength," Melrose said.

Diane Grech and Dr Ronald 
Sluder are ready to help area res­
idents with their problems. 

The two therapists work in the 
Northville office of the Samaritan 
Counseling Cenler of 
Southeastern Michigan, which 
has existed for more than a 
decade in the First United 
Methodist Church of Northville 
on Eight Mile Road west of Taft 
Road. 

Grech, of Livonia, has worked 
at the Northville office about 17 
months and graduated from 
Madonna University in the 
school's first master's degree pro­
gram in clinical psychology. 

"It's a wonderful place to 
work," she said. "It's nice to have 
the spiritual component." 

Why do people come to their 
office for counseling? 

"Sometimes people come in 
because they feel their life isn't 
working for them," Grech said. 
"Il's not going the way they want 
it to go." 

She said we often feel anxiety 
in our daily lives and don't really 
know why. 

"A lot of fimes things unfold 
that we're not aware of. and we're 
not sure about why we're feeling 
the way we feel," Grech said. 

In her practice, she uses psy­

chotherapy, 
which she 
describes as a 
journey through 
a person's life lo 
determine why 
they developed 
how they did, 
and how they 
got to where 
they currently 
are in life. 

In her quest lo 
update her 
skills, she is in 
the process of 
completing a 
two-year pro­
gram at the 
Michigan 
Psychoanalytic 
Center in 
Farmington 
Hills. 

Grech said 
some people 
seek counseling 
during a crisis 
or life transi­
tion. 

"It could be 
after a trauma in 
the family, such 
as the loss of a spouse," she said. 

Communication is a big issue 
with couples, such as the inabili­
ty 10 share needs, .wants and 
expectations with the other per­
son. 

"We often get into olher diffi­
culties when we're not communi­
cating," she said.

After deciding he wanted a 
second career, Sluder earned a 
master's degree in counseling 
from Oakland University and has 
been practicing part-time since 
1994. 

He does individual and rela­
tionship counseling. 

"People come in because of 
anxiety, depression, career con­
cerns and major life changes, 
such as retirement, divorce and 
crises that can occur throughout 
the various stages of life," Studer 
said. 

He stressed that being a thera­
pist isn't about providing 
answers. 

"It's about being with people 
while they make their own deci­
sions about the difficult ques­
tions they have." 

Relationship issues can 
include family, spouse or sibling 
conflicts. 

"What they're doing isn't 
working, so they're frustrated," 
Studer said. "People often seek 
counseling when the pain of not 
changing is greater than the pain 
of making a change." 

He sees counseling as similar 
to coaching. 

"The goal is to guide, give 
counsel and be with the person 
through their journey."

Ron Jones of Northville wanted 
to hire a veteran. 

He just didn't know how. 
So, he decided to call liis con­

gressman. • 
Now, years later, U.S. rep. 

Thaddeus McCotter (R-MI), has 
introduced legislation that, if 
adopted, will help veterans find 
jobs and offer benefits lo their 
employers. 

McCoiter introduced ihe 
Veterans' Etriploynient Transition 
Support (VETS) Act bill on 
Monday which would provide 
income iax credit for bu.«ine.s.ses 
that hire veterans. 

A press conference took place 
Monday in Westland io announce 
the proposed bill. 

McCoiter is calling on 
Congre.s.s to amend the lniern.il 
Revenue Code to allow employers 
an incoiTie tax credit for hiring 
U.S. military veterans. 

The VETS Act would provide a 
one-time credit io employers on 
income tax for hiring niiliiary 
service personnel honorably dis­
charged. 

The credit would equal 40 per­
cent of the veterans' first-year 

wages or up to SI) percent for dis­
abled vetciiiiis. 

"This bill ensures our valiant 
veterans' service to our nation 
continues when tliey come Iiotiic," 
.said McCoiter, eluiirof the House 
Republican Policy Cotiitiiittee. 

