His capture by the Germans

In an interview at his home on
Frederick, where he’s lived for 46
years, Szezepanski (alked about

his shduction by the German
police on Scpt.

The Germans were taking all of
the men 10 (he conceniration
camps. His mother woke him up
the duy the Gestapo came. He
tried io hicle, bui they saw his hat,

"My hat betrayed me.” he said.

He was in Warsaw for three
days heiore being loaded into o
caltle  wagon and taken tw
Auschwitz,

Cold winters [n the camp

From Sept. 22, 1640, unil
March 19, 1942, he survived (wo
ol the most severe winters in 140
years in Lhe largest und most noto-
rious  German  concentration
camps — Anschwinz,

“Auschwitz was impossible 10
survive for normal people,”
Szczepanski said. I was not nor-
mal. Thit’s wiiy  survived. 1 had
the metivation 1o survive”

In his talk, he compared the Ann
Arbar VA hospital to the hospital
in Block No. 20 au Auschwitz, 10
which he was admiited as Number
4974, This so-called hospital was
a seep toward the Auschwitz 1

Crematorium, which f.l.ill stands K

today.

While at he camp,
Ruslolf Haess, the infameus com-
mandant ol Auschwitz, wamed
him, “Sec that smoke coming out
of the crematorium? IT.you do
anything against the Germans, that
will be you.”

Political system geared toward extremists

Thucydides, the man
regarded as the father of
modern hislorical think-
ing, wrole his classic
History of the
Peloponnesian War in the
fifth century BC. And it
holds some meaningful
insights that both .our
political parties could
learn [ram today.

Besldes writing about
that terrible war, in
which Athens and iis
allies were vanquished
by Sparta, the ancient
Greek general explored
one of the oldest ques-
lions in philosophy:
Whal do we mean when
we say that something
"caused” something, as
in "X caused Y'? What
was new about
Thucydides’  thinking
was the idea that surface
reasons may nol neces-
sarily be the real reason
thal events unfold in a
cerlain way.

For Thucydides, this
means that on the sur-
lace. the start of the
Peloponnesian War came
with the battle for the
town of Epidamnus.

Bul he makes it clear
as the book goes on that
the underlying cause [or
the war was really
Athens”  preoccupalion
with ils empire and
Sparta's fear that ils
independence might
thereby be crushed.

The more  things
rhange, Lhe more things
slay the same. Fast for-
ward (o the confused
siate of our polltics, A.D.
2007, as a classic case in
which you need fo
undersland whal's
beneath the surface.

Republicans and
Democrals can't seem to
get along, Indeed, the

o4Ap helvesn diberal, left-
leaning . Demoerats « and
conservative, hard-right
Republicans seems " so
cnormous as to make
sensible compromtise in
the middle almost impos-
sible.
Why is this?

Yel the dynamics dic-
late that most of Dillon's
Democratic  legislatars
are well to the fefl aof
Bishop's Republican fol-
lowers.

The underlying cause
is the way legislative dis-
iricts have deliberately
been designed. Both par-
lies have mastered the
use of political technolo-
gy so that they can slice
and dice a political map
with amazing refinement.
And a silent conspiracy
of thase in office makes
sure certain districts are
overwhelmingly
Republican and others
solidly Democratie. In
fact, of the 148 legisla-
tive distriets in
Michigan, only a handful
are actually competitive.

What Lhis means is

that the real election
takes place not in
November bul in ihe

August primary. when
candidates arc nominal-
ed to run. Because volers
in primary elections tend
to be the most extreme
representatives of their
parly, folks voling in
Republican primaries are
well to the right of the
average GOP voter.

At the same Llime,

“Deémscratic” prlmary val-

ers are well to the left of
most of us. This means
that the candidates that
are anointed in the pri-
mary election are often
representatives ol the
political extremes. Na
wonder they can't gel
along once elected!

political behavior. Has it
ever oceurred to you that
the candidales we ncmi-
nate for President (hese
days are by and large not
the best qualified for the
mosl Important job in
the world?

That's not becausc
there are fewer able peo-
ple willing {6 run for
President. It's because
back in the 1970s, we
changed the way candi-
dates were neminated.

Back in the old days.
nominaiions {ovk place
in national conventions,
where political bosses
gathered in smoke-filled
rooms and horsetraded
and haggled about who
would be nominated. Ail
of them knew the possi-
ble candidates, their
strengths and weakness-
es.

And all of then realized
that their political power
depended on picking a
nominec who was capa-
ble and without serious
personality laws. So we
gol nominees like
Franklin D}. Ruyosevell,
Dwight . Eisenhower
and Harry Truman.

Nowadays. we pick our
presidential nominees by
a bunch ol primary elec-
tions, as the “democral-
ic” way {o do things. In
practice, this means that
the same parly activists
who ‘vele In legislalive
primaries wind up con-
trolling presidential pri-
maries, together with a
bunch of busy-boedy
media types, yours truly
included.
