Novi officials arc about to move 
forward witii plans to build a new 
library — but they've taken a step 
back ill the search for a new 
library director. 

The Novi Library Board of 
Trustees expects lo ask Ihe Cily 
Council Monday for approval to 
place a $16 million bond on ihc 
November ballot. II would fund 
construction of a new library. 

But tlie board -— which was 
hoping to have a director in place 
this summer — failed to select a 
new director last month after two 
of the three finalists dropped out.

A Wilm's tumor is a cancer of Ihe kidneys 
primarily affecting children. 

According to the Pediatric Oncology 
Resource Center, Wilms accounts for about 
7 percent of childhood cancer cases and 75 
percent of the cases before age five. 

"ft's a fairiy common type of cancer for 
kids and ireaimenl regimen is well script­
ed," Corrion stiid. 'The hospital staff made 
going to the doctors fun for Logan, so he 
wasn't scared or frightened."

After .M) year.s of producing 
iconic cars like the Ford 
Thundcrbird and Lincoln 
Continental, liic automaker will 
idle its landmark Wixom 
Assembly I'lant. 

The facility is one of nine 
Ford expects to close by the end 
of 2008 as pan of ils "Way 
Forward" turnaround plan, 
which is designed lo bring pro­
duction in line with the 
automaker's sinking market 
share. 

The sprawling 4.7 million 
square-foot Wixom plant 
opened in 1957 and until recent­
ly employed more than 1.200 
workers, f-ord announced it 
would close the plant in January 
200.'i. It sits on 320 acres at the 
intersection of Wixom Road and 
Interstate 96. 

The plant's headcounl and 
production have tapered off as 
consumers turned away I'roiii 
Ford products due to spiking 
gasoline prices and increased 
competition from import 
automakers. 

Wixom Cily Manager J. 
Michael Dornan said the plant's 
closing will hurl the area, but is 
partially offset by growth in 
other sectors. 

He said the f-ord plant gener­
ated almost 50 percent of the 
city's revenue 15 years ago, but 
now it has fallen lo 11 percent. 

Dornan said Wixom is in talks 
with Ford about the future of 
Ihc site, which is unclear at the 
moment. 

Production of Ihe Lincoln 
Town Car, the plum's final velii-
clc, will be shifted io St. 
Thomas, Ontario. The Canadian 
plant also builds the IVIercury 
Grand Marquis and the Ford 
Crown Victoria, which like the 
Town Car, are large, rear wheel 
drive vehicles. 

A Storied Past 
The Wixom plant has buill a 

slew of popular cars over the 
last half century, including the 
Lincoln Mark .scries, the 
Lincoln LS and Ford's GT super 
car 

The facility was also among 
the select few able to build 
four different cars under one 
roof, according to the United 
Auto Workers, and won 
numerous awards over the 
years for its manufacturing 
practices. 

But as Ford looked to remake 
iiself lo better compete in the 
cut-throat North American mar­
ket, it became clear the Wixom 
plant was not part of its future, 
and Iwo of its most recent cars, 
the LS and GT, arc no longer 
produced. 

The LS was once the flagship 
of the Lincoln brand, but was 
essentially replaced by the 
Lincoln MKZ, a smaller car 
buill in Mexico off the same 
platform as Ihe Ford Fusion and 
Mazda 6. 

Ford is looking to trim about 
$5 billion in operating costs and 
cut 25,000-30,000 North 
American manufacturing work­
ers by the end of 2008. 

Ford also eliminated 14,000 
salaried jobs. 
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Ford plants in Si. Louis, 
Atlanta, and Windsor, which 
were earmarked for closure Ihc 
same lime Wixom was, have 
already been shuttered. 

By the end of nexl year, Ford 
expects to have slashed its 
North American nianulacluring 
capacity by 26 percent to }.6 
million vehicles, compared with 
2005. 

"These actions have painful 
conset|ucnces for communi­
ties and many of our loyal 
employees." Ford Executive 
Chairman Bill Ford said in a 
statement last fall when Ihc 
company's "Way Forward 
Plan" was updated to include 
more cuts.

Scientists have zeroed in on 
blood biomarkcrs that could 
someday help doctors predict 
who's ill risk for Alzheimer's dis-
eiisc. They might even help guide 
treatment, Ihe U.S. researchers 
added. 

