What's sad but true is

that good ideas seidom
become  reality jusi
because they're good.
Most of the time, they
take concrete form only
after they have won the
support of enough pow-
erful people and powerful
interest groups (o over-
come the strong inertia
that so oflen drags down
even the best prejects.

But now for some good
news: That turning point
may jusl have been
reached in the case of
one of the most promis-
ing projects in decades.

their routine. Watch a Lypical
male in a gym, you will see lifi-
g, pushing and pressing
weights, maybe some cardio-
vascular activity but seldom
sireiching. Now before you
think, oh no, nol anulher aclivi-
ty to add to my aiready impossi-
ble schedule. allow me o
explain.  For most, especially
males, it would be wise to con-
sider trading H-15 misutes of
weight lifiing for some streich-
ing or cven cardio activily.
. The facts arc fow back pain
alfects nearly 80 percent of all
adults  and - musculeskeletal
symptoms causing pain of the
knce, shoulder und foot/ankle
ur¢ the next dn ling for individu-
als who seek help. Often times,
when the triggering event caus-
cs the injury to escalate, we
seck rehab, therapy o other
medical help. And in almost ali
of these cases, tight muscles are
contributing o the pain.

Anne Bishop, Munager of
Northville  Physical Rehab,
agrees, “Tight hamstrings can
cause back and leg pain and
tight upper back wmuscles
(rapezivs muscles) can cause
neck and shoulder pain”™ She
confirms that in alimost al! cases
thi come to her ¢linic, streich-
ing is included as a corrective
aclion. The challenge is once
the pain subsides people do not
continue stretching and the
tighiness builds again leading
pateiially e the same or 4 new
injury. Remember the body is
one complicated and amazing
serdes of joints and muscles all
meant to work together effi-
ciently in harmony. So when
any part is not functioning prop-
crly, other muscles and joinis
must compensate (o allow you
10 do whatever it is you wanl 1o
do. This means a tight right call
that is not functioning praperly
over time can affect a lefi shoul-
der. There are basic evaluations
a personal trainer or therapist
can conduct fo evaluae your
speeific tght musele gronps and
recommend corrective stretehes
before they lead to pain or
injury.

Bottom line, next time you
consider activity, make streich-
ing a priorily, you may not hear
the familiar sounds of the
weights but you will have a
more pain frec summer next
year.
