Plans for consiructing a cily-owned 
gun range move forward wilh expecta­
tions construction will be complete .it 
the end of the year. 

"Our tentative schedule shows we 
would start (construction) either the 
first or second week in August," said 
Novi Police Chief David Moiloy. 
"Estimating it would be finished by 
December 31." 

The plan is lo build the range on 
city-owned property at the Field 
Services Complex off II Mile Road 
and Delwal. 

City officials began soliciting con­
tractor bids for the project June 11 and 
will continue accepting proposals 
through tomorrow. The indoor facility 
will be .ibout 5,100 square feet wilh a 
25-yard range. 

"Ofiicers will be able to shoot hand 
guns, shot guns and patrol rifles all 
inside," Moiloy said. • 

According to Moiloy, the facility will 
be one of few designed to shoot patrol 
rifles inside. 

The police deparlment currently rents 
out the facility at Ihe Cily of 
Farniington's Department of Public 
Works complex for iirearms training. 

"Having our own indoor facility will 
offer 24/7 training opportunities for our 
officers," said Novi city manager Clay 
Pearson. "Il will greatly improve public 
safety." 

The state-of-lhe-art facility will also 
provide officers wilh a higher quality of 
training, officials Siiid. 

"It will allow us to shoot at multiple 
targets at different ranges," Moiloy said. 
"Cunrently, the Famiinglon range does 
not give us lhat capability." 

Having Ihe gun range located in Novi 
limits the amount of drive time for offi­
cers and allows them to be immediately 
available in case of an emergency, offi­
cials said.

department project was turned down last 
December, but approved by Council 
May 1 as part of the 2007-08 fiscal year 
budget.

"That wiis it. l heard a loud 
riligitig, like nothing {had heard 
before, and thought l was a 
goner." 

Those were the first thoughts 
in Pfc. Casimir "Cas" Werda's 
head when an incendiary explo­
sive device (lED) exploded in 
front of him while on patrol as a 
machine gunner with his US. 
Army unit. Bravo Company, in 
Iraq March 14. Werda look a 
direct hit in the face from the 
exploding pieces of shrapnel 
leaving him without his left eye 
and without vision in his right 
eye after numerous surgeries in 

"I was conscious the whole 
time," Werda, who turns 24 on 
July 8, said. "I lost a lot of blood. 
I was gelling really faint. 1 
thought-about my family and 
concentrated on brcithing." 

After surgery, he was flown to 
Germany, where his unit was 
stationed in Schweinfurt. He 
was then flown back to Walter 
Reid Hospital in Washington, 
D.C. where his family flew out 
from Novi to see him. 

"We flew out to see him in 
D.C. and his .spirits were up and 
he was laughing and joking. He 
wasn't ̂  negative, crying, com­
plaining or blaming anybody 
else. He's one of the most posi­
tive people I know," said

After nionllis of debale, the 
design for the Meadowbroolc 
Road IBicyde Pathway Project is 
coniplcie. 

Rob H;iyes, the city engineer, 
is in charge of lhe $280,000 proj­
ect that will add sidewallis along 
the wesl side of Meadowbrook 
Road between Eighl and 10 Mile, 
as well as on portions of land on 
Nine and 10 Mile between Beck 
and Taft roads. 

" i l was originally supposed lo 
be an eight-foot bike path one 
foot in 10 the righl of way, bul the 
scope has changed signillcanliy 
and il's now a 5-foot pedestrian 
path." said itaycs. 

For residents along 
Meadowbrook Road and parts of 
Nine and 10 Mile roads, this 
means Ihey will be seeing cbn-
struclion i'or new sidewalks in 
late July or early August. 

" i like the idea of a bike path..! 
think ihey should be every­
where," said Frank D'iJva, presi­
dent of the Meadowbrook Lake 
Homeowner's Association. "We 
have a lot of peopie who walk 
and bike. Most people benefit 
from it by walking and biking." 

However, many residents felt 
the plans intruded on their pri­
vately owned properly. A cily 
ordinance requires all sidewalks 
and bike paths lo be placed 33 
feel from the cenler iine on either 
side of the road, according to 
Hayes. 

"(The city's) letter didn't make 
it clear. They didn't give us a 
choice," said Ken LaFleur, an 
Orchard Hills resident who has 
lived on Meadowbrook Road just 
.south of 10 Mile Road for the 
past 22 years. "Nobody wants il 
al all. At leasl we gol il changed. 

