I€s summer. That means time at
the beach, fireworks, camping and
mosquilos.-

Easily the least favorite feaure
of a warm summer evening arc
the masyuitos that crash the party,
most often at dusk and dawn. In
recesl years, the phrase West Mile
Virus has gone hand-in-hand with
the pesky eritters,

“West Nile Virus cavses an

infection that results in swelling
of the brain,” according to
QOaktand County health repents.

Most cases occur between late
July and September. when 1he
mosquifo population is highest.

However, mosquiles are around
longer than the 80 degree days of
summer. Residents should 1ake
proper caulion lo ensure their
safety.

“The way the weather's been
lately, we might see an early zisc
of mosquitos. [t has been great for

breeding cenditions,” suid George
Miller, manager of the Cakland
County Health Division.

Although this may seem bleak,
West Nile Virus is rare, especially
throughout Oukkand County. This
year, no cases have been reported.
Last year, only three occurred:
none in Novi,

“Jusl because they live in a

Back then, Galster was a young
man from Grasse Point. Now, he
is o 100-year-old mwun full of
spunk, living with his grand-
daughter, Carrie, on the
Commeree yml Walled Lake bor-
der.

Galster, who wrned 100 on
March 4, celebrated lost week
with friends at Novi's Family
Barher where he has been a regu-
lur for years.
