The City of Novi has a vision of 
a connected community - con­
nected via sidewalks to neighbors 
and businesses, making every­
thing more accessible. 

"Sidewalks are a great amenity 
that provides alternative trans­
portation and links people to peo­
ple," said Mark Spencer, city plan­
ner.

The City's "Pathway and 
Sidewalk Prioritization Analysis 
and Process" labels 127 potential 
sidewalk and pathway projects 
throughout Uie community, rang­
ing in length from about one block 
lo three miles. 

A pathway is defined as an 
eight-foot bicycle path on the west 
side of most roads and a sidewalk 
IS a five-foot pedeshiiin path on 
ihc east side of most roads. 

The Analysis and Process 
grades various segments on a

Novi's economy and senior liv­
ing facilities scored high m.Trks 
on a day tradition fills wilh super­
stition and the fear of poor luck. 

The Renaissance Gardens por­
tion of Fox Run opened Friday 
13th in front of a crowd of neariy 
300 people. The new wing pro­
vides a sixth building for residents 
to live and opens up 50 new job 
positions resulting in more than 
100 new employees. 

"I've been told we're tempting 

fate by opening on Friday Ihe 
13lh," said Mike McCormick, 
executive director of Fox Run, 
who also noted the complex's 
overall grand opening was on 
Aug. 14, 2003, Ihe same day of 
the blackout reaching from New 
York lo Toronto. 

The ceremony didn't encounter 
any other problems than a potted 
plant blown over by the wind, as 
Sens. Mike Bishop (R-Rochester) 
and Roger Kahn (R-Saginaw) 
were present alongside John 
Erickson, CEO and chairman of 
Erickson Retirement 

Communities, and other complex, 
local and state officials. 

The ceremony unveiled the first 
building of Renaissance Gardens, 
Rose Court, which consists of 110 
skilled nursing care and 22 assist­
ed, living private rooms. This is 
the first assisted living facility on 
the Novi retirement campus. 

"From more rooms wi l l grow 
more hobbies and more activities 
and more friends," Erickson said. 

A second clubhouse that will 
include a 240-seai performing arts 
auditorium, a salon spa, restau­
rant, pub area and a television sta­

tion, allowing residents to pro­
duce their own television .shows, 
is also set to open next month 
across from Rose Court and host 
Fox Run's annual black lie gala 
on Aug. 25. 

"They'll have a lot of jobs. 
They need a nursing staff, exer­
cise, physical therapists. There's 
lots of education classes and peo­
ple distributing pills. I t ' l l all be 
one flat charge (for residents) 
too," said Barbara "The Candy 
Lady" Hohman. 85, who was Ihe

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pede.strian and bicycle accidents, 
traffic flow, distance from 
schools, parks, businesses and 
places of worship, population 
density and neighboring paths and 
sidewalks, which is referred to as 
Tier 1 criteria. 

The numbers are then com­
bined with the Tier 2 criteria, 
which include ease of construc­
tion, potential for outside funding, 
right-of-way availability and pri­
vate development potential to 
form the overall number, with die 
Tier 1 criteria as the tiebreaker. 

"If you don't have a point sys­
tem, you'll end up listening more 
to squeak}' wheels than dlinking 
about the scientific viewpoint," 
Spencer said. 

The list was compiled last 
November, so some of the poten-
rial projects are already set to 
begin. 

'The Nine Mile, 10 Mile and 
Meadowbrook Road project is 
going to start by die end of die 
month and be completed by the 
end of October," said Rob Hayes, 
city engineer. 

The Meadowbrook Road 
Bicycle Padiway Project encom­
passes five of the top 20 highest 

prioritized potential sidewalk and 
pathway projects in die City along 
Meadowbrook, 10 Mile and Nine 
Mile roads. Seven of die remain­
ing top 15 potential projects arc at 
various segments along 10 Mile 
Road. 

Planned road resurfacing on 
Taft Road south of Nine Mile and 
lane widening on Haggeny Road 
between Eight Mile and Nine 
Mile roads for later this summer 
are also locations for potential 
sidewalk work. 

