It seemed only natural for ani­
mal lovers Kirk and Laurel Nicola 
to open dieir own Novi pet spa 
and resort. 

The pet care industry is grow­
ing in every way imaginable. 

More people own pels dian ever 
before, resulting in more spending 
and a new level of pet care: 

Nearly 71.1 million (63 per­
cent) U.S. homes contain pets, 
according to die American Pet 
Products Manufacturers 
Association. 

Humble beginnings 
"It started widi us boarding our 

pet. Scooter (an 8-year-old 
bichon-frise). We had a nice place 
but not a good experience," said 
Laurel, an interior designer and 
co-owner of Paw Print Inn. "1 had 
talked widi my husband about 
starting our own business and we 
decided diis was somediing we 
wanted to pursue." 

After two years of research and 
four months of interior design, 
Paw Print Inn opened last mondi 
in Vincenti Indusuial Park, off 
Meadowbrook Road near 11 Mile 
Road. 

"It's a stale-of-dIe-art facility," 
Laurel said. "We've taken ideas 
from odicr facilities and put them 
all into one. 

"We treat all our guests like our 

own pets. If there's a guest diat 
needs exha attention or play time, 
we'll give that to diem free of 
charge to die owner" 

ICirk, a mechanical engineer, 
said dieir boarding facility is die 
first kennel in Novi and includes 
all of die amenities he and his 
wife diink a pet should have. 

Top dog 

The walls and floors of die Paw 
Print- Inn are specially made to 
protect each animal's hcaldi. 

And die front sidewalk, as well 
as the outdoor play pens, are heat­
ed by underground coils, aiming 
to avoid the use of salt, which 
damages paw pads in the winter, 
Kirk said. 

The facility features 24- to 72-
foot club suites and 36- to 60-foot 
signature suites, which bodi have 
sheepskin blankets and raised 
bedding for orthopedic benefits. 

"We have raised feeders, which 
is especially good for older pets 
because it helps diem to hold their 
neck up high as opposed to bend­
ing down," Laurel said. 

The club suites have protective 
walls to avoid loo much contact 
between neighboring units, while 
the signature suites are set behind 
soundproof walls and glass, and 
include televisions playing pro­
grams on Animal Planet and 
movies like "Air Bud."

Plans to reconfigure the traf­
fic signal mast arms at tht; inter-
secti6n of Beck Road and Grand 
River Avenue are in the works 
for spring 2008. 

The intersection, which was 
completed in 2004, was config­
ured with the mast arms on the 
opposite sides of . the streets, 
which is unlike any other inter­
section in the City. 

The original construction was 
done under the Michigan 
Department o f TraiIsportatiori,"" 
but w i l l be recoiifigtjred by the 
Road Commissibn; o f Oakland ^ 
County wilh" little isffect on the ' 
flow of traffic, said City 
Engineer Rob Hayes: 

The City of N o v i is only 
responsible for one-quarter of 
the intersection, making its 
share for tt(e project about. 
$27,000. 

Councilwoman Lynne Paul, 
who has been complaining 
about the intersection being 
unsafe for Ihe past year, is look­
ing forward to Ihe change. 

"1 am thrilled," she saId. " l 
saw several cars run that inier-
section. 1 don't want anyone to 
get hurt there." 

According lo data from the 
Novi Police Department, there 
were 55 reported accidents at 
the intersection in 2006, and 37 
reported accidents since 
January of this year. 

Along with the mast arms on 
opposite corners, Paul believes 
the intersection is dangerous 
because the left-turn signal on 
Beck Road comes first, as 
opposed to most other signals in 
the city where the left-turn sig­
nal comes second. 

According to Hayes, that Is 
called a protected left and is like 
that because it is a dual turn 
lane. 

Although Hayes is not sure 
why the intersection was con­
figured differently, he believes 
it was due to the size of the 
intersection. Paul has a different 
opinion. 

" M y understanding is that it 
was done in error," she said. 
"But it's still in speculation." 

The City has not said this was 
an error of the Michigan 
Department of Transportation or 
that it is a safety hazard. 

