When die doors of Deerfield 
Elementary open on Monday, 
there will be a lot of new faces in 
the sea of young students. 

Deerfield, which opened it's 
doors in 20OO, will be a neighbor­
hood .school for die first time diis 
fall. 

The school operated on a 
School of. Choice basis for Novi 
Community Schools district resi­
dents for its first seven years. 

A l l students who attended last 
year are allowed return to com­
plete their schooling, despite their 
new residential district. 

"We grandfathered everyone 
who requested it," said Richard 
Njus, Deerfield's principal. "It's 

going to be a great school year. 
We're very comfortable widi ihe 
process and transitioning. We've 
had a lot of meetings widi kids 
and parents. The people already 
here are working to enIbracc the 
new families. The kids are only 
going to be new for one day." 

About 160 children have been 
"grandfathered" to Deerfield, 
which, combined widi incoming 
students, expects to increase from 
about 495 students - 97 now at 
Novi Meadows - to 520 students, 
according to Njus. Deerfield has 

held 600 kids in the past. 
"Numbers-wise, we were 

always full. There's not that much 
effect. What it affects is die peo­
ple who went here by choice," 
Njus said. 

Novi's school district has 
swelled up to 6,243 students over 
the past few years, according to 
Superintendent Peter Dion, which 
resulted in overcrowding in .some 
of the schools.

first in fiiofe than 25 years the 
district's enIoilmerit does iiot 
increase, according to Assistant 
Superintendent Bob Sciiram. 

"Right now (Aug. 16), we're 
down.about 60 kids from last 
year. I ihinic that number wi l i 
get smaller," said Dion, who 
added a lot of kids sign up 
through Labor Day weekend 
although classes begin Aug . 27. 

To help even out the spread of 
children and make all the 
schoojs more uniform, the dis­
trict ,.tias created!^ additional 
kindergarten classes and made 
Deerfield a residentially attend­
ed school. 

The five Nov i .glementary 
schools have 2,281 students 
between them, with Deerfield 
holding the most at 508 kids. 
Following close behind are 
Novi Woods with 465 students. 
Village Oaks at 460, Parkview 
at 432 and Orchard Hil ls at 416. 

Village Oaks has the largest 
increase in student number, 
with an additional 75 children 
registered so far Novi Woods 
and Deerfield have also grown 
since last year Deerfield's 
growth can be attributed to the 
combination of neighborhood 
and grandfathered students. 

Orchard flills and Parkview 
wil l see a decrease in students 
as they shrink by 59 and 84 stu­
dents, respectively. 

Deerfield has made a name 
for Itself, and wi l l continue to 
be the only Novi school, offer­
ing "house" and multi-age fea­
tures. The house feature 
groups children together so 
they go ihrough the entire k-4

program as direct classmates 
with the same teacher in two-
year interv.ils.

be more difficult for some of ihe 
students. Despite'118 students 
excelling and 259 meeting the 
state standards, 137 did not pass 
the math portion of the M E A P 
exaIn. Three-hundred and nine­
ty-two students passed the writ­
ing portion of the exam, while 
103 met ihe basic level. 

The M E A P exam, which has 
provided college scholarship 
funds for graduating high school 
students since 1969, will now 
give way to the Michigan Merit 
Exam. Although a new test, the 
same principle is applied. 

The M E A P exam evenly dis­
tributed $2,500 to students over 
the course of their first two years 
of college. The $4,000 Merit 
Exam will give students $1,000 
each of thek first two years of 
post-secondary education and 
another $2,000 upon the comple­
tion of iheir second year tlurough 
the Michigan Promise 
Scholarship, which was based 
off the Kalamazoo Promise 
Scholarship program that pro­
vides as much as 100 percent 
tuition coverage for Kalamazoo 

high school graduates. 
"For the first time in our 

state's history, the Michigan 
F'romise Scholarship offers eveiy 
Michigan student the opportuni­
ty for a post-secondary educa­
tion," said Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm. "Students who con­
tinue their education beyond 
high school wil l be part of our 
highly-educated and skilled 
workforce, and wi l l help trans­
form Michigan's economy." 

Statewide, .stiidents did well 
on the new ^^ichigan Merit 
Exam. Less than six percent of 
high school juniors failed the 
exam, but wi l l have the opportu­
nity to retake it during their sen­
ior year. About 125,760 students 
qualified for the $4,000 
Michigan Promise Scholarship. 

Novi students continued to 
perform well on state-issued 
exams with 480-486 students 
tested. More than 329 students 
passed the math, reading, sci­
ence and English language arts 
categories. Writing scores were 
slightly lower, still passing 301 
students. A whopping 442 of 482 
students passed the social studies 
portion of the exam, 283 of 
which excelled state standards.

