According to city officials, zon­
ing ordinances do not permit the 
opening of such an operation. 

The property is zoned as 
EXPO, Exposition District ordi­
nance, which states using the 
faciiily for retail sale of products 
or services is permitted no more

The translations, which are 
available for download on ihe 
district Web site, 
htip;//www.novi.kI2.mi.us, were 
made by Novi parent Emiko 
Nakashima. The Web site offers 
handbooks for Novi Meadows, 
Orchard Hills , Parkview and 
Village Oaks, as well ^ kinder­
garten information for Parkview 
and Village Oaks, and Oakland 
County's Health Communicable 
Disease Chart. 

"Our intention is to put the 
middle school and high school 
handbooks on there too," said 

Superintendent Peier Dion. 
He said a Japanese translation 

of "A Commitment to 
Excellence," the cufrent message 
from the superintendent, is also 
pending tiansladon. 

Dion said the reason for the 
translations is so Japanese-
speaking families new to the 
community, or those about to 
move lo ihe U.S. from Japan, 
will be able to get a preview of 
the Novi school district. 

"When they get over here, we 
want to make sure they have 
adequate information about the 
district," Dion said. 

The city's population was nine 
percent Asian as of the 2000 cen­
sus, accounting for 4,113 of ! 
Novi's 47,579 residents. This ; 
year's certified mid-decade cen­
sus placed the city's entire popu­
lation at 52,231.

orphanage has seven lawyers 
v^orking on the case, according to 
O'Meara. 

"71ie last four weeks has put us 

into a tailspin. Anything we 
thought we knew about il and any 
preconceived ideas you have go 
right out," O'Meara said. 
"Absolutely nothing is sure right 
now." 

Casa Quivira is in Antigua, a 
city in the Central .American 
country of Gualen);ila. it has been 
open .since i996. 

"Wilh internationai poiitics, 
there's no simple answer. There's 
no official charges against the 
oriihanagc, but some of the accu­

sations are ludicrous," O'Meara 
said. 

She said the concern her and 
most of the other soon-to-be 
adoptive parents iiavo is wilii the 
health and weil-tieing of iheir 
children in a counUy struggling to 
get by. 

"It's such an incredibly poor 
country. If they're lucky, (lan and 
Oabc) get into an overcrowded 
orphanage run by a U.S. ciiaiity," 
O'Meara said. "Eighty percent of 
the population lives in extreme 

poverty. They're indigenous -
Mayan - and make just a couple 
dollars a day. In the city or out in 
the country it's profound. They 
live in tin shack homes built on 
the side of volcanos and have 
earthquakes and mudslides." 

With 42 children still unac­
counted for, O'Meara is ready to 
pack her bags at the first notice of 
being able to see and potentially 
bring htime her new children. She 
would have to stay in Guatemala 
for four to six weeks to fight for 

custody of the children, however. 
"We wail. Thai's really all 

we're doing is waiting. It's frus­
trating to have the safety of the 
children in the middle of a squab­
ble for money," she said. 

Starting a family 
Former residents of Hillsdale, 

Kathy attended Grand Valley 
Stale University and Brien attend­
ed the University of Michigan. 
After graduating and getting mar­
ried, Brien worked as a certified 
public accountant and Kathy as an 
athletic trainer at Woodhaven 
High School lintil they decided to 
move to North Carolina for four 
years. Their first child, Abby, was 
bom six months before moving to 
Germany for two years, where 
their son Josh was bom. 

Now back in Novi , they decid­
ed about a year and a half ago that 
they wanted to look into adopfion. 
Neighbors referred them to check 
out Casa Quivira in Guatemala. 

"It was obvious after talking 
with people there that their focus 
was on the children and not willi 
us, not with communicating wiUi 
parents, but with kids. They give 
the best care in Guatemala. They 
can handle a baby that other 
places can't," Kathy O'Meara 
said. 

They were also impressed with 
the amount of bilingu.il people in 
Europe, specifically the waiters at 
restaurants that were required to 
know al least three languages, 
hence a reason for looking at chil­
dren from other countries. 

"We had a gut feeling (about 
Guatemala)," O'Meara said. "We 
wanted oui- current children to be 
bilingual. Our kids are learning 
Spanish. It's important that we 
provide (lan and Gabe) as much 
of a link to their original country 
as possible."

