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Village Oaks daring duckling dilemma

Some may say what she did
was foolish. Still others may cali
Trer a hera.

But regardless of which siance
you take, ane baby duckling is
alive 1oday beciuse of the uctions
taken by Rebecea Wicker.

After visiting with fricnds ope
Friday afternoon in e April. the
16-year-old student decided 1o
1ake her customary  shortcul
home, waiking theough  the
Village Oaks common area asso-
cistion playground.

As Wicker approached. she
neticed  three  teenage  bovs,
whom she dida’t recognize from
the arca, acling sirangely.

Walking closer, she saw (hat a
grown duck lay dead on the grass.

She knew there was a duck nest
full of eggs nearhy, because she'd
seen it before.

Anger bubbled up inside.

“F started yelling at them to get
out of there now or 1 was calling
the cops.” Wicker said.

After smashing an egg, and
trving unsuceessfully to scare
Wicker off. the boys jumped inw

their car and drove off,

Wicker rushed over to the nest
and gathered up the remaining
five eggs, placing them into the
pockets of her jacket for protec-
tien,

Al home, she and her mother,
Shirley. lined a shae hox wilh a
soft towel, and carefully placed
the egps insule. They covered
them with a light clotk and
placed them under a warm desk
lamp.

Shirley Wicker sent an e-mizil
to {riends and teachers asking
for an incubator, or au least
some advice an how Lo care for
the epps, in order 0 help her
daughter save at Jeast one duck-
ling.

She received an immediate

response from Carol Laffenty, a
first-grade teacher from Wicker's
former  elementary  school,
Village Oaks.
" Laflery has done an egg-
hatching project with her studenis
every spring since she began
teaching 11 years age.

[n the past, Lafferry had gouen
cggs for the  project from
Kepsington Park, or supply catu-
lags.

But ironically, a couple of
weeks before receiving Shirley
Wicker's c-muil, Teagan, (he
Village Ouks School thenipy
dog, had discovered five duck
cpgs in the school's courtyard,

Lalferty was hready caring for
those eggs when she leurned of
Wicker's cags.

Wicker's five cgps were placed
in Lafferty’s classroom ineubator
along with the five eyes found by
Trug:\n.

“1 was glad to gel some more
cgps.” Lafferty said. “1 candled
Rebreen's vgps ond discovered
that ali five were still developieg
and alive, { estimated they were
about ight davs into their 28-day
iheubation period.”

Candling is 4 provess used 1o
examite epgs for freshness and
femility by hotding them up to a
bright light,

Wicker and Laffeny watched
and wuited paticotly.

Thenan May 14, Wicker's five
rescued egys hatched.

AU{irst they all seemed Fne.

Unfortunately. four of the live
ducklings only lived u few days.
But the fifth duckling did survive.
so they named her Lucky Duck,

Teugan’s five eggs hatched one
week Jater, on May 21; and witha
full week of lifetime experience
under her wings, Lucky Duck
became a surrogate mather to the
newer ducklings.

AL first, after her siblings died,
Lucky was very hivper. jumping
arcund a lot and seemed lonely,”
Wicker said. “Mrs. Lafferty was
hesitant o put Teagan's duckJings
into the same eage with her”

But when she did Lueky set-
ted right down, and Lhe litcke anes
camie nuzzling over b keep warm,

Lafferty took all six ducklings
home over the  summer and
relensied them inte a pond near
fier home,

For a while. every time they
heiurdl her voice, they would swim
(0 shore and she would feed them
duck food by hand.

Latferty knew it was important
for the ducklings to be with uther
ducks so they would learn 1o fly.

And. soon erough, she noticad
they were adopled by some other
diecks in the pund.

Now, as cooler temperatures
begin (o creep i, thanks (© the
efforts of one gil. there wilt he
one mure Lucky Duck flying.

Solve Michgan’s budget with major reforms

After another week of watch-
ing the same endless shenani-
gans going on in Lansing, |
can only repeat the starl of my
column last week: "Michigan's
political, policy and fnance
systems are broken. Ten mil-
lion Michigan citizens have
been held hostage (o the parti-
san agendas of both political
parties and their members
who now hold office, nol to
mention the interest groups
that fund thelr campaigns,”

Sigh. We are in (rouble,
We're facing the greatest crisis
since the Greal Depression,
and desperately need leaders
with a vision for Michigan that
will get us through our present
turmoil and lay the foundation
for a radical transformaticn of
our state,

‘We're not going to pet that
by habltual partisan finger
puiniing or by absurd, face-
saving compromises {hat
claim to “solve” the $1.8 billion
state budget defici. Without a
pew vision, no matter whal
they do, a similar deficit will be
staring us in the face next
year,

Even il we buy inte (hat
vision, it won't become reality
unless we have slate govern-
ment that is effective. efficient
and accountable.

Republican lawmakers say
the way to da that is by cutting
something like 51 billion from
state spending. Bul when you
ask exactly what they'd cut,
mostly what you gel back is
mumbles about "goverument
waste, Inefficiency and bloal.”
That's not a responsthle recipe
for ecralting a  budget.
Especially when  theyve
koown the dimensions of the
problem we're facing lor a
ear.

Bul if they are serious akout
cutting spending, here are two
hig. obvious, long-overdue
ways to cut nearly $800 mil-
lion, ‘as suggesied in The
Center for Michigan's most
recent newsletler:

+ First, enact $500 million

nen-violent  crimes, Nearly
another third are being held
beyond their earliest possibile
release date. And our prisons
cost  Michigan  taxpayers
around §5,000 more per
inmate each year more than
neighboring siaies pay to keep
Lheirs locked up.

Ending expensive jail (ime
for non-violent offenders and
releasing inmates unlikely io
be dangerous Lo soclety will
save hundreds. of milllons.
Gradually bringing pay for
Michigan prisen guards i line
wilh neighboring states would
help. Privatizing sgme opera-
tions like food service could
save evern more.

People from all over the
polilical speelrum — business
conservatives, soclal liberals,
academics and the stales
financial advisors — have for
years urged cosi-conscious
prison reform.

Any concrete results? Nah,
Inn part, Republicas fear being
accused of being "solt on
crime.”

+ Second: Bring Michigan
stale worker benelli costs in
line with the national average.
How big? Around $275 mil-
lion. Both the Small Business
Association and The Center for
Michigan reached that conclu-
sion in separale studies earlier
this year.

Republicans are going to
have a harder time swallowing
the first of these {wo sugges-
lions; Democrats, the second
- hut both are vitally neces-
sary. For awhie earller this
summer, both Gov. Jennifer
