The most pressing issue antici-

The library was built 30 years
ago and, since that lime, Novi's
population has increased by 450
percent, currently accomrodat-
ing more than 52,000 residents,

Voters will be asked if the Clty
of Novi should berrow the money
and issue its general obligalion
unlimited tax bonds to be paid
within 20 years.

The estimated annaal millage
rate is 26 mills (30,26 per 51,000
of taxable value). Meaning resi-
dents with homes valued ol
$220,600 witl be levied about $28
per yeirr.

Police warn senior citizens of area scams

avertime to see justice served for
three smen accased of swindling
ovur SO(X,000 in properties Trom
several Detroit senior eitizens.

The saspects, Paul Rhoads, 35,
of Novi; Nelson Sumpter, 42, af
Pittstield Townaship: und Omar
Sumpter, 35. of Sterling Heights.
were charged with several counts
of uttering and publishing, a 14-
yeur felony: identity thefl, a lve-
year felony. false pretenses over
520,000, & He-year felony: money
Langdering, a 10-year feleny @nd
larceny by conversion, & 10-year
lelony.

The crime, aceording to Many
Miller, assistant Wayne County
prosceutor and direetor of com-
miunications, was til the suspects
chumed to b real estale agents

who ussist homeowners in selling
propertics to patentizl investors.

The suspected atlegedly conp-
vinced elderly victims, in this
case & 72-year-old woman, a 76-
yeur-old woman and a 66-year-
ald man, ali from DetroiL. o give
them information such as person-
al signatures, propeny informa-
tion and personal documents in
order to take pessession of the
properties without the owner's
consens. The properlies were
then sold fora profit for the sus-
pecls.

Miller said Omar Sumpter

o arraigned Sept. 24 and
Nelson Sumpter arraigoed
Sept. 21 and given & $100,000 o
10 percent beod for all the
cases,

She suid Nelson Sumipter was
the main suspect and bis prelimi-
nary exan was held et 3 at the
36t District Courl. She said
Rhoads twrned himself into the
police and was also araigned and
Laces seven counts of (raud,

Don't beeome a victim

Milier said the scheme Rhoads,
Paul and Omar Sumpter used was
simple and seniors need 0 be
careful.

She said about 75 percent of
the cases the Wayne County Elder
Abuse Unit sees focus on finan-
cial abuse of senior citizens.

“This particular crime dossn’t
happen ail the lime, but it is
becoming more prévalent,” Miller
snid. “Seniors nced to be carcful
and more aware of what's going
on”

Miller said there we several
scenarios of people Liking advan-
tuge of seniors that people necd to
be aware of.

Those inthide in-home health-
care workers taking advantage of
those with physical and mental
disabilitics: healtheare workers
and family members adding their
names (o credit cards: posing as
undercover police and telling sen-
iors they need o accompigy them
10 the bank because their money

was involved in a crime and is
considered evidence; hooking
laptop computers to a viclims
desktop and stealing personal
information; pretending to be a
social worker and having seniors
give them money; and posing as
members of professional service
companies and demanding money
for services not yet compleled.

Detective Bill Helke of the
Northville  Township  Police
Department said anyone can be a
victim of fraud and identity thefl,
but scniors seem o be easier 1o
comvince in scam situalions,

“Jt docsn’t de you any goed to
scapl & 2i-year-old with no
moiey, but seniers have their
entire life savings which mke
them big targets,” Helke sid,
"My best advige is il it"s too good
lo be tree, it probably is.
Everyone should remember that,
not just seniors.”

According 1o the Federal Trade
Cemmission. more Ihan nine mil-
lion Americans have their identi-

Lies stolen each year.

Helke said the best way lo
avoid fraud and identity theft is
not 16 give out persenal informa-
tion or money until you are sur¢
you're dealing with a legitimale
business or business representd-
tve.

“Real estale  agenls are
licersed by the state and should
be able 1o be fasad on a state Web
sitc of licenses,” he sud, "Doalit-
tle investigation of who you're
dealing with.

“This goes beyond real estate.
1t could be a doctor. If you can’t
find the person in a state datebase,
you need (o question it”

Watch out

Helke said one of the bipgesl
schemes used on seniors is lottery
games. .

He said the most comunon is
the Nigerian lottery scam wherc
SOTCONC 5ays You worl [Moncy,
but fees need 10 be seatin in erder

10 receive winning fands.

“If you didn't put in for a Jot-
tery, why send mongy to pay fees
or Laxes to receive millions of dol-
lars?" he said. “Be careful. There
are so many forged checks and
potential crders that look legiti-
male.”

Detective Sgt. Matt Mayes of
the Northville Township Palice
Departnent said growing technol-
opy is also a facter in identity
theft and fraud.

He said the majority of identi-
ty thefi cases are done over the
Inmernet,

“It's casy lo compromise
someone’s informalion aver the
Intemnet,” Mayes said. “The more
technology availuble, the bad
guys will use to their advantage.

The best Lhing, as a resident, is
to make sure you'rc using a
secure Web sile, make no tele-
phone transaclions and verify
everyone who comes Lo your door
hefore giving out any information
or money.”

The bond is for an qver-
age .26 mills for a 20-year period
for construction on a new 60,000
square foot librazy on the existing
library property, This millage
will allow the cily 1o issue $16
million in bords for construction,
furnishing and cquipping the new
building.

