Tuesday morning.

The centennial-style building
was built on the south side of
Grand River Avepue, cast of
Meadawbrook Road, in 1867 asa
farmirouse before turning into a
senior housing unit in the Jale
1950s. It has stood vacant for the
past decade,

*[t's kind of sad,” suid incom-
ing city councilwoman Kathy
Crawford, who grew up in the
farmhouse just west of the burnt
property and operated the farm
behind it. “You look at it and thitk
‘there goes another landmark.’ [t
was an old farmhouse that they
just kepl adding onto.

“It’s had a lot of fives that have
passed through its doors.”

The Novi Fire Department was
called at 4:10 a.m. Tuesday when
the fire began at the back of the
building, said Fire Chief Frank
Smith.

“The fire got going pretly good
wilh the age of the home,” he said.
“I's being investigated for the
cause of the damage. At this point,

they really don't know.”

Smith did note all glass win-
dows were removed as part of the
demolition process, and that most

“gf the doors were removed or left

in an open position, which aided
in the hasty spread of flames.

The fire department had the fire
under control by 5:17 a.m.

No one was injured in the blaze,
and the officers pulled down the
chimney lo avoid further hazard
following the fire damage.

The grass surounding the prop-
erty was charred black and the
leaves on nearby trees were Sitn-
mered off,

Kathy Mutch, chair of the Novi
Historical Commission, said all
valuables were previously removed.

“Someone called {last Thursday
or Friday), who might've been a
real estate broker. He was in the
area from Indiana and was look-
ing for a location for a potential
car dealership,” she said.

Muich said the person inquired
about potential historical signifi-
cance and staws of the abandoned
structure along with other area
properties. '

Couri ruling will require voters to
present picture identification or
sign an affidavit before voting
Nov. 6.

Novi City Clerk Maryanne
Cornelius said although voters

must be registered, they are not

required 1o bting their voter reg-
istration card to the polls.

To receive a ballot in the
Tuesday. general election, voters
must present one of the following

forms of valid photo identifica--

tion:

+ A Michigan driver's license
or personal identification card

+ Federal or state government
issued photo identification

« U5, passport

« Military identification card
with photo .

» Student ID with photo - from

If a voter does not have a prop-
er form of photo identification
they will be asked to complete an
affidavit, which will be provided
at the polls.

“They are taking an oath say-
ing they are not in possession of
any personal (picture} identifica-
tion,” Comelius said.

However, if a voler refuses to
provide the poll workers with
their photo identification, they
will not be issued a ballot.

Corneliss dacs nol foresee
additional complications for
electars or election officials.

The new provision of the
Michigan election law does not
affect more than 3,000 absentee
ballots previously issued to vot-
ers.

“We've already issued almost
10 percent of our registered vot-
ers  with
Comelius said. “This just hap-
pens o be a high number of
absentees for a local election.

Ringvelski, along with other
residents, claimed to have never
received notification from the city
regarding the vision fair.

“l received the information
from the president of our associa-
tion,” Ringvelski said. “But never
fromi this group.”

Dan Feinstein, who also lives at
10 Mife and Beck roads, said,
although he did receive notifica-
tion in the mail, none of his
neighbors did.

According 10 Rumple, 2,600
posteards were sent to local sesi-
dents and business owners to notify
them of the upen house-style event.

The southwest residential quad-
rant. which is primarily from
Beck to Napier, between Eight
and 10 Mile rouds, is currently
among single-family zoning cai-
egories. ‘

Residents of thosc areas fear, if
the plan is amended, it will
change to high-density residen-
tial zoning coupled with com-
mercial zoning.

“The main reason our family
came oul to Novi 10 years ago
was the schools, lecation, clear
separation of residentiul and com-
mercial and the low traffic val-
ume,” Fpinstein said. “Anything
that goes against single-family
housing will be detrimental”

But Island Lakes resident Puf
LePlae faced the vision fair witha
different attitude,

“Development is going to hap-

pen in Novi,” she said. “I live in
an area that has a lot of undevel-
oped land around us, and [ want to
make sure the land is used in a
way 1o enhance the value of our
property and the quality of Lifc for
the people in the City of Novi.”

