Novi board member elections
are currently held every year in
May and board members serve
four-year terms. The May elec-
tion costs the district about
519,000 each year in set-up and
ballot printing fees.

*If it's not broken, don™t fix it,"
said trustee George Korilandt,
however  noting  spending
$19,000 on an election fewer
than 100 residents have tumned
out for in the past is poor fiscal
practice. "Right now, we’re float-
ing. At some time, (the state)
could come down and tell us

when to have it

The change would save the
district dollass through elimi-
nating election expenses by
adding the board election to an
exisling batlot. Even-num-
bered-year elections would
align the elections and cost
sharing with presidential and
gubernatorial elections and give
the board the option of moving
to six-year terms. Odd-num-
bered-year elections  would
align with City of Novi elec-
tions and also allow the choice
of four or six-year terms,
Elections every year are also an
option, and wouid allow the
board to maintain the staggered
eletion cycle currently in
place, using four-year terms.

“My first blush is we ought to
save $19,000 and use it for the
kids. I am in consensus that [
don't think it's healthy to elect
four people to a seven-person
board at any one time,” said
Treasurer Ann Glubzinski, who

also felt the switch to six-ycar
terms would be OK. “Peaple
who tun for four years are just as
likely to stay in the city for six
years. By the time you're trained
two and a half years im, you're
just getting ramped up.”

six-year terms may be too long
when considering a second
ferim.

President Jeff Nielson said
West Bloomfield just settled on
six-year lerms in even years, but
they did not have the option of
having it every year.

*Tis the season for car-deer crashes across Michigan,
and local drivers should keep in mind that we're in one of
the worst arcas in the state lor these types of accidents,

There are a Tot of deer out there and, this month espe-
cially, they're going to be on the run. These crashes can
be expensive and sometimes deadly (12 people died last
yeur in Michigan due to car-deer crashes), so it's worth
your time Lo learn how you can improve your chances of

not hitting a doe or buck.

There's a jot of guod advice from the experts on how to
avoid these crashes, but the best advice is this: I it's
inevitable that you're going to hit a deer. just hit it.

« Grasp the steering wheel with both hands.

« Come 1o a controtled stop.

« Sicer your vehicle well off the roadway.

= Watch {or deer, espectally at dawn and dusk. They are
most active at those times, cspecially during the fall mat-
ing seasan, In the spring, deer will move from cover ta
find food, and back o cover. Often they will feed along
road easements, where grass greens up first.

= Il you see one deer, approach cautiously, as there may

he more out of sight.

* Deer olten travel single tile, so if you sce one cross a
road. chances are more are nearhy waiting to cross, toa.
When startled by an approaching vehicle, they can panic
and dart out from any direction without warring.

« Be afert all year, especially on twe-lane roads. Walch
for deer warning signs. They are placed at known deer-
CrOssing areis dnd serve as a [1rst alert that deer may be

near.

Qur nLW\pde\ are dying
across America and right here in
Michigan. Does the death of
newspapers equal the death of
our democracy?

We are losing great gewspa-
per wrilers to budget cuts and
early and forced retirements.
One has to wonder when the last
quality writer will be asked to
shut off the lights of once-proud
newspapers that are protectors
of our democracy.

If we lose America’s newspa-
pers will we also Jose a vital
institution necessary to protect
our liberty?

It is sad. Sadder still is that
few in the general public even
seem to be taking notice of the
loss of quality reporting across
the state and nation.

The Washington Post, New
York Times, Boston Globe, Los
Angeles Times and Chicage
Tribune reportedly have down-
sized their staffs. The Detroit
News, Free Press and countless
smaller papers across the state
have as well,

This is an enormous blow to

America is more like the old
folk tale - if you throw a fiog
into a pot of boiling water, it

No, no one is coming into our
cities and small towns and shut~
ting down the presses in one fell
swoop; it is more insidious than
that, [t is the gradual killing off
of talented, decent reporting.

-read them all. The only thing

that changes from one paper to
the ather appears to be the
advertisements. The articles all
seem to be the same — the same
wire service telling us what is
important to know.

This approach to news report-
ing seems very similar to what I -
am used to reading on my vari-
ous trips to the People's
Republic of China, where they
have Xinhua News Agency,
China’s ‘official news service -
where one size has to fit all.

Newspapers are important
institutions in safeguardiog our
democracy — but they are also

Change is inevitable, progress
should not be optional, o

¢ Ordered the Michigan
Secretary of State to use
this primary 1o develop —
-again, at public expense —
a list of voters' party pref-
erences, Including names
and addresses.

