The general fund contains more
than $11.6 million, with 22 per-
cent of its bajance as undesignat-
ed funds.

“The city of Novi continues to
maintain a minimum of 14 ‘per-
cent (undesignated fund balance)
of the current year expenditures

, (budgeted),” Neumaier said. “We
are at 22 percent. The (undesig-
nated) funds are set aside for

things such as unforeseen emer-

gencies.”
Among other things, Plante and
Moran believes Novi's continuous

growth is one of the reasons the
city has been able to maintain a
low tax millage rate over the past
seven years,

Novi's rate of 10.5416 mills is
the sixth Jowest in Oakland
County. .

Union contracts will help state’s recovery

Michigan, as we all
kniow, needs to regain not
only prosperity — but also
an informed beliefl in, and
hope for, a better future.

Right now we are home
to a domestic auto indus-
try struggling through
the greatest and most dif-
ficult transformation of
modern times. We're fac-
ing a 7.7 percent unem-
ployment rate, highest in
the nation. We have
thousands of homes
under repossession, with
more to come, all the
consequence of the sub-
prime morigage crisis.

For the first time since
the Greatl Depression, we
are seeing reductions in
the absolute value of real
praperty, even in wealth
Oaklanrtyd County.

Since the 1930s, con-
frontation hetween labor
and management has
been the hallmark of the
auto industry, our most
important. Its history has
been one of shop-floor
anger, out-of-touch man-
agement, repeated
strikes and restrictive
and complex contracts.
Now we have a series of
labor contracts that
reduce the labor costs to
the car companies by
something like $30 an
hour, puiti glthem nearly
on a par with the foreign
transplant plants. They
also offer a two-tler wage
structure that significant-

ly reduces the wages pald-

Lo non-core job classifica-
tions. In return, the com-
panies are committed to
make investments in
existing and new plants
and to marufacture new
product in UAW-repre-
sented facilities.

David Cole, president of
the Center for
Automotive  Research,
told me this is a historic
shift in the cuiture, from
confrontation to collabo-
ration. Cole thinks this
change has been develop-
ing for about a decade,

this up, inspiria% new
contracts that call for a
completely different way
of working together.

real choice is between sil-
ver and lead.”

After all, the werd “col-
laboration” comes from
“co” (“together’] and the
Latin verb, “laborare” (“to
work™). A collaborative
relationship, like a mar-
riage, doesn't mean the
partners never argue or
disagree.

Bul it does mean they
recognize it is in each
party’s basic interest to
work together, Many peo-
ple have remarked about
southeast Micgﬁan s pref-
erence for conflict, argu-
meni, confrontation, And
many have suggested that
this long-standing cultur-
al aititude stems from the
labor relalions pattern in
the automobile industry.

Perhaps the new auto
conlracts represent a
change that will spread
much farther, Imagine
what a culture of collabo-
ration might do to rela-
tionships between Detroit
and the suburbs.

Another deeply
Ingrained cultural atti-
tude hindering Michigan
has been “entitlement
thinking,” the attitude
that gold-plated health
care coverage or generous
pensions are to be expect-
ed from any job. Plus the
attitude that workers are
entitled to such benefits
regardless of what they

~de-..or . how.. successful

their employer is.
Consider, now, the
VEBAs (Voluntary
Employers’ Benefit
Assoclations} in the new
contracts. Setting up
these trusts inside the
UAW to pay for relirees’
health care lakes that
liability off the balance
sheets of the auto com-
panies — and doesn't
stop there,

The trusts are funded
by complex (financial
instruments called “con-
vertible debentures”
which can be converted
into company stock. That
means UAW members
have become major equi-
ty owners of the auto
companies. Preliminary
calculations suggest the
UAW's stake in General
Motors is now about 16
percent, nearly 15 per-
cent at Ford.

