'oliday shopping is 
officially underway. 

-This year is a little different 
for parents however, as millions 
of Chinese-made toys have 
been recalled for having lead 
paint and other problems. A 
resulting weary gaze has been 
cast over many toy products, 

since more than 70 percent of 
children's toys are made in 
China. 

Of the remaining toys, 15-20 
percent are made in the U.S., 
Recording to John Gessert, pres­
ident of American Plastic Toys 
in Walled Lake.. 

"I think, inherently, toys are 
safe. 1 think people should be 
careful, look at the product and 
the country of origin," Gessert 
said as he stands next to boxes 

of toys piled high and ready to 
be shipped out for holiday 
shoppers. "Color, plastic and 
labels all have lead potential. 
We eliminated it all together." 

American Plastic jjoys pro­
duces, stores and ships the 
majority of the products carry­
ing its name from its Walled 
Lake headquarters. The compa­
ny, which has smaller branches 
in Olive Branch, Miss, and 
Rose City, buys labels and 

boxes from other U.S. compa­
nies and ships in only electron­
ic sound and lighted parts from 
China to be installed as a sniall-

• er component on a larger prod­
uct, such as their Homestyle 
Kitchen, which makes stove 
sounds. 

"As a«precaution, we run 
safety tests just about every 
year.

Maybe it wa.s the humbic build­
ing he was raised in ihai led Bill 
Damas lo a lucraiivc career in 
building cofi.slriIction and man­
agement. 

Dania.s. 59, is a Novi resident 
wiio, at one time, lived in a 12-
by-i4-foot clay house in Crete, 
an island in Ihe Mediterranean 
Scd off the southern edge of 
Greece. 

Bom in the city of Vcni only a 
few years after the Nazi invasion 
of i94i , D.iniiis lived in poverty 
much of his life. His home had a 
dirt floor, no water or elcciricity, 
and the only heal came from the 
fireplace. 

"There were a lot of difficulties 
for me. 1 remember there were 
limes we had nothing to cat. My 
father had eight children and no 
job. He couldn't afford to .send me 
to junior high or high school," 
Damas s.iid. "Greece was a beau­
tiful country, but my lifestyle 
there was bad." 

Damas, whose birth and legal 
name is Vasilios Damavolcles, left 
Vcni with a sixth gra'' •. education 
to work on the boats when he was 
17. When he was i9, he set foot in 
the United Stales for ihe first 
time, on Feb. 4, 1968, traveling 
from New York to Pittsburgh, 
where he worked with his cousin 
for four months. 

In June 1958, he boarded a bus 
with less Ihan $30 in his pociict 
and came to Detroit in search of 
another job he heard might be 
available. 

A lasting impression 

Damas' first night in Detroit 
was spent working downtown in 
Greektown (a then-primariiy 
Greek downtown bu.siness dis­
trict) after finding a common 
bond with a restaurant owner ear-
iier that day. He worked there for 
six monlhs before moving to 
Toledo briefiy, working as a 
painter until March 1969 when he 
rciumed to Michigan to work at 
his old job. 

"1 came here as an illegal alien. 

C r e t e to M i c h i g a n 

I moved to Toledo because I had 
told a few guys I was an illegal 
alien and didn't want immigration 
to find out," Damas said. 

While working in Deiroii, 
Damas did some painting work 
on the side and, finding it paid 
better than working at the 
restaurant, quit his job in early 
1970 and began Dependable 
Painting Service, which grew io 
become one of lhe largest paint­
ing companies in the state from 
1975-76. 

Finding the efforts of running 
such a company too demanding 
on personnel and wanting to leave 
business opportunities for his 
children, Damas began lo phase 
out of the painting industry in 
1980 and started up Dial 
Construction Company. 

"1 wanted to do more," Damas 
explained. "1 bought 24 acres at 
Nine Mile and Beck roads and 
built a house there." 

