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Sixicen-acres of Novi's natural 
land will be pfe.served fofev,er. 

Last Wednesday, die Michigan 
Natural Resources Trust Fund 
awarded the City of Novi wiih a 

$281,300 
land acqui­
sition grant, 
to acquire 
16.2 acres 
of land. 

This was 
ihe second 
time Ihe 
city applied 
for a irusi 
fund gram 
regarding 

ihe property located between Nine 
Mi le and 10 Mile roads, halfway 
between Napier and Beck roads. 

"This is ihe second year we've 
made the request," said Andrew 
Mutch, Novi city councilman and 
supporter of Novi parks. "The 
inient of the property that is pur­
chased is that it will be proiecied 
forever." 

Aldiough ihe property owners, 
John Liadis, Mike Liadis and 
Jerry Beale, originally considered 
using the land for resideniial 
development, they were in full 
support of the city's effort lo pre­
serve the land. 

"It was a really nice partnership 
between the city and ihe property 
owners," Mutch said. 

The owners of ihe land, which 
is located near Fire Station No. 4, 
donated half o f i J i ^ value of the 

"property to therity, therefore low­
ering the amount requested for the 
grant. 

"We weren't asking for as much 
as other projects," Mutch said. 

Of l53 applications submitted, 
N o v i was one of 65 projects 

throughout Michigan to receive 
money from the trust fund. 

"They all had to apply and go 
through a rigorous grant propos­
al," said Sen. Nancy Cassis (R-
Novi). "I think Novi did an excel­
lent job of making a case." 

A s a former Novi council-
woman and advocate of environ­
mental preservation. Cassis spoke 
in front of the Michigan Natural 
Resources Trust Fund Board of 
Trustees in support of Novi's 
endeavor. 

"(MulclI) has been vety dedi­
cated in this pursuit," Cassis said. 
"I was glad to join with al l those 
individuals who had a hand in this 
project to be of assistance. 

"Nov! was an early leader in 
environmental preservation. I 
describe Novi as a 'green' city. 
This property represents a core 
habitat reserve." 

The Michigan Natural 
Resource Trust Fund is supported 
by annual revenues from state-
owned mineral resources, such as 
oil and gas. 

As a result o f those royalties, 
Ihe tmst fund allocated more than 
$34 million in grants, with the 
majority being designated to land 
acquisition projects. 

The trust fund is specifically 
designed to financially assist local 
governments and the Department 
of Natural Resources in purchas­
ing land for public recreation or 
protection due to ils environmen­
tal importance or scenic beauty., 

"If we don't preserve them 
now, there's a good chance they 
will be lost forever to develop­
ment," Cassis said. "It's a long-
lasting legacy and Novi has been 
a champion in eco-environmen-
talism." 

According to Mutch, the plan 
for now is to preserve the natural 
resources of the land, but in the 

-future, the city will look into pub­
lic uses of the property. , , 

"You want to balance pfotiect-
ing those natural features as well 
as open it up to the pubUc," he 
said."It has a lot of nice natural 
features. It was the missing piece 
of a puzzle."

According to Walter, at-risk 
children can be anything from 
kids struggling with academics or 
getting in trouble with the law, to 
kids whose families are experi­
encing financial and economical 
hardships. 

"I think, for all of us, at some 
point in our lives, reaching out 
and asking for help is hard," 
Walter said. "Because of the 
economy in souiheast Michigan, 
we've seen an incIease in our 
scholarship (programs), both aca­

demically and non. Even families 
you wouldn't think would be 
stnfggling are being affected." 

The youth assistance program 
is a tri-sponsorship between the 
county, local municipality and 
community school district. 

Kids are most often referred to 
Ihe youth assistance by their par­
ents, the school or the police 
deparhnent.

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Tlie Novi Public Library is one

said, was when Novi Middle 
School noticed a loi of kids strug­
gling academically, so they col­
laborated with ihe youth assis­
tance lo form an after-school pro­
gram for students to work with 
certified teachers on organiza­
tional and academic skills. 

School staff also notifies ihe 
youth assistance when they see a 
child struggling at home. 

"This week we have a child 
who has one pair of pants, liter­
ally," Walter said. "We've had 
kids with no coats going to 
school, no hats or gloves. 

"It's true prevention at its most 
fundamental. Our goal is to fig­
ure out where all their needs are 
and make sure they are walking 
out of here with Ihe resources 
needed to help." 

Programs and par t ic ipa t ion 

The Novi Youth Assistance 
offers three different mentor pro­
grams, which involve communi­
ty members of all ages. 

Along with a regular mentor

said. "They truly wanl kids to gel 
ihat early prevention support." 

