Jury deliberating Pittao murder trial

By Chris Jackett
STAFF WRITER

After fonr weeks in coun, the
trial of Danici Piitao for the
alleged murder of Tamara Pitlao
on Thanksgiving Day 1997 sits in
the hands of a jury of 14 Qukland
County residents,

Attomeys for both sides made
closing arguments Monday afler-
noon and the jury went into delib-
erations at aboul 3 p.m., continu-
ing through the day Tuesday with-
out reaching a deeision on Pitiio’s
fate. The fury did nol convene
Wednesday and resumes delibera-
tions teday.

Pittao, 48, plead not guilly 1o
beating, suffocating and slashing
his wife's throat,

The prosecution built ts case
around Pittao’s abusive history
of bealing his then-12-vear-old

son for not taking *out the
garbage, pushing his first wile
down a flight of basement stairs
while they were engaged and
she told him she was pregnant,
and (heeatening to kill Tamara,
then-30, if she ever left him.
The two were separated and
going though diverce proceed-
ings at the time of Tamara's
death,

Testitmony also revealed Pittao
was net at work Nov. 24, 1997,
the estimaled afternoon  of
Tamara's death, and witpesses
tlaim to have seen the then-
Davisburg resident at her Novi
apartment complex that after-
noon.

‘The defense claims Pittao was
not in the area, as indicated by the
lack of evidence at the murder
scene,

Testimony revealed not 4 single
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Pittao hair or finger print was
found in Tamara's apartmenl by
Michigan State Police,

‘The lack of hard evidence and
what the defense feels is a bias
fromn law enforcement officials to
pinpoint  the defendant s
Tamara's Killer, based largely on
his pasl, both weigh heavily on
the casc and could. allow Pittao to
wilk free.

If he is found guilty, Piltao
faces life In prison without parole
for first-degree murder.

The final verdict by Oakland
County Cirguit Court Judge
Michael Wacren  could  be
announced today. Check the Web
for breaking news updates.

“How seriously we live in the
moment .., how we embrace life,”
he said. “We're a culture that is
very atlached to (he past, and for-
ever tulking about the future.

The “fear of thelr adver-
saries” becomes plain for all

Quick, name the “change”
lobbyist in Lansing, What is
their budget to effect change
that would benefit the peo-
ple that pay the hills - the
hard-hit taxpayers? Who
benefits frem fundamental
structural reform?  How
much: campaign cash or vol-
unteers to stufl envelops,
staff phone banks and
knock on doers will chang-
ing the status quo generate?

It's pretty obvlous, in
our state capitol, the diffi-
cully Is not coming up with
new ideas but undeing the
old ones.

Machiavelli was writing
almost 500 years ago about
Lansing.

There
are great rewards for main-
taining systems as they are,
not upsetting the status
quo and adherence to
Machlavelli's favorite:
"acquisltion, perpetuation,
and use of political power.”

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School pensions conld be funded through land trust

i you can understand
the language of account-
ants, you'll ofter find that
their dry words all too
often mask a rotling
cesspool of financial trou-
ble [urking beneath the
surface.

For example:
“Restrictions in  credit
availability and nstability
in the sub-prime housing
mortgage markel.” sounds
preity lame ... that is,
unless you jusl got a note
from your [rlendly mort-
gape company saying your
house is about lo be
repossessed.

Here's anocther and even
scarier case: A 2004 report
from the non-partisan
Citizens Research Councll
found “unfunded pension
and health liabilities™ for
Michigan school employ-
ees now amount to around
$19.3 billion.

In this case, a “liability"
means morney legally owed
te pensioners who have
retired, confident their
pensions would take care
of them alter thejr years of
service, “Unfunded”
means just that. There are
no assets on the books
allocated to cover the
$19.3 hillion in pension
and health care labilities
promised by the system.

Schoel districts make
annual contributions to
cover pension and health
care obligations for their
empleyees, belh  active
and retired. These contri-
butiens today consume
around 23 percent of all
local schoel budgets. And
theyre  rising  fast
Estimates by Citizens
Research Council econo-
mists predict thelr contri-
torn rate will increase to
ufid; 32, percent.,.in
ahout & decade.

And that means , that
school distriets, already
hit hard by inflation and
the funding rigidities
imposed by Proposal A,
risk being eaten alive by
thelr fixed costs. Even
then, what the school dis-
tricts are paying isn't

goinig to be ensugh to
cover their obligations.

Think of it as the world's
biggest elephant in the
room. Those $19.3 hillion
in pension and health care
obligations are leng-term,
legally binding and — duf!
— very imporlant to the
nearly 410,000 active
employees in the syslem
and the 157,000 pension-
Ers.

