Novj residents will sec three
clementacy schools expanding
this sumer, but some parents are
concerned with the placement of
the project at one of Ihe sites,

Village Oaks, Orchard Hilts
and Parkview elementary schools
will each have a new gym, an
roam and music xoom added onto
the existing buildings during (e
spring and summer months. The
projects will begin in March and
wrap up before school begins in
the fall, funded through May 2007
bond proceads.

But the Parkview Elementary
School project, located between a
soqeer stadium on the east and the
Walden Woods subdivision cn the
west, has drawn commentary
from residents a5 to the $3.13 mil-
lion project that will add a gym
and classrooms lo the south side
of the buliding. The monetary
amount includes 12 of the 26 bids
required for the project, with (he
rest lo be awarded in coming
weeks,

The project will displace the
playground and soccer field on
the south end of the butlding 10 an
area of open fand southeast of the
school, closer to a hill leading
down to Novi Meadows and the
preschool, where a future parking
lot may add aboul 36 more park-
ing spaces later this surmmer.

The building exiension would
wso reqaire the current “lollipop”
cul de sac fire drive along the west
side of the building to be extended
further, cutling into a walking path
along a line of trees separating the
schoel from residents’ backyards.

The current baseball diamond
would also be removed because
there would not be encugh room
for the outfield between heme
plate and the new pym.

A full-size soccer field may be
put in its place, said Assistant
Supérintendent of ‘Business ‘and
Operatiens Gail Credit

“As soon as the ground Lhaws,
we'll begin the clearing of the
laad,” she said, “The renovations
fnside start the day after school
(ends for summer).”

Resldential concern

Residents arc concerned with
several issues surrounding the
Parkview Elementary  School
project, ranging from more noise
t0 less preen space, parking and -
safety, Funding and the ability to

after 1aking resident coneerns into
consideration. -

“Walking to the praposed gym
sitg from the frant of the school
will be over 600 feet, which
school officials agree is not
preferable” swid Cathy Vera-
Brugos, a Parkview parent and
Walden Woods resident. “In addi-
tion, those vsing the gym will
have 1o either walk around the
school in the dark or walk through
the entire interior of the school to
access the gym.

“Residents are understandably

concemed thiat the school district
will simply pave over the remain-
ing green space in the next few
years, particularly once those
using the gym begin complaining
about the lack of adjacent park-
ing. Even the proposal to add

some parking at the south ¢nd of
the seecer field next year will not
be immediately adjacent to the
building and will likely not be
close enough for those who will
be using the gym."

Suggestions far the gym addi-
tion are 10 place it on the forth
side of the building along 11 Mile
Road, cutting out shout hall of the
available parking spaces al the
school, which residents argué are
already more than ample wuh
about 200 spaces.

However, puiting the gym in
front of the schaol would require
the current water main, which
1uns along the front and castemn
sides of he schoel, to be moved
and extended, as structires cannot
be built above a waler main for
safely and maintenance reasons,
officials said.

“It would cosl an additional
$1.7 million 10 move the pym to
the front of the building, It would
be impractical,” Superintendent
Peter Dion said,

Credit said putting the addition
in the from would create window-
less classrooms and require the
fromt of the school to be closed
down because of the censtruetion
traffic. Delaying the construction
and closing the school would add
to the cost of moving the water
main undecground pipes.

Although residents question the
estjmate, they also suggest pulting
in additional parking southeast of
the sehool near the preschool and
Novi Meadows 1o accommodate
the sputh-side gym enirances and
mave the fize roule so il doesn’l
un along residential backyards.
But a large hill and a poorly
maneuverable access route for fire
services pullified the idea.

Residents vrped the Board to
think long-terre when suggesting
delaying the construction al
Packview, mentioning that mov-
ing the soceer stadium altogether
may be an ideal way lo frcale
space.

“If you ga forward with the cen-
struclion ai Parkview at all, which
we question, then you owe it to the
children of Parkview and the com-
munity at large ta select a plan that
can work in the long term,” Vera-
Brugos told the board at its Feb. 7
meeting. “Times have changed in
Navi and the decision to build
needs to be reconsidered based on
the cugrent environment.”

One of the largest concerns the

beard and residents share are the
safety of the children exiting the
western side of the building inte
the neighborhood. Construction-
compagy Skanska and districl
administration, are working to
make the process as safe a5 possi-
ble.

The curreat fire route witl be
fenced off just past the cafeteria
and locked at its eptrance to keep
vehicles out. Durigg construction
traffic and the paving of the lol-
lipop extension, the area will be
fenced in on all sides to keep chil-
dren out. _

“We hope we've: come up with
a solution that is safe for por kids,
meets the requirements of the cily
wilh the fire roote and alleviates
some concems of Lhe residents,”
said Jell Nielsen, president of the
Novi Board of Education,

Other construction projects

Village Oaks and Orchard Hills
elementary schools did not draw
nearly as much controversy in the
praposed construction plans as
Parkview Elementary Scheol did,

The Village Oaks construclion
wilt add a gym, music room and
art room to the western corner of
the school for $2.89 million.
Construction waflic will come in
from Village Wood Road, south-
west of the schoal, avoiding tral-
fie from parents and children dur-
ing the spring.

