Rot) Casalou. president of .St. 
John Providence Park, said the 
region between lntcrstate-27,'i and 

ihe Brighton area has become a 
prime location for new niedicai 
providers because of population 
growth and need. 

"Health care is still a growing 
part of the economy. It's sli l l 
employing a lot of people. In the 
southeastern Michigan economy. 
Novi has thrived at a time when a 
loi of coniiriuniiies have 
declined," he said. 

"The area is still growing. 
They're coming out because of an 
opportunity. They're trying to 
compete with us and hike part in 
all tiie growth. They're respoild-

ing to the fact that we have a big, 
gigantic presence." 

St. John Providence Park is set 
to open its $224 million, 500.000-
square-foot hospital in early 
August alongside its cutrent med­
ical center, located on ihe souih-
wesl corner of Grand River 
Avenue and Beck Road. 

Beaumont Hospitals, Henry 
Ford Health System and Detroit 
Medical Center have also been 
making their presence felt ihiiong 
a handful of urgent care facilities. 

"It has been an under-served 
area for a while and (patients) had 

to travel. Henry Ford ' Health 
System patients come from all 
over the state and it's convenient 
to M-5, 1-96 and 1-275. It's the 
crossroads between Detroit and 
Lansing. Being at the crossroads, 
it ' l l be easier," said Bob Riney, 
chief operating officer and execu­
tive vice president for Henry Ford 
Medical Center-Columbus.

A l l propeijyftwn?{s interested 
jn^, appealing tlieir taxes have 
until "5 p.m. tomorrow to make 
an appointment to appear in 
front of the Board of Review 
next week. 

The three-member board 
reviews property assessments set 
by the city assessor. Once the 
boarci convenes, city assessor 
Glenn Lemmon turns over the 
assessment roll to the board, to 
hear appeals from property own­

ers and determine whether lo 
reduce, add or deny the appeal. 

If a property owner is slill not 
satisfied with the decision of the 
Board of Review, they may take 
Ihe appeal to the Michigan Tax 
Tribunal. 

"The Board of Review is part 
of the state law," Lemmon said. 
"I have to determine an assess­
ment value of any taxable prop­
erty (witiiin Uie City of Novi). 
Once I turn over that roll, I caii't 
make any changes to that roll."

"We 
encourage them to do their home­
work because the burden of proof 
falls on Ihem. People can't come in 
saying 'My taxes are too high.' 
That's not going to win them an 
appeal. They have to prove their 
assessment is incorrect." 

Property owners may prove 
Uieir assessment is incolrcct by a 
bank or independent appraisal, or 
through an assessor's correction. 

For an assessor's correction io 
be valid, substantial evidence 
must be provided to prove the 
assessment includes inaccurate 
information, such as the square 
footage of the property. 

In such a case, the assessor 
will go to the board on the per­
son's behalf 

As of last week, the number of 
appeal applications the assessing 
department received was lower 
than normal, but Lemnion did 
not want to speculate an expect­
ed outcome. 

"We're hoping for the best, 
and expecting the worst," he said.

parison to past years, and 95 per­
cent were reduced or stayed the 
same, Lemmon said. 

Many Oakland County com­
munities are expecting an 
increase in appeals this year 
because of the depressed econo­
my and resulting spiral in home 
market values. 

Anyone with a fixed or limited 
income niay also be eligible for a 
reduction in property taxes due 
to poverty. 

"We will take appeals based on 
poverty, so if someone feels, by 
virtue of poverty, they can't pay 
Uicir taxes, the board and I will 
look at ii .md see what we can do," 
said Lemmon, estimating 20 peo­
ple will appeal Kised on poverty.

.she .said. "AH of my programming 
is about changing tiie community." 

After gr:iduating from i-iMLI in 
i9yO, Dupcron spent i i ye;irs in 
Toledo with Nl iC and A B C affili-
ale stations before moving to 
Detroit. .She worked at NBC 's 
WDIV-TV for seven years before 
starting .Shawne 'I'V. b;ised out oi 
her Novi home. 

