"We're not only talking about 
things on paper, we're introduc­

The greenest day of the year is 
upon us, bui the date could be 
confusing. 

Many Catholics will not be cel­
ebrating St. Patrick's Day on its 
usual March 17 date this year, but 
on March 15 instead. 

"Saturday would be the likely 
time because it's a holiday and 
people aren't working," said the 
Rev. Richard Elmer of Detroit 
Catholic Central High School in 
Novi. 

With Easter Sunday landing on 
March 23, the seven-day Holy 
Week overlaps St. Patrick's Day 
for the first time since 1940. 
March 17 will nol confiict with 
Holy Week again until 2160, 
according to the Catholic News 
Agency. 

"It's more of the spirit of Holy 
Week. It's a solemn time where 
we reflect on what Jesus did for 
us. To be partying it up during that 
time doesn't seem right," Elmer 
said. "Jesus lakes precedent over 
St. Patrick." 

Although cities across the 
nation have proclaimed different 

changes, such as moving the holi­
day to Friday, April 1 or ignoring 
the conflict and leaving il on 
Monday, the Roman Catholic 
bishops in Ireland have shifted the 
feast day to Saturday with 
approval from the Vatican. 

"According to regulation, 
you're not supposed to celebrate 
another feast day during Holy 
Week," said the Rev. George 
Charnley, pastor at St. James 
Catholic Church in Novi. 
Week is the most holy time of the", 
year for us as Catholic Christians 
and we want to celebrate it in its 
totality." 

Charnley said the only thing St. 
James Catholic Church wil l relate 
to St. Patrick's Day is the green 
theme, during ils annual 350-per-
son appreciation dinner. 

The Rev. Timothy Hogan, pas­
tor at Holy Family Catholic 
Church in Novi, said the 
Archdiocese of Detroit sent out a 
notice from the National 
Conference of Catholic Bishops 
reminding churches not to ovcriap 
celebrations for St. Patrick's-Day*" 
and Holy Week. 

"Since it's during Holy Week, 
there are not dissertations, and 
celebrations should take place 
prior. On the 17th, what we would 
do is just recognize the Irish in the 
prayers of the faithful," Hogiin

Novi High School is receiving a 
security updiite as the installation 
of about 65 surveillance cameras is 
in progress and expected to be 
operational in April. 

"We're trying to add another 
layer of protection for our stu­
dents and staff." said Assistant 
Superintendent of Business and 
Operations Gail Credit. "The high 
school will be completely fin­
ished in April. Next, we'll move 

to the middle school, then 
Meadow.s and then the elemcntiiry 
schools. A l l cameras will be in by 
the end of the summer, before 
school starts." 

The district is installing 184 
total cameras, more than one-third 
of which will keep an eye on 
things at the high scliool. The sys­
tem also leaves the option of 
expansion at a later dale. 

"We have a few cameras right 
now lhat were installed about two 
years ago. We caught one or two 
students with the cameras and 

(vandalism) cut down to nothing," 
Credit said.

remaining units positioned around 
the exterior of the school in heat­
ed domes for protection from rain . 
and snow. 

"It's just going to give us a con­
stant view of what's going on in 
our building anytime we want," 
said Mike Wilson, Novi Police 
school resource officer for the dis­
trict. "Its been kind of neat to see 
this whole thing go through." 

Wilson has worked with the 
district for four years, handling 
most security and law-related 
issues at the high school and other 

buildings, when needed. He said 
the eight current cameras already 
helped to convict a man who was 
posing as a school employee and 
stealing money from offices. 

"I think it will deter people and 
give an overall feeling of securi­
ty," he said. 

Wyoming, Mich.-b.i.sed 
Optimal Solutions, Inc. wil l use 
On-Net Surveillance Systems, 
Inc. software to monitor the dis­
trict's, school and bus garage. The 
ONSSI technology will allow dis­
trict administrators and Novi 

Police to access the camera 
images through password-protect­
ed IP connections, meaning any 
computer with Internet access can 
be used. 

'The people who are author­
ized can view it from any comput­
er. There will only be certain peo­
ple with the ability to monitor the 
cameras," Credit said, noting that 
die school principals wil l be able 
lo view only their building.

Ready to enjoy the St. Patrick's 
Day holiday, but yearning to learn 
more about Irish heritage? Head 
to ihe Novi fublic Library and 
learn about the early Irish district 
of Corktown that sunounds Tiger 
Siadium in the heart of Detroit. 

