"There's more to a person tli;ui 
wh;it they're going through," he 
said. "People probably come here 
because of cancer but that le;ids 
lo discovery." 

Wlieliier or not a person is in 
the midst of illness, the center 
aims lo help them find ;i way to 
led like a whole person. 

"We don't discriminate against 
people wiio don't have cancer, we 
arc all going lo be touched by can­

cer some way," Weissman said. 
"People who get cancer and their 
families ;u-e profoundly changed 
;ind are very empowered about 
how to make it bctier." 

Programs offered al the 
Providence Center for the Healing 
Arts include yoga, meditation, art 
classes, knitting, massage therapy 
and a cooking class sponsored by 
the Cancer Project, a national 
organization dedicated to promot­
ing nutrition for cancer prevention 
and survival. 

"We have a number of pro­
grams here and participating in 
any of these classes puts you 
inimedialely in the pre.sent 

moment," Tester said. "I think a 
lot of people are stressed and the 
healing arts are here to help thai. 

"We're open to everybody. 
Anyone benefits from the healing

Another aspect of the healing 
.irts center is the art gallery. 

"We feature an arlisi every 
month, or every other," Tester 
said. "It's (the artwork) got lo be 
in.spiring in some way, but il does­
n't have to relate to cancer."

plant on Wixom Road that closed 
in 2006. 

The Sl-ycir-old interchange 
will get a full overhaul in tliree 
phases this ye:ir. This first phase 
will focus on completing the east 
side of die interchange by late July 

Grubbs said a lot of the soccer 
players coming to Total Soccer 
travel westbound from Novi , 
Livonia and other Detroit sub­
urbs, making the eastern portion 
of the project the most ideal for 
the first round of completion. 

The second phase of the proj­
ect will run from July lo late 
November or early December as 
the western portion of the inter­
change is constructed. The final 
phase wil l lake place Apr i l 
through June of 2009 as lighting, 
final restoration and conslniclion 
of a Park-n-Ride lot at 12 Mile 
and Beck roads are installed. 

Al l three lanes in each direc­
tion will remain open on 1-96. 
One lane in each direction on 
Wixom Road wil l also remain 
open to all for the purpose of 
allowing fire and medical 
respondents to reach the senior 
center on Grand River Avenue, 
west of Wixom Road, as quickly 
as possible. 
. During the firsi two phases of 
construction, motorists will have 
to enter and exit 1-96 east at Beck 

Road or west at Milford Road by 
traveling down detours along 
West Road and Grand River 
Avenue. 

Long-term aid 

Skip Boilore, a Highland resi­
dent and 19-year owner of 
Wixom Dry Cleaners, said con-
stmclion al Old Wixom Road, 
Wixom Ro.id .ind Pontiac Trail 
helped ease his customers' driv­
ing problems. 

"1 was losing customers like 
crazy because they couldn't get 
to Old Wixom Road," he said. 

In a similar fashion, Wixom 
Road will be widened between 1-
96 and Grand River Avenue, eas­
ing congestion traffic for cus­
tomers turning out of businesses. 
The project will also add a righi-
tum lane for northbound drivers 
on Grand River Avenue and a 
"rounding off' of all four comers 
at Wixom Road and Grand River 
Avenue to prevent trucks and 
buses from riding up on the curb 
as ihey turn. 

"People arc going to be able to 
get in and out of here more," said 
Boilore at the informational ses­
sion while pointing to a diagram 

of businesses along Wixom 
Ro.id, south of 1-96. 

Boilore, who also chairs 
Wixom's Downtown 
Development Authority, said he 
doesn't anticipate heavy conges­
tion along Wixom R M d during 
the project. 

"Ninety percent of UTiffic gets 
on the freeway. The olher 10 per­
cent goes through. It's a matter of 
a week, two weeks, and people 
will find out the best detour for 
them. 1 think a lot of people wil l 
come down Milford Road," he 
said. "1 just don't like the time 
frame. It takes forever to build 
things." 

Also affected by the project 
will be Detroit Catholic Central 
High School in Novi . Located 
one mile south of the inter­
change, many staff and students 
use die Wixom Road exit as they 
travel from Plymouth, 
Northville, Livonia and Novi . 
The school's locafion is expected 
to force staff and students to use 
the Beck Road interchange and 
take 11 Mi le Road to Wixom 
Road and wrap around the "back 
door" to avoid a mess of con-
sUiIction cones during the spring 
and fall.