"Encouraging companies lo 
hire veteiatis is nol just Ihe smart 
thing lo do: il is the right thing to 
do. By facilitating ihcir transition 
to civilian life, we further iheir 
good works on behalf our coiintr)' 
and ourconiniuiiities." 

Jones at press conference 

Jones, who attended Monday's 
press conference, said about two 
years ago llie company he works 
for needed to fill an entry-level 
computer job, and he wanted the 
company lo hire a vcieran. 

He called McColtcr's office to 
sec if any programs existed that 
helped leuiming veterans find 
work. 

"They did some research and 
found there really wasn't any 
type of network set up to do 
ibis." Jones said. "His staff 
looked into il and thought it 
appropriate to introduce a bill to 
offer an incentive for employers 
to hire vets." 

Jones said the original bill 
about two years ago, which was 
just for veterans returning from 
Iraq and'Afghanistan, did not 
piiss. The bill was then rewritten 
10 include all velcr.ins.

Asloundingly, some sludcnis arc 
only 4 when ihcy cnier kiiider-
giirlen. Moving lhc cul-off date lo 
coincide wiih llie start of school 
will level Ihe playing field and 
give our children the best chance 
for acadeniie success. 
Iniponiinlly, ihis measure can pre­
vent learning problems from 
developing early, lhal laler reciuire 
cosily special educalion services. 

Teacher Brenda Bcnn, who 
laiighl kindergarten for leii ye;irs 
al Novi Woods Elemcnlary, said 
she is plea.sed wiih the legislation. 

"Year after year, I have .seen 
children allend kindergarten who 
have laic binhd>nys and would 
have, without a doubt, done much 
bcller in .school had Ihey wailed 
unlil lhc following school year," 
said Bcnn, currently a first-grade 
teacher al Ihe school. "Give our 
children the lime lo develop and 
mature and lo be truly ready lo 
start Ihcir academic journey. Life 
is nol a race, and wc shouldn'l be 
rushing these Utile ones before 
they're able to handle die greater 
e.xpectalions placed on ihcm." 

Most slales require a sludent to 
be al least age 5 by August or 
September before being allowed 
to enter kindei;gaItcn. Michigan is 
one of only six slates with a cut­
off date of December 1 or later. 

The bills would phase in the 
cut-off dale over three years by 
making the deadline one month 
earlier each year. They would also 
require local school Ixiards lo 
adopt a policy enabling parents of 
a child who is 4 by September 1 
to request a waiver of tlie age 
requirement if the student is 
deemed to have the capabilities 
neccs.saIy for kindefgaften. 

Similar mea.sures were part of a 
landmark legislative package that 
I sponsored lasi year ihat foctised 
on prevention and early interven­
tion of learning failure. 

The new legislation will com­
plete a comprehensive plan to 
give students the strongest start 

possible and help ensure a solid 
foundation for Iheir school years. 

SBs 474 and 475 have been 
refcnrcd lo llie Senate liducalion 
Comniitlee. 

Mortgage fraud legislation 
passes Senate 

The Senate has pjtssed legisla­
tion Ihat will help preveni mort­
gage fraud in Michigan. 

According lo die ITll. inorl-
gage fraud loss in Michigan sky­
rocketed from $9 million in 2(X)3 
10 S26 million in 2(X)5. Currenlly, 
lenders in Michigim lose al leasi 
$29 million a year to mongagc 
fraud. 

To help address this serious 
crime. Senate Bills 343 and 356 
will prohihil mortgage brokers or 
other lending professionals from 
coercing or inducing real estate 
appraisers to intlale lhc value of 
real properly used as collalcral for 
a mortgage loan. 

A companion measure, SB .342, 
would prevent appraisers from 
conducting an appraisal if a 
requircmenl for gelling lhc job is 
an cxpccled oulconic. or il i.s 
implied lhal iheir paymenl is 
ba.sed upon a desired minimum 
apprai.sed value. 