These bioniarkeis. called 
cytokines, are all liiillmiirks of 
heightened inflammatory 
respon.ses. Cytokines specific lo 
Alzheiiner's disease were found, 
in greater numbers on white blood 
cells called mononuclear cells. 

Higher conceniriUions of 
iiiflammg t̂ofy markers in the 
blood'jiliiiVe . been linked to 
AlzKSMift-'s disease hcforc. Htn-

other conditions of old ;ige. such 
as heart disease and arlliiilis. can 
also trigger iiil'liiiiinialioii. the 
researchers pointed oul. 

flowever, the newly discovered 
iiiiirkcrs point specifically at 
,'\lzlicimer's disciise-liiikcd 
inflanimalioii in the brain, the sci­
entists said. 

That's important, because right 
now "ihere's no single blood lesi 
or ncuroiiiiiigiiig .study - CT scan 
01- MRl - lhat can reliably predici 
wbellier somebody has 
Alzheimer's dise;tse. much less 
wliether someone is at risk of 
developing die illness," explained 
Iciid researcher Dr Zaidy Tan, 
director of llie Memory, Disprders- ,̂

"So. if Ihis llnding is validated 
in other studies and larger sam­
ples, it might become a lest for 
I'ulure risk of Alzheimer's dis­
ease," he said. 

There are currently no effective 
ircatnients for Alzheimer's dis­
ease, which now al'I'ccts more thiiii 
.S million Americans, iiccoriling lo 
die Alzheimer's Associiition. 
Scientists project that unless new 
ways iire found to prevent or treat 
Ibe disease, thai total could climb 
lo 16 million by mid-century. 

The exiicl role of inlliimniiitory 
processes in Alzheimer's remains 
a mystery, although numerous 
studies support the notion that 
Ihey are at least associated with 
die mind-robbing illness. 

"The dam ha.s hecn confliet-

ing," Tan .said. "Most of the stud­
ies oul there arc populalion-hiised, 
looking at Ihe use of anti-iiinam-
inalory drugs. I'or example, on the 
incidence of Alzheimer's dis­
ease." 'fhose studies Ikivc found 
no good evidence that taking 
steroids or nonsteroidal anti-
inflaniinalories (for example, 
aspirin or ihuprofcn) cuts 
Alzheimer's risk. 

Tougher, still has been the 
sciircb for a blood marker that 
might precisely indicate the pres­
ence ol. or risk lor, Alzheimer's 
disease in a particular piiticni. 

A number ol studies with elder­

ly piilienls have coirelatcd a high 
luinibcr of cytokines in red blood 
cells with Alzheimer's, but "since 
this population is significantly 
older, there are other reasons 
someone might have inflamma­
tion - arthritis, for example," Tan 
said. 

The new study, published in the 
May 29 issue of Neurology, 
focused on a particular type of 
white blood cell, the mononuclear 
cell. Tan's team focused on these 
cells because they have the ability 
- unlike many other cells - to cross 
the blood-bram barrier. 

Faking advantage of the ongo­

ing Framingham Heiiit Study,Tan 
and his colleagues periodically 
lcslcd the blood of 691 healthy 
elderly participants averaging 79 
years of age. Then they tracked 
the volunteers' mental health for 
the next seven years. 

Over that period of time, 44 of 
the participants developed 
Alzheimer's disease. 

The researchers found that indi­
viduals with the iiighcst levels of 
mononuclear cell-derived inflam­
matory cytokines were twice as 
likely io develop the illness as 
those with ihe lowest levels ot the 
inflammatory markers.

Debra Yake is passionate 
about everyone learning car­
diopulmonary resuscitation. 

That's why Yake, a Life 
Support Training In.siiiuic lae-
ulty member in Southl'ield, and 
a team of professionals will 
offer a free course in CPR and 
Ihe use of automated external 
defibrillators (AEDs) on 
Saturday, June 9, in Northville. 

The 2-4 p.m. class will take 
place at the Revival Outreach 
Center Church, 16115 Beck-
Road, between Five and Six 
Mile roads, in Norlhville 
Township. 

Members of the institute, 
which is Ihe educational branch 
of Cominunity Emergency 
Medical Service, are partnering 
with members of the City of 
Northville Fire Department in 
providing the free class. 

The class is being offered 
Ihrough a partnership with the 
American Heart Association. 

This is the second year that 
Yake and other professionals 
have volunteered their lime to 
offer Ihe class al the Northville 
Township church. 