"They don'l plan lo fill in the 
ditches. They plan to leave the 
ditches for rain water runoff and 
said il's expensive. The residents 
have to live wilh ihis lhe resl of 
Iheir lives, so do il righl." 

Enclosing lhe ditches would 
cost lhe Cily an., addiiional 
$134,000,- which -would require 
albiost double the budget. 
LaFleur saitl'ihe city attempted

trick noisemakcrs such as snap-
pops. 

Signal flares, blank cartridges 
and railroad signaling devices are 
exempt from stale law and are nol 
considered fireworks. 

"We've had a real good handle 
on our fireworks. We make sure 
stores sell only legal fireworks," 
said Mike Evans, fire marshal for 
the Novi Fire Departnienl. 

Bollle rockets, sky rockets, 
roman candles, firecrackers, mis­
siles, crackle and sirobe. para-
chulcs, wheels imd spinners, sky 
dyers, display shells and aerial 
iicnis (cakes) are all federally 
legal, bul h;ive stale law restric­
tions requiring a permit, which 
also means Ihey cannol be sold in 
stores. 

"People who have access lo a 
liirge aniounl of illegal fireworks 
aren't going (o start asking aboul 
a perniil because liicy know we're 
going lo come oul and confiscate 
Ihem," .said Tom Lindberg, depuly 
police chief of the Novi Poiice 
Departnienl. 

Tiic penally for using illegal 
fireworks can amount to 90 days 
in jail and a SlOO fine, bul 
Lindberg said it's rare llial people 
spend lime in jail for fireworks. 

"If il's somelhing lhal goes 
bang or leaves the ground, il's 
illegal," Lindberg said. "Officers 
will be going from call lo call lo 
call. I'd say we're more assertive 
lh;in olher cities."

"There was one private request 
lhat was denied," Evans said. "We 
get a lot of inquiries, bul not a lot 
of iiction on ihem." 

To use any fireworks illegal in 
Michigan, permits must be 
obtained from ihe local govcrn-
meni via the Michigan Township 
Association and also from the 
Federal Bureau of Alcohol, 
Tobacco, Firearms and 

Explosives. However, consumer 
fireworks thai are illegal in 
Michigan, but not al the federal 

rji level, do not require a federal per­
mit. 

Sa fe Use 

Regardless of the size of the' 
fireworks, il's easy lo gel ' 
injured. Fireworks don't have a_ 
very high rale of misfiring, bui~ 
simple caution when ihe fuse isf 
lil and jusi after the fire goes ou^ 
can keep accidents from happen-J, 
ing. 

"If they're using the legal one.s,T 
any young person needs io bo| 
closely supervised. Kids love ihc^ 
sparklers, bui ihe sulfur gets red 
hot and lhe kids grab it and gclS 
burned," Lindberg said. "I had XA 
friend who had one sei on their 
cushion armchair and it got set on 
fire. :! 

"Keep a can of water and puts.-
lhe sparklers in il until you can;.-
properly dispo.sc of Ihem." 

In addition to dousing Ihe fire-^ 
work in waler, sianding at least 20 ,• 
feel away after a fuse is lit and.-
while the firework is exploding isi:. 
also a safe precaution. 

"Things shooting sparks is fire.. 
It's hoi and you can't get too close: -
10 ii or lei it gel in yours eyes,"i; 
Lindberg said. 

Evans added doing fireworksa 
with an adult and without alcohol ii 
involved are both importani, espe­
cially for teens. 1 

Lasl year, there was no drastic i 
increase in calls lo ihe fire depart-.; 
ment, officials said. 

"There's no increase in person-; 
nel, just in awareness," Evans, 
said. "Leave the big stuff to thei 
professionals wilh proper licens­
es and efljoy them from a dis-'j, 
lance." i-.

Tjie air in local tiars and resimi-
rants may. seem a little cleaner in 
months to come if proposed legis­
lation is passed into law. 

Along with bowling alleys. 
VFW halls and polentially casi­
nos, cuIrent siaie legi-sialion 
would ban smoking from all of 
these public establishments. 