Some of the highest priority 
projects are already included in 
the City's Capital Improvement 
Program budget and could cost 
more dlan $5 million for proposed 
projects scheduled from 2007-
2013. 

Other notable plans may 
include sidewalks closer to some 
schools, such as Parkview 
Elementary and Novi and 
Catholic Cenu-al high schools, as 
well as the Expo Center, Ice 
Arena and Providence Hospital. 

"We try to get the public 
involved early so they can get 
involved with construction." 
Hayes said. "The main point is to 
help educate die public on die 
vision for die City There is a 

method to the madness. We have a 
prioritization. We try to key peo­
ple in early to address concerns 
early on. It costs less during 
design dian during construction. 

"We've run into confusion 
when planning to build a sidewalk 
on someone's property parcel 
dial's not part of a subdivision. 
We try to stay in die right of way, 
but sometimes need to get ease­
ments." 

Hayes said most statutory right 
of ways are either 33 or 60 feet on 
eidier side of die road median, 
with some'variation for larger 
roads. 

The City has road and padiway 
building access to die statutoiy 
right of way by law, and aims to 
stay within these right of ways 
while also preserving dle land­
scape as best as possible by curv­
ing padiways around trees and 
avoiding having to fill and build 
over ditches. 

"Some communides put side­
walks in sttaight and blast right 
dirough (trees and odier landscap­
ing)," Hayes said.

•Capital Management's pur­
chase of the auto part manufac­
turer for $1 b i l l ion was 
approved last week, 

"The court approved the sale 
agrcenienl and reorganization 
under Chapter 11 require­
ments," said Joe K i r i k , 
spokesman for Tower Auto. 
"It's not a done deal yet, but it 
should be finalized by the end 
of the month." 

The Novi-based company is 
one o f the world's largest pro­
ducers o f vehicle frames and a 
critical supplier to Detroit and 
import car companies. 

Tower adds to the private 
equity f i rm Cerberus' recent 
$6.1 b i l l ion investment in 
Chrysler Group (owned by 
DaimlerChrysler), as well as 
majority stakes or ownership of 
GMAC Financial Services, 
Guilford Mil ls and Peguform 
Group. Guilford Mil ls is the 
largest automotive seating sup­
plier in the United States and 

Peguform Group is a German-
based manufacturer of plastic 
parts used in automobiles. 

Cerberus bought a control­
ling stake in General Motors 
Acceptance Corporation for 
$14 b i l l ion last year and 
recently split partnership iies 
with bankrupt Troy-bascii auto 
parts supplier Delphi Corp,, 
which did not inHuence the 
deal with Tower, according io 
Kir ik, 

"While ihe journey was dif f i ­
cult, we are pleased io have 
court approval of a plan that 
deals fairly and equitably with 
our various constituencies 
while allowing Tower io emerge 
as a much stronger, leaner, 
more agile company," said 
Kathleen L igock i , Tower's 
president and CEO. "Now, 
backed by our new owners, who 
have clearly demonstrated their 
comniitmeni to the auto indus­
try, we look forward to focusing 
on profitable growth with our 
customers around the world." 

Tower declared Chapter 11 
bankruptcy in February 2005 
with $1.3 b i l l ion in debt. 
During that period of time, the 
company has closed, sold and 

downsized 13 factories in five 
different countries. With four 
more recent U.S. closures, the 
remaining l 2 factories all 
reside in the U.S., four in 
Michigan. 

"There was some pretty 
extensive restructuring under 
the bankruptcy, but you're 
never done restructuring," Kir ik 
said. "We're going to proceed 
and do a belter job at doing an 
excellent job that's quality for 
customers." 

Tower is working at improv­
ing its product through all ports 
and locations, among all 10,500 
global employees. Of its 34 
plants, 12 are in the U.S., 10 are 
in Europe, 10 are in Asia, pr i -
marily South Korea and China, 
and two are in Brazil. 

"Now we have a well-bal­
anced business model and the 
revenue is split evenly between 
North America, Europe and 
Asian," Kir ik said. "If you want 
to compete globally, you have 
to be global."