" F r o m a safety perspective, 
we would like people to antici­
pate' what's -coming," Hayes 
said.f "It's not an error, it's

The Novi Ice Arena closed last 
Wednesday after a zaniboni 
caughl fire and will nol reopen 
wilh limiled operations as origi­
nally intended. 

"Due to Uie exieni of the dam­
age, i l will remain closed for the 
next few weeks," said Sheryl 
Walsh, Novi community relations 
manager. "There was extensive 
smoke dainage." 

According to Walsh, the initial 
estimate for damages to the ice 
arena was more than $250,000. 
The zamboni, which was pur­
chased in August 20O4, was a 
total loss and replacing it will cost 
between $50,000-$60,000. 

Suburban Sports Group, who 
manages and operates the Novi 
Ice Arena, is working with other 
arenas to help individuals and 
teams find ice times. 

The Novi High School iiockey 
team was at the arena practicing 

when the ice resurfacing machine 
ignited. 

The Novi Fire DeparimenI 
responded to the call for 42400 
Arena Drive al 7:55 p.m. and was 
on die scene widiin six minules. 

As officials arrived on the scene 
Ihey assisted in Ihe evacuation and 
about 150 people exiled the build­
ing safely with no injuries. 

A hydraulic leak ignited while 
the zamboni was cleaning the ice. 
Since the hockey team was on a 
break, no players were on Ihe ice. 

Players, parents and coaches 
noticed the fire and began bang­
ing on the glass to notify the driv­
er. 

"We were very fortunate," said 
Chief Frank Smith of the Novi 
Fire Department. "It was sur­
rounded by ice. In that respect, it 
was in the best location for it to 
catch on fire." 

After Ihe building was evacuat­
ed and the fire department was on 
site, one of the two propane tanks 
used to fuel the machine explod­
ed.

"It was handled well," Smith 
said. "It's always dangerous when 
compressed gas is used as a fuel­
ing agent." 

The fire department was able lo 
extinguish Ihe blaze and clear the 
scene within one h;Uf hour. 

"Accidents .ire going to happen 
and hydraulic lines are going to 
break," Smith said. "It went as 
well as it could. They did a terrif­
ic job of gelling that fire out."

"Wc read together and draw togedi-
er. She teaches me too."

Silver Lining Is an intergenera-

tional ptogtam iliat brings togedier 
seniors widi elementary aged chil­
dren in Novi. During weekly ses­
sions, seniors interact with ihe chil­
dren doing crafts, games and puz­
zles and engaging in conversation. 

As collaboration between die 
Novi School District, Novi Senior 
Center and Novi Youdi Assistance, 
die Silver Lining Program is one of 
many programs offered in Uie city 
io help children become successful 
citizens of die communiiy 

The program, which kicks off 
for its diird year in September, cur­
rently is offered al Paikvicw, 
Deerileld and Village Oaks ele­
mentary schools. 

Kim Ziegler, of Novi Youth 
Assistance, said die program thus 
far has been very successful. 

"We currently have about seven 
or eight mentors, many of whom 
will be reluming for diis year's 
school year," Ziegler siiid. "The 
goal of Ihis program is to develop 
meaningful relationships and the 
kids iuid seniors seem to really 
enjoy it." 

Who c an mentor? 
Ziegler said she would love (o 

see more seniors Join die program 
in the future. 

"It would be gretit io have at 
least four lo live mentors al each 
school within die next couple of 
years," she said. " But we're more 
interested in making more of a 
quality program over size."

Need Assistance 

Dear Need, 

Assisted living facilities have 
become a popular option for elderly 
people who are no longer able lo 
live independently but who don't 
need nursing home care eidier. 
Here's what you should know. 

Assisted Living 
Curtendy, diere are more than 1 

niiUion residents living in around 
36,000 assisted living facilities 
nationwide. While diere's no stan­
dard blueprint for how die.se facih-
ties are constructed, die services 
diey typically provide are 24-hour 
staffing, assistance widi personal 
care (bathing, dressing, eating, 
going lo the bathroom), meais, 
housekeeping, laundry, Uan.sporla-
tion, social activities and medication 
management. A growing number of 
facilities also offer special care units 
for residents widl dementia. 