Wanen was scheduled to meet 
widi attorneys Gregory Townsend 
and Richard Coventino yesterday 
to detemiinc what evidence may 
be used in Pittao's Sept. 28 trial. 

Pittao, who appeared before die

He made statements in May 
2006 when attempting to collect

monies to be used in court did just 
diat, landing Pittao back in die 
hands of law enforcement. 

A cun^ni Highland Paric resi­
dent, Pittao plead not guilty to die 
count of murder and has been 
held without bond.

Tbe City of Novi is looking to 
purchii.se additional sanitation 
capacity to help prepare for tiie 
future. 

"We're looking ahead for fuluie 
residenl.s and businesses and 
user.s. The city is growing out to 
some ;ireas taster than it is in oth­
ers," said Clay Pearson, city man­
ager. 

Increasing capacity for the 
future is one goal of Mtiyor David 
Landiy. 

" l i ' s one of tho.se things every­
one takes for granted until it does­
n't work. Oiir job is to continue to 
make sure it works," Landry .said. 
"Now is the time to make sure we 
have the capacity. It's aboul keep­
ing alieatl of the demand." 

The ins and outs 

Western Township Utilities 
Authority's North Huron Valley / 
Rouge Valley System handles 
water and sewage for most of 
Novi , Northville, Plymouth and 
Canton. Most Novi residents 
soulh of 12 i/2 Miie Ro^d arc a 
part of ihis system which encom­
passes about 70 percent of the 
city. 

The remaining residents are 
split between the Walled Lake-
Novi Waste Water Treatment 
Plant (west of Meadowbrook 
Road) and the South Conmieree 

Wasie Water Sew,age Plant (east 
of Meadowbrook Road). 

"Commerce Township is huild-
ing a plant expansion. To Ihe 
south, there's a few different 
options," Pearson said. "Each of 
the (three) areas has growth 
potential. We want the most reli­
able cost effective treatment facil­
ity we can have." 

The purchase 

As the largest portion ofNovi is 
dealt through the Western 
Township Utilities Authority, the 
city is talking with the Authority 
about its purchasing needs. 

In the 2007-08 City of Novi 
budget, $5 million is set aside for 
the transaction, however, there is 
.still a lot of work to do. 

"We will make a decision and 
set a price. We hope to keep it 
within the [$5 millionl esiifnale," 
said Rob Hayes, city engineer. 
"Wc are nearing capacity in the 
cily, but we're not anywhere near 
crisis mode. Wc iiope to have (the 
negotiation process) wrapped up 
by the end of this caiendar year." 

Tiie price of additionai capacity 
is based on cubic feet per second. 

After a deai is set. Hayes esti­
mates il will lake 5-7 years for 
build-out.

Kendall Ziegler never thought 
she'd be chosen. But she was. 

The 19-year-old Novi resident 
and student at the University of 
Michigan-Ann Arbor, was one of 
10 college students chosen out of 
more dian 175, to participate in 
the Summer Research Institute 
program at the University of 
South Carolina diis summeL May 
28-June 20. 

Students in diis year's Summer 
Research Insdtute program, spon­
sored by the National Health 
Institute, conducted research to 
better understand the neurological 
workings of decision making; 
aging and dementia; HIV pro­
teins; fetal-alcohol syndrome; 
sickle cell anemia; deception; and 
nicotine. 

Ziegler studied the affects of 
HIV on die brain. 

She said she used rats as test 
subjects in her research. 

"We studied two groups of 
rats; healdiy rais as the control 
and the others were HIV trans­
genic rats," Ziegler said. "This is 
the first study of HFV on the brain 
in rats. And diat was really excit­
ing for me." 

Ziegler said in her research 
looking at die spacing of cells on 

the brain, she found diere were no 
differences between HIV and 
non-HIV rats. 

"The professors were 
impressed with the project and it 
was an important discovery that 1 
made," she said. " M y research Is 
being published widiin die next 
year in a neuroscience journal." 

Getting a c c e p t e d 

The Summer Research 
Institute program is eight weeks 
long and Ziegler said applying for 
the spot was like applying for a 
job, with an application, resume 
and cover letter along widi letters 
of recommendation and refer­
ences, 

"I didn't diink 1 would get the 
spot," she said. "I was planning to 
attend spring and summer classes, 
but dien 1 got my big envelope in 
the mail." 

Ziegler said she was excited 
upon receiving her acceptance let­
ter, but her parents' were le.ss Uian 
thrilled, as dieir college student 
would not be spending die entire 
summer at home. 

"They finally warmed up to it 
and are really proud of me," she 
said. "It was a great experience."