Gilbert and Curry were visiting Novi High to 
show some science students what skills are needed for their profession.

Siudents at Novi Higii Sciiooi 
received a llands-on lesson last 
Thursday as emergency medical 
technicians visited their cla.ss. 

Emergency medical respon­
dents Julie Curry and Franic 
Gilbert visited B i l l Dunbar's med­
ical careers cxplonition cliiss to 
tell the 26 students about their 
career with Concord EMS and 
show the students how some on-
the-.scene procedure.s are run out 
of an ambulance. 

• I get a kiciv out of seeing the 
excitement on students' faces and 
letting people know what we do 
and how we do it. People don't 
know what EMS is and how we 
operate," Cuny said. 

Cuny, a manager and basic' 
licensed respondent for the htst 17 
years since graduating from 
Central Michigan University, and 
Gil lwil . a field training otTicer and 
paramedic-licensed respondent for 
nearly nine years since graduating 
from Henry Ford Conimuiiily 
College, had plenty of experience 
lo fish from. 

"1 could kill you and bring you 
back, all at the same time," Gilbert 
joked. "The more tliey know, ihe 
more we can find out when we get 
a call." 

Concord EMS covers western 
Wayne County, downriver and 
Oaiiiand County. 

The duo told stories ranging 
from assisting in the delivery of a 
child, which Curry has done three 
limes, to saving the life of a man 
who lost the lower half of his face 
due to a shotgun wound. 

"I think paramedics do a huge 
part fn saving lives and are not 
really known about," ,said senior 
Sara Sheeran, 17. "'Most people 
don't really get the chance to .see 
things like this." 

Cuny and Gilberi demonstraled 
ihe new $25,(}(X) critical care mon­
itor, which monitors a patient's 
heari rate, blood pressure and 
more. 

They also showed the students 
how to deal with a patient with 
diin aiteries who is rapidly losing 

blood. Respondents have a small 
tool that drills an IV receptor into 
the patient's bone below their knee 
cap of, for adults only, into the 
sternum. 

Sheeran helped the duo demon­
strate how to intubate a patient. 
Respondents have 30 seconds or 
less to prop ; i paticnl's mouth 
open, wifiioui touching their teeth, 
and guide a breatlling tube down 
the paticnfs throat so ihey can 
breathe, 

"It's cool to be actually hands 
on with the equipment," Sheeran 
said. "Every biology class I've 
taken has been real interesting. J'd 
like to go into a similar field, like 
a physician's assistant or maybe 
this." 

Senior Amanda Harden, 17, was 
interested because E M S ta'hni-
cians aie not as dominant in med­
ical discussions or entertainment 
such as television shows " E R " and 
"Grey's Anatomy." 

"It was inieresiing to see what 
the training is Uke. It was signifi­
cant to see some of the less heard 
of medical careers," she said. 

Harden signed up for Dunbair's 
medical careers exploration class 
because of her interest in nuUitiOn. 
l l i e course connections will allow 
her to work with a nutritionist at 
Providence Hospital this semester, 
in addifion to ihe usual class work. 

The entire class wil l be learning 
about the various areas of medical 
health care throughout ttie semes­
ter, taking weekly trips to 
Providence Hospital. 

"The kids are to travel to 
Providence in groups of six to 
seven (to get a hands-on tour of 
the different departments each 
week). They'll even be putting 
casis on each other one week," 
said Dunbar, who chairs the 
Science Department and coordi­
nates the Providence partnership. 
"I could tell them all this in class, 
but it's more effective for them to 
see people doing it in ihe real 
world.

Freedom. Throughout uurld 
history people have fiiupht and 
died lor Ihe choice to live free. 

A movement lo bring the 
basic concepts of choice, free­
dom and autliorily lo people 
wilh disabilities, called "Self-
determination." is Hiking hold in 
.Michigan. . 

Tom Nemey. the founder and 
dxecutive director of Ihe ("enler 
I'or Self-Deleriiiinalion 
(wvvw.self-dclennitialion.coiii) 
believes "everyone deserves to 
exercise freedoms guaranleed lo 
citizens by Ihe Conslituliun and 
Ihe B i l l of Rights and basic 
human dignity." Nerney pro­
claims that. "Self-
Deieirninalion is at its heart 
;iboul the iestor;tlion of full citi­
zenship 10 all individuals wilh 
disabilities." 