The cast to Novi hameowners
is small compared to what it
would cost 10 purchase new
books, CDs or magazites. The
impact to residents would be an
average of 528/year for a home
valyed a1 $220,000. Tha's just §
cents a day.

The current City Council has
pledged not lo exceed the exist-
ing tax rae of L0.5416 mills,
They see the need for Novi lo
have a new library and will
make other adjustments to the
city budget to absorb the cost of
the bonds. This means thal over-
all your taxes should not
1ACrease.,

future and other city prioritics
take precedence, the impact of
the library bond to Novi residenls
will still he minimal.

Today, beautiful upscale
condos and a new shopping
plaza are going up to grace e
west and easl carners of Five
Mile and Sheldon reads in
Northwille Township.

Yet memories of isolation,
human warehousing. neglect
and abuse come to mind when
1 pass this intersection. This
1=t a case of an pverindulgent
imaginution - but rather dacu-
mented cases of abuse that
took place on Lhis site 1o some
of our community's most vul-
nerable people; people with
developmental disabililies.

Ironically and pathetically
the name of this institution of
abuse was the Plymouth
Cenler For Human
Development (PCHDL I was
parl of “care” provided by the
Michigan Depariment of
Menial Health that | would
Iater lead under Gov. James
Blanchard.

The PCHD was out of sight
and out of mind for many in
the metro area, Today, with
Interstate 275 and M-14 kum-
ming just a stone’s throw
away, it is difficull to imagine
that this corner was once parl
of the Michigan couniryside
when this stale-of-the-art
institutior: opented in: 1960 and
had as many as 1,200 peaple
housed there at its peak in
1970.

The conventional wisdom at
the time from the "professional
help community™ was if your
child was “disabled,” give them
up to the state.

Why aryone would think the
slate was a befter caregiver
seems bizamre now - but that
was the common wisdom not
that marny years ago. “Give up
your disabled child and get on
with your life” was the refrain.

As a nation and a state, our
histery of care for people with
diszbilities was vile and ugly.
While we have come S0 very
far, there are places I our
state today that you would not

want your loved one 1o be
“placed” by the slate.

Why bring up this unseem-
Iy history, you ask? Because
“Those who cannot remember
the pasl are condemned Lo
repeat 1" wrale poet and
philosopher George Santayana
in 1605.

“You st be e change you wish fo
586 4t the world.”

Mahatma Gandhi

Last month | witnessed just
how far we have come frem
this corner of abuse while
atlending the annual Friends
of Community Living Services,
Evening with Friends Awards
Ceremony.

The evening was a celebra-
tion of the freedom that per-
sons with disabilities have
gained over the years, [{ was a
major dose of adrenaline that
made the nearty 1,000 atten-
dees trumpet the value of their
filends and family members
who happen to have a disabil-
ity and are there o help pro-
vide support.

First there were ihe “old
warrors” Alice Saules and
Mary Davis, founders of the
Parents and Advecales group
who have been fighting for
freedom and dignity for their
children and countless others
for many decades.

Today people with disabili-
tes are Mving in their own

ts and own homes
with friends they chose to e
with, they are working at jobs
they choose and have created
thelr own businesses.

Alice Saules and Mary Davis
and many other parents
fought the system so that peo-
ple with disafdlitles could live

‘with dignity and respect In

their community, ot isolated
from it, They laid the founda-
don and others basll the
honzes and hope.

If there ever was a cure for
depression or belng a sourpuss,
it was attending this event. The
triumph over adversity, love,
frendship, and just pure, raw
human decency wrapped itself
around you every second dur-
ing this celebration of life, digni-
ty and respect.

Your Life, Your Way

My personal everinyg high-
light came in meeling Oak
Park resident David Taylor.
David the energetic and outgo-
ing advocate told me one year
age he would not he recogniz-
able from the man he is today
because he was 50 withdrawn
and depressed.

Today, David is a confident
young man who invests his
time as a motivatlonal speaker
and advocate for people in
need, And what a motivation
he is! His mentor, Dr. Alex
Baily, the recently retired Oak
Park Schools Superintendent.
has helped give David the sup-
part., encouragement, love and
friendship to help polish him
into a true “diamond in the
rough™ wha shines bright and
stands tall today.

Amazing what we are capa-
ble of doing with a little help
from our friends,

The man who captured the
esgence of human decency
and brought tears to my eyes
for his humndlity and sense of
buman decency, was Lake

Orion resident Joe Johnson,

Joe s the outreach coordi-
nator and lead trainer at
Community Media Network,
located in Troy.

Joe has trained hundreds of
comumunity members in video
production. When people with
disabilities signed up for his
class, Joe did not create a
“special” segregated class for
these men, but enthusiastical-
ly included them in his "regu-
lar" class. The fact that Joe
has the active suppart of H.
Jay Wiencke, Jr., executive
director, just adds fclng to the
cake of human decency.

In acecepting his award Joc
sald he was horored and, like
all before him that had given
s0 much of themselves tobe a
friend, he felt he received
much more than he gave, Yet
it was the simple truth that
had the greatest wallop to me
and the hundreds in the
audience when he graciously
aceepted his award and said,
“I long for the day that com-
men human decency to our
fellow 1nen, being kind,
thoughtful and giving to ALL
people 15 the norm and not
something to be singled out
for recognition.”

Yes, Joe, it will be a great
day of celebration when that
day comes but, until then,
thank you and Comumunity