A decade of uniting families

Carla Dorsey and her husband
Brian had always considesed
adoption, but it wasn't until they
connected with Forever Families
that they were completely com-
fortable with the process.

“We always planned on adopt-
ing. We always wanted to help a
child have a better life. We also
found out we weren’t able to
have children,” said Carla
Daorsey. 38, of Novi. "It was two
yjars before we actually adopt-
c -!I

Carla  said  they started
researching adoption a year
before she found out it was their
only option for having a child.

“We did explore other allerna-
tives. We investigated in viwo,"
she said,

In  December 2005, the
Dorseys adopted a newborn boy
they named Braylon.

After |2 years of marriage and
with Braylon now 22 months cld,
the Dorseys are happy and even
considering adopting a sccond
child. a process Carla said would
be handled through Forevér
Families in Novi if they chose to
do so.

With the help of the local

adoption agency, the Dorseys

were able to secure temporary
guardianship the day Braylon
was born and take him home
three days later.

“We didn't have any hiccups
at afl. It went very fast,” Carla
said.

“We looked al 2 number of
different agencies. We chose
them because of the level of care
and  professionalism  they
demonstrated, {deating with
concerns from both the adoptive
and birth parents).”

Famiiles forever

Jean Stenzel and Denise
Weiss began operations for
Forever Families [0 years ago
today with the molto “giving
children families forever.”

Since the business opened its
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doors, it has pravided about 450

children with adoplive homes, .

Stenzel said.

“It just seemed te go by so
fast, and ¥'m looking for at least
10 more before I'm old enough
1o retire,” joked Stenzel, chief
administrator and president of
Forever Families. "This business
is driven on reputation. We have
a reputation for getting access to
doing things for adoption.”

Stenzel said the business ven-
ture came to be before she and
Weiss, the current exccutive
director, met. When 1talking
aboul starting her own business,
a colleague at the Michigan
Adoption Resource Exchange
suggested Stenzel talk with
Weiss, who worked elsewhere
and had also been falking about
starting her own business.

“ came from a family of self-
employed people. I went to grad
scheol and wanted to work for
myself. T went to grad school 1o
gel into the administrative end
of social work,” Stenze) said. “1
talked with Denise on how we
thought adoption should be han-
dled. We had a lot in common. It
was weird and scary. I spoke
with my family about (slarting
my own business} and my father
said ‘we'll help any way we can
and what took you so long.”™

In the heginning

When Forever Families first
opened, it was on the second
floar of the building where The
Second City is now located,

After the first three years,
Forever Families had outgrown
its office and moved 1o its cur-
rent, bui nearby; location at
42400 Grand River Ave.

“We didn't want to be a big
place and lose aur hands on con-
tent with the public. We've cho-
sen to stay smaller 1o provide
quality services. When you're
bigger, you lose day-lo-day
service,” Stenzel said.

She said Forever Families
does a lot of community service,
educational and outreach work
to dispel myths and misconcep-

“We've placed. children from
Romania, India, Philippines,”
Stenzel said.

She also noted Russia,
Guatemata, China and Poland
are other countries sceing a
good amount of international
adoption. ’

*Adoption is all about choice.
Our job is to provide you with
reputable options and choices,”
she said. “With domestic adop-
tion, you're waiting to be select-
ed by the binh parents.
[nternational and state [adop-
lions] are waiting for a match.
You're dealing with human
beings ~ there’s no schedule.”

Stenzel said families looking
to adopt should throw an auto-
matic red flag toward agencies
prontising a child within a cer-
tain time frame.

She said Weiss has an adage
that “there’s sharks in the water
and as Jong as they continue to
get fed, they'll be there,”

As she sat in the lobby o

party on Monday, Ester Auger
began to snooze. She was due for
some rest. She had seen a Jot in
her lifetime.