* Require this list to be
kepl secret — except that
the taxpayers would turn
it over for free only to the
chairs of the Democratic
and Republican parties for
use in “"supporting politi-
cal party activities.”

» Further, provided that
any other use of these
records — political, com-
mercial, journalistic, aca-
demic, historical or sclen-
tiffic — by anyone else
other than the two major
political parties 1s a crimi-
nal violation of the law,
subject to a $1,000 fine
and up to 93 days in jail?

Naturally — after you got
your breath back — you'd
say this was a plot right
out of George Orwell’s
famous and terrifying
novel  “1984"  which
described political tyranny
and the ultimate destruc-
tion of democracy.

Then you'd ask — or
hopelfully, scream — “Who
in thelt right mind would
ever imagine such a
thing?”

Surprise -— all that real-
ly happened ... and this
yeat!

Turns out (and I'm not
‘making this up) this was
lexactly what was dreamt
up by Mark Brewer, chair
of the Michigan
Democratic Party, and
Saulius "Saul” Anuzis, his
GOP counterpart. Sen.
Michelle McManus, R-
Traverse City, introduced
the deal on July 6, 2007.

Her bill was speedily
passed by both houses of
the legislature (yes, the
same folks that take a year
to balance the budget) and
signed into law by the gov-
ernor.

You might fairly call
that “politburo politics.”
And it was concocted by
Michigan's hyper-partl-
san political parties in
order to hold primary
elections in January 2008
to plick their respective
nominees for President.
I's a perfect example of
the kind of unthinking
partisan arrogance that's
been going on in Lansing
over the. last several
tumultuous and embar-
rassing months.

The result has, once
again, Ignored - or,
frankly, shafted — the
interests of 10 million
Michigan citizens, and
instead attempted to sacri-
fice them to the partisan
agendas of both political
parties.

This time, however, they
didn't quite get away with
it. Fortunately, a group of
citizens sued. They were
led by Mark Grebner, a
very competent East
Lansing political consult-
ant who .uses public
records o compile and sell
detalled voter lists.

The plaintiffs argued
that the law meant pub-
licly-funded  resources
would - be given away for
free exclusively to the
political parties for their
private use and profit,
That, they argued, was a
violation of the Michigan
Constitution.

Last Wednesday, Ingham

County Circuit Judge
William Collette agreed,
striking down the law
hecause it made publicly-
gathered voter lists the
secret and exclusive pos-
session of both political
parties, Collette ruled
there was “clear injury” to
the public and that furn-
ing over the voter lists to
the parties was unconsti-
tutional.

This unthinking parti-
san arrogance was not
confined to drafting and
passing the offending law.
Eric Doster, a lawyer for
the state Republican
Party, argued In open
court that primary elec-
tions are essentially pri-
vate events, even If paid
for by public money.

Presidential  primary
voter records are “not the
state of Michigan's proper-
ty. This is the party’s prop-
erty. These are our mem-
bers,” Doster sald. Right.
You get it. Public voler
records are the party’s
property. Our volers, our
votes, our members, our
elections.

Certainly not the peo-
ple's.

Somewhere, Orwell's Big
Brother is smiling.

No douht Collette’s deci-
sion will be appealed,
maybe all the way to the
Michigan Supreme Courl.

the ruling a “hiccup” and
said ‘he didn't think it
would affect the primary,
"But at least he talked to
the press. Repeated calls
to Democratic  chair
Brewer and Sen.
McManus were unan-
swered.

All that was a perfect
demonstration
much contempt the major
parties have for the gener-
al public.

But though you may not
immediately realize it,
there's an issue at stake
here that means a lot to
ordinary folks: Suppose
you see yourself as a
determinedly independent
crossover voler, sotnetimes
voting for the Democrat,
Sometimes for  the
Republican. Under the
new law, you'd be labeled
as one or the other
depending on which pri-
mary you voted in. Your
vote would be accessible
only to the political par-
ties, who could then target
or lgnore you at their
leisure, without you belng
able to do anything about
it.

Or suppose you want to
run for the legislature, but
you're independent-mind-
ed, not always in lock-step
with your party. If you
wani to reach the voters,
the voter lists are a very
useful tool.

But under the law just
struck down, you'd never
get to use them I the
parties decided you were
too much a troublemak-
er. '

If you are concerned