What the VEBAs have
done is, in effect, con-
verled a defined benefit
health care plan (i.e. one
in which the benefits are
set regardless of the con-
tribution of the employee)
into a defined contribu-
tion program (in which
the contributlons of the
employees are {fixed and,
thereflore, can only buy
as much health care as
they can pay for). This
conversation. hits at the
core of entitlement atti-
tudes that are so damag-
Ingly pervasive in south-

‘eastern Michigan.

Both sets of cultural

changes — moving from

confrontation to collabo-
ration and from entitle-
ment to shared responsi-
bility — are enormous in
their implications for the
[uture health of our state.

And both are driven by
the most powerful objec-

-tive facts:in Michiganod— -

the workings of the auto
industry.

Yes, the new contracts
will be important —
maybe revolutionary —
in their long-term eco-
nomic impact. But what
they might do to over-

come and reverse long-

held cultural patterns in
our state may, in the long
run, be far more impor-
tant for our futures.

Cassis restores early intervention to K-12
budget, ensuring early learnmg Success

In the recent budget process.
I was able to amend the School
Aid budget to include a provi-
sion that will help ensure early
learning success for Michigan
students.

Under Section 82 of the
budget, "intermediate school
districts {ISDs) are allowed to
use funds o create model
early intervention programs
for constituent districts. ISDs
can work with other inferme-
diate districts and their local
districts o develop these pro-
grams.

The programs wili focus on
kindergarten Lhrough third-
grade learners. They will
enable schools to identify
problems early, intervene
before children begin to
struggle and fail, involve par-
ents, and give students the
skilis they need to succeed
both in scheol and in life.

As a former school psychol-
ogist, 1 am well aware that
early- education success fos-
ters confidence and self-

- esteem. It prepares young-

sters to become competent
learners able to compete agd
achieve economically. This
proviston will allow schools to
adopt a program that has
praven successful  In
Northville and other districts
around Michigan. [ am grate-
ful we could reinstate it. for
the benefit of Michigan's chil-
dren.

In 2005, [ sponsored a law
creating the SAVE the
Children ~ grant program
administered by  the
Department of Education.
Unfortunately, last spring.
the governor repealed the
measutre after signing it into
law In 2006. In September,
the Senate adopted an
amendment placing the early
{htervention program back
into the School Aid budget.

The supportive data s
impressive. The program ls
based on one put in place in
Northville. The number of
students statewide identified
for special education has
increased from 10.5 percent
in the 1980-91 school year to
14.2 percent in 2003-04,

Since implementing an
early learning success pro-
gram, however, the Northville
Public Schools special educa-
tion rate has decreased from
10.2 percent in 1992-93 to
5.38 percent in 2004-05, sav-
ing the school more than
$7.3 million in the 06-07
school year.

House Bill 5408 would cre-
ate a 33 percent surcharge
ont the MBT, with a $2 million
cap, and repeal the use tax
on services {Public Act 93 of
2007). This proposal pits big
businesses against small
businesses.  According to
Howard Ryan, tax policy
advisor in the Senate
Majority Policy Office, tax lia-
bility for large firms would
decrease by 35 percent while
liability for medium sized
businesses would increase
56 percent and small-sized *
businesses  would  sce
increased liability of 11 per-
cent.

The largest companies In
the state would benefit under
the surcharge cap at the
expense of smatler business-

es because $2 million is a
much smaller amount of
money proportionally “com-
pared to what these large
companies would pay under
the services tax. Using ireas-
ury data, the recently passed
MBT illustrates that the
largest companies would
have no tax liability and, in
fact, would receive refund
checks from the state worth
millions of dollars. This
treatment would continue if
the surcharge and cap
becomes law:

Penney said the re-installation
began with a series of informal
panels to determine what museum
guests wanted. Those involved pos-
sessed an in-depth knowledge of
the DIA collection, which was cou-

ple involved, aiming for a more
casual experience with the artists
and their creations.

Interactive displays at “The New
DIA" don't make assumptions that

the casual visitor has an extensive .