Damas .still lives in the house 
with his wife, Elcni, who he mar­
ried in January 1971 after meeting 
her brother at a Y M C A in 
Highland Park three years before. 
Her family is also from Crete. 

The 24 acres has since been 
subdivided for five other homes, 
four he sold and one where his 
daughter Maria, 35, now lives. 

The management company 
Damas owns has transformed into 
DS Properties. Maria and Dama.s' 
three sons. Kyriakos (Charlie), 
36; Emanuel, 31, and Kosiantinos

When Bil l Damas was living in 
Canton for six years, lie attended 
classes at Canton High Schooi to 
add to Uie sixUi-grade educaUon 
he had learned in Crete. WiUI a 
full-time job and a family on Ule 
way, he was hard-pressed for 
lime. 

"I had to make a choice. Lose 
my job and family or get an edu­
cation," Damas said. "It worked 
out." 

He chose io take Uie educaUon 
and experience he already had and 
work hard wiUiout further school­
ing so his children could afford a 
higher education. After working 
12-hour days, six days a week for 
years, iwo of Damas' children 
have college degrees and Uic other 
two are working on Uiem. A l l 
have a place in the company or a 
place waiting for them upon grad­
uation.

Wiih ihe success of his com­
pany turning into a family busi­
ness his children will be abie to 
carry on for years to come, 
Damas doesn't expect anything 
10 change as long as he's around. 

"I'm going to be here unfit I 
die. 1 want to work wiih my kids 
and help them," he said. 

Damas said he is so used to his 
heavy workload, Uiat he couldn't 
imagine ever retiring. He spends 
his free time playing prefa, a five-
person card game, at the Cretan 
Club or walking Ihrough the 
moiinlains when he visits Crete, 
where he built a 5,000-square-
foot home on the land his faUier 
left him. 

He spends about six weeks a 
year in Crete, where he helped 

fund and rebuild St. Theodori, a 
church destroyed by Uie Turks 
during World War I. 

Damas' love for his life in Novi 
will lead him to selling his home 
in Crete, he said, explaining how 
ihe 10-hour flight hikes nearly 24 
hours between stepping out of his 
home in Novi and into the one in 
Vcni. 

"I'm a Michigander. I live here, 

I die here," he said.

"\Ve ship to North America and 
part of Soulh America." Gessert 
said as conveyor belts leading out­
side to a semi-iruck are loaded with 
toys. "We retail for as little as a dol­
lar (sand pails ai Dollar General) 
and less than $40 ($38 Homesiyle 
Kitchens ai Wal-Mart)." 

American Plastic Toys' products 
retail almost everywhere and 
include stores such as Wal-Mart, 
Kmart, JCPenney, Toys "R" Us, 
CVS. Walgreens, Dollar (jcneral, 
Meijer and Target.com. 

OtlIer toy companies with prod­
ucts in the same stores as American 
Plastic Toys include Amloid, Step 2 
and Little Tikes, which have .simi­
larly been forced io aIialyze the 
safety me:isures of iheir producis 
after so many Chinese products 

have been recalled. 
Toy recalls are listed at 

www.cpsc.gov, ihe Web site for 
the U.S. Consumer Product 
Safety Commission. 

"We try io provide the same 
play value," Gessert said of his 
company's competition, IIoting a 
similar version of ihe $38 kitchen 
set could cost $80-100 froiii 
anoiher company. 

Although toys are already 
shipped out io stores for the holi­
days and the final waves are on 
their way, Gessert and American 
Plastic Toys won'l have much of a 
break as they gear up for summer 
toy production of beach iiems, 
wagons and outdoor gear.

Two incidents spur November expulsions

; Two Novi High School students 
were expelled this month for 
unrelated incidents afler years 
without any district expulsions. 

Novi Community School 
District Assistant Superintendent 
of Human Resources Bob Schram 
said the first incident occurred Oct. 
10 following an after-school bus 

altercation involving two fighting 
high school students that ended in 
an attack of a bus driver near the 
Novi Middle School parking lot. 