Kids who get in irouble wiih 
ihe law and arc first-time offend­
ers are often referred to the youth 
assistance. 

"We want to resolve the core 
issues so (he behavior doesn't 
continue," Walter said. "They 
may come in here for shop-lift­
ing, but we are assessing why 
they were shop-lifting so we can 
plug-in the appropriaite services." 

Other programs ihe youth 
assistance offers are alcohol and 
drug awareness, summer recre­
ation activities, family education 
and youth recognition programs. 

O'Brien described the youth 
assistance services as prevention 
and diversion programs to help 
build strong families. 

As a non-profit organization, 
the majority of funds raised by 
the Novi Youth Assistance are 
through private donors and local 
fundraisers. 

"Our biggest fundraiser is our 
bpwl-a-ihon and that is in 
March," Walter said. "We are 100 
percent local.

Tile holiday season, often 
measured as the eve of 
Thanksgiving ' through New 
Year's Day, has traditionally 
been a time of gathering with 
family and friends to reminisce 
and have a drink, or two or 
three. 

In 2006,. there were 40 arrests 
in Novi for driving while 
impaired during this lime span. 
Novi Police Chief David Molloy 
said there have been 14 operating 
while impaiicd arrests Nov. 21 
through Monday, keeping on 
pace lo match last year's total. 

"It is a litllc bit liusier. There's 
an increase in office holiday par­
ties and family holiday parties." 
Molloy said, noting a few nights 
and weekends during the holiday 
season have increased patrol. 

Drinking and driving aiTCsIs 
last December were down lo 26 

from .12 in 2005. Molloy said 
there were 432 operating while 
impaired arrests in Novi last yciir. 

There were 48,961 driving 
under the influence .uresis 
statewide in 2005, 6,464 of 
which wci'e in Oakhind County, 
;iccording to Michigan State 
Police. 

"It's a sei'ious problem. If 
you're driving impaired, you're 
not only risking your life, you're 
risking others around you," said 
Sen. Nancy Cassis (R-Novi). 

in 2005, 421 traffic fatalities 
were connected to alcohol-ielat-
ed drivers in Michigan, account­
ing for ?i7 percent of ihe state's 
1,129 deaths that year, according 
to www.alcoholalert.com. 

"Thiee in every 10 Americans 
will be involved in an alcohol-
related crash sometime in their 
life," Molloy said. 

Only 363 of those 421 traffic 
fat;dities had a blood alcohol 
concentration of 0.08 or more, 

leaving 58 drivers below the legal 
limit either dead or with deaths 
on their hands. The legal limit 
needed to receive a driving under 
the influence .irrcst is a 0.08 
blood alcohol concentration. For 
most people, this is about two or 
three beers, or anything more 
than one giitss of wine or liquor. 

Avoidance t ips 

With so many drivers expected 
to be on the roads and the weath­
er's potential siickness at this 
lime of year, i l is even more 
important lo be careful when 
traveling. 

For those not drinking, but 
suspect a drunk driver, Ihe safest 
move is to slay as far from them 
its possibie and call 911 to alert 
police of the location of the 
vehicle exhibiting drunken 
behaviors such as drifting out of 
the lane or driving at an odd 
speed. 

To avoid drinking iind driving, 
have a friend or family member 
serve as a designated driver, 
arrange for someone to pick you 
up when you're ready to leave or 
call a taxi. Many bars will call a 
taxi for you if you're intoxicated 
and unable lo drive, you just have 
to pay ihe fare once you gel 
home. 

"Keep in mind what's al 
slake," Molloy said. "Designate 
a driver who will not drink al 
al l . If. you are the designated 
driver, make sure you stay the 
designated driver throughout the 
night." 

If you're al a friend or rela­
tive's place, ask if spending Ihe 
night on the couch is an option. 
Chances are they'ii say "yes" and 
no one's life will be at risk. Also, 
no one will get arrested or crash 
their vehicie as a result of it, both 
events that would be damaging to 
the pockctbook and criminal 
record.

The 
audit will be an action item at the 
Jan. 10,2008 regular meeting. 

• Superintendent Peter Dion and 
Fenchel spoke about their hopes 
for next year's middle school kip 
to Washington D.C. from Nov. 5-9, 
2008. Fenchel wants to iiave the 
trip leave al 10 p.m. Wednesday 
evening rather than 4 a.m. Monday 
morning in order to improve sieep 
schedules and give the group more 
lime in tlie nation's capitol. The 
additional cost of the trip for doing 
this would only raise $35 more 
than the 2007 trip cost, lo $530 per 
student. Fenchel hopes, by gelling 
approval now, he can meet with 
seventh grade parents to let them 
know about the eighth grade trip 
next fall, so they can begin plan­
ning and saving sooner Based on 
the earlier presentation, the board 
was in general support, moving die 
decision to an action item in 
January. 