The number of pension-
ers, by the way, will soon
dramalically  increase.
Sooner or later, Peler is
geing to have o pay Paul,
and we might as well start
thinking hard about how
to do . Most people {
talked with don't have the
beginnings ol a clue. They
throw up their arms when
pressed for a solution. So
here's one  possible
approacht

Pick up on the idea the
auto companies and the
United Automobile
Worlcers' union just adopt-
ed to meet their health
care obligations. Take all
the school buildings and
real estate in the entire
school system. Sell them
to, say, a'real estate trust.
Lease back the buildings
needed for school purpos-
es. Take the excess and
use it to fund the unfund-
ed pension and health
care liability.

You've resolved
the problem by, in the lan-

Department of Education
file listing current capltal
assels shows a slightly
lower number — $27.1 bil-
licn.

So let's take $3G billion
as a reasonable estimate.
Now suppose that school
buildings and land could
be sold for $3¢ billion,
once the dismal real estate
market begins to revive,

From {hat, you lake
$19.3 billien to fund the
enlre unfunded pension
and healih care liability.
That leaves you $10.7 bil-
lion.

{Maybe you use some of
thal money to [und the
$8.7 hbillion that the
Educalion Policy Center
estimates {s needed to fix
the building and infra-
structure  needs ol
Michigan's poorer school
districts.)

Naturally, the schools
will have lo pay renl on
the buildings they've
leased. If the trust needs
1o get a 5 percenl return
on ils 836 billion invest-
ment to buy the buildings,
that's $1.5 billion a year.

But consider that the
real estate trust would
withoul doubt manage
and maintain the build-
ings far more efficiently
than school districts da.
Depariment of Education
figures for 2008 show a
$1.8 billian cost for build-
ing.operations and main-
tenance, .-

Could that be halved?

Posslbly, What seems
certain s that the figure
could be greatly reduced.
So even withoul counting
building maintenance sav-
ings, there's enough
money Lo provide a return
for investors in the trust

Here's another advan-
tage. Selling school build-
ings to a real estate trusi

makes il possible [or Lhe

trusi to dispose of obsolete
and unoccupied buildings
on the open market.

School districts are {ypi-
cally habbled by local poli-
tics and neighborhood
pride that interfere with
the need lo close and sell
old schools Lo match pop-
ulatien changes.

Allowing the trust to
lake on this cumbersome
task spreads lixed assels
to match school needs bet-
ter than is now possible.

Moreaver, there's a lot of
evidence that school dis-
tricts don't do a very good
jalr in managing Lhe cosls
ol new construction, A
new high school i Ann
Arbor, for example, is
going {o come in more
than double ihe original
estimated cost. A compe-
lent real estate lrust could
make a big difference in
holding censtruction costs
down.

Naturally, there are ail

kinds of serious objections .

to this proposal. The
biggest is thai school dis-
tricts and thefr citizens
own the bulldings in their
district. That means they'd
have to he persuaded that
it's in their advantage (o
seil and lease back. But il
a consequence of the deal
was to shed iheir rising
pension and health care
payments, they might be
very interesled.

The point here is- that
our stale is in a financial
bind, big tUme. And the
best method of getting
oul of tight binds is o
think outside the box,
This proposal does that.
It may well need tweak-
ing. Bul il would make a
lot of sense for the school
system, Lhe legislature
and the governor to take
a careful look.

To some of you, this may sound
completely far-ferched, but actu-
ally, it is a well-known percep-
tion that Super Bowl Senday
sees the highesl number of
domestic abuse cases than any
other day of the year,

reatly that prepesterous of a
thought?

Super Bowl Sunday. tradition-
ally, is a day filled with alcohol,
adrenaling, emotion and some-
times even gambling,

If the outcome doesn’t fall in
one’s favor, is it unreasonable to
think that anger or violence
could be the end result?

Although it may sound believ-
able, 1he lack of stalistical data
proves it's not.

What 1 actually found out was
the whole idea of domestic vio-
lence increasing on Super Bowl
Sunday is nothing bur a theory.

Kelly Murad HAVERN,
Beth
Morrisen. “Obvicusly. alkohol
can make a domestic violence
situation worse, but alcoho! in-
and-of itself doesn’t make a per-
son abusive,”

HAVEN is a leading nonprofit
organization, serving the greater
Detroit-area by providing shelter,
support and programs to pecple
experiencing domestic violence
or sexual assault.

“Tknow there’s never been any
statistical pruuf that spikes greas
increases of crisis calls or people
going into a shelter (Super Bow)
Sunday),” Morrison said.

However, that is not to say it
<doesn’t occur or it isn't a serious
problem, but there is no cosclu-
sive evidence backing the theory
that demestic violence increases

during the Super Bowl.

According to . chiel David
Molloy of the Novi Police
Department, statistics of the last
five years show four cases of
domestic violence in the City of
Novi on Super Bewl Sunday.

“T can't say there’s a signifi-
cant pattern,” he said,