Orchard Hills will spend $2.96
million to add to the northwester
cormer of the school, which would
alse regquire the northem part of the
playground t be  moved,
Comsinuction traffic will come in
northwest of the school down a
servite drive east of Run Street in
order (o avoid traffic entanglement,

The Parkview projects are
awaiting [unther approval.

“We're slill waiting on the
(Drepartment of Environmental
Quality) for permit at Parkview
because of the wetlands," Miclsen
said,

Beverly Blanchard, puppy
program development manager
for Leader Dogs for the Blind,
said there is about a nine month
10 a year waiting list for people
looking Io raise a Leader Dog.

“We would not be able to pro-
vide Leader Daogs at all if it
weren’t for volunteer puppy rais-
ers. Right now we have about
400 puppies in 22 states and

Canada growing up learning
about the world around them.”
Blanchard said. "The exposure
that the puppy raisers provide is

Blanchard said when the pup-
ples return to Leader Dogs afler
their 12-momh stay with their

puppy raisers, they are tharough-
Iy evaluated for medical history
and personality raits.

She sald pubpies that pass the
evaluation are trained one-on-
one for the next four months by a
professional instructor and care-
fully matched with an individual .
who is legally blind, The team
then wrains 1ogether al Leader
Cogs for a month before leaving
the facility and returning home.

“We want all dogs 1o becomie
Leader Dogs, but that's ke say-
ing all kids are going to become
doctors.” Blanchard said. “Not
every dog we raise is going to
make it into our program, If the
dog graduates he or she is
matched with a student, if not,
those who raised it have the first
oppottunity in 2doption.”

Blanchard said only 65 to 70
percent of the dogs raised
threugh Leader Dogs become
guides.

Mackay said though she has
only had Lada a few months, she
knows her pup wili be a leader.

“I will put all my love and soul
into this baby," she said. “I will
do it and must do il It's very
important that Lada make it into
the program.

Contributions

Phil Power recently made
somIe strong arguments regarding
jedicial elections. Bul, unfortu-
natety, his flawed diagnosis of the
problem keads to the Mawed pre-
scription of suggesting Michigan
taxpayers should fund judiciai
campaigns, ("fustiee shpuld be
nonpartisan,”  Novi  News,
Feb.13)

Power suggests that cam-
paign contributions influgnee
judicial dectsions, but he bas it
exactly backwards. Every judge
brings a cerlzin philosophy o
the beneh that will guide his or
hee reltags, Judicial elections
make that philosephy clear
volers ~ and, s it becomes
clear, that philosophy drives
contributions from like-minded
citizens.

For eximple, advoeacy groups
that believe judges should use
decisions o achiese a desired
political outcome are more likely
w  conribute  te Justice
Covanaugh or Justice Kelly. And
wiile § might disagree with tiem,
il is oulrageous lo suggest (hat
either Justice  Cavanaugh or
Justice Kelly base their decisions
on the soutee of their campaign
contributions. 1've been involved
in Micligan politics for over 30
years, and I've never seen i cred-
ible example showing a flink
between any judicial ruling and
any contribution. It simply does-
'l exist.

Thit sume level of intepriy,
howsever, cannot be claimed by
organizalions thal profess suppart
for sdeals like imparial justice,
but are heavily-funded special
interests pushing a decidedly
secret pelitical agenda. The olira-
fefi-wing Open Society Institte,
the political tool of hedge fund
billionuire ~ George  Suros,
[imanves the Natiopal Insiimie on
Money in State Pulitics, which
Powers cites. The Michigan
Cumpaign Finance Network, also
cited by Power, is a “campaign
partner” of another Sores-backed
special intercst called Justice at
Stake.

Strip away the non-partisan
pretenses of these organizations,
and what™s the cause of publicly
financed judicial elections really
abour? The entire campaign is
based on a decp disirust of citi-
zen involvenent in judicial elee-
tions.

Winston Churchill once called
democracy the worst form of
government — excepl for all the
others. The same might also be
said ahout private financing of

The event will include o presen-
wtion by Zarghami and registered
dieticians 10 address the impor-
tance of proper dict and autrition
in heart health.

A five-station strolling dinner
witl he served, praviding atten-
dees with recipes and suggestions
{o maintain a healthy lifestyle.

“It will be a full heart-healthy
meal from appetizer to dessert,”
said Susanne Gunsorek:, dicector
of foods and nutrition  at
Providence  Park Hospital. “We
wani (0 guide people 10 make
good choices.”

Through food and demonsira-
tions, the digticians will address
issues such as he usc of sodi-
um, appropriate amounls and
1ypes of fat, pertion control, use
of fiber and adequate water
intake.