Since starting her own busi­
ness, Dupcron has earned a mas­
ter's degree in mass media from 
Wjiync Slate Unlversiiy. She's 
currently working on a mass 
media dissertation at Wayne State 
for a Ph.D. in gossip. 

"I'm looking at how we talk. 
Most of it is go.ssip. Until we 
change how we talk, our news 
will never change," she said. 
"News isn't really bad: Most of 
wiiat conies out of our news, cul­
turally, is bad." 

Dupcron is now malcing a liv­
ing improving people's views on 
the media and liow the two parlies 
can work iogeiher with iier 
"Transformational Media" con­
cept. Her work earned the 
NAWBO's Innovator of the 'Vcar 
award a few years ago. 

"If we have a cultural conversa­
tion about not liking media, it's 
like going to a party where you 
don't like the host, but need 
S.S.OOO," Dupcron said. "I take 
people through the day in a life of 
a news reporter. When ihcy sec 
the day-to-day life and what they 
deal with, they start to have some 
compassion." 

However, she has expanded her 
work beyond using her 18 years in 
the industry to change views on 
the niedia. 

Dupcron ha.s workshops geared at 
impioving inierviewing skiiis and 

credibiiity and a keynote on how to 
benefit ,md improve upon tradition­
al networking events. A l l are sub­
jects that can be generally applied lo 
any business or profession.

Duperon also has many side 
projects outside of Shawne TV, 
such as a forthcoming documen­
tary on forgiveness and a book 
about the subjects she lectures on.

Wc 
worry a lot more about liiat liien 
our compclitors." 

Henry Ford Heailh opened its 
130,000-square-fool Columbus 
medical cenler al 12 Mile and 
Haggerly roads last month. The 
ColuiIibus campus is Henry 
Ford's second medical center in 
Novi, four miles norih of its other 
location at Eight Mile Road, west 
of Haggerly Road. 

Columbus will nKike services 
and providers previously located 
at the West Bloomfield campus 
available in Novi as West 
Bloomfield adds a $300 million 
hospital to the current medical 
center. The new hospital will open 
in early 2009. 

"It's in wonderful proximity to 
the hospital campus in West 
Bloomfieid," Riney said, noting 
the interaction between the two 
locations will be seamless. 

Beaumont Hospitals is the 
other big Novi move, recently 
announcing a new $19 million, 
88,000-square-foot medical cen­
ter wil l open at Main Street and 
Novi Road in May 2009. 

"We're very excited to be clos­
er to the patients we already 
serve. Our hopes are it wi l l 
beconne a vibrant center to serve 
the Novi and Northville area," 
said Eric Hunt, vice president of 
operations for ilic Beaumont 
Ambulatory Services division. 
"It's aIi attractive area. It has a nice 
retail base and population base. It 
connects you to population areas 
further west in South Lyon .ind 
Brighton. There's been a lot of pop­
ulation growth the last I5--20 years." 

The center will compliment the 
$70 'million, 140,000-square-foot 
Beaumoni Medical Center being 

built 0(1 the northwest comer of 
Maple Road and Michigan-5 in 
Commerce Township, slaied to 
open in late 2009. The Commerce 
facility wil l have the capacityio 
expand into a full hospital if there 
is future need. 

"The main thing is a ceitificate 
of need by the slate of ivlichigan. 
It's required, although I^ovidence 
and Henry Ford's West Bloomfield 
Hospital got special legislation. If 
the mle changes or the need is 
there, we'll be positioned," Hunt 
said. "We're comfortable with the 
market share we have." 

The new medical centers and 
hospitals wil l offer varying levels 
of emergency and urgent care, but 
many Novi facilities already offer 
services for non-iife-thrcatening 
concerns such as burns and bro­
ken bones. 

Located in the two miles 
between the new Beaumont and 
Henry Ford medical centers are 
three urgent care providers: 
Meadowbrook Urgent Care, Novi 
Urgent Care and D M C Urgent 
Care Center for children. 

D M C also operates the nearby 
400,000-square-foot Huron 
Valley-Sinai Hospital in 
Commerce, which offers full-scale 
emergency and inpatient care. 