Friends of the Novi Library wil l 
host Jeff Wattrick, executive 
director of the Old Tiger Stadium 
Conservancy, 7 p.m. Tliesday at 
the Novi Public Library for a 
posl-St. Patrick's Day discussion 
on ihe historic location and its 
5uiT0unding Corktown dislrict, 
along with what the future holds 
for the area. 

Novi resident and former 
Detroit Tigers broadcaster Ernie 
Harwell is also a member of the 
Conservancy, working to preserve 
the stadium for community use 
and historic purposes, 

"One of the reasons they spon­
sor a .series like this is because 
libraries are the ideal place for the 
exchange of ideas. You can go and 
hear other people present ideas 
and ptesent ideas of your own, 
wheiiier in a book discu.ssion or a 
Friends program like this," said 
kaihy Mutch, lecture series host 
for the Friends of the Novi 
Library. "Not only is it broadening 
demographically, but by age range 
and we're getting people from out­
side of Novi who heard about it." 

Corktown is Dehoit's oldest 
neighborhood, originally founded 
by Irish immigrants in the late 
1830s. Although the population 
may no longer have a dominant 
Irish presence, many Irish busi­
nesses still exist there and the

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neighborhood's name is derived 
from many of the immigrants' ori­
gin of Cork County in Ireland. 

Mutch, who is also Novi 
Historical Commission chair, said 
her grandfather lived in Corktown 
and much of the current efforts to 
preserve and revitalize the area are 
in line with her hopes for Novi. 

"I think we can learn a lot from 
a community trying to save their 
community heritage," she said. 

A National Register of Historic 
Places 30-year member, Ihe 
boundaries of Corktown have 
shrunk throughout the years as 
more immigrants moved in and 
city restniciuring took place. The 
region is roughly recognized as 
the one-mile radius surroiInding 
Tiger Stadium's pitcher's mound. 

The stadium, a centerpiece for 
the district of residents that helped 
build Detroit more than a century 
ago, has been at risk for demoli­
tion since the Detroit Tigers 
moved home games to Comerica 
Park in 2000. 

"Shxictures that big, when they 
start to go, they're a huge problem 
for the rest of the community. The 
stadium has always been the cen­
ter of the community in one way 
or another," Mutch said. "When 
something is such a central part of 
the community and now it's aban­
doned, what do you do with it 
when it means so much to the 
community. (The Old Tiger 
Stadium Conservancy wants to) 
make it a catalyst for positive 
change."

Witii g:i.s price.s soaring above 
$3 per gallon, mass Iransporla-
iion is one of llie alternalivcs 
offering environmental benefits 
and pump-pain reductions, just 
not for Novi residents. 

Novi currently does nol offer 
mass iransporialion services. Tlie 
nearesl bus routes run by 
Suburban Mobility Authority for 
Regional Transportation, better 
known as S M A R T , are along 
Haggerty Road or further east. 

"From the November 2006 sta­
tistically-valid survey of Novi resi­
dent perceptions, 98 percent 
responded lhat they used motor­
ized vehicle transportation for 
work. One percent smd they use 
bus or other public tninsportation," 
said Novi City Manager Clay 
Pe;hson. 

However, visitors from neigh­
boring communities heading 
west tow.vdNovi and itsgrowing 
business and medical districts are 
stuck at Ihe end of bus routes at 
12 Mile and Haggerty roads, and 
at 10 Mile Road and Grand River-
Avenue along Haggerty Road. 

Novi isn't ihe only Dehoit sub­
urb (ipting out of participation in 

locations along Grand River 
Avenue ;ind Novi Road. 
• "Circulating transit service ... 
may be of interest to those busi­
nesses to initiate in the future 
The reality of where those enti­
ties are located and the freeway 
network, plus Grand River 
Avenue and the like, may negate 
the financial possibility of hap­
pening," Pearson said. "I'd have 
to say that, by definition, mass 
transportation is a regional met­
ropolitan service." 

Other geogriiphicaiiy iarge 
cities like Livonia and Canton 
also do not participate in the 
S M A R T bus program, which, 
combined with Novi and other 
smaller cities, makes Haggerty 
Road a border stretching from 
West Bloomfield south to 
Romulus, cutting off growing 
cities like South Lyon, Milford 
and the Lakes region from 
involvement in the program.