Now, with a congregation of 
about 25 people and no perma­
nent facility, GracePointe 
Presbyterian church is holding

"It's our location for now, for at 
least the next year." said Sleeth, 
noting council chambers is not 
available Easier Sunday, so he will 
be performing a service at the 
Crowne Plaza Hotel. "We're going 
to be there (Civic Center) weekly, 
except for Easter Sunday." 

During 2007, Sleeth used the 
amphitheater at the Crowne Plaza 

Hotel for Sunday service, but 
recently fell it was lime for a 
change. 

"We felt like, for the future, we 
wanted to be going lo liic next 
level," he said. "This better 

• matched our next phase." 
Council chanibers'is available to 

rent and GracePointe Presbyterian 
is not the first church to take advan­
tage of the Civic Center facilities. 

"We've had churches rent space 
before for services," said Novi 
Parks, Recreation and Forestry 
Director Randy Auler. "U's a way 
for diem to build their church con­
gregation. It's what these facilities 
are for, community use." 

Surrounding communities, 
such as Farmington Hills and 
Northville, said religious organi­
zations don't tend to rent their city 
hall facilities, but rather their 
community centers. 

GracePointe has reserved coun­
cil chambers through 2008, which 
will generate about $11,000 in 
revenue for the city. 

Olher religious organizations 
that have utilized the Civic 
Center's facilities include 
Christian Congregation, Spirit 
Group, Sal Baba, Cornerstone 
Church and Oak Pointe Church. 

"The Civic Center was perfect 
because it was very important for 
me to meet .somewhere in tlie cul­
tural hub of Novi and how appro­

priate we are meeting in one of 
the key places," Sleeth said. 
"We're blessing the room where 
decisions are made for the city." 

Community invo lvement 

Alihough GracePointe 
Presbyterian is a Bible-based 
denomination, its concept is very 
unique, in comparison to other 
churches. 

"We're going to be a complete­
ly different church from the 
churches that currently exist," 
Sleeth said. "We're not a church 
that wanis to be the nice church 
on the hill that says 'come to us.' 
We're out in the community 
because we want to be dioroughly 
involved with their life." 

GracePointe Presbyterian will 
offer nursery and children's 
church during Sunday services 
and, starting Apr i l 17, adult Bible 
study and "Discovery Club" chil­
dren's ministry wil l be offered at 
Parkview Elementary School. 

The church is also trying to tar­
get different groups through cof­
fee house concerts and a Hispanic 
ministry. 

"We're starting with a core 
group of 25-30 (people)," Sleedl 
said. "Our goal is not to be a huge 
church, our goal is actually to 
plant churches. We' l l be looking 
to start more churches in the 

metro Detroit area." 
GracePointe Presbyterian 

Church is a branch of the 
Presbyterian Church in America 
denojnination. 

"We're the second largest 
Presbyterian denomination in the 
country," Sleeth said. 

Pas tor ' s story 

Sleeth had spent 10 years build­
ing a church from the ground up 
in southern Maryland before 
heading to the Midwest. 

"Everything 1 am doing now 
had its initial seedlings wilh the 
other church," he said. 

Aldiough Sleeth knew he want­
ed lo start another Presbyterian 
church, the location was an uncer­
tainty, until he visited Novi. 

"The thing thai initially drew 
me was the 10 Mile corridor, from 
Novi Road to Lyon Township," 
Sleeth said. "We have a genuine 
love for this community." 

Wilh his wife and four kids, 
Sleeth spent 2006 getting to know 
people and making a name for 
himself in the community 

Sleeth has been in ministry for 
15 years and ordained for 11 years. 

For the past nine years, he has 
been working on his doctorate and 
dissertation "Small Churches, 
Starting Churches." 

Sleeth plans to graduate in May.

C a r p a r t t h e f t s i n c r e a s e

As the price of metal rises, cat­
alytic converters are becoming 
jliore in danger of theft. 

Located on the underside of a 
vehicle, the catalytic converter is 
an anti-pollution device in an 
autoinofivc exhaust system. 

According to Novi Police Chief 
David Molloy, theft of catalytic 
converters is on the rise in metro-
Detroit due lo the precious meials 
the car part contains. 

"They're cutting them off and 
taking them to scrap yards where 
they are removing ilicsc precious 
metals and selling (them)," he said. 

Catalytic converters contain 
plaiinum, palladium and rhodium. 

Molloy said ihe value of plat­
inum is cuirenlly about $1,200 
per ounce, palladium is about 
$320 per ounce and rhodium is 
aboul $6,400 per ounce. 

According lo Novi police 
reports, theie were Iwo incidents 
of attempted theft of catalyiic 
converters earlier ihis month.