SB 432 is a technical bill dial 
will remove lhc outdated three-
year misdemeanor penally from 
the senlcncing guidelines associ­
ated with mortgage acts. The 
penally will tic replaced with a 
standard one-year misdemeanor 
and increased fines. 

Senate Bills 342, 343,356. and 
432 now move lo Ihe House for 
considcralion.

Wc iu-c WTiting on behalf of 
Oakland County lo ask lhal read­
ers opixisc lhc planned raid of Ihc 
convention facilily fund - which 
is collecled from liquor and hotel 
taxes - to balance Ihe general 
State of Michigan budget. 
Discussions -arc currenlly under 
way lo liquidate lhal fund in 
Senalc bill 220, for fiscal year 
2007. If enacted, our communi­
ties will lose ncariy S36 million 
currently used for public safely 
and substance abuse ircalmenl 
programs. 

These programs wiih 
theirinlensc focus on interven­
tion and public safely of our citi­
zens provide successful and less-
costly allemlives lo incarceration, 
such that our strained county jail 
space can be used for criminals 
more likely to steal from or harni 
our residents. The Legislature 
and the governor arc working to 
finalize ihe budget within tlic next 
two weeks. 

Michigan counties, most espe­
cially Oakland, have already 

helped the slate lo ihe lune of 
S183 million annually fora limil-
ed period of time. Olher annual 
cuts 10 county programs in olher 
areas of Ihe budgcl have lefi criti­
cal counly seri'iccs which our res­
idenis use in an cxireniely vulner­
able posilion. Tlic 'slash and burn' 
planned for subslance abuse pro­
grams is dangerous policy, when 
added lo slate propos;ils lo dump 
felony parolees back into our 
localities while .il.so shifting .sen­
tencing guidelines. 

Even as stale leaders contem­
plate confiscating funds from 
these proven proven programs. 
Ihey continue lo dither over 
changes needed lo reawaken 
Michigan's economy; and mas­
sive unfunded fulure budgcl obli­
gations are lefi untouched while 
Icgislalors pcrpcluale massive 
subsidy programs for favored 
clienls, and Indeed, even propose 
new ones. 

Michigan citizens need lo 
demand that our Lcgislalurc slop 
Ihis raid on our communities' 
safely. Oakland County has 
already dealt responsibly with 
deep cuts in slate funding, with­

Unfortunately, Michigan's cil-
izcns will direclly suffer when 
services such as counly jails, 
roads, local public health depart­
menis :ind public safely arc cul 
again. We simply cannol maintain 
a quiilily of life for our citizens 
nor guaranlcc Ihcir safely if these 
culs arc made. 

Oakland County govcniiiicnl, 
has been particulariy mindful of 
Michigan's economic crisi.s, and 
has responded by calibrating 
cxpendilures lo forecasted shifls 
in revenues, building reserves, 
pre-paying major rcliremcnl 
hcallh care cosls. and, moving 
forward, sculpting afibrdablc 
ficncfil plans, which more closely 
approxiniale those available lo 
our citizens. 

On lichalf of Oakland Counly. 
wc ask members of the 
l.cgislalurc lo assist in the pro­
tection of these services vilal to 
communilyn safely. Rc.iders who 
arc are also conccmed would do 
well 10 conlacl ihcir slate Icgisla-

lor and Id Ihcm know they vigor­
ously oppose these planned cuts.

While we cannot change ihe 
anatomic and homional di (Ter­
ences in women, we can change 
mechanics and this has been the 
focus of Ihe ACL injury preven­
tion program wc have imple­
mented and others like it around 
the country. Iusl as a golf swing 
or jump.shot can be properly 
taught, so can landing mechan­
ics and muscle balance. Early 
sludics show that lhc.se injury 
prevention programs are effec­
tive in reducing .ACL injuries. 
Unfortunately, though, for our 
sisters and daughters (and 
mothers!), wc haven't reached 
the point ai which we're putiing 
ourselves out of business...yet