Yake, coordinator of the 
event, said the weekend of June 
9-10 will be a special time of 
remembrance for her, as more 
40 years ago on June 10 her 
grandfather. Homer Sauve, died 
of cardiac arrest al a Metro 
Detroit restaurant. 

Unfortunately, no one at the 
restaurant knew what to do to. 
save his life. 

"1 want to leach everyone 1 
can the basics of CPR and AED 
training, so wc can all be a 
good Samaritan to someone in 
need," Yake said. 

The nation's No. 1 killer 

Yake said cardiovascular dis­
ease is the nation's No. 1 killer, 
and many deaths — about 
250,000 a year — occur sud­
denly. A victim of sudden car­
diac arrest is likely to die with­
in minutes if CPR and defibril­
lation arc not performed. 

The practice and device can 
add critical minutes to a sudden 
cardiac arrest victim's life by 
pumping blood and o.xygen to 
vital organs, such as Ihe heart, 
brain and lungs. 

These arc skills people may 
even need in iheir own homes, 
as the majority (75-80 percent) 
of all sudden cardiac arrests 
occur at home. Only about 5 
percent of these victims sur­
vive. 

"When performed effeciively, 
CPR doubles the chance of sur­
vival," Yake said. "Taking a 
CPR class is a great opportuni­
ty for residents to learn a skill 
that may save the life of a 
friend or family member." 

Yake added that such training 
is important because, "When 
your spouse, parent or child's 
life is on the line, training 
allows you to overcome your 
fear and act quickly and confi­
dently." 

"CPR is something everyone 
should know," said Jim Allen, 
City of Northville Fire Chief 
"Even young people, siarting at 
about age 10, should learn 
CPR. You never know when you 
might run across someone who 
needs this." 

Allen said the Northville Fire 
Department has offered CPR 
classes for about Ihe last five or 
six months at a cost of $40, 
which is paid to the Life 
Support Training Institute. 

"In fact, we jusi hiid 17 peo­
ple sign up for the one that took 
place on Tuesday, May 29," 
Allen .siiid. 

Instructors will train partici­
pants using the American Heart 
Association's Family and 
Friends course. This is a com­
munity CPR awareness course 
and does not provide CPR certi­
fication requirements of

Conference holds out the profnise 
of offering :i different vision and 
outcome because of the "One D" 
seeds that were planted far in 
advance of the Chamber's event. 

What is "One D," you ask? No, 
it docs not stand for depressed. It is 
"One DcU-oit!" It signifies an effort 
by a group of regional civic organ­
izations that are committed to 
working collaboratively to trans­
form Metro Detroit into one of the 
worlds great regions. "One 
Detroit!" 

Founding members are the 
Cultural Alliance of Southcasteni 
Michigan. Detroit Metro 
Convention & 'Visitors Bureau, 
Detroit Regional Chainber, Detroit 
Renaissance, New Detroit and the 
United Way for Southea.slern 
Michigan. 

One 0 - Six Priority Areas 
Of Focus 

One D's final report will be 
unveiled in detail at this confer­
ence. Its goal is to ensure the 
region works together to achieve 
measurable goals in six areas of 
priority: economic prosperity, edu­
cational preparedness, regional 
transit, race relations, regional 
cooperation and quality of life. 

Dennis Archer, the Chairman of 
the Detroit Regional Chamber, for­
mer Mayor of Detroit and now 
Chairman of Dickefson-Wright 
law firm, promises noi only to out­
line plans - but provide the com­
munity with an ongoing report 
card on the progress being made to 
accomplish specific goals. The 
political, business and civic leader­
ship may have the report card 
blues if they do not show the share­
holders, i.e., the people in the 
metro region and the state, steady 
and significant progress towards 
these articuiated, public goals.

The great German 
Chancellor Otto von 
Bismarclc once wisely said 
there were two things you 
didn't want to see being 
made — sausage and legis­
lation. They're both messy. 

. Often you have no Idea 
what's In the end product. 
And what goes into the 
process is, well, not for the 
faint-hearted. 

There were sighs of relief 
across the state last week­
end, after our Michigan 
legislators ground together 
enough ingredients to 
assert they had overcome 
an $800 million deficit for 
the fiscal year ending Sept. 
30. 