"I certainly understand ihe con­
cern for health and .safety far non-
smokers," said Sen. Nancy Cassis 
(R-Novi). " l also have concern for' 
telling businesses whal io do or 
not to do. Consumers can talce 
iheir Insiness v^at tJicy'd like." 

The bill, which iwis imnxiuccd 
by state Sen. Ray Basham (D-
Taylor) would force ihe afore­
mentioned public locations to 
snub out anyone iigbiing up in 
their lwsinesses. ljke the politi­
cians, local owners differ in their 
ofrinionsofthebiU. 

"I don't think diat'd be a good 
idea. Hierc's still a lot of smokers 
out there, l think places would 
lake a hit, initially." said ooo-
smoker Shann Buckley, general 
manager of The Post Bar in Novi. 
"(The change) would take a while 
to hii evciyone. We'd have to tell 
people to stop smoking and then 
they'd gel angry;" 

Some bars and restauIants 
already make nonsmoking 
options moIE Ieadily avaiiable to 
customers. Otiiers tfaIoughout llie 
Slate are smoke ftee ahtady 

"Basically, l'In for it, mainly 
because il's going to eventually 
happen. Olher states are doing it 
and some other lestaurants in 
Michigan already do it," said for­
mer smoker Garrett Omeniik, 
geniral manager of Buffalo WikJ 
Wings in Novi. "It hurt Red Robin 
when they first did it It hurt espe­
cially in tlie vvinter because peo­
ple don't want to go outside. But 

they're still there and have been 
doing OK." 

Omernik said the diange would 
make places hcallliicr and wel­
coming to families, bul could also 
negatively impact the evening 
groups lhal go out to drink. 

"Il could keep some people oui. 
bui bring oiheis in. I think it's 
going to be a good thing," 
Omcroik said, adding, "li can be 
expensive. We have big plasma 
TVs. Smoke damages Ihc equip­
ment."

The bill is cunenily waiting on 
approval from the Senate's 
Economic Develapment and 
RegulaioIy Reform Committee 
before ii can be voted on by the 
Senate. 

Sen. Cassis said her own 
experience wiih smoking was 
'abruptly halted during her 
youth, nol by a statewide law, 
bul by a determined college pro­
fessor.

Fran Waring once loved walk­
ing. 

The 76-year-ol(l Fox Run resi­
dent said she used to be an avid 
walker until she moved to her new 
Novi community three years ago 
and discovered yoga. Now she's 
hoolced. 

"A l fir.st I thought it was hard," 
she said. "It's hard holding those 
poses for so long. But after a 
wliile, it's gotten to Ihe point 
where 1 can do it a lot easier." 

For Waring, yoga is an addi­
tional exercise along with using 
the ireadmill and weight 
machines. 

"I want to slay as lit as 1 can as 
long as 1 can," she said. "I would 
reconinicnd anyone trying (yoga) 
unless you have a disability that 
would prevent you from doing il." 

Lead ing the trend 

Alice Hixson, 52, started teach­
ing the Fox Run yoga class in 
January to help seniors both phys­
ically and spiritually. 

Hixson said she modifies the 
positions to make it belter suited 

for senior-aged participants. 
" A lot of people are intimidated 

aboul trying sonieihing new," she 
said. "In a yoga class, a lot of 
focus is on the breath. The breath 
is much more important than the 
movements or positions." 

Yoga is a group of ancient spir­
itual practices originating in 
India, spanning as far back as 
5,000 years ago to current day. 

What started off as more of a 
spiritual practice, with no known 
inventor, yoga followers in the 
western regions, with more than 
30 million strong, have taken a 
less spiritual approach, seeing the 
practice as more of an exercise 
and fitness regimen, or an overall 
program of keeping physical and 
emotional well-being, according 
10 WebMD. 

Yoga anyone? 

Hixson said she encourages 
everyone to try yoga at least once. 

"I tell people to try a few class­
es," she said. "To really get 
hooked, you wil l start to see the 
benefits after about a month. 
Three months in and you're 
hooked." 

Hixson said the biggest hurdle 

teaching seniors yoga is getting 
over the mental anxiety of trying 
something different. 

"Their fear is going lo the 
floor," she said. "All Ihe exercises 
that 1 do can be modified and I 
wil l go around and make adjust­
ments during class. 

"Once you know what you're 
doing, you can close your eyes 
and focus on your breath. That's 
the key to yoga." 