Christine Marks, iirickson 
Advantage iiuinageral Fox Run in 
Novi, siiid picking up a generic 
mcdic;ilion is a belter way to 
stretch your dollar further. 

"Especially when it conies to a 
.Medicare Part D plan." Marks 
said. "Every Medicare Part D plan 
has a doughnut hole in the amount 
of coverage allowed. 

"Once you reach that doughnut 
hole, you're responsible for pay­
ing for your medication until 
you've re;iclied Ihe other side and 
covered once again." 

Marks said using generic drugs 
for seniors is a cheaper way to get 
more medication and not reach 
that doughnut hole. 

".Seniors should really discu.ss 
with their doctors i f generics (ire 
an option." slie said. "Brand name 
drugs will eat up that initial cov­
erage very quickly." 

Zurkin said more people 
should ask for generic medica­
tions and not be so concerned 
about name brands. 

"I've been using generics for 
years and I'm still alive," she said. 
"I've probably saved a lot of 
money that I've been able to use 

What you should k n o w about generic medicat ions: 

What Is a gener ic drug? 

A generic drug is the same as a brand-name drug in dosage, 
.safety, strengdl, quality, the way it works, the way ii is laken and 
the way it should be used. 

Are generic drugs as safe as brand-name drugs? 

Yes. The FDA says diat all drags must work well and be .safe. 
Generic drugs use die same acdve ingredients as brand-name 
drags and work ihe same way. So diey have dle same risks and 
benefits as the brand-name drugs. 

Does every brand-name drug have a generic drug? 

No. When new drugs are first made they have drag patents.

At this mceiing, Mr. Konlandt 
allempled to mal<c a motion lhal 
would allow the board to begin 
dialog on getting all meetings 
taped, televised, and inade avail­
able on ihc Iniemet. This is a 
service currently offeted by both 
our City Council and l^ibrary 
Board. Unfortunately board 
member Julie Abrams, who ha.s 
previously expressed her opposi­
tion to this, bccaine an obstruc­
tionist and the tnotion wa.s ulii-
malcly withdrawn.

The anger with politi­
cians in Lansing and 
Washington is palpable. 
The endless political pos­
turing, the "he said, she 
said," and the general 
feeling Lhal, as a group, 
"they are not getting the 
Job done" is fanning the 
flame for the public's 
desire for change. 

Most of us like our indi­
vidual legislator. However, 
as a group, tllere is a dis­
dain for what many see as 
a dysfunctional body. It 
seems the public Is ready 
to get out their collective 
pitchforks and run the 
Whole bunch of politicians 
out of town. 

"Make the bums part - t ime!" 
Given the economic 

uncertainty many in this 
state feel and the per­
ceived poor performance 
by our elected leaders. It 
should not be a'sufprlse 
that the public is out to 
punish legislators who 
have what many consider 
a cushy job. "Malce "em 
part-time" seems to be the 
new rallying cry. 

In 1992, the pubUc, fed 
up With feather bedding by 
"career politicians," con­
jured up term limits for 
the number of years any 
"political hack" could 
serve In many public 
offices and to keep them 
in check. The Idea Was to 
give these political tiodies 
back to ordinary citizens 
and not let Incumbency 
and seniority be the equiv­
alent of being bom i11to 

royalty with the ability to 
maintain power for life. 

Fast forward to 2007. 
Many have concluded 
that the quick flx, term 
limits, has not solved the 
problem that the public 
thought it would solve 
when they passed the law 
linlitlng the length of time 
people could hold 
office/power. In fact, many 
would contend this change 
has made the pl-oblem 
worse. 

Back to the future 
The new flx to "get our 

money's worth out of our 
Legislature", is to make 
them part-time. The argu­
ment goes - many other 
states have part-time leg­
islatures and it works for 
them. When 1 hear this, 
my mom's voice seems to 
pop into my head - "If 
someone else Jumped off a 
bridge would you do it, 
too?" 