Finding Good Care 

When it comes to choosing an 
assisted living facility, many people 
make uninformed and rushed deci­
sions. After you determine your 
modier's physical needs and finan-
ciid resources, here are some steps 
dial can help you find a good assist­
ed living facihly and avoid a bad 
one: 

• Make a list: Contact your Area 
Agency on Aging for a Ikst of assist­

ed hving faciUties. Get a list of five 
or six facihties that are preferably 
close lo family and friends who can 
visit often. Tlie national Eidercare 
Locator (800) 677-1116, or 
www.eldcrcarc.gov) can direct you 
to your local agency 

• Call your local ombudsman: 
This is a govemiIicnl oflficial who 
investigates long-temi care facility 
complaints. Ask whedier diere have 
been complaints wiUi die facilities 
on your list ;ind how to obtain 
inspection reports, if then; are any 
To find your local onibudsniiui, call 
your aIca aging agency or see 
www.llcombudsinim.org. 

• Call the facilities: Once you 
have a li.st of facilities and checked 
diem out widl die ombud.sman, give 
diem a call. Find out if they lue 
hccnsed by die stale, if diey provide 
die kind of serviees to meet your 

modier's needs, what diey charge 
.and i f diey have any vac;incies, 
Then, if you're still interested, ask 
diem 10 send you more information 
including brochures, pricing details, 
levels of care, resident's rights, med­
ication policies, dischiuge criteria 
and die conu^icl or residential :igrec-
nient. Once you receive die materi­
als, re,ad diem c;u"efully and write 
down any questions you have so you 
can remember lo ask them wiien 
you go in for a visit. 

• Tour your lop ciioiccs: h's wise 
lo visit al Icitst two or three facilities 
so you can adequ;itely compare 
diem, if possibie, bring your luodier 
aiong too. While you're lliere, notice 
the cleanness and smell of die facil­
ity. Is it homey ;iiid inviting'.' Does 
die .staff .seem friendly and knowl­
edgeable? Also be sure to titste die 
food, and check-out their mondily 

iictivily schedule lo see wh,il kinds 
of stimulation Uiey're providing. 

• EvalUiite die staff: Ask to meet 
the adniinisffator. Find out about 
stafi" screening luid U^uning proce­
dures and what die staSf turnover 
rate is. Also a.sk how many residents 
each slafl' member has to eaie for 
(Ihe smidler die number, die heller). 

• Talk to die residents: Ask how 
diey like living diere. Do diey like 
Ihe food, die staflfand the activities? 

• Visit unannounced: An unan­
nounced visit on a weekend or in die 
evening might be veiy helpful in 
making your decision. 

Costs 

Most people pay for a.ssisted liv­
ing Ihcmselves, .some widi the help 
of long-term care insurance. 
Monthly costs can range from 

$1,750 lo S6,000 or more, depend­
ing on where you live, die facility 
you choose antj die services provid­
ed (die national average is nearly 
$3,000/mondi). Shared rooms, if 
available, co.st less. Medicare does 
not cover as.sisled Uving. In some 
states however, Medic.iid programs 
pay for some services for residents 
widl low incomes, but die majority 
of facilities accept private pay only.

A 62-year-old Garden City man 
has been charged with first-degree 
murder in the death of 44-year-old 
Cheryl Lynn Boeskool, also of 
Garden City. 

Thomas Joseph Roc was 
arraigned before 35th District Judge 
John MacDonald Friday on a 
charged of killing Boeskool and 
then dumping her body in a nsten-
tion pond at the Country Club 
Village condominium complex. 

A not guilty plea was entered and 
a preliminaiy exam set for 8:30 
a.m. Aug. 24. If convicted, he faces 
life in piIson. 

Roe is being held without bond 
in the Wayne County Jail. 

Boeskool's body was found on 
Aug. 7 face down in the pond near 
the intersection of Six Mile and 

Haggerty roads by a passing 
motorist. Police believe Boeskool 
was killed in Garden City and Uan.s-
ported to Northville Township. Tlie 
Wayne County Medical Ex;uniner 
has detemiintjd that she died of 
blunt force trauma to the head. 