I'eople with disabilities are 
still in a struggle for their basic 
freedoms. Over the years, often 
with their supposed best inter­
ests at heart, family members, 
governments and caregivers 
iiave stripped people wilh dis­
abilities of their freedom and 
often their dignity. 

1 recall visiting the famous 
psychiatri.st Karl Menninger's 
Mental Health Museum in 
Topeka. Kan., in Ihe late 1970's 
and seeing "ice tanks" where 
people with mental illness were 
dunked lo shock them, along 
with electric shock treatment 
and odIcr inhumanilics, all insti­
tuted in the name of "helping." 
What struck me was the facl Uiat 
these devices were not meant to 
be cIuei, but rather represented 
the enlightened diought process 
at the time to "help." 

W h o Benef i t s F r o m Our 
Sys t ems Of C a r e ? 

State institutions for people 
vvith mental illness and develop­
mental disabilities were often 
built to be "out of sight, out of 

mind" as places of lel'ugc for the 
"patient" and families alike. 

Michigan's history of meeting 
the needs of persons with men­
ial illness is not a pretty picture. 
Ill recent liislory we have led the 
nation in moving persons with 
developmental disabilities out 
of large, bairen stale institutions 
into heller community sellings. 
However, too many people wilh 
developnientil disabilities and 
mental illness across the nation 
and the globe have often been 
given life .sentences of confine­
ment and of nol making their 
own decisions about the direc-
lioii of their lives. 

Adult foster care and group 
homes evolved as the next gen­
eration of better care for those 
"afflicted." However, did any­
one bother to stop and .ask the 
person wilh a disability i f this is 
how they chose lo live their life? 
Consider for a moment what 
your life would have been like if 
you never left the dorm room 
where someone decided what 
you would eat, the hours you 
could eat, who you could visit 
and with whom you were forced 
to live. Sound horrible? That is 
the existence for far too many 
people trapped for life in group 
homes that often exist to meet 
the needs of the system - not the 
people with disabilities. 

Are "systems of care" set to 
benefit people with disabilities 
or the institutional self-interest 
of the professionals within the 
system? This question is not 
meant to disparage providers or 
caregivers who work long hours 
for low wages to assist persons 
with disabilities but to get us to 
think about why the systems 
exist. 

Community Living Services

Oakland Counties. Andre 
Robinson, a community devel­
opment assistant at Community 
Living Services, slates, "Self-
Dcterniination for people like 
me with dLsabilities is about 
freedom - pure and 'simple. 
Freedom to decide how to live 
your life." Andre, who has cere­
bral palsy and uses a wheel 
chair, continued, "Yeah. 1 need 
support with some aspects of 
my daily life, don't you? We 
need to stop funding the 'sys­
tem' and so called professionals 
and start funding people widi 
disabilities - io nieei their 
needs."

would be like from that moment 
on? Wen, neither d o l l " 

"The purpose of Self-
Determination is to make it pos­
sible for individuals to craft per­
sonally meaningful lives in the 
communities they choose," 
echoes Jim Dehem, the C E O of 
Community Living Services. 

This isn't about a cIy for 
more public money for people 
with dijabiUties, asserts Tom 
Nemey. "In fact, i f anything, 

people are given authority to 
control what supports they want 
and need in their lives - and our 
research shows that many want 
less iniervention. not more, in 
their lives." 

Imagine, grealer freedom 
and better support for tlie same 
or fewer taxpayer resources. 
Now, that is a public policy that 
should be supported by the 
political left and right. The facf 
that it is not shows how power­
ful the professional interests are 
in running the .system and main­
taining the status quo that keeps 
people with disabilities trapped, 
often in child-like conditions, 
for their entire lives. For eons 
freedom-seeking people all 
over the world have been long­
ing and fighting to wrest power 
and control from those who 
have it. 

The freedom struggle contin­
ues. •

That sound you heard last 

week was the thin, scratchy 
tune of our elected leaders 
fiddling away while our state 
s lowly b u r n s . That 's not 
m u c h of an e.xaggeration: It 
was marked by the abysmal 
failure of our elected leaders 
to s imply do their jobs. 