In an age of iPods and
30-screen movie theaters where
all races and genders are guaran-
ieed equality in the workplace by
law, Auger has been around to see
it all develop from virtually noth-
ing.

“Their first car was a Model T
said Kathy Hartley, Auger's

daughter. “She didn't learn to
drive um:l after my father passed
away.”

Growing up in Bay Cll} Ester’s
father passed away when she was
10, feaving her mother, a home-
maker, 10 raise her.

Ester met Arthur Auger, who
she married in 1935. They had
one daughter, Kathy, in 194%.

Auger ogw has. four. grandchil-
dren and seven great-grandchil-
dren who range in age from 3-14.

“The things that were really
important to her was her family
and hushand,” Hartley said.

When her husband passed away
in 1954, Auger started working as
a bookkeeper, doing accounting
for George F. Dent & Compuny
heating and cooling in Bay City.
Her lack of a college degree and
the era she lived in forced her to
raise  her then five-year-old
daughter on less money than a
man would have made working
the same job.

“She was doing an accountant’s
work, but didn't have a degree or
was a man raising a family,”
Hartley said.

Auper got through by getting
involved with her church. She
taught Sunday school kinder-
gartners for more than 20 years
at Bethel Lutheran Church while
working as a bookkeeper. Upon
retiring al age 65, Auger stopped
teaching Sunday school at

“She liked 10 sew and crochet,
read,” Hartley said. "My dad was
a hunter and fisherman, so I'm
sure she did that (when she was
younger).

Auger traveled 10 Germany,
Oregon and spent Llime at her cot-
tage in Cheboygan County, She
traveled some with friends and
family, such as her older brother,

years.

She also said she enjoyed danc-
ing, specifically the waltz, as well
as cooking and helping children.
She wished she were in a play
where someone [carned how to be
rich.

Auger moved in with Hartley
and her husband in 1998, where
she lived in Ann Arbor for seven
years until she moved ¢ an assist-
ed living facility near Jackson,

“We had to move her wien her
mind got to the point where she
didn't know who we were and her
needs went beyond my ability,”
Hartley said.

When the Jackson center closed
last year, Auger moved to
Whitehall of Novi, where she cel-
ebraied her 10lst birthday
Monday with a special panty in
the dining hall.

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Social Security: Making sure your benefits add up

Dear Sawwy
Senior,

When my 62-year-old brother
applied for his retirement benefits
early this year, he found that
Social Security had made several
mistakes on his camings record in
past years, The result was his
monthly benefit check was much
lower than it should have been. It
took him months to straighten it
out. How can 1 prevent this from
happening to me?

Social Insecurly

Dear Insecurity,

The best way to keep an eye on
your personal Social Security
records is to carefully review your
yearly Social Security statement,
and don't be surprised if you

uncover an crror. Government
watch groups estimate that the
Social Security Administration
{SSA) makes mistakes on at least
3 percent of the 1otal official earn-
ings recotds it keeps. Here's what
you should know.

Eamlngs Errors

Social Security benefits are
based on your 35 highest-earning
years as reported to the govern-
ment by your cmploycrs If an
employer has given the govemn-
ment incorrect salary data or if the
government has erred in recording
the information, you want to get it
comected as quickly as possible.
Otherwise you may not get the
full amount you're entitled to
when you retire. So, when you

receive your annual Social
Security statement, take the time
to compare the eamings listed in
the statement with income listed
on W-2 forms in your tax records.
And if you spot a discrepancy,
follow these steps:

-+ Call your nearest Social
Security office (sce
www.ssa.govflocator or call (800)
772-1213 to get the number) to
report the error. Some corrections
can be made over the phone.
However you may need to sched-
ule an appointment and go in with
copies of your W-2 forms or tax
returns to prove the mistake, or
you can mail it in.

« If you suspect a discrepancy
but don’c have backup records, the
SSA may be able to use your
employment  information to
search its pecords and correct mis-

takes. If the SSA can’t locate your
records, you'll need to contact the
employer to obtain a copy of your
W-2 for the year in queslion,

* Once your earnings record is
corrected, $SSA will send you a
confirming letter. If you don't
receive the confirmation within
three menths. contact SSA again.
And double-check the correction
by making sure it appears on next
year's statement.