"The bus driver tried lo break 
up the altercation between the two 
students and the one girl who was 
the .iggressor kicked the bus driv­
er and bil him in lhe hand. Il did­
n't break the skin or anything," 
Schram said. "It was an a.ssault 
under stale law and we expelled 

the student per the provisions in 
the stale law." 

The incidenl involved an 11th-
grade girl who attacked a 12th-
grade girl. The junior who started 
the fight and attacked the bus 
driver was expelled Nov. 8. 

The second incident occumed at 
the varsity football game against 
Livonia Churchill on Nov. 26, when 
one high school student was caught 
selling marijuana to another student. 

"He wtis expelled for distribut­
ing a controlled substance," 
Schram said. 

A lOlh-grade male was caught 
selling the marijuana lo an l l l h -
grade male. 

The buyer received a 10-day 
suspension for possession, while 
the seller was expelled Nov 15. 

Schram said a building admin­
istrator may hand out up to a 10-
day suspension, but the superin­

tendent of human resources must 
handle anything larger. 

He said each incident needs an • 
investigation and consideration of 
the offense and circumstances 
before deciding a student's pun­
ishment. 

Schram said a very serious fight 
or a second or third drug offense 
might merit suspensions upward 
to 50-60 days. 

He also noted that, beyond a 

reasonable suspension length, the 
Board of Education might issue 
an expulsion. 

"Only a board can expel in 
Michigan," Schram said. "An 
assault on an employee is manda-
lory expulsion."

'ihc rc.siilt.s from Ihc 2007 
National Rc.search Center senior 
survey were reveided at Novi's 
city council nicetiniI Monday. 

Dr. Thomas Miller, president of 
the Colorado-based fcsearch cen­
ter, presented council with the 
liiuliiigs from the Community 
As.sessnient .Survey for Older 
Adults. 

In ;tn effort to prepare for the 
aginj; population, also known as 
•'silver tsunami," the Cily of Novi 
conlracled Ihe research cenler lo 
conduct an iissessmcnl of the 
strengths and needs of ils older 
residents. 

"It's not enough to be aware of 
the demographics, bul it's critical 
we prepare for the demograph­
ics," said Councilwoman Kathy 
Crawford. 

Results concluded 32 percent 
of respondents feel there is a lack 
of information provided on serv­
ices offered to seniors. 

"I think il surprised me that not 
more people knew about the sen­
ior center," said Rachel Zagaroli, 
senior services manager for the 

City of Novi. "That means more 
marketing. Our job is to gel that 
information oul there." 

According to statistics, more 
than half of the baby boom gener­
ation is age 50 and older, and by 
2010, one-third of all Americans 
will reach age 50. 

"We're doing a great job now. 
bul we need to prepare for our 
younger seniors." Zagaroli .said. 

Overall, the survey proved 
Novi's older adults are satisfied 
with Ihc qualily of life in Ihe com­
munity. 

"A lol of people feel Novi is a 
good, excellent place lo live." 
Zagiiroli said, "ll's important for 
us to have more active programs. 
Active lifestyles lead to aging in 
place." 

Of the respondents, 93 percent 
rated Novi as a good to excellent 
place to live, bul only 65 percent 
rated Novi as a good lo excellent 
place to retire. 

According lo Miller, although 
seniors typically prefer to retire 
within ihcir community, afford­
able housing and the cost of living 
can be a significant barrier for 
adults trying to age in place. 

Some alternative .solutions for 
Novi to consider in reducing 
housing costs for older residents 
would be developing programs 
such as real estate tax relief and 
rent increase exemption, and part­
nering lhe local government with

This year'.s Thiinksgivitig serv­

Ritter brings to his ministry in 
Novi considerable experience with 
the National Association of 
Congregational Christian Churches, 
a national fellowship of approxi­
mately 450 congregational church­
es. Ritter currently serves as chair­
person of the Congregational 
Church Development Division. Hc 
previously served iis chair of the 
Church and Pastoral Relations 
Committee and was former moder­
ator of the Southeast Michigan 
Association. 