• The board discussed a new 
video streaming option through 
EZShare that would cost $700 for 
the first six monUis, much cheap­
er than the previously discussed 
programs. Technology 
Department Director Jim Fry and 
Technology System Support 
Manager Wanda Ciancio 
answered bo.-ird questions.

the use of EZShare al any tiiiie, 
the board unanimously moved the 
subject to an action item and 
passed it 7-0. enabling Windows 
Media Player video streaming of 
board meetings on the school 
boaid Web site through the end of 
Ihe academic year.

• Trustee Julie Abrams spoke 
about the Board Curriculum 
Committee's four subjects of dis­
cussion: The fourth grade M E A P 
pilot testing, elementary report 
cards, the personal curriculum 
steering committee's Michigan 
Merit curriculum requirements 
and the federal grant-funded 
teacher training being done for 
the Iniernalional Baccalaureate 
program that could bring Ihe pro­
gram to Novi by fall 2010 after 
the district is allowed to apply in 
f.-ill 2008. A disuict cannot apply 
until teacher's complete Uraining 
for Ihe program. 

• Glubzinski said the Board

More than 50 participants rep­
resenting each district building 
met last week for six and a half 
hours discussing the Novi 
Community School District's 
goals for a new report card. 

The report card committee, 
consisting of administrators, 
teachers and parents, critiqued 
about eight different cards with 
recent changes from other dis­
tricts, setting a mission and pur­
pose for Novi's evaluation docu­

ments.. 
The committee is scheduled to 

meet again Jan. 7 to discuss the 
vision for what die new report 
cards will include. 

Novi Cominunity Schools did 
nol send out a fall report card 
during the November tri-semes-
ter for kindergarten through 
fourth-grade students after the 
new card was not ready. The dis­
trict's software is unable to store 
two report cards simultaneously, 
so last year's version was 
unavailable to send out in its 
place. 

"Our reporting system can only 
support one. There wasn't enough 
time to reload the old report 
card," said Assistant 
Superintendent of Academics 
Monique Beels, who also noted 
the district did not know report 
cards would be unavailable until 
about Nov. 16,'the same time the 
cards are usually released. 

The delay of the new report 
cards draws from a few issues, 
Beels said. 

The social studies expectations 
were just completed by the slate, 
but the kindergarten through 

eighth-grade science expeclations 
expected in early November have 
not been released. 

The arrangement and philo­
sophical differences of the report 
card also came into play, result­
ing in Ihe new report card com­
mittee. 

"There will not be a fall report 
card. There (were) parent-teacher 
conferences instead," said 
Superintendent Peter Dion. 
"We're revising the report card 
and the revision is not ready yet. 
It's going lo reflect grade-level 
expectations from the state." 

Without report cards, many 
parents utilized the teachers' 
availability at conferences two 
weeks ago. Beds said Ihey were 
some of the most well attended in 
years. 

As the report card committee 
discusses revisions to the dis­
trict's report card. List spring's 
report card will be issued for the 
final two semesters. 

"We're going to go back to the 
old report cards for the next two 
tri-semesters (March >ind June) 
and wi l l start with the new ones 
in fall ," said Pam Quitiquit, 

principal o f Novi Woods 
Elementary. 

Grade five through 12 report 
cards remain on schedule while 
changes are made to Ihe elemen­
tary school report cards.

Gary Swope needed a knee 
replacement. 

But after several months of 
balance and strength training, 
Ihe 62-year-old Brighton resi­
dent's need was deferred indefi-
nitcly. 

"I've had some amazing 
results and. have deferred knee 
surgery," Swopc said. "I was just 
at Ihe surgeon's last week and he 
told me to stick with the exercise. 

"I used to take Motrin and 
aspirin and painkillers. I was eat­
ing those by the haiidfuls. Now, I 
don't take .iny. I'm absolutely 
thankful." 

Swope participales in the bal­
ance and strength class, 60 Plus 
Balance and Strength at the 
Sports Club of Novi. 

"I've had knee problems my 
entire life," Swope said. 
"Originally, I injured i l playing 
liockey as a teenager, then I had 
medial meniscus carlilage 
removed, which made for bone 
rubbing on bone.

Cassandra Spohn, fitness coor­
dinator for Waitonwood at 
Twelve 0.aks, said keeping your 
balance and strength under con­
trol helps you maintain inde­
pendence as you age. 