Milford-based G3 
Development is looking to con­
tribute to the burst in local health 
care activity with plans to build 
100,000 square feet of offices and 
condos, with planned use by 
physicians, when the complex 
opens on Grand River Avenue, 
about a half-mile east of Beck 
Road, in late 2009 or eiu-ly 2010. 

The project, scheduled to break 
ground diis spring, will include 
four free-standing buildings cov­
ering about 30,000 square feet 
each, according to Novi 
Economic Development Manager 
Ara Topouzian.

Ron and Kalhie Collins have 
what they call "problem chil­
dren." 

Their answer to why their kids 
are like this? 

" l wish we knew," Ron Collins 
said, of West Bloomfield. "They 
are problem children to the point 
where they don't listen and some­
times it feels like they are ruling 
us." 

Collins said he loves his chil­
dren unconditionally, Eric, 5, and 
Jennifer, 7. but feels sometimes 
he Hies to find quick fixes rather 
lhan solving the problem to make 
them happy. 

" l feel like we need the Super 

Nanny or something sometimes," 
he said. " M y wife and I uy to 
stand strong, but in today's socie­
ty it's hard to know what is politi­
cally correct and what's not. 

"WTien we were young, we lis­
tened. Today's kids act up all the 
time and parents like us let it hap­
pen. We need to do something." 

Like Collins, there are many 
families seeking help in their 
skills of handling difJIculties in 
dieir children. 

Henry Ford Behavioral Health 
Services is currently offering 
Love and Logic classes, with 
locations in Novi, Dearborn, Troy 
and Sterling Heights, for moms 
and dads looking to improve their 
parenting skills. 

Greg Ohver, psychologist for 
Henry Ford and one of several 

class facilitators, said the Love 
and Logic class is about how to 
become an effective parent and 
improve a child's behavior while 
saving the relationship between 
kids and parents at the same time. 

"It's about building up a kid's 
self-esteem so they can fix and 
solve mistakes to feel good about 
themselves and prepare for the 
next," Oliver said. "So diey don't 
feel overwhelmed and act out." 

According to the National 
Institute of Health, an estimated 
2.7 million children are reported 
by their parents to suffer from 
definite or severe emotional or 
behavioral difficulties leading to 
problems that may interfere with 
their family life, their ability to 
learn, and their formation of 
friendships. 

Oliver said the class teaches 
parents to have their children take 
accountability through their con­
sequences and taking responsibil­
ity for the mistakes they might get 
themselves into. 

"What we're trying to do is 
help the kids own their own prob­
lems and learn that their own 
problems make (heir own lives 
harder," he said. "We talk about 
how to give the problem back to 
the kids so the parents don't feci 
walked all over. 

"The strategics we te.ich work 
for kids as young as 2, 3 or 4 
years old. Kids can learn." 

Oliver said the biggest problem 
parents have with difficult chil­
dren is an unhappy relationship. 

He said the biggest benefit the 
Love and Logic classes teach is 

iiow to save that relationship while 
preventing resentment and blame. 

" i hope when people take these 
classes they take away a new 
sense of hope and eagerness to get 
back to parenting." he said. "They 
usually come in burnt out and 
fmstrated. It's time to try some 
new strategies." 

The Love and Logic classes arc 
new to Novi. replacing a former 
class held in West Bloomfield. 

The program has graduated 
more than 20 groups of parents 
hoping to go back into their par­
enting with new hope. 

"There are many different 
approaches to parenting," Oliver 
said. "We teach the respectful and 
discipline approach. Finding the 
right approach in your parenting 
is what makes the difference."

.school year was nearly $1.82 mil­
lion. 

"We arc iookiiig ;it tlicse kinds 
of things always in the budget," 
said Gail Credit, itssistant superin­
tendent of business and opera­
tions. 

Credit said lincrgy Education 
has helped the district realize how 
to cut lUiiiiy energy drains. 

.Some of the largest savings 
have resulted from turning off 
;ippliances running overnight or 
during weekends and keeping the 
temperature coniCortable when 
the buildings are empty. 

"We turn it to 55 degrees in the 
evening," said Bi l l Main, energy 
manager and :issistant mainte­
nance director for ihe district. 

Main estimates about 70 per­
cent of the savings could likely be 
contiibuted to late-night setbacks. 