Senior-only opt ion 

The Senior Transportation pro­
gram provides rides by appoint­
ment for Novi residents 55 and 
older, or physically-challenged 
non-seniors. Every Wednesday at 
11 a.m., a bus takes seniors to a 
different shopping destination, 
such as Target or Meijer. 

A one-way ride within the city 
is $2 and $4 for one-way within a 
iO-mile radius outside the city. 
Round-trip fares are simply 
charged iis the cost of two one­
way trips. 

"A lot of (seniors) like the 
.service because it's door-to-
door," Zagaroli said. "For the 
group that doesn't drive any­
more, we're their life-line." 

The program provided nearly 
11,000 rides from July 1, 2006-
June 30, 20O7 and more lhan 
4,000 rides with its 24/7 subsi­
dized cab prbgram, which gives 
seniors a one-way ride for $4 and 
round-trip ride for $8. 

Zagaroli said the program has 
continually grown since il began 
in 1990. The two drivers and one 
vehicle has grown to 11 drivers, 
jtwo schedulers and seven vehi­
cles as ride requests increased. 

"It's growing and the demand 
is increasing as more people get 
older," she said.

Money i.s oflen a loaded .suh-
jecl, e.s|K'ciaily in ioday'.s econo­
my but Mike Akouri i.s gelling the 
word out 10 Novi l l igti School 
.siudenis about the benefit.s of 

.sm;u1 money management. 
Akouri, a bu.sine.ss teacher at 

the high school, spent the fall 
.femcster.showing students effec­
tive ways to ni;inage their money. 

"The sidebar for the class is 
how well do they know their self. 
ITiere's difi'erent ieveis of risk and 

their goal is to find out where they 
fit," Akouri said. "The three rules 
of the class are to pay yourself 
first, avoid debt and the miracle of 
compound interest." 

Currently teaching one interna­
tional business and two business 
law classes, Akouri taught three 

finance classes last semester. He's 
excited about taking on a new 
round of finance classes this fall. 

"It's my favorite class to leach. 
Tliis is the one class where, any­
one I've ever told what I teach, the 
instant response is, 'I wish I had 
that in high school,'" Akouri said. 
"One of the things 1 press on (stu­
dents) is the one constant is 
they'll be thinking about money 
for the rest of their lives. 

"Habits are learned at an early 
age. Management skills are linked 
to the cell phone and cigarette 
industries. If they get 'em at an 
early age, they have a customer 
for life." 

The same goes for financial 
responsibility, Akouri said. The 
federal curriculum may add 
investment to the reading, writing 
and aridimetic formula in the near 
future to enforce this life lesson. 

The finance classes taught 90 
juniors and seniors about the 
importance of investments and 
starting at an early age, and 
brought in Tyler Ross of Telcom 
Credit Union to spciik on the sub­
ject. 

The class, which has been al 
Novi High School since 2001 and 
wil l be available to sophomores 
this fall, has no prerequisites 
because the lessons are important 
for everyone. 

"1 learned how to manage 
money and about different types 
of stocks, different types of 
investments, like stocks, bonds 

and all lhat. I learned what divi­
dends are and how lo read charts," 
said 16-year-old junior Eric 
Esbrook. "We learned a lot about 
different retirement funds like 
401k, traditional and unlraditional 
IRAs, and mutual funds." 

Educa ted 

Students signed up for the 
finance class for several reasons, 
ranging from an interest in busi­
ness and finance, lo their parents 
suggesting it, to a simple need to 
manage their own accounts belter. 

"I needed help with managing 
my money. I was interested a lol 
in the stock market," said 
Esbrook, who was inspired by 
the course and now seeks a 
career in the slock nhuket. "I 
have my own separate account to 
buy stocks when I turn 18. A 
major component is time. The 
e.uiier you st.irt, the more poten­
tial you have." 

Senior Katie Martinez, 18, said 
her parents, who are both 
accountants, suggested she take 
the class and, although she isn't 
seeking a career in business, she's 
glad she did. 

"1 learned how to manage my 
money and when lo start a retire­
ment account. I started a retire­
ment account when I left the 
class," she said. "When 1 get 
older, I'll know how to nIanage 
my money. It's a good age (to 
learn about finances) because kids 

are just starling to get jobs." ' 
Lauren McCIoskey, a 17-year-

old senior, said the class helped 
her in managing the'money she 
earned in her first year with a job. 