"Any items of value have to be 
locked inside a person's trunk.

Not 
necessarily hecau.se the fees for 
renewal and initial application are 
the same and I don't think the 
same amount of work is 
involved." 

Although the decrea.se is signif­
icant, ma.s.sage busine.s.ses arc still 
suffering ;ui o\'erall increase of 
200 percent in comparison lo last 
yc;ir's ;iruiual fees. 

'i'he initiiil iiicrc:ise that was 
iipprovcd bv council ;ind went 
into effect' March 19, 2007, 
included a $500 massage busi­
ness renewal fee, a SlOO massage 
Iherapist renew;il fee, a S20 busi­
ness registration fee and added a 
$10 applicant background check 
fee. 

According to city officials, the 
new fees were adopted to cover 
the costs incurred by city staff 
(luring the license renewal 
process, which is eslimalcd to 
cost the city 5519. 

The ordinance review commit­
tee was abie to modify ihe 
required annual inspections for 
massage businesses, therefore 
cutting co.sts. 

"We restruclured how ihe 
inspections take place," said 
Mayor Pro Tem Kim Capcllo. 

If the second reading of the res­
olution is approved, a massage 
business will pay annual fees of 
$250 for the license and $45 for 
each massage therapist employed 
at ihe establishment. 

"In terms of the fees, I diink 
they made a good base effort to 
come lo a change," Dumbrigue 
said. "Bui I feel like there is still 
some pretty pertinent issues thai 
need to be addressed." 

Sonic of the issues Dumbrigue 
referred to include prohibiting an 
establishment from having lock-
able doors on its m,xssage rooms, 
even if used for theft prevention, 
and the requirement of annual 
communicable disease examina­
tions. 

"As far as 1 know, we have no 
illegitiimuc businesses in ihe 
city." Landry said. "1 think there is 
a reason for lhat, and the reason is 
our ordinance."

We both had the same idea, but 
she aheady had It started." 

Payne returned to Russia in 
2006 and 2007 to help nin one of 
two orphanages in Kostroma 
while Higgins-Rosebrook han­
dled matters at Svirstroy. 
Kostroma had about 21 children 
and Svirstroy had 75. 

This summer, Payne wil l have 
to deal with three orphanages and 
about 115 kids. 

Mo re Invohrml 

Now the director of orphanage 

program development for 
Kostroma Kids and for Children 
of Sosnovaya Street, Payne said 
there are 700,000 orphans in 
Russia, and the Web site he devel­
oped for the program lists several 
shocking statisdcs about those 
kids. 

"Statistics show thai these 
children have a one in 10 chance 
of becoming a funciional mem­
ber of society. The rest are lost to 
drugs, alcohol, crime, prostitu­
tion and suicide, with many of 
them living on the streets. Within 
the first year of leaving the 
orphanage, often as early as 15 
years old. 30 percent become 
addicted to diugs or alcohol, SO 
percent comniit a crime or are 
prostituted, lO percent commit 
suicide and 40 percent become 

homeless," 
www.geocities.com/kostromakIds 
states. 

According to Payne, most of 
the childien in die orphanages are 
males around ages 15-16. 

"They don't have parental 
involvement and don't have a 
bright future. They only get 
through an eighth-grade educa­
tion and- they're out on the 
streets," he said. "The orphanage 
problem began after World War l. 
There's 1.4 million kids on die 
street 

"There's a big alcohol problem. 
Many have been taken away from 
their parents similar to the foster 
system. Many have been abused 
physically, sexually or boUI." 

Payne said more Russian chil­
dren are adopted by U S . fanIilies 

than Russian families, largely due 
lo a stigma where Russian men 
don't want to raise anodier per­
son's child. After age 4, adoptions 
in Russia are harder to do. 

Although his involvement has 
growif over the years, Payne 
knows he can't do it all. He just 
tries to make it fun for the kids 
while he's diere and diis summer, 
fellow Novi Meadows teacher 
Tom Michalski wi l l join him. 

"They have a chance to have 
what we'd call a normal monUi. 
Our job is really just to work 
directly widi die kids and make 
diem feel good about diemselves 
and that someone cares." Payne 
said. "They don't know a lick of 
English, but diere's a k id who 
comes up and rambles on in 
Russian. I tell him I don't under­

stand and he just goes on. Having 
someone listen lo lhem means a 
lot to them." 