Yet the way it was done 
is dismaying, and provides 
clear evidence tliat our 
political leaders are still 
scared to tackle the real 
problems that — every 
year — turn up a chronic 
billion dollar-plus struc­
tural state budget deficit. 

Everyone now knows 
Michigan Is In deep eco­
nomic crisis. That meant 
our state's leaders had a 
wonderful chance to step 
up and accomplish the 
obvious "Grand Bargain." 
That would involve making 
serious changes in the 
workings and costs of state 
and local government in 
return for dragging the tax 
system into the 21st cen­
tury. But they opted for a 
bunch of accounting 
hocus-pocus, one-time 
gimmicks and borrowing 
from the future. 

What they gave us 
instead of a future was the • 
image of a balanced budg­
et without the financial 
substance. Although the 
legislators claim they 
accomplished $785 million 
in savings, there were vely 
few tough budget cuts and 
no tax increases in the 
deal they cobbled together 
late last week. 

The one place they did 
cut was the place our 
future could least afford — 
higher education. 'Virtually 
everybody realizes that 
Michigan's economic 
future depends In large 
part on increasing the pro-

portion of the workforce 
with a college degree. But 
slate support for universi­
ties, already suffering from 
repealed cutbacks over the 
years, vvas cut by another 
$26 million. 

Additionally, stale pay­
ments worth $165 million 
to universities and com­
munity colleges were 
delayed until October, 
safely after the start of the 
new fiscal year. But that 
$165 million will have to 
be added to next year's 
deficit. 

The legislature's other 
"solutions" are at least as 
bad. Attracting and retain­
ing the highly talented and 
educated "creative class" 
Michigan needs requires a 
frothy mix of stimulating 
communities and a vibrant 
arts and cultural scene. 
Yet our lawmakers cut 
$3.6 million from arts and 
cultural programs. 

Three funds meant to be 
restricted — refined petro­
leum, state campaign and 
convention facilities — 
were raided for $215 mil­
lion. Pension and retire­
ment accounting rules 
were changed, producing a 
"savings" of $364 million. 

Even before this deal was 
done, the highly respected, 
non-partisan Citizens 
Research Council : of 
Michigan said the state 
has grabbed cash out of 
restricted funds and 
resorted to various 
accounting gimmicks 
worth $4.2 billion. 

Now, that figure is even 
higher. Want to know how 
bad our state's standing 
has slipped? Michigan 
earned $137 million in 
interest payments in 2000. 
This year, we'll have to pay 
$66 million interest on 

short-term loans. 
The budget deal does 

avoid some of the worst 
possibilities. There will be 
no lost payments to public 
schools: Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm had threatened 
a $116 cut per pupil. There 
will be no shutdown of 
state government; the lay­
offs the governor had 
warned state employees to 
expect aren't happening, at 
least not yet. And there 
will be'no further cuts in 
revenue sharing for local 
government; legislators 
had been talking about 
cutting them by $40 mil­
lion. 

House Speaker Andy 
Dillon, D-Redford, reflect­
ing on what had to be done 
to balance the budget, was 
quoted as saying, "I'm not. 
proud of these cuts. But 
they get us to our end 
goal." Certainly, the conse­
quences of no budget 
agreement could have been 
a disaster. Michigan 
scarcely needs the national 
embarrassment of payless 
payda:ys, wholesale layoffs 
of state employees and God 
knows what else. Dillon 
and Senate Majority 
Leader Mike Bishop, R-
RochesteL are smart and 
have .established a good 
working relationship. 

Trouble Is — if they can't 
•piui' tdge'ther''a", realistic, 
long-term budget agree­
ment this time around, 
who can believe they're 
gonna do It next year? 

For next year the prob­
lems will be much, much 
worse. The projected budg­
et deficit for the fiscal year 
that begins with October 
was $1.6 billion — even 
before all the stuff that got 
shoveled from this year 
into next. 

The rumor actively circu­
lating in Lansing is that in 
exchange for no tax 
increase this year, law­
makers (including some 
crucial Republicans) will 
vote an increase in the 
state Income tax from 3.9 
percent .to 4.4 percent. 
Republicans are denying 
any such deal, and 
Democl-ats are laying low, 
hoping that emerging 
bipartisan support for a 
tax increase will Immunize 
both political parties. 

Sooner or later, however, 
Michigan's political leaders 
are going to have to face 
that a far-reaching, com­
mon-ground reform agen­
da must be put into place. 