Hixson said yoga helps both 
physically, mentally and spiritual­
ly-

She said the exercises and posi­
tions taught improve balance, 
strength and studies have found il, 
lo lower blood pressure. 

"People that initially get started 
mainly get involved for the physi­
cal reasons," she said. "When 
people get started and hooked, 
yoga can make thein more alert, 
calm their minds and increase 
awiireness. 

"There is a dennitc spiritual 
connection; mind-body-spirit 
connection." 

Mary Heien Buckley, 83, said 
she started yoga about two ye;irs 
ago. 

"Yoga looks different and tiie 
word sounds different and that 
might conjure up some difficuiiics 
wilh people," Buckley said. 
"Basically, if you can get up and 
move a little bit, you'll find you'l l 
be moving more than you thought 
you could." 

Buckley said yoga is not like 
any other aerobics or fitness class. 

"The movements in yoga are 
controlled movements and that's a 
blessing for older people," she 
said. "Yoga is a wonderful exer­
cise and I hope more people try 
it."

The popular social-networking 
site Myspace.com just got a little 
safer, as 200 Michigan registered 
icf. offenders and 7,000 toi,il were 
deleted from Ihc site last week, 
iiccording lo Attorney General 
Mike Cox, 

The Web site allows people of 
all ages to converse in an online 
cmiimunity. Users create profiles 
and post personal inlcrcsis, pholos 
and information such as phone 
niinibcrs or addresses. 

User names of Ihe x \ offenders 
ranged from 
"lall_dark_and_handsome45" to 
"fcloniousjhoughts." 

Once Myspace discovered the 
users were sex offenders, the pro­
files were deleted according to 
site policy 

"Brian Gaval was on the list 
and is registered as a sex offender 
in Novi , " Police Chief David 
Molloy said. "His user name was 
'bdangaval.' We're looking to 
press charges if he's in Novi." 

The removal of sex offenders 
such as Gaval was spurred two 
weeks ago when Cox requested 
a list of Michigan users from 
Myspace, which boasts 185 mil­
lion profiles. Myspace refused, 
but agreed lo compare a list of 
registered sex offenders lo iheir 
u.scrs' registered names, officials 
.said. 

"Wc applaud the attorney gen­
eral's office and Myspace," 
Molloy said. "Il's a nialter of pub­
lic proleciioit. The more we know, 
the heller we can protect our chil­
dren." ' 

Of the 200 offenders found, 28 
remain on probation or parole 
with lhe Michigan Dcpartniem of 
Correclions, which includes four 
banned from using computers. 

"On the list, there's only one of 
31 registered sex offenders in 
Novi. We're being proactive in 
checking and will press criminal 
charges if lie's sti l l in Novi , " 
Molloy said. 

The state has kept on the tails of 
|iolemial and registered sex 
offenders by carrying oui sting 
operations. Since the restructuring 
of Cox's Child and Public 
Protection Unit, 138 Internet sex­
ual predators have been arrested, 
according to Cox. 

The Novi Police Department 
caught one such man in late Apri l 
when he arranged lo meet who he 
dioughl was a 14-ycar-oldgid in a 
parking lot out.sidc Blockbuster 
Video on Novi Road. 

It was a special agent and the 
man, a convicled murderer, used 
tbe Myspace name "juslshoppin" 
to arrange Ihc ineeting. 

"We discourage children from 
meeting, talking lo or icxiing peo­
ple online," Molloy said. "Parenis 
need lo talk wilh their children 
and let them know the dangers of 
(alking 10 and inecling people 
online." 

To prolecl children, Mol loy 
suggests adulls monitor Iheir chil­
dren online, know their children's 
passwords and keep the computer 
at a central location in the house.

A neigh­
bor told me they were 
being "held hostage" by 
their home. She went 
on to explain. 1 Want to 
leaVe Michigan to f ind a 
ob - but I can't sel l my 
lome - even for a loss 

and i f I just walk away 
my credit is ru ined. 

• The state's budget 
deficit for this year now 
exceeds $800 mil l ion 
and economic forecast­
ers predict it wil l ba l ­
loon to nearly $J .6 b i l ­
lion i n the next fiscal 
year. 