As my kids would say, 
Michigan needs to "chill" 
when it comes to rushing 
towards a part-time legis­
lature as a panacea. We 
need to ask, "What prob-
lem(s) are we attempting 
to fix; and is a part-time 
legislature the answer?" 
Is the call for a part-time 
legislature simply a desire 
to punish the incumbents 
for lack of performance? 
Or is it a trade-off to fix 
the term limit fiasco 
imposed in 1992? 

Before rushing off to 
make expensive repairs on 
your car, or have major 
surgery, wouidn't you 
malce sure the diagnosis 
was accurate? Should We 
not like the same precau­
tion W i t h our democracy 
and representative form of 
government? Hell, I clearly 
understand the frustration 
with the current system -

but, like term limits, could 
this quick fix just make 
things worse? 

Many who thought hav­
ing term limits would send 
a message and help tame 
the political beast now 
believe it Was a mistake. 
Governor Granholm, who 
supported term limits and 
supports a part-time legis­
lature If it's tied to longer 
term limits, now regrets 
her 1992 vote for Ulem. 
She recently called it 
"buyer's remorse," saying 
it "put too much power In 
the hands of lobbyists." 
But will going to a part-
time legislature and 
extending the length of 
time an individual can 
serve flx the problems that 
many of us see in our leg­
islative bodles^oday? 

Many argue that a move 
to a part-time legislature 
will weaken the checks 
and balances between the 
executive and legislative 
branches. In fact, many 
believe it only further 
empowers the Governor, 
lobbyists and bureaucrats 
that have become stronger 
i1nder term limits and per­
haps will grow stronger 
imder a part-time legisla-
ti1re. HoW do We get capa­
ble, competent, experi­
enced, clVlc-minded, and 
Visionary leaders Willing to 
serve their fellow citizens 
without becoming cap­
tured by the dreaded spe­
cial Interest groups? 
Before We jump onto this 

new, part-time legislative 
fix, perhaps we should 
explore where this leap 
will take us. 

Fire, ready, a im! 
losing the question of 

creating a part time legis­
lature is a healthy exercise 
in democracy. Yet, before 
we take the plunge, 1 sug­
gest the Citizens Research 
Council of Michigan 
(www.crcmlch.org), a pri­
vate not-for-profit public 
affairs research organiza­
tion, be commissioned to 
lay out the pros and cons 
of moving to a part-time 
legislature. The Citizens 
Research Council has 
been providing accuracy 
and objectivity to public 
policy debates f o r more 
than 80 years and is 
known for being the "Sgt. 
Friday", laying out "Just 
the facts." After the facts 
are on the table, old fash­
ioned town-hall meetings 
on the subject should be 
held across the state to 
debate the issue before we 
decide what to do. 

Lent Upson, the first

Three steps forward; seven 
to go: Gov. Jennifer Granholm 
last week signed into law the 
new Michigan's Business Tax. 
Getting that done marked a 
big and essential step for a 
state wi th a struggling econo­
my. But at best it represents 
only a 30 percent solution. 

So now for the hard part; 
The far bigger and more dlf l l -
cult step wil l be adopting a 
state budget for the fiscal year 
that begins Oct. 1. 

What we all need is a lot 
more statesmanship on tlie 
part of everyone i n Lansing 
Uian we have seen so far — or 
we, our children and grand­
chi ldren viill all be in big, big 
trouble. 

We have reason to worry; 
The nicest way to describe 
the way i n w h i c h these same 
lawmakers f i n a l l y "bal­
anced" the c u r r e n t 2007 
b u d g e t back i n May Is 
"fraudulent ," The pa tchwork 
deal i n c l u d e d a c c o u n t i n g 
g i m m i c k s , the scandalous 
sale of future proceeds from 
the tobacco f u n d and out­
r i g h t cuts a n d so-cal led 
"delays" i n a p p r o p r i a t i o n 
payments to state universi ­
t ies. (University officials fear 
they' l l never see the deferred 
dough.) 

That means the present 
budget is not merely a "let's 
sweep i t under the rug budg­
et." In fact, i t makes the prob­
lem for 2008 worse. 