Nordiville Township deteclivcs 
obtained a confession from Roe 
with the assistance of Garden City 
Police detectives. Police also found 
what they believe to be the murder 
weapon in the Garden City home. 

"It was a cooperative effort," said 
Lt. Greg Rhodes of the Northville 
Townsiiip Police Department. 

Roe was taken into custody on 
Wednesday evening along with 
another suspect, who has not been 
charged, but police believe may 
know something about Boeskool's 
dcaUI. 

A romant ic re la t ionship 

Rhodes said Roe and Boeskool 
had some sort of romantic relation­
ship, and that she stayed at his 
Garden City home occasionally. 

Roe grew up in the Northville 
community. A retired dry wall 
h,inger, he attended Northville 
schools, according to his niece, and 
his brother and sister-in-law, who 

were al die arraignment and asked 
not to be identified. 

Boeskool's brother, Ronnie 
Short, and sister-in-law, April, also 
attended the .waignment. 

It was the first time Short had 
seen Roe, but he knew that his sis­
ter had lived with him off and on, 
according to media reports. 

' S h e a l w a y s c a m e b a c k to 

h i m ' 

"She alwiiys c.inie back to him 
when she needed help, and he 
always helped her as best he could, 
even taking her to ho.spitals and 
stuff, which was good," Short told 
reporters following the hearing. 
"Then it turned out tragic." 

Roe's relatives said he was a 
widower. His wife, Maxine, who 
needed a heart transplant, died in 
1998. 

They also described Roe as a 
church-going man who tried to 
assist down-and-out individuals in 
the Detroit area. They said 
Boeskool was homeless when he 
first met the woman a couple of 
years ago. 

They also said dial Boeskool had 
a drug problem and that when she 
got arrested, police would usually 

bring her back to Roe's residence. 
"The Lord told him to help her, 

and he did," said Roe's brother, 
"but then he had lo kick her out 
many times. He really is a good 
person." 

Both families agreed on Roe and 
Boeskool's relationship, saying, 
diat she was troubled mentally imd 
criminally, and Roc tried to many 

times to help her 
April Short said her sister-in-law 

was "not mentally right." 
"She was the type of person that 

if someone said go jump off of a 
bridge, she would," she told 
reporters. "She did not have the 
mental capacity to know." 

The victim's relatives also won­
dered why a man who had tried to 

help her m the past could have bru­
tally killed her and dumped her 
hcilf naked body in a pond. 

"She was made out to be a mon-; 
.ster with her cnminal past, but;: 
she's still a person," Ronnie Short 
said. "She had a heart and wouldr. 
do anyUiing she could for some-:' 
body This should have never ha

Pre-activlty Guidelines . 
• Drink approximately 16 

ounces of fluid two hours before 
activity, and an additional 8-16 
ounces 30-60 minutes prior to 
training on warm and/or humid 
days. 

• Water may be adequate for 
activities less ilIan an hour 

• If you are participating in 
endurance events, repeated bouts 
of exercise greater than 60 min­
utes, or multiple practices a day, a 
sports drink containing 6-8 per­
cent carbohydrate (e.g. Gatorade) 
is recommended. 

During Activity 
• Depending on your sport, con-

.sumc 6-12 ounces of water or 
sports drink every i5-20 minutes. 
This equates io approximately 32 
ounces per hour. 

• For prolonged exerci.se greater 
than 4 hours, choose a sports 
drink with small amounts of elec­
trolytes. 

Post-activity Guidelines 
• Immediately following activi­

ty, consume at least 16 ounces of 
fluid for every pound of weight 
lost to ensure proper rehydration. 

• A liquid shake with high car­
bohydrate content, minimal pro­
tein and fat can maximize recov­
ery if muscle glycogen levels have 
been depleted. 

• Driiik an additional 16 ounces 
with your post workout snack 
and/or meal. 

• Weigh yourself e^ch morning. 
A stable weight generally indi­
cates proper fluid balance.