What we needed from thein 
was agreement on a p l an to 
wipe out a projected $1.75 
bi l l ion deficit i n Michigan 's 
budget for the, next fiscal 
year, w h i c h starts Oct . 1. 
Instead, what we got was jus t 
the unpleasant background 
noise of everybody b laming 
everybody else. 

That's why tlie forthcoming 
pub l i c engagement cam­
paign, Michigan ' s Def ining 
Moment, is so important. It's 
a bottom-up effort to find 
Common gro.und on a set of 
y e i y far-reaching reforms 
that can get our state 
through the worst financial 
c r i s i s s ince the Great 
Depress ion and lay the 
gtoundwork for oi ir future 
•pi-osperity. 

A n d it's a way for ordinary 
citfzeils to get Involved rather 
t l ian leawng it to polit icians. 
Some of tlie politicians, sad 
as it may seem,, are more 
interested i n their own 
careers than In our state's 
future. 

Accordingly — beginning 
i n October, more than 100 
conimuni ty conversat ions 
wi l l take place al l a round 
Michigan — citizens gather­
ing in smal l groups to form a 
v is ion of what k i n d of 
Michigan they want and con­
sider how best to get there. 
Topping the agenda: The goal 
of transforming Michigan by 
bui ld ing a talented, globally 
competitive work force. For if 
we don't have that, we have 
no hope. 

Whether it's the good news 
of Google opening an office i n 
Ann Arbor to tap into tiie 
bright kids graduating from 
the University of Michigan or 
Volkswagen moving its head­
quarters from A u b u r n Hil ls 
to Virginia IIi search of tal­
ented employees, the mes­
sage is the same: 

If you want a prosperous 
economy, you've got to dras­
tically improve the sk i l l s of 
your work force. 

SlInple enough — but our 
polit ical masters in I ^ n s i n g 
haven' t been much help. 
Year after year, tfiey've dis in-
vested In the ins t i tu t ions

M i c h i g a n — our schools and 
our colleges and universities. 
Tha t ' s proven by a new 
report out last week from the 
highly regarded nonpartisan 
Ci t izens ' Research Counci l . 

Tha t s tudy reveals, over 
the las t seven years, the 
growth in appropriations to 
the state School Aid Fund 
has averaged a meager 1,4 
percent, far less tlian the 
rate of inflation. State spend­
ing on higher education has 
been even worse: It has 
decl ined by $275 mill ion -
13 percent -— over the past 
four years, wit l lout taking 
inflation Into consideration. 

We c a n measure the 
results , and they are scary. 

Ti le M i c h i g a n League for 
H u m a n Services reports that 
only 26.1 percent of 
M i c h i g a n adults 25 or older 
have a college degree. That 
means we are worse t l ian al l 
bu t 14 states. 

Drop the standard to those 
who have j u s t a two-year 
associate's degree, and st i l l 
on ly 36 .4 percent qualify, 
m a k i n g Mich igan a scarcely 
better 3 l s t i n the nation. 

Worse, Michigan 's educa­
t ional pipeline from school to 
college leaks like a sieve. 
A c c o r d i n g to the National 
Center for Public Policy and 
Higher Educat ion, the vast 
majority of Michigan ninth 
graders fail to graduate and 
go on to earn a postsec-
ondary degree. 

1 could go on and on with 
s i m i l a r s tat is t ics , but wi l l 
mercifully stop here. B u t the 
c o n c h i s l o n i s a larmii igly 
clear: We must drastically 
improve the rate at which 
our s tudents are learning 
and complet ing school. That 
i s the only hope for Jump-
start ing our economy. 

Fortunately, there are a 
number of good ideas about 
how to reinedy the situation. 
One of the best is Ihe 
Kalamazoo Promise, financed 
b y generous , anonymous 
local donors, that guarantees 
college tui t ion to graduates 
from the Kalamazoo public 
schools. 