+ If comrections aren't made on
the next statement you receive,
start an appeals process (see
www.ssa.gov/pubs/10041.himl).

Note: SSA statements are
mailed annually (about three
months before your birthday) to
everyone age 25 and over who is
not already receiving Social
Security benefits. If you're not
receiving yours, see
www.ssa.gov/mystatement.

Other Mistakes

Eamings miscalculations can
also happen if the SSA didn't

have your correct mailing
address. If you don’t receive your
annual statement, that's a tip-off.
If there is a mistake, conlact the
IRS (SSA depends on the IRS for
addresses) at 800-829-3676 and
ask them to mail you the “Change
of Address” form 8822, or print it
off at  www.irs.gov/publirs-
pdf/f8822 pdf, fill it cut and mail
it back to the address oa the form.

Two other factors that can
cause mistakes are if you changed
your name following a marriage
ar divorce, or if your date of birth
in SSA records isn’t the same as it
appears in IRS files.

Double check your SSA state-
ment for these possible mishaps
and make sure your earnings data
matches the amounts on your W-2
forms.

And whenever you change your -

name, or if you notice a birth date
error call the SSA (800-772-1213)
and ask for Form §8-5, “Application
for a Social Security Card,” and sub-
mit it with the correct information.
The form can also be downloaded at

WWW, ssa,govlonlmelss-S htrnl.

Galculation Ensors

Even when all the eamings dala
is correct, the SSA occasionally
errs in caleulating benefits, You
can double check their calculations
by using SSA's formula found at
www.socialsecurity.gov, however
the math is rather complex.

If you think your benefits have
been miscaleulated, point it out to
your local SSA office and ask them
to recalculate, If they do find an
emmor, make sure you receive a.con-
firming letter and that the correction
appears on next year's statement.

If you're afready receiving ben-
efits, the SSA will reimburse you
for the amount of the error,

The flu is once again looming
in the distance waiting to strike as
the season of sickness quickly
approaches.

Since the beginning of October,
the release of this year’s flu vac-
cine, people across the countey
have been lining up for (heir
annwal flu shet in order to prevent
the chills, aches and - other
unwanted symptoms that come
atong with the virus.

Kuy Renny, registered nurse
and communily programs manag-
ee for the Visiting Nurses
Associmtion  of  Southeast
Michigan (VNA), said they have
more than 100 sites for people to
receive their flu shots this year,
including locations in Novi and
Northville.

“It's important for everyone (o
receive 1 flu shot” Renny suid.
“There's ample amounts of (he
vaccine this year, and the {Center
for Disease Control and
Prevention) promotes the vaccine
as the number cne in preventing
the flu.”

Renny said many people mis-
take the influenza virus with the
gastroenterilis virus, or stomach
flu.

She said the flu vaccine only
protects against the influenza

virus, which affects the nose,
throat and tungs.

“People also often say, “well 1
got the shot, but [ still got the
flu," Renny said. “The Alu shot is
made up of killed viruses. The flu
shot cannot cause the flu.

“Someone can transmit it 24 to
48 hours before they have any
symptoms. If you were to get
sick, it’s not from the shot”

Get in lne

Many people have already
received their flu shots, including
meore than 100 residents, stafl and
community members  from
Waltonwood at Twelve Oaks in
Novi.

The Visiting Nurses
Association  of  Southeast
Michigan visited Waltonwood
Oct. 4 and members of the com-
munity were anticipating their
arrival.

“Qur residents are pretty well
educated (about the importance of
the flu shot),” said Barbara Buck,
independent living  activities
director. “We usually schedule
our flu shot appointments six
months in advance, If we don't
start falking about i1, (the resi-
dents) start asking what’s poing
on.”

“It’s more effective in prevent-
ing hospilafization in fiu compli-
cations,” she said. “If you get the
flu shot, not only will it help you
to not get the flu, but il helps you
to stay out of the hoxplla'[ and help
you stay alive.”