Ritter said he was drawn to 
Meadowbrook Congregational 
Church for numerous reasons, 
including the edeciic mix of 
members in both ages and back­
grounds, the church's renowned 
music program, its Christian 
Education program for children 
and youth, its strong congrega­
tional tradition and the stunning 
architecture of its building.

After tliscoveiinl< — conveniently, after the election — 
that the state didn't have enoufjh money. Gov. Jennifer 
Graiihoini eailier Ihis year proposed a dead-in-lhe-waler 2-
cenl .sales la.\ hike, earniiif^ her tlie sobriquet of ''2-penny 
Jenny," bul no support, not even from her own party. 

When lhal failed, a seeininfjiy endless stalemate led to' 
Ihe infamous poslniidnighl solution in which a threatened 
state shutdown was averted partially with an increase in 
Ihe stale's income lax and partially through a bizarre selec­
tion of varied services Ulat would be hit with a new 6 per­
cent sales Tlie oiitrafje over this arbitrary and callous 
surcharj^e w;is so loud thai even tone-deaf lawmakers paid 
atlentioIi. 

They've since looked for allernatives to the sen'ices lax. 
which was scheduled to lake effect Dec. 1. Their solutions 
are jio better 

Mosl recently, the stale Senate approved a bill to replace 
the extended 6 iiercent seiTjce lax wiUi additional funds 
from the new Micliii^an Business T;L\. That new U\x was pu l 
in place in sl i l l anoiher backs-against-the-wall scenario 
after Republican lawmakers killed the Siiifjle E3usiness Tax 
but didn't bother to provide a replacement revenue source. 

It's part of a paltern for a leiiislalive body and executive 
office that are ill-prepared lor their jobs. They fail lo 
address difficult issues and then gel pushed into a crisis 
where they eillier fail lo act or act disastrously. 

For years, Liinsing knew i l had to either raise taxes or 
drastically reform iiovernment spendinf< in order to balance 
the slate's fiiiidanicnially flawed budj^el. 

Instead, Lansing played games, drained the stale's rainy 
day fund, moved up property lax collections and, most 
atrociously, took a prepayment on a lobaeco lawsuit settle­
ment that will cost taxpayers dearly in the fuliire in lost 
revenues. 

W i l h the Single Business Trtx fiasco s l i l l fiesh, l^ns ing 
failed to .settle last year's budget deficit; instead, the prob­
lem was pushed inlo ll i is year's budget planning.

By failing to take action, U n s i n g has spending obliga­
tions In place that may leave no solution other tJian a tax 
hike. Thai's an opinion shared by even such a robust anll-
ta.\ crusader as the stale chamber of commerce, which. 
duIing the budget negotiations, argued for an income lax 
increase rather lhan the nightmare of business taxes. 

Til ls isn't Just a plea to help business. For one thing, 
business taxes get passed on to the consumer or come out 
of labor wages. For another, the tax structures proposed by 

'Lansing will chase business out of the stale or di-scourage 
t l iem from relocating here. 

Michigan's income tax rate was lowered to 4.6 per('enl in 
the mid-1980s and stayed there until it dropped to 4.4 per­
cent in 1994. Beginning in 2000, the rate began dropping 
unt i l i l reached Its current rale of 3.9 percent. As part of 
the current budget solution, U n s i n g has already agreed to 
raise the rate to 4.35 perceni. 

If more revenue is the answer, better lo continue back up 
to 4.6 than continue to invent poorly thought out alterna-
Uves. 

A tax Increase should come wilh the promise of govern­
ment reform. But the current crew in l-ansing has proved 
that won't happen.