"Many residents here wlio I 
work Willi have either fallen or 
broken a hip and use walkers," 
Spohn said. "The goal is lo get 
rid of the walkers and help them 
to regain their independence." 

According lo Ihe National 
Institute of Health, improving 
your lower body strength will 
help improve your balance, and 
better balance means reduced 
risk of falls. 

"Both balance and strength are 
needed among seniors and are 
very important," Spohn said. 
"The idea is to slay active and 
that helps them live a better life." 

She said anyone, not only sen­
iors, could use better balance. 

"I've noticed more and more 
people have balance issues and 
may not even realize it," she said.

The 
deadline lo regisler lii vote is .̂ (1 
days before Jan. l.'^ or Dec. 17. In 
order lo vole at a polling place, a 
voter must slioiv : i (iholo ID or 
sign a slateiiient that ihcy do nol 

have a pholo ID with them. 
Absenlcc voiers do nol have lo 
produce a photo II). 

However, there will be some 
different procedures as well . 

Pirst. voiers will be asked 
whether they want a 
Democratic or Republican bal­
lot, and a record will be made 
of which ballot tliey take. The 
voier's choice of candidate will 
be secret as in all public elec­
tions. Second, the Democratic 
ballot wi l l have six choices: 
Hil lary Cl inton. Chrislopher 
Dodd. Mike Gravel, Dennis 
Kucinich. uncoinmiiled and 
write-in. 

A vote lor''uncomniiued'" i.s a 
, vi'iic lo send delcgiiies lo the 
J.)emocratic N;ilioiial C:onvctitioii 
who are nol committed or 
pledged to any candidate. Those 
delegates can vote for any candi­

date Ihcy choose al the 
Convention. Supporters of Joe 
Biden. John Edwards. Barack 
Obama and B i l l Richardson arc 
urged to vote "uncommitted" 
instead of writing in their candi­
dates' names because write-in 
votes for those candidates will 
not be counted. 

Let's tie part of the proces.s iind 
get out there and vote on January 
13.

1 recently co-sponsored legisla­
tion ihat wiis introduced in the 
state Senate requiring mortgage 
lenders to provide borrowers with 
a one-page summary disclosure of 
relevant facts pertinent to a mort­
gage contract. 

Senate B i l l 924 will help pro­
vide home buyers with informa­
tion tlIat is critical to determining 
whether an individual can afford 
to purchase a particular home. 
Since January 2006 it is estimated 
that one in 21 Metro Detroit 
homes have been in some phase 
of the foreclosure process and 
Michigan currently ranks first in 
the nation in delinquencies of 
subprime loans. 

The bill amends the Consumer 
Mortgage Protection Act to 
require the one-page summar)', 
titled "The Basic Facts About 
Your Mortgage Loan." The sum­
mary, developed by Alex Pollock, 
resident fellow at the American 
Enterprise Institute for Public 
Policy Research, includes Ihe 
expected monthly loan payment 
including principle, interest, taxes 
and insurance, the amount of the 
loan, appraised value, type of 
loan, total points plus estimated 
other costs and fees, special fac­
tors and other crucial information. 

This legislation empowers con­

sumers trying to navigate the 
often murky waters of mortgage 
transactions. Anyone who has 
ever purchased a home knows 
how complicated and sometimes 
confusing the pages upon pages 
of loan forms can be, especially 
for first-time buyers. This bill pro­
vides borrowers with a clear sum­
mary of the loan, listing the 
important informaUon on one 
easy-to-read page. It is intended 
to ensure that home buyers are not 
taken advantage of and iliai they 
fully understand how changing 
interest rates effect the monthly 
mortgage payment. 

SB 924 has been refen-ed to ilie 
Senate Committee on Banking 
and Financial Institutions and as a 
member of the committee; I look 
forward to a hearing on th,e pro­
posal.

Legislation banning Ihe sale or 
transfer of toys and child care 
items ihat contain lead has unani­
mously passed the Senate. 

Senate Bi l l 174 prohibits a per­
son from using or applying a toxic 
substance in or on any toy or child 
care article and prohibits a person 
from selling, offering for sale, or 
transferring such an item in 
Michigan. The prohibitions would 
not apply to a collectible toy not 
marketed to or intended to be used 
by a minor. 

According to the New York 
Times, the Consumer Product 
Safety Commission said 38 of 
about 39 lead-related recalls this 

year were of Chinese-made prod­
ucts. The Times reported some 
Chinese factories choose to use 
paint with higher levels of lead 
because it can cost significantly 
less than those with lower lead 
amounts. 

If you are purchasing toys this 
holiday season, you can check the 
National Safe Kids Campaign 
Web site www.safekids.org for 
updates and information on recent 
toy recalls.