Energy Education has helped 
about 700 schools save on their 
energy bills and Credit sees more 
improvements for Novi each 
inonth. 

"November 2006 to October 
2007 arc like steps. We've gotten 
better at what we're doing. Kids 
are getting excited about it. 

They've marked (light) switches 
for what ones need to st:iy on all 
the time and what ones need to 
stay on some of the time," she 
said, "We have a 48-month con­
tract and they gui-uantced $3 mil­
lion in savings over seven years. 
That's money we can use in the 
classroom and go toward the 
kids." 

Aside from unplugging unused 
appliances, keeping unheeded 
lights turned off and turning the 
temperature down overnight, the 
schools have worked to keep the 
atmospheres of the classrooms 

comfortable by emphasizing the 
need for doors to stay closed. 

"It's the way the buildings were 
designed," Credit said. "When 
you leave the doors open, it malces 
the hallway a wind-tunnel. It was 
designed for the doors to stay 
closed. It keeps the warm air in 
the classroom. It's one of Ihe 
pieces resulting in the cost sav­
ings." 

The district is also attempting 
to consolidate use in summer so 
each building does not require the 
cooling systems to be running 
constantly. Hosting multiple pro­

grams at a single school is one 
method the district tried last sum­
mer and found to be a success. 

Credit said a lot of the ideas 
Energy Education suggested are 
ones people could also use at 
home. 

"We're dialing (the tempera­
ture) back at night and doing it 
during the day," she said of her 
own household.

Most people never have to 
experience speaking with an elec­
tric larynx or seeing words back­
ward, but students at Novi Woods 
Elemenlar)' School experienced 
these things and more at last 
Wednesd.iy's Disability 
Awareness Day. 

"It helps lo give an understand­
ing of how a classmate with a dis-
aijility would (pejforni tasks)," said 
Kim Richmond, event coordinator 
and parent of Novi Woods fourih-
grader Emily. "Most of the ele­
mentary schools use it each year." 

Richmond said the Oakland 
County Schools Disability 
Aw;u-eness Workshop has been held 
at many Novi elemcntiiry schools 
for nearly a decade and was origi­
nally created by Orchard Hills 
Elemcnlaiy School parent Cindy 
House, an 0:ikland County Parent 
Advi.soiy Commillee member. 

The school kiva allowed stu­
dents to experience writing with 
poor sensory skills and trying to 
sit with poor balance skills via a 
T-shaped seat that tilted to both 
sides. Prosthetic limbs and an 
infonnation board on muscle dis­
eases were also posted. The activ­
ities with Ihe greatest impact, 
however, were a wheelchair obslii-
cle course and paraplegic crutches 
and walkers, all of which students 
were able to take for a test run. 

"The wheelchairs were really 
fun and we got to see how people 
are disabled," said 9-year-old 
Audrey Waechter 

Richmond pointed out a key 
lesson for students is that, 
although a test drive in a wheel­
chair may be fun for them during 
a short program, it can be difficult 
for those forced to use it full-time. 

"'You gel to feel how it is to be 
disribled," said 9-year-old Andy 
Mizcrowski. "How to push your­
self in a wheelchair and read 
Braille." 

A second room was filled with 
less space-consuming activities, 
with its largest feature being the 
blindness activity where students 
had to wear a blindfold and 
maneuver through obstacles into 
the classroom with just a white 
walking cane. 

"It's kind of scary because you 
don't know where you're going,"

cord injufy survivor and speaker 
Tom Hoallm, a director of develop-

Independent Living wllo splike'to 
students Feb. 25, several students 
from Sally Chandler's class echoed 
the idea of equality between those 
disabled and not disabled. 

"Blind people are just like us 
because they do the same things, 
they jusi have a disability," said 9-
year-old Mitchell McSweeney. 
"They're the same as us." 

Other shitions in the second 
room expanded on different levels 
of blindness, with blurred glasses 
for students to wear and a Braille 
typewriter. Braille books and a 
candy activity where students had 
to spell their names in Braille. 