"We learned how to fill out our 
lax return, which was good 
because this was the first year I 
had to do i l because I had a job," 
she said. "I feel safer investing 
money 11 was just really useful 
and he made i l interesting. It was­
n't just lecturing." 

Martinez said Akouri ' used 
approaches including group dis­
cussions and examples students 
could relate to, like buying a vehi­
cle, and die effects of leasing a 
new one. or purchasing a used 
vehicle. 

Senior Jason Jankowski, 18, has 
taken most of the business classes 
offered at the high school and has 
his sights set on a marketing 
career through Westem Michigan 
University. He said the finance 
class helped leach him dlings the 
other business courses hadn't. 

"It really helped you learn how 
to deal with money II kind of 
taught us, when you get a job, the 
different ways to save money. I 
opened up a savings account," 
Jankowski said. "Right now, sen­
iors need to learn how to manage 
their money. A couple of the kids 
I've talked lo take money more 
seriously A lot of the activities 
showed, if you put a little bit away 
from each paycheck, it ' l l eventu­
ally add up."

Parkview third jgradeis recently experienced an 
authentic field trip back in lime Jo the 1890,s, 
thanks to a Target Field Trip Grant. Cindy Kuhn, 
third grade teacher, applied for Ihe grant from 
Target Corporation back in September. The 
Target Field Trip Grant Program, which launched 
in Septemlier 2006, distributed 1,600 grants total­
ing $1.6 million this year to education profession­
als lo help fill gaps, so that teachers may continue 
using the valuable experiential learning gained 
from field trips to enhance students' classroom 
studies. 

With the nation's schools facing increasing budg­
et shortages each yeai', Held trips are often one of 
die first elements eliminated from the curriculum. 

Criteria for the selection of grant recipients 
included: the description of the field trip and its 
objectives, the benefits to students, the tie-in to the 
school curriculum, the number of students who 
would be impacted and the proposed use of 

funds. Funds may be used to cover the cost of 
transportation, entry fees, supplies and equipment, 
and resource materials. Winning field trips must 
take place during the 2008 calendar school year. 

As a cornerstone of the giving program. Target 
educational programs focus on supporting kinder­
garten-12 teachers and classrooms, and eariy 
childhood reading. Target also supports schools 
and education organizations through local grant 
donations. 

The field trip Parkview third graders experi­
enced was a trip back in time to the 1890's at a 
pioneer log cabin. The log cabin was built al 
Bloomfield Hil ls Schools' Nature Center to pro­
vide experiential learning of pioneer l iv ing.

When you rel ire, it would 
be convenient if all y o u r 
expenses were lo "retire" as 
well . But they won't. In fact, 
you' l l likely need between 80-
100 percent of your pre-
relirenient Income to n la in-
tain your standard of living in 
re l i ren ient . A n d you may 
even need more, dejiending 
on what you plan to do dur-
iiij,' your retirement years. So, 
well before you retire, ask 
yoursel f a couple of key t]ues-
l ions: Where wil l the money 
conic from? A n d when can 1 
gel at it? 

Ixt 's take a look at some of 
your likely retirement income 
"pools." along wi lh the rules 
governing withdrawals from 
these sources. 

• 401(k) plan - If you have 
a 401(k) plan a l work, lake 
fu l l advantage of it. Your 
earnings have the potential to 
grow on a tax-deferred basis 
and you typically contribute 
pre-l.'ix dol lais, so the more 
you put in, the lower your 
ad jus ted annua l t;ixable 
income. Generally, you have 
to be a l least 5 9 - 1 / 2 to wi th­
draw money from yoi i r401(k| 
wi thout incurr ing a penalty of 
10 percent of the taxable 
amount of your withdrawal. 
However, you can avoid tlIis 

penalty under the fol lowing 
c i rcumstances: 

1. You leave your employer 
when you are at least 55 or 
you become disabled. 

2. You take a series of 
equal per iodic payments , 
made a l least annual ly, for 
your life or life expeclancy. 

3. Y o u "ro l l over" y o u r 
401|k) withdrawals into an 
IKA. O f course, you may not 
want, or need, lo lap into 
your 401{k) a l either age 55 
or 59-1 / 2 . If that's the case, 
you can leave your account 
alone and , hopefully, watch it 
cont inue to have the poten­
tial to grow. B u i you wil l have 
lo start taking withdrawals 
when you reach 7 0 - 1 / 2 , if 
you haven't already done so. 