Sparse funding 

Payne's charily draws most of 
its funding from private. Indi­
vidual donors, friends, family 
and Payne himself. The lone 
organization donating to 
Kostroma Kids has been the 
Novi Rotary Club, which donat­
ed $2,500 March 13 and other 
funds in prior years. Payne aims 
to raise SI0,000-$ 15,000 each 
year for the program to provide 
the kids with different oppoituni-
ties and items beyond the basic 
needs. 

" A lot of that (food, clothing, 
shelter) is provided by the 

Russian govemmeni. Our focus is 
really beyond those necessities," 
he said. 

With the U.S. dollar losing 
value, Payne said it has made 
things harder 

"It was. 30 rubles to die dollar. 
Now it's less than 24," he said. 
"We're really getting killed on the 
exchange rate." 

Payne has two fundraisers 
planned for Kostroma Kids diis 
spring.

Wilh annual fees previously 
totaling $110, massage thera­
pists and business owners 
have been contesting the 
increase since December 
when some received bil ls as 
high as ,$630. 

And Counc i l l istened. 
MciilbeLs did their homework 
and came up with an equitable 
compromise. 

The amended ordinance 
wil l lower ihe iilassage thera­
pist fee by 55 percent, while 
massage businesses w i l l .see a 
50 percent reduction in their 
annual renewiil fee. The group 
was contesting overall 

increases totaling almost 500 
percent.

While f do not intend to try lo 
appear on the opinion page every 
week, I couldn't wait to respond 
to George and Kathy Bilowus let­
ter on ihe Fuerst Farm. Their 
obvious desire to preserve some 
green space and history, and the 
urge to communicate this to otli-
ers, is exactly what compelled me 
to take action in Novi 12 years 
ago. 

At that time, we had a city 
council that wanted a municipal 
golf course. They proposed to 
build it on property purchased 
with voter approved bonds, how­
ever, no one ever mentioned a 
golf course before we approved 
Ihe bonds. 

The crown jewel of the proper­
ty being purchased with these 
voter approved dollars was the 
Novi tree farm. This was like a 
dream come true, a chance to 

save it before the developers got 
it. After following Novi News 
reports as Council moved toward 
a municipal golf course, I decid­
ed 10 show them not everyone 
thought this was such a good 
idea. I did this, with other citi­
zens, through petitions, docu­
menting lack of public notice of 
meetings and speakers before 
Council. 

They ignored our efforts for 
public hearings, they even spent 
$10,000 for a feasibility stiidy for 
a golf course without knowing if 
Ihc people wanted one. This 
effort began in 1996, in 1999 we 
(volunteers like myselQ proposed 
to let the voters decide by pliicing 
a charter amendment on the bal­
lot. This was done with petition 
signatures totaling some 2,000. 

The end result of Ihe election 
that year was a new mayor and 
two new members of council all 
backing our charter amendment 
and Ihe aniendraenl received 
more votes than any candidate.

I am following wi th great 
interest the Novi Board of 
Education's d iscuss ion of an 
International Baccalaureate 
program. Every Novi taxpay­
er should be fol lowing Uiis 
Issue closely. 

The premise is that an IB 
program would be good for 
Novi students - and a "prod­
uct differentiator" in helping 
attract addit ional enrollment 
to Novi from other school dis­
tricts. (It should be noted 
that this same premise was 
used when Novi Schools 
agreed lo pay b ig dollars for 
addi t ional fu l l -day k inder­
garten c lasses , . Yet, t t h i s 
"product differentiator" has 
had no signif icant effect on 
Novi's student enrollment). 

Clearly, I support investi­
gating the benefits of any 
new academic program that 
wil l benefit Novi students. 
Recall that we recently cut 
$3 mil l ion from the 2007-08 
fiscal budget. More cuts are 
expected In the upcoming 
school year. D u r i n g these 
very tight economic t imes, we 
should consider the follow­
ing: 

• If ive add an academic 
program (IB or any th ing 

else], what prograni(s) needs 
to be cut to afford this add i ­
t ional expense? Do we e l imi­
nate more from special edu­
cation support services? Cu t 
literary special ists at the ele­
mentary level? Lay off more 
folks f rom custodial servic­
es? Do we finally look at 
e l iminat ing block schedul ing 
from the high school? Do we 
sell the unused Bosco prop­
erty? 

• H o w m u c h does the 
Implementation of IB cost? 
Shouldn' t we, as taxpayers 
know how much this pro­
gram costs before we start 
t raining personnel?,:.Why is 
this Issue being fast-tracked 
through our school board 
with Uttle debate? Why is 
only one trustee a s k i n g 
tough questions (and getting 
unc lear answers]? There 
was more debate d u r i n g 
three board meetings in late 
2007 when the issue of 
Webcast ing board meetings 
for the community was dis­
cussed (a simple $700 per 
year budget item).