Spending on pnsons 
needs to be cut. Legacy 
costs and fringe benefits 
for public employees need 
to be looked at. A bench-
marked, cost-and result 
scorecard needs to be 
developed comparing what 
we pay and what we get 
from government. We also 
need to find ways to 
require improvements in 
productivity from all levels 
of government, Local gov­
ernments and school dis­
tricts need to consolidate 
services wherever possible. 
We need fewer scliool dis­
tricts. And our tax system 
needs to Ipe brjoughf kick--
'ing anci'screalii'fri^'lhto ffie 
21st century. 

We simply cannot survive 
as a state — let alone pros- • 
per — as long as we cannot 
put our financial house 
solidly in order. This year's 
budget agreement does not 
do it. Instead, it's yet 
another example of politi­
cal expediency overconling 
a great opportunity to 
move toward sensible 
financial management.

Main tenance Problems? 

i am always amazed to find thai many 
iiomcs have very similar conditions and 
proiilcms. .Some of tiie issues listeii 
bciow can be related to the ajje of the 
home or the systems in the home. 
However ir is interesting to iii>tc that 
many of the 10 i.isucs listed ate related 
to water and moisture concerns. 

1. Improper Surface Grading and 
Drainage, iiy far the most rreijuent 
problem, it is responsil)le for the most 
tronimon liouscitold a(;j;r.ivations, 
including water penetration into the 
imcnient or crawlspace. All b.ise]iK-iits 
will eventually leak if tlie waici is not 
moved away from the foundation. 

2. Improper Elccirlcai Wiring, i'his 
includes sudi situations .is iniuflicient 
electrical service coming into the humc 
to meet modern d.iy rn]uireinents. It 
also includes iiiadetiuaie overload pro­
tection, and amateur (often d.ingcrous) 
wiring connections.

4. Heating Systems. Defect items in 
this categor)' include broken or inal-
functioning controls. Mocked ciiimneys 
and exhaust, dirty fillers, humidifiers 
which are nor functioning prt)perly, and 
older coiivcntion,il furnace- which are 
operating past their useful life and ate a 
potential for carbon monoxide in the 
home. 

5. Poor Overall Maintenance. A com­
mon problem witli all homeowners. 
Some of the signs of poor maintenance 
include cracked, peeling or dirty paint­
ed surfaces; crumbling masonry; 
makeshift u-irirjg or plumbing; broken 
lighting fixtures and/or appHances. 
damiige exterior trim, gutters, down­
spouts, and drlve\v.iy/vvaik\v.ays in need 
of repair. Every home needs to have 
TLC in order to look nice and have 
proper protection from weather. 

6. Structuraiiy Rciaied Problems. As 
a result of problems in one or more of 
these categories, d.image is sustained by 
such structural components as founda­
tion walls, floor joisus, rafiers, windows, 
and door headers, i-iaving a leak go 
linnotlccd or repaired can allow water 
to penetrate into the wall and create var­
ious issues .IS a result. 

7. Plumbing. Though not ranked as a 
number one problem, plumbing defects 
Slill rank high. Tliis includes the exis­
tence of old or incompatible piping 
materials, as well as dripping faucets, 
faulty fixtures, and dam.-iges or clogged 
w.-iste lines. 

8. Exteriors, l-laws in this category, 
such as exterior seals around windows, 
doors and wall surface joints, rarely have 
structural significance but may po.se dis­
comfort to the occupants due to svaicr 
and air penetration.The most common 
culprits are inadequate caulking and/or 
weather-stripping. 

9. Poor Ventilation. In an effon to save 
energy, many homeowners have "over 
sealed" their homes, resulting in exces­
sive interior moisture. Significant mois­
ture an lead to decaying and failure of 
both the structural and non-structural 
elements. This indudes interior mois­
ture fiom bathing (bath exhaust fans), 
cookingflack of having cxliaust vent to 
exterior), and humidifiers setting to 
high in winter months. 

10. Miscellaneous. This category 
includes inierior components (often 
cosmetic in nature). Things such its 
cracked wall plates, broken floor mold­
ings, boles in walls under sinks which 
water pipes come through, cracked win­
dow panes, and windows which have 
failed seals (when moisture gets berwccn 
tlie glass and the window looks fogg)-). 
These can lead to an incflicient healing 
and cooling environment for the home.