• The Detroit Free 
Press recently quoted 
Joan Crary of the 
University of Michigan's 
Research Seminar in 
Quantitative Economics 
as saying Michigan lost 
53,300 jobs i n 2006 -
38,000 of them manu­
facturing jobs . 

• Further, economic 
forecasters have pro­
jected the loss of anoth­
er 116,000 jobs this 
year and next. 

• Perhaps even more 
hope-smashing was the 
quote i n the same arti­
cle by Sam Kahan . sen­
ior economist for the 
Federal Reserve B a n k 
of Chicago's Detroit 
branch: "Evidence of a 
turnaround is absent." 

• While Jobs are dis­
appearing, the 
prospects of taxes being 
increased seem to grow 
stronger every day.

For Michigan, the bad 
news is kind of old hat, 
but it's worth reciting. 
Understanding the good 
news requires a bit of 
thought, but it is signifi­
cantly more interesting. 

Fil-sl, the bad. 
According to the most 

recent number from the 
U.S. Bureau of Labor 
Statistics, Michigan con­
tinues to lose the most 
jobs of any slate and post 
the highest unemploy­
ment percentages in the 
nation. 

Between Apri l and May, 
we lost a net 55,500 jobs 
and posted an unemploy­
ment l-ate of 6.9 percent. 
Over the year, unemploy­
ment increased i n only 
three states — and yes, 
we were one, 

Dana Johnson, the bal­
anced and sensible chief 
economist at Conlerica, 
may have put it best: 
"Michigan is rapidly 
becoming a I 'elatively 
poor state," Michigan's 
per person output fell 
from 96 pelxent of the 
national average i n 2003 
lo 89 percent in 2006, 

The stale's Gross 
Domestic Product (GDP, 
the best measure of the 
output of the economy) 
declined by 0,5 percent, 
while the nation as a 
whole expanded by 3.4 
percent. However, 
Johnson points out that 
Michigan 's economic 
weakness was confined 
to jus t three industries — 
manufacturing, con­
struction and govern­
ment.

So what on 
earth is the good news? 

Well, as scary as those

For example, 9 percent 
of those asked fl'om 
Macomb County (where 
only 21 percent of l'esi-
dents have a bachelor's 
degree or higher) said 
they felt certain they 
would move out of 
Michigan. 

By contrast, no one 
surveyed from Oakland 
County (where 41 per­
cent of residents have a 
BA or higher) was plan­
ning to leave. 

College kids are, by and 
large, planning to stay_. 

eal'ning between $25,000 
and $50,000 wel"e six 
times as likely to report 
that they al'e discouraged 
and looking for sunnier 

, pastul-es, 
I cei'tainly don't want to 

minimize the human 
pain and angiiish felt by 
many, many 
Michiganders, Bu t the 
plain fact is that 
Michigan is going to 
thrive if at all through 
our higher educated, 
more skilled people, and 
no l the relatively 
i lnskilled. 

The policy set by Gov. 
Jennifer Granholm and 
the Cherly Commission 
lo improve educational 
results and double the 
number of college gradu­
ates within the next 
decade makes perfect 
sense. 

More subtle bu l equally 
ilnporlant is a paper pre­
pared by Tom Ivacko, of 
the University of 
Michigan 's Center for 
Local, State and Urban 
Policy (CLOSUP). Ivacko 
argues l h a l the 20th cen-
l u l y Michigan economic 
model of low-skill, high-
wage manufacturing no 
longer works and l h a l 
Ihe'blily hope for a'pWS^ 

growth i n employment 
and number of firms in 
knowledge economy sec­
tors such as financial 
selvicfes, professional 
and business services, 
education and health 
services and so on.. 

Growth i n these sectors 
is admittedly less robust 
than i l is nalionwide, 'bul 
the data shows notice­
able growth in our econo­
my that's all lo easy to 
dismiss as a one state 
recession. 

Ivacko's paper also 
points out that 
Michigan ' s economy is 
becoming more balanced 
and diversified than our 
h i s to ly of top-heavy 
reliance on manufactur­
ing. 

He concludes, 
"Whereas the overwhelm­
ingly negative portrayal 
of Michigan's economy 
over the last half-decade 
has resulted in a public 
sense of gloom and self-
doubt, this report pres­
ents evidence of numer­
ous posiiive develop­
ments occurring in the 
state economy... While 
there are certainly long-
term struggles yet lo 
come, there are also