Best estimate for tlie short­
fall for the coming fiscal year 
is$1.8bUUon. 

So far, the governor and leg­
islative leaders have "negotiat­
ed" in public via warr ing nasty 
press releases, whi le t Iy ing to 
hammer out a n agreement 
behind closed doors. 

But time is r u n n i n g short, 
and public patience w i t h our 
elected leaders is r u I m i n g out 
as Michlgaii staggers closer to 
either outr ight government 
shutdown (as Pennsylvania 
has been gohlg through) or 
budget cuts so hideous that 
they would tear the guts out 
of what used to be a pretty

good place to live and grow a 
business. 

What our politicians some­
times conveniently forget (to 
our peril) is tha i we've had 
years of budget and tax cuts. 
State General Fund spending 
has been cut by $4,3 bi l l ion 
since 2002, and business 
conditions are no better than 
when budget-whacking start­
ed. 

So now it's Ume to get seri­
ous. The stage is set for what 
might be called a "Grand 
Budget Bargain" — and it's 
already been sketched o u t m 
private amongst our leaders. 
A l l tliat's needed is the guts to 
take the ilnal steps. To stanch 
the $1,8 bil l ion of red ink, 
they need: 

• $300 mil l ion in expense 
cuts, mosUy in spending for 
prisons, 1 understand most of 
these have been agreed to, . 

• $200 mill ion-$300 mi l l ion 
i n non-tax revenue. Some 
might come from a fee on 
water that companies bottle 
and sell out of state. 

• Reforms i n the structure 
and cost of state and local 
government. A l though the 
savings from most of these 
come over the long r u n . 
Republicans i n the Senate are 
mak ing structural changes a 
necessaiy quid pro quo i n any 
budget deal. , ' 

• Around $1.5 bi l l ion i n 
higher taxes. Democrats 
Insist that any budget deal 
inc lude increased tax rev­
enue, partly because there 
s imply isn't another way. 
Most of the negotiation going 
o n Involves an increase i n the 
state income tax from 3.9 per­

cent to 4,1 percent, although 
there is some discussion 
about a sales tax on non­
essential purchases like tick­
ets to ball games. 

All tliese Uihigs sound like a 
pretty obvious deal for adults 
to make. Trade big-t ime, 
much-needed government 
I'eforms for an equally neces­
sary tax increase. 

But i t isn't going to be all 
that easy, not for anybody. 

The problem for the gover­
nor and the Democrats who 
control tile state house of rep­
resentatives is their friends in 
organized labor. Labor is 
fiercely resisting government 
reforms and cu ts , in pay and 
benefits for public employees. 

Republicans, who control 
the Senate, are demanding 
reforms and cuts as part of 
the price for a vote on taxes, 

Frustrat ingly, Granholm 
has up to now been relatively 
quiet about what kinds she's 
wil l ing lo fight for. But I now 
have been told by high-placed 
sources in her administration 
t l i a l she's now prepared to 
recommend a long laundry 
list. Those include; 

Mandatory competitive bid­
ding for health care services. 
Tightening u p pension 
requirements for school 
employees, inc luding e l lmi -
naUng the five-year vesting 
provision a n d ending the 
practice of retired employees 
returning to work for Just a 
handful of days to get fully 
vested in health care cover­
age. End to pension double-
dipping. Removing legal barr i ­
ers to local government con­
solidation. 

Perhaps the biggest reform 
of al l; Switching pub l ic 
employee pensions lo deflned 
contribution plans (in effect, a 
401K.) This wi l l save many, 
many mill ions over tile long, 
r u n , altliough i l may actually 
cost a bi t more over the next 
several years. 

That's a long list. And it's 
one t l l a l should give 
Republicans plenty of good 
reasons lo jus t i fy voting for a 
lax kicrease. 

Sure, tllei-e are risks for al l 
sides. Democrats who vole for 
public enlployee reforms risk 
the wrath of their umon allies. 
Tliey also need to accept gov­
ernment reforms that are real, 
not spun Bmid-Aids or out­
right fakes. 