A l though i t ' s early, the 
results, so far, are mighty 
encouraging: Gradua t ion 
rates arc way up . So are col­
lege enro l lments . Fami l ies 
are i i ioving into Uie district 
because of t l ie program, and 
other c o m m u n i t i e s are 
exploiing whether sonieUiing 
similar might work for them. 
One variant: the so-called 
"Michigan Promise," which 
provides h igh school gradu­
ates who enro l l i n college and 
keep tiieir grades up a grant 
total ing $ 4 , 0 0 0 . Th i s Is 
enough to pay for an associ­
ate's degree at a Michigan 
community college. Students 
can register through their 
school distr ict or through the 
Michigan Works Web site. 

Then there is the No 
Worker U f t Beh ind program; 
it pays for up to two years of 
tuition at any Michigan com­
munity college or Job training 
program. A i m e d at older 
workers who are laid off and 
need their sk i l l s updated, the 
program is meant to include 
100,000 people over Uie Iicxt 
four years. Inforii iaUon is 
available at the Department 
of Labor a n d Economic 
Growth web site. 

Another Important devel­
opment: T h e rise of "regional 
ski l ls a l l iances," an econom­
ic development tool that 
bundles together local firms 
wi th s imi la r s l t i l ls needs for 
their labor forces. The Flint 
Heal th C a r e Collaborat ive, 
for example, br ings together 
around 20 l l ea l th care firms 
who then Identify emerging 
technologies i n the field and 
arrange t r a i n i n g for local 
workers. There are now more 
than 30 reg iona l s k i l l s 
a l l iances i n M i c h i g a n , 
involving about 500 compa­
nies. 

Ufhat's most important is 
getting educa t i on beyond 
high school. A n d one of our 
state's biggest problems Is 
the long-held asisumption 
that you really don't need to 
go beyond h igh school to 
score a good job at the local 
auto assembly line. Nothing 
could be further from the 

t ru th . The auto companies i n 
fac l are laying off or out­
sourc ing brawn-based jobs; 
those that are h i r i ng are 
p ick ing workers wItli post-
secondaiy degrees. A n d the 
universities are helping out 
by l ink ing together commu­
n i t y college courses wi th 
their own prograins. 

K ids at Alpena Comniuni ty 
College, for example, can 
transfer soine credits to the 
U - M i n A n n Arbor; k ids at 
Oak land Coinmuni ty College 
c a n do the same witfi Wayne 
State. 

B u t expected changes i n 
our population- of our state 
are coming. Sadly, people 
discouraged about the future 
are moviIig out. Accord ing 
the recent Cit izens ReseaIch 
C o u i i c i l report , by 2017 
M i c h i g a n w i l l lose a net 
41 ,000 people. 

The slice of the population 
likely to go to college (age 18-
24) will decline by 84,000 
(that's 9 percent), whi le the 
labor force of people 16-64 
wil l shrink by 262,000, or 4 
percent. 

The simple fact is, to keep 
our economy humming , we 
need more people — espe­
cial ly ski l led people — in 
Michigan. We have interna­
tional offices in C h i n a , J a p a n 
and Europe t rying to attract 
companies. Why couldn' t we 
have "Welcome to Michigan" 
desks at these offices, urging 
the skilled and ambit ious to 
move here? 

The fact remains, as 1 write 
these words, a fundamental 
common ground reform idea 
for M i c h i g a n — that our 
future depends on. finding, 
a t t rac t ing , n u r t u r i n g and 
growing talented people in 
our work force — is being 
he ld hostage to a budget deal 
In Lansing. 

Nevertheless, these ideas 
w i l l be an Important part of 
the M i c h i g a n ' s Def in ing 
Moment conversations that 
start next mont l i .

One set of measurements is taken 
with the patient seated and another set 
taken with the patient lying down, tiie 
technology finds and unwraps the iris, 
selects prominent and matching refer­
ence points for each iris, calculates the 
treatment surface angles from multiple 
matching reference points, and automat­
ically checks the solution quality. 

Another technology is the Ex-Press' 
Mini Glaucoma Shunt, which provides a 
simplified method of filtration surgery 
for patients wilh open angle glaucoma. It 
is ideally performed after cataract sur­
gery or simultaneously with any type of 
cataract extraction. The procedure 
involves no tissue removal with minimal 
infiammation and low complication. 

Other technologies include laser treat­
ment for patients with diabetes. Of 
course, Adelson Eye and Laser CeIIter 
are full-service eye care specialists, the 
practice also works with local 
opiomelrists to offer the best treatment 
for all patients.