She said it is rare o get the flu
after having received the-shot, but
if you do gel it, it's 2 much milder
case.

Semand said the best ways to

With currenlly more than 52,000 residents, the
facility no longer meels the Library of Michigan's
qualily slandard of measurement, representing all
sizes of public libraries throughout the state.

The cwrrend Hbrary calculates to less than 1/2-
square-foot per person. The optimal standard is !-
square-fool per person.

As it stands now, children are turned away from
youlh programming, compulers are not readily avail-
able for use and youth, pre-K and adult areas are
cramped.

Colleclions are also restricted by space constraints
and meeting and galhering spaces are signlficantly
lacking. at besL.

And the currenl structure s not barrier-free,
according to the Americans with Disahilities Act, and,
due to space, offers tmited resources for aided equip-

ey i et P B S

ment,

We feel a strong public library, meeting the needs of

Watching the goings-onin our
state capitol got me thinking
about change and leadership.

Alvin and Heidi Toffler, the
noted futurists, have been think-
ing  aboutthese  issues for
decades. They have advised the
top global companies and leaders
about what lies in the future with
advances of economics, technolo-
gy and social change. They
founded Toffler Associates, an
executive advisory firm commit-
ted 10 helping commercial firms
and at agencies adjust
to the changes that are coming at

us in warped speed.

Clearly, the citizens of
Michigan want things to change.
A recent statewide poll released
by Marketing Resource Group
shows that about 80 percent of the
Michigan clectorate feels the state
is seriously headed in the
“wrong"™ direction,

How are we as individvals and
as a state adjusting to the changes
taking place around the comer
and around the globe?

The statistics of things going

The Tofflers go on to highlight
that those regions and nations that
will be successful in the future
need to grasp a simple fact: “An
advanced economy needs an
advanced society, for evéry econ-
omy is a product of the society in
which it is embedded and is
dependeat on its key institutions.”
In a world where knowledge

and talenl are supreme, what are
we doing (o create wind under the
wings for our key institutions
such as our K-12 schools, appren-
ticeship and trade school pro-
grams, community colleges and
other insttutions of kigher educa-
tion?

Alvin and Heidi go on to point
out something that we may recog-
nize here in Michigan, that
“today’s industrial-age bureaucra-
cies are slowing the move toward
a more advanced, knowledge-
based system for creating wealth”
In other words, the status quo is

History is full of exam-
ples of political authorities
and churches making fools
of themselves by making
various kinds of scientific
research illegal. Most of us
know the slory of Galileg,
the great 17th century
astronomer and physicist
who proposed that the
earth rotates around the
sun, He was severely pun-
jshed by the Roman
Catholic hierarchy, and
the result embarrassed the
chureh for centuries.

Inn this country, we had
the 1925 Scopes trial in
Dayton, Tenn.. in which
Clarence Darrow famously
made monkeys out of
Willlam Jennings Bryan
and the slale authorities.

But we seem not to have
learned very much from
history. In 1978, the
Michigan Legislature
passed a law- essentially
banning all forms of
research  on  human
embryos. Then, in 1998,
iwo vears afler scientists
in Scotland clened Dolly
the sheep, our lawmakers
amended that. The legisla-
iure then made illegal
reproductive cloning of
any sort strictly illegal,
That bill was at besl,
UNNecessary.

Nobady is speaking out
in favor of cloning people.
But what that bill did was
help the Michigan legisla-
ture put itsell firmly on
the side of repression, and
against  sclence and
progress. Any scientist
who does research on
human embryonic stem
cells is now subject to jail
tme of up to 10 years and
a fine of up to 810 million.

Michigan is only one of
five states around the
coypfry, .. that, operaies
under restrictions any-

- where near that harsh. {in

California, whén the Bush
Administration cut off
funding for embryonic
stem  cell research,
Californians voted to fund
it with hillions of stale
money.)

So how has all this

i .'..

affected Michigan?