Two dyslexia stations had stu­
dents doing math and connecting 
dots on a picture where all the 
numbers were backward. They 
also had to write their names so 
the writing would appear at a reg-

• ular orientation in the mirror. 
"That's so hard. 1 only got one 

right," Waechter said of the dyslex­
ic math problems. "Being disabled 
is hard because it's complicated." 

The room also focused on deaf­
ness, showing students how the 
disability rec|uired more of a focus 
on vision. 

A Servox electric larynx was 
also a popular item among stu­
dents, simulating speech limita­
tions with an injured larynx. 

Information on learning disabil­
ities dyscalculia, dysgraphia and 
attention deficit disorder were also 
on diijplay at the dyslexia station.

Senate approves C a s s i s ' 
SAVE t i le Chi idren program 

The stale Senate on Thursday 
unanimously passed a bill lo help 
prevent early learning problems 
and give sludent.s (he skills they 
need to succeed in school and 
life, said Sen. Nancy Cassis, 
sponsor of the SAVE the Children 
legislation. 

"This program has transformed 
students and teachers through its 
holistic approacii lo overcoming 
learning obstacies." said Cassis, 
(R-Novi). "By inlcrvening early, 
we help ensure long-term aca­
demic and life success for our 
young people." 

Senate B i i i i039 would 

lify problems early, intervene 
before children begin lo struggle 
and give students the skills lo 
succeed. The measure would 
allow intermediate school di.s-
Iricls to develop model early 
inlcrvening programs for children 
in kindergarten through third 
grade. The ISDs would make the 
programs available lo their con­
stituent districts and public 
school academies. 

Under Cassis' proposal, each 
district's SAVE- program would 
instruct classroom teachers and 
support staff on how to monitor 
individual. student learning and 
how to provide specific support 
or learning strategies to students 
as early as possible to reduce 
inappropriate referrals to special 
education. 

"This constitutes a team 
approach," said Cassis. 
"Teachers, parents, educational 
staff and other school faculty 
members all work together to 

ment solutions." 
Tlie S A V E program is modeled 

after the Early Learning Success 
Initiative, a pilot project in the six 
Northville elementary schools. 
Data has shown the initiative to be 
very effective. The program has 
documented results that show chil­
dren can become competent learn­
ers and the need for costly special 
education services is significantly 
reduced. 

Dr. Robert Sornson is the pres­
ident and founder of the Eariy 
Learning Foundation in Brighton. 
Sornson, who helped start the 
Early Learning Success Initiative 
when he was the director of 
Special Services for Northville 
Public Schools, tcsfified in sup­
port of SB 1039 at a recent hear­
ing of the Senate Committee on 
Education.

Currcnlly. Novi provides police 
and fire dispatch services to South 
Lyon and fire dispatch services to 
Lyon Township. 

South Lyon accounts for 9 per­
cent of Novi's dispatch calls, with 
Lyon Township responsible for 
only 1 percenl of the call volume. 

Although dial overall percentage 

seems low, the total cost for Novi is 
about $1.52,000 and the city is 
recovering just under $70,000. 

"South Lyon i.s cuncnily paying 
50-60 percent of what their costs 
•are to provide dispatch services," 
Kaczor said. "Surprisingly, 
nobody (other municipalities) 
charges full cost for allocation, but 
it seems the city does have a strong 
found.ition to go lo these commu­
nities to negotiate higher fees." 

Councilmembers agreed nego-
fiating higher fees with South 
Lyon and Lyon Township is nec­
essary, but expressed concern that 
too high of an increase could pro­

hibit the communities from con­
tracting with Novi. 

"We should at least try to nego­
tiate an increase for what we aic 
getting from South Lyon and 
Lyon Township," said Mayor 
David Landry. 

Another part of Kaczor's task 
was to look at the possibility of 
expanding dispatch services to 
Walled Lake and Wolverine Lake. 

"We had received a request 
from their (Walled Lake) then-
city manager to look at costs to 
provide dispatch services," said 
Chief David Moiloy of the Novi 
Police Department. "I don't sec 

any real advantage to us simply 
because 1 don't think we could 
recover our costs." 

Acquiring Walled Lake dis­
patch services woujd incrciise 
Novi's costs by $364,000 and 
require the hiring of four addi­
tional dispatchers, Kaczor said. 