• IRA - As is Uie case wLl l 
your 401(k), you will, in most 
cases, have to p;iy a 10 j jertcnl 
tax penalty if you lake dislI i-
bul ions from your IKA before 
age 59 -1 /2 . And you must 
begin taking rcquiied mini­
mum distr ibut ions from a 
Tradit ional 11^ once vou reach 
70 -1 /2 . If you have altotJi 11^. 
you face no mandatory distri­
bution rules, so you never have 
lo touch the money, which 
means 11 can polcnUally grow 
tax-free for years. 

• Socia l Security - You can 

start taking Socia l Securi ty 
when you reach 62, but your

Called Life," "Rc la i iv i i y " and 
"Once and Again." 

When it was announced 
"Quiirtcriife" would be suinging 
Uigedier about 30 cight-minutc Web 
episodes to form a six-cpi.sode season 
for NBC, aciiemcnt g i w bdiind the 
pasi successes of Hefskovitz and 
Zwick's other shows. 

As a 20-som<ahing journalist and 
recent college graduate, a show fd -
lowing six other 20-soniethings 
atxiund in their escapades living 
together and getting through life is 
appealing. The faci that main char-
acier Dylan Krieger (played by 
Bitsie Tulloch) works ai a magazine

Let me clarify, i don't watch 
much television. If there's a big 
sports game or 1 happen to be up 
for Jay Lcno or Conan O'Brien, 
that about does i l . I'm never home 
Tuesday nights because I play in a 
soccer league each week, but l 
made a point to record the debut 
of "Quarteflife" Feh 26 so I could 
watch it the next day. 

l enjoyed the show and was 
ready for the normal Sunday time-
slot lo begin showing the scries. 

It never made il. 
Before a second episode was 

able to air, the show was canceled. 

What the heck? At least let it fin­
ish off lhc six-episode season. 
With the now-finished writer's 
strike slowing things down, renins 
of "Deal or No Deal" and "Law & 
Order" w i l l take the place of 
"Quafterlife" on Sunday evenings. 

The show's one-episode can­
cellation was supported with low 
ratings. Only 3.1 million people 

tuned in when they could've been 
watching "Jericho," " F O X 2 
Prime News." ihen-iop-ranked 
Tennessee's men's basketball loss 
to Vandcrbilt, "Family Guy" or 
any number of other shows. 

The show's cancellalIon is a bit 
disappointing consideiHng how il 
was stuffed into a one-time trial 
slot and not tested out on Sunday 
evenings in its usual slot, which 
would also have had it face off 
with "Family Guy" for ratings. 

Keep in mind that "Family 
G u y " was originally cancieled 
twice hy F O X in 2000 and 2002, 
but is now one of the most-
watched shows on television 

thanks io reruns on Carloon 
Network's Adult Swim, D V D 
sales and a resurgence of new 
episodes on F O X since 20O5. 

"Quarteflife" wasn't given much 
of a chance, as many scries are not. 

If ihe niiings don't come in quick 
and high, many shows may not even 
finish airing a firsi season belbie 
they arc canceled and icplaced wilh 
plentiful fcmns of established sil-
cotns or"reality" shows.

"1 
appniached him with Ihe proposi­
tion ol pulling this road slory 
book liigelher That's how it 
begair" 

The result. Iiowever, wasn't 
what Ryder envisioned, 

hi interviewing Ryder, Mitchell 

quickly realized all the events and 
people that played a role in 
Ryder's life, whether other musi-
ciati.s orplace.s lic's.lived, would­
n't m;ike tlie most compelling of 
storie.s. But ihe more he talked 
with Ryder, the more he learned 
this could be ;i work of art. 

"What he had in mind was 
anecdotes from life on the [•oad. 
Al l the.se litlle 'road stories' as he 
called Iheni," MitchelJ said. "To 
his credit, he said 'it's your book. 
Write il the way you wanl.' " 

And what Mitchell .saw. he .said, 
was sonieoiie akin lo I'orrosl 
Gump: .someone who has wit­
nessed and experienced a number 
of signilicaiil events and individu­
als ihroughotil his life. In lliis 
case, a musician who e.vpcrieneed 
firsthand the highs and lows of the 
change in the music industry. 

"Il's more than just the music. Il 
hecaine part of the soci;d, politi-
c;il, cultural iiiove/iieiils," he s:iid. 