Is t l iat what we want for 
our Novi students? 

Currently,."Novi;,Schools'! 
are u s i n g Ti t le II-Federal 
Grant Funds (our tax dollars) 
to t rain teachers on the IB 
program. Is this a good use of 
ou r federal funds? Budget 
do l la rs are tight. School 
admin is t ra to rs constant ly 
remind the publ ic about the 
budget problem. So. could 
we use these grant funds for 
a different educational prior­
i ty - perhaps enhancing 
read ing and wr i t ing pro­
g rams at the elementary 
level? 

• The IB cu r r i cu lum is 
directed by an arm of the

15th Amendment to the U .S . 

Const i tut ion 

March 3 0 , 1 8 7 0 

What a difference 138 years 
inake. On March 30, 1870, 83 
years after the adoption of ihe 
U.S. Constitut ion, the I5th 
Amendment to ihe U.S. 
Constitution was adopted. Fast 
forward 138 years and it is pos­
sible that an African American 
may become ihe 44th President 
of the United States. How time' 
f l ies when you are being 
denied. 

The irony of the ratification of 
the 15th Amendment to the 
Constitution during 1869 is that it 
was enacted along party lines. But 
not as the racial politics break 
down In the 21st century, with the 
Democratic Party capturing the 
majority of the Black vole. No, in 
1869 Republicans primarily sup­
ported the amendment and 
Democrats mostly opposed it. 
What a difference 138 years 
make. 

If it were not for the black 
vote in 1868, the Republican 
presidential candidate, Ulysses 
S. Grant, would have lost the 
popular vote. To put it suc­
cinctly, without the black vote. 
Gen. Grant might have lost the 

election. The Republicans were 
not going to leave future elec­
tions to chance - they were 
going to give the former slaves 
the right to vote as a means of 
maintaining their control. They 
were the Kar l Rove's o f their 
day - doing whatever was nec­
essary in order to hold on to 
power. 

While there was some ideal­
ism and sense of justice from 
Democrats and Republicans for 
equal rights that prompted this 
amendment, it wa.s eqtIally. i f 
not more so, done as a counter­
weight against a Democratic 
Paily that was making electoral 
gains across the South. Many 
believe that the main impetus 
behind the 15th Amendment 
was the Republican goal to 
entrench its political power in 
both the North and the South. 
Black votes would help accom­
plish that end. 

Let's remember that passing 
laws are only part of any battle.' 
While the 15th Amendment was 
passed, there were still tremen­
dous efforts to deny black peo­
ple the right to vote in this coun-
\iy for nearly another 100 years. 
There were efforts of voter 
intimidation, pol l taxes, the 
establishment of grandfather 
clauses, (i.e., yoil could vote if 
your grandfather did), property 
ownership clauses and literacy 
tests to tIy to circumvent the law 
and prevent the "negro" the 
right to vote, thereby disenfran­
chising blaclcs. 

Republicans regarded the 
15th Amendment as the crown­
ing achievement of reconstruc­
tion after the C iv i l War. 

Today, we can see the result 
o f providing a l l the tools that

our founding fathers called for 
when they wrote the 
Constitution of the United 
States of America that was 
adopted on September 17, 
1787. 

The Founding Fathers were 
far from perfect. They were 
unable to f ind an acceptable 
compromise on the issue of 
slavery, which divided the 
colonies and was thwarting an 
agreement on the remainder of 
the Constitution. Accordingly, 
they made the decision to keep 
the status quo, leaving people 
enslaved and k ick ing the 
tough issue down the road for 
future generations to solve. It 
would take the passage of the 
Voting Rights Act of 1965, 
178 years after the adoption of 
the Constitut ion, before the 
majority of Afr ican Americans 
in the South were registered to 
vote. 

Today an African American, 
Sen. Barack Obama, is poised 
to become our next president. 
We have reason to stand tall as 
Americans as we continue to 
act out our forefathers' 
dream - of a countfy where all 
men and women are created 
equal. 

Il has taken many years, a 
Civ i l War, countless struggles, 
sacrifices, lost lives, political 
machinations and the 
Constitution-being amended 17 
times, besides tiie 10 included in 
the B i l l of Rights, to get to this 
point today. 

Today, Sen. Obama is the 
exclamation point on a great 
experiment o f self govern­
ment: the Uni ted States of 
America.