Republicans who vote for 
new tilxes risk being recalled 
by the noisy anti-tax crowd, 
whose leaders are not living i n 
this century. SUll, it's h igh 
time for those GOP members 
demanding government 
reforms as the price of tax 
increases lo pu t up or s h u t 
up, 

Eveiyone we've elected to 
state office needs lo realize 
t i ia l we didn't pu t tlieni there 
j i i s l lo make the easy votes. 
Our state is in crisis, I I w i l l 
take bipartisan votes to get us 
ou t of the j am we're in. 

Failure — meaning either a 
shutdown of stale govern­
ment, ru in ing higher educa­
tion or trying to cobble togeth­
er one more set of budgetary 
ba I ld aids — would be 
absolutely unacceptable. 
Most legislators want to do 
the right thing. Now is the 
time to do it.

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Highland Townsliip: a liaven for horses

"Hang your horseshoe upward 
so the luck stays in," says Sharon 
Greene, promotions director of 
the Highland Equestrian 
Conservancy, 

Some good luck and .some 
major planning may help the 
group make Highland an even 
more horse-friendly community. 

Plans to connect ihc Highland 
Recreational Area trails to the 
downtown Highland, station make 
members of die conservancy both 
excited and hopeful. 

"Highland has a unique horse 
history and we have the equine 
economic impact that you can't 
find anywhere else in Michigan," 
Greene said, "We'd like for peo­
ple to be able to ride iheir horse 
right into the downtown area for 
an hour of so while they have din­
ner, for example," 

The conservancy welcomed 
Tad Krear of Land Design Studios 
to a recent meeting. Krear has 
been working wiih the township 
to develop idCiis for the new and 
improved Highland Station and 
downtown district. 

"Equestrians are a big compo­
nent," Krear said. "I think as good 
planners we need lo understand 
more of how the conservancy 
operates. We need to reach out to 

all forms of recreations because 
their very prominent in this com­
munity." 

The conservancy visualizes 
installing hitching posts, watering 
troughs, stabling facilities and 
p.iddocks io make ihe downiown 
district horse-accessible. 

"The faci that our downiown 
area borders state land is a phe­
nomenal thing fhat we are going 
to be taking advantage of," con­
servancy member Jan Nastovski 
said. "We're so blessed to have all 
this beautiful land and parks." 

The conservancy focuses on 
much more than just the develop­
ment of Ihe downtown district, 
Greene said. The group has 
slrivcd to preserve and protect 
Highland's natural resources, 
using horses as a tool io assist in 
maintaining the rural character of 
the community. 

The group h;is created partner­
ships with 4-H, Pony Club, the 
Michigan Horse Council and 
other land conservancies, 

"There's a story here," Krear 
said. "There needs to be a way to 
preserve this for the younger gen­
erations."

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EXPERT ASKS: 
Are there UFOs 
in Michigan?

Do you believe in UFOs and 
aliens'? Have you ever seen unex­
plained objects or lights in ihe 
sky? If you have, you may hiIvc 
attended ihe , "Aliens in 
Michigan" lecture al the Salem-
South Lyon District Libnuy on 
Monday. 

John E.L. Tcnney of Royal 
Oak ha.s been researching extra­
terrestrial phenomena since he 
was a teenager. He's appeared on 
the Discovery Channel and 
History Channel. Tenney lec­
tures on subjects from UFOs to 
ghosts, from monsters to con­
spiracy iheories. 

Sightings of Unideniified 
Flying Objecis in Michigan 
began in the laie 1890s widi 
IepoIts of airships widi flashing 
lights, Tenney said. Some people 
reported meeting human-like 
beings who told them ihey came 
from different worlds. In the 
i960s one of the most well-doc­
umented sightings in die nation 
occurred in Hillsdale and Dexter. 

"It was one of the largest 
sightings and it went on for two 
or three days," Tenney said. "It 
was in 'Look' and 'Life' maga­
zines. Then-U.S. Rep. Gerald 
Ford demanded dial the govem-
meni investigate UFOs." 

The government investigators 
claimed it was swamp gas that 
caused the lights. Tenney said 
that, after he left the government 
the investigator changed his 
story. 