Well, it is helping trans-
form us Into a sclentific
backwater. It hasn't saved
a single embrya — the
ones that would have been
used are leflovers from fer-
tility clinics. If they can't
be used for research, they
are poured down the
drain.

And lhe only thing we
have been “protected”
from Is scientists who
might have come here and
found a cure for terrible
diseases llke Parkinson's,
macular degeneration and
Huntington’s chorea.

Now for a better idea.
Rep. Andrew Meisner, D-
Ferndale, wanls to hoid a
hearing next week on a bill
that would allow embryon-
ic stem cell research on
embryos that have been
discarded by fertility clin-
ics, but only If the donor
gives prior wrilten consent
and receives no flnancial
compensation,

Meisner, who is 34 and in
his final term, says {t's hoth
perverse and bizarre that
present law makes it legal
for ferlility clinics to throw
unused embryos into ihe
garbage, but makes it ille-
gal for a scleniist to use
those same embryos to try
to cure disease.

Melsner thinks he's got
the votes Lo get his bill out
of the House Judiciary
Committee, but he recog-

‘nizes: thatit -hasn't got'a

chance before the full
house. That's why folks
like Michigan philanthro-
pist and shopping center
magnate Al Taubman are
spearheading a group
called Michigan Citizens
for Stem Cell Research &
Cures lo explore whether

to pul the measure on the
statewide baliot in 2008.

Judging from current
poll results, a healthy
majority of Michigan citi-
zens would suppett such a
measure. Opponents,
including Michigan Right
to Life and lhe Michigan
Catholic Conference, say
the research  would
destroy human embryos.
They fear it could lead lo
outrighl  cloning. The
Catholic Conference this
month launched a cam-
paign by mailing DVDs lo
Catholic homes and ask-
ing priests to condemn the
issue during Mass.

Opponents also argue
that research on adull
stem cells, which s
deemed not to threalen
life, is just as promising as
embryonic work.
Scientists disagree. They
counler that adult sltem
cells are limited in their
abilily to grow and trans-
form Lhemselves into the
kinds of tissue that would
supporl wide-ranging
research.

What many don’t realize
is that In addition to the
scientific and moral argu-
tents, there is an eco-
nomic development aspect
to this debate. Other
states California,
Massachusetts and New
Jersey — have concluded
stem cell research could

be a terrific boost to the.
life «scienees'and+ related-

industries. Californians
defied the Bush
Administration and
passed a ballot issue that
invested $3 billion in slate
funds for stem cell
research over a decade.
The Analysis Group, an
economic research compa-

ny, predicts that this
investment will snowball,
generaling state revenues
and health care cost sav-
ings between $6 hillion
and $12 billion.

That's a lot of money,
especially when you con-
sider that scientist$ at the
University of Michigan are
amonyg the natlonal lead-
ers in this field. But many
are nol willing to work
here under current. legal
threat. {

Dr. Bennett Novitch,
who was an assistant pro-
fessor of cell and develop-
ment biology, has taken
his work on neuron siem
cells lo the University of
California-Los Angeles.

Other start-up firtns
around U-M are consider-
ing leaving the state, tired
of trying to work within the
restriclive Michigan law.

Professor Sean
Morrison, one of the most
respected schalars in the
field, and director of the
University of Michigan
Center for Stem Cell
Biology, says bluntly, “As
somehody who does adull
stem cell research every
day, if we're really serlous
about curing diseases, we
should by studying both
embryonic and adult stem

cells.”

He Is right, of course.
And even if he wasnl,
Melsner's bill deserves a
fair hearlng, And if he
can't get that hearing-in
the legislature — and
maybe even if he can —
the proposal to legalize
embryonic stem  cell
research is so vastly
important that it deserves
to be taken to the people
for a statewide up-or-
down vote.