"If Wailed Lake were to join, 
their calls are siniikir to Lyon 
Township for fire, but the police 
calls in Walled Lake are about 
two, two-and-a-half times as 
many as South Lyon," he said. "If 
the city wanted to expand to 
Walied Lake, you're looking at a 
significant cost increase." 

Sharing services with Novi also 
doesn't make sense for Waiied 
Liike, who could contract dispatch 
services through Oakland County 
for $130,000. 

"Rcaiisticaiiy, I don't think 
we're going lo fully recover our 
costs," said councilman Andrew 
Mutch. "1 think we always have to 
be looking at these opportunities, 
but it may not make sense in the 
short term for us."

Judge Michael Warren denied the defense's motion to reduce bond last 
week and set Daniel Piltao's second trial date for May 30. 

Pittao, 49. is on trial for the alleged murder of his estfanged wife, 
Tamara Pittao, who was murdered Nov. 27, 1997 at age 30 in her Novi 
apartment. 

After a five-.week trial in January, a mistrial was ruled Feb 7 at 
Oakland Couilty Circuit Court. The mistrial was declared when the jury 
spent two weeks in deliberations, only to reach a split vote with seven 
jurors suggesting Pittao as guilty and five labeling him innocent. 

The case heard more than two. dozen witnesses ranging from friends, 
co-workers, law enforcement and relatives. 

Pittao has a history of domestic violence with his son and ex-wife. No 
hairs or fingerprints of his were found at the scene of Tanim's death. 

Pittao has'been in the county's custody since January 2007 and faces 
charges of first-degree murder, which, if convicted, would cany a sen­
tence of life in prison.

That's an improve­
ment on the ninth-place ranking 
last year and the firsl-place finish 
in 2004. Thank you Las '/egas for 
taking the title the last two years 
in a row. 

Forbes magazine's list wasn't 
as generous, phu'ing Detroit tifth. 
with Memphis taking the top nod. 

Such lists are compiled 
through a combination of infor­
mation regarding each city's 
health issues, residents' rate of 
exercise, residents' weight and 
the availability of Illness centers 
and eateries, among other things. 

"F;it lists" like these don't just 
spell out problems for major 

urban cities. The United States, as 
u whole, also has room for con­
cern. 

Tlie red. white and blue should 
have a cheeseburger printed on it, 
as the United Slates is the ninth 
most overweight country in the 
world, according to the World 
Health Organization. With 1.6 
billion overweight adults in the 
world and a projeciion to increase 
40 percent during the next 
decade, the World Health 
Organization doesn't paint much 
of a cheerful picture. 

At least we don't have Ihe 
problem top-ranked Nauru has, 
with 94.5 percent of ii's popula­
tion being over\s'eigh(. Only 74.1 
percent of Americans are over­
weight. 

Weight, I mean, wait! Seventy-
four percent'? 

The U.S. is also, by far, the 
most highly populated country in 
the top 20, half of which are 
countries so small 1 can't find 
them on a map, like Nauru. 

There are 194 countries on (he 
list and another 0.15 percent 
increase would knock the U.S. up 
to eighth place above Kuwait. 
This may be one list Americans 
don't want to be the top finishers 
on, as was the case in 2004. 

This next p.irt is where I would 
normally make a clever U'ansition 
into how we all need to keep a 
closer eye on what we eat and 
make more of an effort to get 
some real exercise into our daily 
routines. 

That just won't cut it. 
Studies show a lot of people 

don't exercise properly at the 
gym. They either spend a lot of 
lime wandering around between 
machines, just walking on tread­
mills or they don't fully extend 
themselves and hold their repeti­
tions on weights. 

With the chilly Michigan win-

lers. outdoor activities aren't a 
helpful option, seeing as they're 
even more grueling and less ben­
eficial, causing novice athletes to 
pull muscles almost regularly 

Joining or forming an indoor 
soccer or basketball team are 
great remedies for this. They are 
all-season sports leagues that are 
held indoors to avoid temperature 
problems, a big issue in our state 
when looking for exercise. 