Ryder, admittedly a modesi 
man, .said he enjoys iiow Mitchell 
portrays him and his life. 

" i like the way he starts," said 
Ryder, "it's a very good introduc­
tion. I like the way he talks ;iboul 
the problems lhat 1 encountered. 1 
think it's hard for me lo lake coni-
plimenls, so when they appe:ir in 
Ihe hook, il .seems weird." 

While the hook can be con.sid-
ered a must re;id I'or Ryder'.s fans, 
his place in the changing musical 
world helps npen the book to l':ins 
oi' music and modern Americ;ui 
history. 

"Ryder is your tour guide of tiie 
chiinge.s in Ihc '60s and '7l).s ;iiid 
the music industry," Mitchell said. 

Anyone reading the hook 

.should come away with a better 
understanding of what it's like to 
find fame al .such a young age — 
Ryder was 20 when he first broke 
the Top 10 in the Billboard chart.s. 

"Fame ;uul .success ain't ;dl il'.s 
cracked up to be," Mitchell said. 
"Instant early fame i.s no guaran­
tee of a long, enduring career. 

"f'or a brief period, he was as 
popular as you can gel in thi.s 
country. He wa.s invited to private 
panics with the Bealies. lie was 
ciose to getting a pan in 'In Cold 
Blood'. He almost joined up with 
Jinii Hendrix." 

The Ryder hook, published by 
Wayne Stale University Press, is 
the .second for Mitchell, 47. His 
first book. "Applegate: ["rcedom 
of tlie Press in a Small Town," is 
based on his experiences working 
as editor of a small-town iiew.spa-
per in rural Macomb County. He 
is currently working on hi.s third 
work, "But for the Gnice: Profiles 
in Pe:ice from a Nation al War." 

Your first chance to pick up a 
copy of "It w;is A l l Right: Mitch 
Ryder's Life in Music," will be 
March 22 al the Miehigiin Theater 
in Ann Arbor, where Ryder wil l 
he interviewed by music wxiter 
Giiry Graff before performing.

As a mother of an 8-year--old 
girl, Lisa Baumbicl; feels it 's 
never too early io start dealing 
with ihe issue of self-esteem. 

"There's never not a good lime 
to deal with raising self-esteem 
for a child," Baumbick said. " M y 
daughter, she's in third grade, 1 
think it's a perfect age when 
they're becoIniiig more involved 
with sports, more involved with 
friendships." 

It's reasons such as Baunibick's 
rationale the program Girls on the 
Run International was founded -
to educate and prepare girls for a 
lifetime of self-respect and 
healthy living. 

The non-profit organization is 
designed to help pre-teen girls 
deal with issues such as society, 
peers and parents, wliile training 
for a 5K (3,1 mile) running 
event, 

"It's to enhance the self-esteem 
of these young girls," said 
Mallery Wethers, recreation coor­
dinator for the Novi ["arks, 
Recreation and Forestry 
Department, "It combines train­
ing for a 5K race with doing 
upUfting workouts." 

The Novi Parks, Recreation and 
Forestry Department has part­
nered with Girls on the Run 
International to offer this empow­
ering program to local girls, 
grades three to five. 

"It fits into olir goal here to pro­
mote healthy active lifestyles,': 
Wethers said. "Physical fitness 
can help (girls) in more ways than 
just getting tlieir body the way 
they want it. It can help them to 
de-stress and get a better image of 
themselves. 

"With ihe media out there, they 
get negative images in their mind 

of how they should look and act. 
It's to not only be conscious of 
their-physical appearance, but io 
help ihem build on emotional and 
social skills." 

The international program has 
made a positive impact on the 
menial, social, emotional, spiritu­
al and physical health of thou­
sands of preleen girls. 

"1 think this is a great pro-
graIIi," Baumbick said. "It's not 
only about the athletics of it, it's 
about self-esteem." 

For Bailey Baumbick, 8, it's the 
physical and social aspects of the 
program she's excited for. 

"I 'm looking for\vard to meet­
ing new friends and getting to be 
able to run with my mom (in the 
end)," Bailey said. "My mom is 
always ihe one who gets lo run 
and play with iny sisters when 
I'm not there so it gives me a 
chance to do something she likes 
to do." 

Lisa recently began running 
and believes Bailey wi l l benefit 
from haining with girls her own 
age. 