"He look back what he said," 
Tenney explained. 

In 1999 six Traverse Ciiy 
police officers chased an UFO 
across the sky Because ihc 
police are trained to be good wit­
nesses, die officers are extremely 
credible, Tenney said. After die 
incident all dispatch recordings 
were erased by a sergeant with 
the Traverse City Police. 

Before it disappeared forever, 
Tenney ended up widi a copy of 
diat police dispatch recording. 
He'll play it at the lecture. 

When Tenney is asked if 
UFOs (or ghosts, or Bigfoot) 
exist he'll answer with a healdiy 
dose of skepticism. 

"It's not something I believe in 
wholeheartedly," Tenney said. 
"When you do form a belief sys­
tem adi o f your reseiifcb and data 
is skewed. I f you're convinced 
UFOs exist, you'l l find them 
evetywhcIe." 

When Tenney is asked i f he's 
seen a UFO or a ghost, he'll 
answer that he's .seen "some­
ihing." When Tenney wtjs 16, a 
friend mentioned there was 
"something" in her house and 
asked him to investigate. While 
in the house he saw what 
jippcared to be an unusual fog. 
Temfied, he ran from the house. 

"Was it a ghost?" he asked. "I 
don'i know. But i i was some­
thing that I can't explain." 

In 1997 in Birmingham, 
Tenney was on the midnight shift 
and he stepped outside at about 
2:30 in the n^oming. An unusual 
object in the sky caught his eye. 
It looked like a bird, he said. 

"Then it moved very silently 
and very quickly away," Tenney 
said. "It didn't act like a plane. 
Plus there was no sound. The 
funny thing is, the last thing I 
thought was 'This is a UFO.' It 
was almost like I was being 
blocked from thinking thai." 

When Tenney called the 
Birmingham pohce the dispatch­
er immediately said it was "just a 
weaiher balloon." 

"That's like the stock answer 
that die government gives for 
these things. Interestingly 
weaiher balloons are rarely seen. 
They fly very high in the atmos­
phere." Tenney said. 

The lecture Tenney gave at 
Salem-South Lyon Library was 
aimed at 6th to 12th graders, but 
everyone was welcomed io 
attend. Tenney said he particu­
larly likes that age group. 

"They a.sk quesuons and dis­
cuss without the fear of being 
thought of as crazy," Tenney 
said. "There's a stigma attached 
to the paranormal and diey don't 
understand that yet." 

Is Tenney crazy? 
"Crazy is relative," he said, 

"People are crazy for not investi­
gating some of these things. 
People are crazy for not chal­
lenging dieir beUef systems." 

Tenney said he encourages an 
interactive environment during 
his lectures. People are encour­
aged to ask questions. 

"I don't want diem to lose dial 
spark of an idea," Tenney said. 
"This is a collaborative conver­
sation on somediing larger than 
just one person."

Lyon Township plans movies in the park

TIIis may be the start of some­
thing big for Lyon Township. Free 
movie nights are set to debut this 
summer in James F. Atchison 
Memorial Park, courtesy of the 
township parks and recreation 
committee. 

At its July-2 meedng, the Lyon 
Towifship Board of Trustees 
approved an upper limit of 
$20,000 for purchasing inovie 
equipment — including an inflat­
able l5-by-20-foot movie sireen, 
a portable generator, a projector 
and ii sound system — and stag­
ing at least three movies in 2007. 

If all goes according to plan, 
the first movie, "Raiders of the 
Lost Ark," w i l l be shown 
Saturday, July 28. The committee 
hopes to expand the program to 
nine showings in 2008. 

Lise Blades, chair of die Lyon 
Township Parks and Recreation 
Advisory Committee, presented 
her proposal and a cost break­
down to the board. The equipment 
costs $16,709, and each screening' 
carries an estimated cost of $541. 

The equipment and program 
costs will be paid through funds 
earmarked for die park, not from 
the township's general fund. The 
cost of the equipment would be 
divided over at least five years 
before it needed replacing. 