What you need to
know about MRSA

he recent reports of methi-

(MRSA, phonetically
“mersa”) in schools come as no
surprise Lo the medical communi-
ty. National media outlets are all
over this and seem to suggest this
to be an outbreak of an eminous-
sounding new disease that is
approaching public menace stalus
not seen since the shark attacks of
several years ago, MRSA has
actually been .
around  since
the 60's and
has been pres-
ent in the gen-
eral  public
since the carly
90%. In fact, g
there is # high :

been present
for several years in our schools.
MRSA was recognized as a prob-
lem in focker rooms by the NCAA
and NFL in 2003 and undoubted-
ly hud been present for some time
hefore this, [n the spirit of the otd
“If a tree falls in the forest” adage,
the identification of MRSA in
schools does not necessarily mean
it anly recently appeared, rather
that only recently was it tested for.

Many people don't realize that

our skin is literally tceming with
bacteria, Bacteria arc more ubiqui-
lous than dust. Just as your dresser
accuriulates a thin film of dust
within days of dusting, your hands
accumulate an invisible film of
bacteria within minutes of vour
latest handwashing, Thirty percent

of the time, staph is one of the -

many types of bacteria present on
the hand. In the vast majority of
cases nothing serious ever results
from this fayer of staph, When 2
serious infection does oceur, it
typically is trealed successfully
wilh standard antibiotics, The pri-
mary difference between “routine™
staph and MRSA is th MRSA
doesn't respond to standard antibi-
otics used for staph — but we do
have antibiotics to treat it.

The word ‘superbug’ has some-
times been wsed when referring o
MRSA 2nd is somewhat mislead-
ing. While a MRSA infection may

_be more difficult to treal than a

standard staph infection (althaugh
it is definitely treatable), it is not
necessarily 4 more severc or
apgressive infection. [t is true that
severe, fife-threatening infections
can oceur from MRSA, but this is
jusl as true for the staph that your
hands just feft on the newspaper
you are reading right now. Staph
is usually spread through skin to
skin contact and MRSA skin
infections have actually become
quitc prevalent in recent years.
Usually these only need drainage
and simple wound care and very
often antibiotics are not even nec-
essary. In fact, there is a reason-
able chance the pimple your
teenage son, daughter or neighbor
recently popped was a MRSA
infection and, ajthough it may
need 10 be popped another time or
twao, it will probably go away just
fine with no antibiotics necessary,

Nonetheless, the significance of
this problem should not be down-
played. While this is not a sweep-

ing epidemic, it is & serious ongo-
ing public health issue. Of course
both MRSA and routine staph can
cause serious, even life-threaten-
ing infections but this is cxceed-
ingly rare in otherwise healthy
individuals. Staph infections are
most commeon in settings where
there is skin to skin contact and
swealy people congregating in
smaller spaces, hence the concem
with teumn locker rooms and health
clubs. Football and wrestling dre
the typical sports where MRSA
has buen seen, but really any sport
with & fair amount of skin contact
(scceer, basketball} is al risk.

What can we do?

In Novi, we are fortunate 1o
have a proactive school system
that has adready initiated all the

_appropriate measures even though

we have had no documented cases
of MRSA. In gencral we need to
be more vigilant about hygicne
particulurly int public arcas such us
the gynt, locker rooms and spas.
Use fresh lowels, wipe off bench-
es and cquipment before and after
use and save the 5-sccond rule for
home. [f you have 4 sore on your
skin bigger thun your typical pim-
ple, have a doctor look at it, soon-
er rather than kater, as it may need
to be drained (professionally, not
safety-pin style). When your fami-
ly practitioner tells you to finish
your entire prescribed course of
anlibiotics or to take them four
times a day, do it. When your
internist does not prescribe antibi-
otivs for a routine viral infection
(cold, flu) it's with pood reason,
Antibiotics have absolutely no
effect on common viruses, but
could lead to development of
resistant bacteria. Unfortunately,
MRSA is here to stay and its rise
is a direct result, in part, of inap-
propriate use of antibiotics. If we
can be more judicious with our use
of antibiotics in the {uture, we may
be able to prevent the development
of the next “superbug.”

+ Keep your hands clean by
washing thoroughly with scap and