There are tons of sports com­
plexes and community centers 
out there that already organize 
leagues in various sports, and a 
group of friends can gel in on the 
action together by forming a 
team in a group sport. There's 
always the route of pickup games 
too, which many gymnasiums 
offer. 

If there's one thing I'd like to 
see in 2009, it's for Detroit to be 
off the top 25 for Men's Fitness 
and Forbes for ihe first lime in, 
pretty much, forever 

Getting the United States out 
of the Wodd Health 
Organization's top 20 would be 
nice too.

is election year rhetoric that 
once agai i i pu l ls the wool 
over unsuspec t ing taxpay­
ers? It happened in the 2006 
gubernatorial election. There 
were ca l l s for these same 
investments a n d , lo and 
behold, after the election we 
discovered that several state 
departments of government 
grossly overspent their budg­
ets. The state had a bi l l ion 
dollar deficit. 

We have an economic melt 
down in this state and the 
nation is racing to catch up 
with us. Both sides of the 
political aisles at the state and 
national levels seem content 
to play election year economic 
iTlake believe. Who gets 
rewarded for predicting doom 
and gloom in an election yea i? 

Michigan's manufac tur ing 
base cont inues to shed jobs , 
devastating Mich igan 's com­
munit ies and famil ies. There 
Is a nat ional hous ing cr is is 
and heightened c o n s u m e r 
pessimism. Tl ie hous ing and 

mortgage mess cont inues its 
meltdown, caus ing massive 
home foreclosures. It has yet 
to hit bottom, producing a 
credit c runch that strangles 
anyone bold enough to want 
to expand their bus iness. 

Foreclosures account for 
9.3 percent of Michigan's 
home sales - u p from 4.9 per­
cent In the third quarter of 
2007. Prices of homes are 
plummeting a s a result of the 
high foreclosure rate, causing 
loS i l taxes collected by munic­
ipalities to plunge as wel l . 

The col lapse of hous ing 
Values is devastat ing families 
and coniraunit les. People are 
trapped i n the i r homes 
because they wou ld take 
f inancial bat l is i f they sold 
their homes - and most can't 
even find buyers at bargain 
basement sa le pr ices. 

There is a l so a collapse of 
people able to repay their car 
loans. Est imates are that 7.1 
percent of au to loans nat ion­
al ly are in t rouble a n d that 

the "repo" car business is 
booming. 

The latest Job growth 
numbers show the U.S. econ­
omy deteriorating more Itip-
idly than expected and is 
exacerbating fears that we 
have entered a na t iona l 
recess ion . The na t iona l 
unemployment rate has 
jumped from 4.7 to 5.0 per­
cent, higher than expected, 
a l though It has not caught 
u p w i th Michigan's unem­
ployment rate of 7.6 percent. 

Most M ich igan ians and 
Amer icans are cany ing s ig­
nif icant debt and are totter­
i ng o n col lapse, i f not ru in . If 
caught i n the slightest nega­
tive financial breeze. Many 
expef ls are predicting eco­
nomic gale winds in the com­
ing months. 

The governor and legisla­
ture increased taxes in 2007 
dodg ing the tough, bo ld 
struct t i ra l changes cal led for 
by the bi-part isan Emergency 
F i n a n c i a l Adv isory Pane l . 

Fol lowing the panel's recom­
mendations would have posi­
t ioned our state for the new 
realit ies of a global economy. 

Mak ing sensible st ructural 
government reforms in cor­
rect ions, k indergar ten-12 
and munic ipa l governments 
is needed to bring Michigan's 
spending In line with the new 
realit ies and to truly Invest In 
education and retraining of 
workers. 

It appears there is a con­
spiracy of cl inging to the past, 
protecting the status quo in 
Lansing. There is a need for 
re form-minded leadership 
that understands you can't 
steal second base wi th your 
feet f irmly planted on first. 

Once again, the rhetoric is 
that we are investing in edu­
cation. The facts deraonstiate 
that the money pledged by the 
governor and legislature for 
k indergar ten - l2 educat ion 
wi l l not cover rising pension, 
health care and other legacy 
costs, leaving no resources to 

invest in preparing our chi l­
dren for tl ie'hypercompetitive 
global economy.