"I've never run in my whole 
life and I've never been a very 
athletic person," Lisa said. "But 
when you start and feel better 
about yourself, it releases endor­
phins. I want Bailey to enjoy it as 
well." 

Although B.iilcy is actively 
involved in sports, this will be her 
first 5K mnning event. 

On the contrary, 10-year-old 
Leah Quinn experienced her first 
5K at the Turkey Trot last 
November. 

" I 'm running 5Ks with my 
mom, and I want to get better," 
Quinn said. "I'm excited to do the 
next 5K with (her) so I can see 
how much I improved." 

This wil l be the first tirtie Quinn 
has ever trained for an event. 

Get invo lved 

The Girls on the Run Program 
is open to Novi residents, as well 
as non-residents. 

The deadline for registration is 
March 20, and the session begins 
March 31. 

The girls will meet twice a 
week, for 10 weeks to discuss 
common pretecn issues and par­
ticipate in teani-oriented training. 

Acconding to llie Girls on the Run 
International Web site, the objective 
of the program is to reduce the 
potential display of at-risk activities 
among its participants. The goal is 
fewer adolescent pregnancies and 
eating disorders, less depression and 
suicide Jitiempls, as well as fewer 
substance and alcohol abuse prob­
lems and confitintations with the 
juvenile justice system. 

The program will end with a 
5K race June 7, joining.together 
the girls from the Oakland and 
Macomb county programs. 

Wethers, who was a volunteer 
coach for the program while 
attending Central Michigan 
University, said they are still look­
ing for coaches. 

'Tt can help these adults bond 
with these girls," she said. 

Anyone interested in being a 
volunteer coach can contact the 
Novi Parks, Recreation and 
Forestry Department. Coaches 
must be C P R and First-Aid certi­
fied and wi l l be required to go 
through a one-day haining course. 

The City of Novi may also par­
ticipate in Girls on Track in the 
fall, the sister program to Girls on 
ihe Run International, designed 
for middle school-age girls.

House Fan?

nol have a good understanding of what 
are Ihe proper operalions of a whole 
house fan. ll ie best place to slart i.s by 
reading and undcrslanding lhe manu-
faclure'.s manual 

How does a wliiilc liuusc fan ivork? 
When lhe whole house fan is running il 
will draw cool outside air inlo the liv­
ing .-ipaces through open windows. The 
air in (he living space is then pulled 
inlo the attic which in turn pushes the 
hoi attic air out via Ihe attic vents. This 
will help reduce Ihc lemperalure wilhin 
the home and allic .space in an efficient 
manner. Note: Whole liou.sc faa.s and 
air cnndiiioncn, siiould noi be used 
ai ihc same time. The most efficient 
manner lo use a whole house fan is 
when the outdoor lemperalure is a niin-
imuni of five degrees cooler than the 
home's indoor temperature. Not all 
windows need to be opened. Generally 
windows should be o|K'ncd about 5 
inches as desired. It is recommended lo 
open the windows on lhe cooler side of 
Ihe home depending on lhe hour of lhe 
day and the location of the sun. 

is llic whole house fan safe io oper-
aie? 
As a home inspector I have found 
many units wilh unsafe wiring, worn 
belts, .-iiiic insulation over the fan hous­
ing, blocked soffil venl.s, loose/broken 
framing, broi;en lovers, and improper 
fan conlrols. It is recommended that the 
whole house fan be installed on a sepa­
rate electrical circuit, with no other 
cleelrical wiring on Ihc breaker. This 
will allow for proper shut down during 
winter monllis without effecliiig other 
home electrical connections. 

In addilion it is esscniial Io verify the 
proper attic venlilalion system is sized 
properly (amount of .soffit vents and 
roof/ridge vents) lo Ihc whole house 
fan requirements, it is recommended to 
have approximately I - 2 Sq ft. of allic 
ventilation for every Hi) cfm (cubic 
feel per minute) of Ihe fan's airflow. 