Blades was "thrilled" to secure 
die board's approval for the pro­
posal. Blades said. 

"I diink it's wondiirful, in these 
economic times, for our residents 
to have somediing that's free and 
family-oriented," she said. 

Now that the program is 
approved. Blades plans lo 
approach sponsors to help defray 
screening costs. For different lev­

els of sponsorship, sponsors may 
run a concession stand, present an 
appropriately theined movie — 
for example, a car club might 
choose to screen "American 
GrafTiti" — or put on another 
event in Ihe park to tie in with the 
movie. Sponsorships arc avaihiblc 
at the bronze level ($500), silver 
($1,000) and gold ($1,500). 

Blades said die Civil Air Patrol 
has volunteered to set up and take 
down the screen for Ihe first 
movie as a community service 
project. The committee hits also 
fielded requests to ran conces­
sions for the events, she said. 

The movies will be scheduled 
to end by 11 p.m. on Saturday 
nights, Blades said. The proposed 
show location is a ring of pine 
trees that will block noise from 
the freeway and help keep the 
movie noise to a minimum. 

The proposal was strongly sup­

ported by Township Treasurer 
Patti Carcone, who sees the pro­
gram as a way to increa-se public 
attendance and establish a 
stronger identity for the park, as 
well as for Lyon Township. 
Carcone served for 10 years on 
the township park committee. 

She and Blades independently 
came up widi the idea to host 
movies in die park, which was set in 
motion earlier diis summer. Carcone 
was inspired by die Chicago Pitfk 
DisUict's Movies in the Park. 

Films will be provided through 
Swank Motion Pictures, Inc., 
which provides both public per­
formance licensing rights and 
licensed movies to schools, 
libraries', parks and public forums.

Laugh it up. No, really, it's OK. 
Kathy Jerore does it every day,

She was a serious-minded per­
son, but after attending a laughter 
yoga seminar in northern 
Michigan, she has lightened up a 
bit. Now she wants to share what 
she learned about laughter to odi-
ers du-ough a laughter yoga class 
at McHattie Park in Soudi Lyon. 
The class wi l l meet every Monday 
in July and Augu.st from 7:30 to 8 
a.m. near die baseball field. 

"I look at starting your day wiUi 
laughter as setting a good inten­
tion for the day," she said. 
"Basically, (the Class) is laughing 
for no reason. You fake it until 
you make it, and dien it snowballs 
into pure laughter." 

Jerore, formerly of die Health 
Emporium, is a naturopadiic doc­
tor certified in using natural feme-.: 
dies for heahng. And laughter is 
one of those remedies. Laughter 
yoga originated in India and,is 
now practiced in 53 countries all 
over die world. I t was feattiied On-: 
"The Oprah Winfrey Show." 
which is how a friend of Jeroit's 
heard about i t 

The positives of laughing are 
many, and even some hospitals 
use laughter yoga when treating 
patients. But some Americans 
diink diey are too sophisticated 
for it, Jerore said. 

"Kids laugh 400 times per day 
and adults laugh just 15 times or 
less," she said. |'You don't need to 
be happy or have a sense of 
humor, you just starting laughmg 
and it happens naturally." 

One of the biggest benefits of 
laughing is it helps relieve stress 
It also helps get more oxygen into 
die body, helps low Cortisol levels, 

•burns calories, strengthens 
abdominal muscles, helps lower 
inhibitions and helps with the 
fight or flight response among 
odier benefits. 

'As adults we have a lot of 
stress in our lives and diere are 
fewer things to laugh about," 
Jerore said. "We need.to brush off 
diose experiences and laugh any­

way." 
The laughter yoga class is for 

all ages and the stressful workouts 
o f .some yoga classes, do nol 
apply People need to come with 
an open mind and a willingness to 
act silly. 

Jerore said she also wi l l be 
offering the class at the Center for 
Active Adults in September and 
October. 

Classes usually begin with 
forced laughter that turns into real 
laughter, and then moves onto 

more advanced type of laughing. 
Now go ahead, laugh. Being the 

laughingstock isn't such a bad 
thing after all.