As pari of ongoing home mainlenance 
and 10 ensure die whole house fan is 
operating efficienlly and safely, we rec­
ommend having a routine cheek to 
ensure:; 
• aiilc vents are clear of insulaiion 
and other materials 
•proper number of attic vents 
installed 
«ceiling pcneirations info attic arc 
seated, (i.e. light hoxcs, attic iiaich, 
etc.) 
• whuie house fan is properly mount­
ed and in good condition 
• fan blades are protected by a guard 
• Do Ihe blades ivohhle when running 
• Dues the fan vibrate when running 
• Is the licit in good condition 
• Do the ran louvers uperaic properly 
• Ensure fan controls are out of 
reach or small children io avoid acci­
dental operaiion of fan timi could 
lead to unsafe eondiiions in iiie home 
• Backdrafling can occur if ihJ whole 
house fan is not used properly, with 
windows opened. If ihc windows arc 
not opened or llic aitic.dose nol iiavc 
ihe proper vcniii,iiion then com-
buslibic appiianci-s, such as hot 
wafer tanks, gas dryers, and llre-
placcs. may create a risk or hack-
drafting, niis could lead lo carbon 
niono.Kidc cnfering Ihe home. 
• Install carbon inono.iidc dcieciors 
in ilie main living and sleeping areas 
io provide family safety and proiec-
iion. 

To avoid cold air leaks during winter 
monihs, we recommend the fan be 
properly scaled. Place a piece of tape 
over Ihe wall switch control for the fan 
and tag Ihe breaker in Ihe electrical 
panel as being for the whole house fan. 
This will help you remember to clear 
the fan's insulation seal prior to using 
the fan in Ihe spring time of the year. 
Do nol to operate lhc whole house fan 
in winter months or prior to clearing 
the whole hou.se fan insulation seal.

LATEST TECHNIQUES 
The experience and (raining has 

enabled Howard and Todd io reach oui lo 
ihe laicsi iechniqu6s as a means for pro­
viding the besi p.iiient eye ireaimeni pro-
gratfis. 

Here is a list of some of ihe laiesi pro­
cedures and products. . 

Custom Monovision L A S l K - This 
laser surgery procedure was approved by 
the U.S. FDA last year. It is ihe process of 
correcting one eye for distance vision and 
one eye for near vision io reduce the need 
for reading glasses or bifocals for paiienis 
affected by presbyopia, which is ihe 
inability of the eye to focus on near 
objecis. 'This is useful for paiienis 40 
yeiu-s and older," said Howaid. 

Whereas in the pasi, monovision Lasik 
was performed using normal "ablation" 
procedures, monovision L A S l K can now 
be performed using a custom "wavefroni" 
procedure, which creates a more accurate 
"fingerprini" of ihe paiieni's vision io 
^iiidc ihe laser during surgery, commonly 
resulting in a more accuraie ouicome. 

Laser Sub-epithelial Keratomileusis 
( LASEK) Eye Surgery - This procedure 
differs from L A S l K surgery in ihai it does 
noi involve cutting and repositioning a 
flap to perform reshaping of the cornea. 
"Wc create a flap wiihoui cuiting," 
Howard said. "We use special medicaiions 
which soften the surface of ihe cornea. 
The medicaiions allow us io genily creaie 
pscudoflap before laser vision correction. 
This often works well with paiienis who 
weren't good candidates for laser eye sur­
gery in ihe past." 

AcrySof " R e S T O R " Asphcric Lens -
Tliis lens allows for correciing distance 
and near vision. The aspheric iechnology 
cuis down on disioriions and glare, which

were common wiih previous lens 
implants, used after cataract surgery, In 
ihe pasi, a majoriiy of paiienis who under-
weni caiiiraci surgery received monofociil 
lens implanis. While ihese lenses may 
have successfully correcied disiance 
vision, iiiey did noi provide funciional 
near vision. "This procedure is noi only 
recommended for caiaraci paiienis bui for 
anyone who wanis io see up close and ai a 
disiance," said Todd. 

Endoscopic CycloPhotocoagulation 
(ECP) - This procedure involves liiser 
treatment of ihe ciliary body of lhe eye, 
which creates fluid. This reduces fluid 
production ihai in ium, reduces inira-ocu-
lar pressure. The procedure can be per­
formed during caiaraci surgery and "only 
lakes an exira five minuies," said Howard. 
2 C P allows ihe surgeons ai Adelson Eye 
& Laser Cenier to view ihe area through 
an endoscopic camera, which aids in ihe 
very precise placemeni of the laser beam 
used for ireaimeni. 

FreshKotc Lubricant Eye Drops -
While ihis is noi a procedure, ii is a prod­
uct available through Adelson Eye & 
Laser Cenier, which is a new treatment for 
people suffering from dry eyes. "A lot of 

people suffer from dry eye," said Todd. 
"These drops ireai all ihree layers of ihe 
iearfilm."
