"Economically, we'd save 
money, it's on Ihe bailot lo not 
only make part-time, bui elimi­
nate Icrni limits.

Third term, they're looking for 
anoiher job, preferring elected.

Andrea (Afidi) O'Connell never 
look a single day of her life for 
granted. Stie lived, loved, laughed 
and looked good while doing ii. 

But on July 31,2007, ai the age 
of 40. the South Lyon resident lost 
a 21--year fight againsi adenoid 
cystic carcinoma. 

The foundat ion 

Gone, but never forgotten, Audi 
serves as inspiralion in the flghi 
against A C C , a rare form of can­
cer. 

About tiiree months after losing 
the love of his life, Andi's hus­
band, Mike O'Connell, a Novi 
High School graduate, and their 
three children T^ler, 14; 
Gabrielle, t i ; and Olivia, 8, 
incorporated The Live Like Andi 
Foundation, 

"She didn't want a foundation 
based on her, but now she doesn't 
have a say in it,'!, Mike said. "This 
is kind of helping fill the void and 
do something positive." 

The foundation wiis established 
to raise money to fund research of 
A C C , which currently receives no 
governmental funding. 

For its first fund-raising event, 
the foundation is hosting a walk, 
run and fashion walk Saturday, 
Apr i l 12, at Detroit Catholic 
Central High School in Novi. 

Participants who pre-register 
by Apri l 8 will receive a $5 dis­
count and those who pre-register 
by this Saturday will be guaran­
teed a free T-shirt. 

Money raised at the event will 
not only benefit the Adenoid Cystic 
Carcinoma Research Foundation, 
tjyj wil l provide scholarships at^ 
Tourdifferehf-fiigbsch'bols:'-' . '

donations," Mike said. 
The scholarships are earmarked 

for Mike's ahna mater, Novi High 
School; Andi's alma mater, 
Richmond High School, in 
Richmond, Ind.; Detroit Catholic 
Cenh-al, where Tyler goes to school;

honor of their hometown.; 

"Scholarships will be set up to 
support high school kids who 
have overcome obstacles and 
.idversities in life with a positive 
altitude (like Andi)," Mike said.

Participants of the first annual 
Live Like Andi Run wil l have the 
option of a 1-mile Fun Run, lOK 
run or 51C walk or run, beginning 
at Detroit Catholic Central on 
Wixom Road. 

Ironically, those who knew 
Andi, understood fashion was 
more important to her then exer­
cise. 

"Ca l l me when they have a .5K 
and I'll do that one," Andi used to 
say to Mike. 

So, in honor of Andi, (he event 
includes a 400-meter Fashion 
Walk for participants to end the 
day in style. 

Andi , who was referred to by 
her nurses as their 'fashionable 
patient,' was always dressed to the 
nines. 

Ladies are encouraged to wear 
high-heels, fashionable tennis 
shoes, boas or cheetah print cloth­
ing as they walk around the track 
sipping water out of champagne 
and marlini glasses. 

"She called cheetah a color, and 
when she couldn't wear heels 
anymore, she wanted fashionable 
tennis slioes," said Michele King, 
one 'of Andi's best friends. "She 
never quit shopping." 

Aside from Mike and their 
three kids, Andi's biggest sup­
porters were her parents, Terry 
and Julia; her brothers, Brian and 
Jeff; and her three best friends, 
Michele, Sherry and Teresa. 

"Andrea called her mom every 
day <it 8:30 a.m.," Mike said. "She 
just profo'(jficllyftaucrf(id(So manjji';

At the age of 19, Andi was 
diagnosed with A C C , a rare, slow 
growing form of cancer,, .iive^^g-
ing 600neW cases each year ifi the 
United States. « 1 * 

"It's a limited disease that does­

n't affect a ton of people, biit, for 
the people it does affect, it's dev­
astating," Mike said. 

Although the average life 
expectancy for an ACC patient is 
five to seven years, Andi defied 
the odds, all the while with a 
.smile on her face. 

"She celebrated the battle," 
King said. "Andi was so positive, 
she wasn't afraid of death." 

According lo Mike, Andi treat­
ed cancer as if it were her job, her 
lot in life. 

"Every time she took chemo it 
was never with huge hopes," he 
said. "She just figured she had to 

.Jj[((;jief chances. She looked a L 
' evcf^thing like it was an opportu-

Even down to her last surgery 

when she had seven brain tumors 
removed, Andi believed it was an 
opportunity for research to be 
conducted and requested the 
largest tumor, which was about 
the size of a peach, be analyzed. 

"She was very proactive about 
taking treatment," King said. 
"She'd say "I won't regret trying, 
but I'd regret not trying.' She 
always worried about how it 
affected everyone else." 

Although the cancer was never 
gone, and there was never proof die 

treatments or surgeries would work, 
Andi underwent seven life-threat-' 
cning surgeries, endured more than 
100 rounds of radiation and was 
injected widi 18 different types of 
chemodierapy more than 200 times. 

"We sincerely believed that 
every time she went into the hos­
pital, she was going to come out," 
Mike said. "Her biggest fear was 
how everyone was dealing with 
what she was going through or 
how everyone would cope when 
she was gone."

lo or fit inui your seat. 

I'eopie in wheelchairs have 
dealt with this problem for ages, 
oflr;n opting oul of attending pub­
lic ovcnLs. 

A recent agreement between 
Novi-based Michigan P;iraly/ed 
Veterans of America and the 
University of Michigan will 
change things however, and make 
more seat.s available at Michigan 
Stadium, better known as the Big 
House, throughout lhe course of 
Ihe nexl two yeiu-s. 

"Wc believe this agreement wiii 
have universal Impiicalions," said 
Michael liarris, executive director 
of the Paralyzed Veterans of 
America's Michigan chapter. "Wc 
think it's a win-win for everyone. 
I ihink the university, we set a 
precedent for acce,s.siiiilily." 

Currently, Michigan Siadium 
ha.s 81 handicap-accessible seals. 
By the sljirl of the 2()()8 season, 
Ihe .si.idiuni will have 177 handi­
cap scats and i2'). plus compan­
ion sealing for each, by lhe start 
of lhe 20IO.sc:Lson. 

"The law requires i percent. It 
w:is unrealistic to have them put 
in lhal many because the demand 
wouldn't lie there for i,000,'' 
Harris said. "In 2010, both .sides 
wili review the agrcenienl." 

Aside from providing addilion-
ai sealing. H;irris said the organi­
zation's goal was to offer options 
to football patrons. 

"The seating has to be dis­
persed throughout the seating 
bowl and have price ranges," he 
said. "You don't get the same 
experience when you're so far 
away from the field." 

By die 2010 .sciison. handicap-
accessible sealing wili be available 
in most sections of die stadium, 
including the student section. 
Sealing nol u.sed would be made 
;iv;iilable for non-handicapped fans. 

"Wc ensured wheelchair seat­
ing is available in the student sec-
lion. A lot of the time, it's in the 
less desirable locations," Harris 
said. "The sludenis were really in 
our corner." 

The discussion reached a 
happy ending before things got 
ugly, 'ihc MPVA filed a com­
plaint in federal court in April 
2007 against the university and 
the issue picked up when the 
United Stales departments of 
Educaiion and Justice aligned 
Ihcmseivcs wilh the MPVA iast 
November. 

"Wc were able to settle this 
before we went lo trial. We were 
happy lo resolve it before it went 
to trial," Harris said. "They're 
going 10 have to assure their bath­
rooms are accessible, conccssion.s 
and you can gel to the sealing. 
From Ihe time you park your vehi­
cle in a handicap spot to ihe time 
you get lo your seal without archi­
tectural bjyriers." 

Although the MPVA fought for 
the Americans wilh Disabilities 
Act lo he honored for proper 
accommodations al Michigan 
Siadium, Harris said the group 
doesn't pl.an on confronting other 

- universities unless they hear com­
plaints from patrons of those 
schools. 

Mul t id imens iona l 

The MPVA is primarily 
focused on making sure veterans 
with paralyzing spinal cord 
injuries receive their veterans 
affairs health benefits. They also 
work with communities to ensure 
new structures are wheelchair 
accessible. 
"1 would say die majority of die 

calls 1 get are from non-veterans. 
We work with communities and it 
relates to government entities 
when it conies to designing build­
ings," Harris said. "The main 
focus we have as an organization 
widi spinal cord paralyzed veter­
ans, mainly honorable, is to make 
sure they're getung dieir benefits." 

The MPVA helps veterans with 
non-service injuries as well. 
Harris is a veteran of die Marine 
Corps., but he sustained a .spinal 
cord injury afterward, in 1986, 
when he was in a non-service 
automobile accident. Since then, 
he has worked wilh lhe MPVA 
and die local community to pro­
mote acccs.sibilily for diose in 
wheelchairs. 

"We have a good working rela-

for state representative' this 
November, said tlic lOO-day lim-
itaiion proposal needs to be evjil-
ualcd, whether It would be 
lumped into the firsl half of liie 
year or spread oul throughout the 
entire year. 

"If you're there Januiiry 
Ihrough May, and someone calls 
in Seplembei-, what do you do 
then? I have concern wilh the 
first 100 days, but what arc you 
going to do vvith Ihe rest of the 
year," he said. "I think (icople 
expect service year-round." 

Downey said the need for a 
different legislative arrangement 
stems from its ability to pcrl'onn. 

"I've been disappoinied wiih 
what nur stale legislation has 
been doing for years. There are 
enough people in Ihis siaie, we 
should be able lo pul a good 
group in Ihere. l think we need 
more efficiency and less pani-
,san.ship. We need a reform iiiid 
this is one step in that dircciion," 
he said. 

Sen. Nancy Cnssis (R-Novi) is 
concerned with who would be 
filling the seals in the Capitol 
Building if a pari-timc legisla­
ture is adopted, as many people 
would have to work fuil-time 
jobs and may not run lor office, 

"It would increase ihc likeli­
hood of an individual seeking 
other remuneration. Would 
they seek remuneration 
ihrough lobbyisls or olhcrs 
through a conflict of interest? 
It raises ethical questions of 
seeking alternate forms of 
remuneration," she said. 

Term l imits 

Eliminaling lernl limits, which 
is another part of the proposal, 
seems more feasible to 
Crawl'ord, Downey and Cassis. 

"I really ihink the unintended 
consequences of ii lerni-limilcd 
legislalure is becoming more 
apparcnl," Cassis said. "You're 
here for a short lime, looking 
ahead lo where you'll go next. It 
affects how you perform legisla­
tively and lhe bills you Iry lo gel 
passed. You're kind of short eir-
cuiied iierc." 

Cassis is liie second longesl 
slanding legislator in Lansing, 
having served as a stale senator 
for six ye:irs since serving as a 
representative for ihe icrfn-maxi-
muiii of 12 years. VVilhoctt ininie-
diale changes, she would be 
forced to leave office in iwo 
years because of term limits. 

"I did vote for term limits, but 
I do not think it turned out the 
way we hoped." .she said. "We're 
learning from the lessons of tenii 
liinils and (might want lo) apply 
il to part-time legislation." 

Crawford, who said he was nol 
in favor of term limits or recalls, 
said tenn liinils have resulted in 
Ihe partisanship that has caused 
recalls recently. 

"It's hard to get away from il. 
Both sides play games. It gets lo 
be a terrible cycle. This partisan­
ship is the real result of tenn liin­
ils," he said. "1 wish we could 
nin the stale in the way we nin 
Oakland County. We're always 
passing a rolling two-year budg­
et. The state seems like it's look­
ing two weeks ahead." 

Downey believes a part-time 
legislalure would help cut back 
on partisiinship. 

"They'd be forced to lake 

action inslead of political postur­
ing. It's to 00 advantage of Ihe 
voters. Having a part-time legis-
laiion, lliey will be compelled lo 
move things along," lie said, 
adding, "We have term limils. 
We call ihcin elections." 

Changes 

As for the current Legislature, 
Downey said lliey can partially 
redeem iheinselves by iieiping io 
move Ihe process aiong. 

'Their existence as lhe state 
Legislalure is limited anyway. 
They just need lo initiate change 
because they'll have tti leave 
anyway (because of term limils). 
Il wouldn't alTect them," he said. 

Downey is no .stranger lo j>oli-
tics. As a former government 
teacher at Holy Redeemer High 
School in Detroit. He .ilso ran for 
slate represenlalive in 1968, bui 
lost. Now. he is helping to spear­
head Ihe local petition to institute 
part-time legislators and remove 
lerm limils. 

"I believed in gelling involved 
and threw my name in the hai," 
he said of his run for the 
Legislature. "If you're not going 
10 do anything about it, quit 
bitching about it. I'm just a .sol­
dier. 1 don't believe in change for 
Ihc sake of change. I'm so afraid 
they'll end up wilh a caucus sys­
tem I lose sleep."

Actually, you can find a few 
similarities between successful 
gardening and effective investing. 
For stimers. both g;irdeners and 
investors need to consider their 
individual circumstances. If for 
example, your garden is in a 
shady part of your yard, you 
might be able to grow some nice 
geraniums, but you'l l have a 
tougher time with roses, which 
crave the sun. As an investor, 
you'll also find th.it .some invest­
ments are more appropriate for 
your situation than others. So, 
before you purchase a stock, 
bond, certificate of deposit or 

government security, you'll need 
to determine if it's suitable for 
your risk tolerance, time horizon 
and long-term goals. 

Furthermore, just as gardeners 
don't usually grow only one vari­
ety of flower or one fruit or veg­
etable, you, as an investor, should­
n't stick with one type of invest­
ment vehicle, if you own nothing 
but aggressive growth stocks, 
you'li likely take on too much 

• risk.' Con'verseiy, if you;;"iire too 
conser\'ative" and invest oniy in 
government bonds and certificates 
of deposit, you'ii probabiy never 
achieve the growth you need, and 
your earnings may not even keep 
pace with inflation. Instead, build 
a portfolio containing a variety of 
investments that, when put togeth­
er, is designed to help you make 
progress toward your objectives. 

Another trait exhibited by gar­
deners and worthy of emulation 
by investors is patience. If you 
were dissatisfied with the growth 

of a plant after just a few days, 
would you uproot it and put 
another plant in its place? 
Probably not. Instead, you'd nur­
ture the original plant, hoping 
that, in the long term, it is possible 
for it to grow. The same thinking 
can apply to investments. Over 
the short term, your investment 
choices wil l fluctuate in price, and 
sometimes you may be frustrated 
by what you perceive as the lack 
of progress. But instead of con­
stantly selling off investments and 
buying new ones, you'll likely be 
belter off choosing quality sccuri-

.ties and holding them for a period 
of many years. Eventually, your 
efforts may be rewarded. 

What else do gardeners do that 
might be relevant to investors? 
For one thing, they get rid of 
weeds that can choke off the 
growth of flowers or vegetables. 
As an investor, you too may bene­
fit from occasionally "pruning" 
your portfolio of those invest­

ments that no longer meet your 
needs and, in fact, take up space 
that could otherwise be more 
profitably used. That's why it's a 
good idea to review your holdings 
at least once a year. 

Finally, just as backyard "dig­
gers" may turn to master gardeners 
for advice and guidance, you, as an 
investor, could quite likely benefit 
from the services of a finjinciai advi­
sor -- an experienced professioflai 
who kriows' die' maiket)!"aid' M i 
will tiike the time' to understand your 
situation, needs ;ind goals. 

So, the next time you see some 
industrious gardeners making 
something beautiful and produc­
tive in their yards, wiitch them 
closely Their skills and habits 
might be productively transferred 
to you as you invest for the future.

If .so, you should love the 
state's r rccdo i i i o f 
Infornlation and Opeii 
Meet ings acts. A n d you 
should fear any legislative or 
jt idicial ;itteiiipt.s to restrict 
those so-cal led "sunsh ine" 
kiws. 

The weaker those laws 
beconic, the less control you, 
as a voter, have over politi­
cians and governiiieiit. 

This vital principle, unl'or-
tunately, lias been Ibrgotten, 
or deemed less important, hy 
too many in Michigan in the 
three decades since F O I A and 
the O M A put the state at the 
Ibrcrniiit of go icn i i i ien t 
iL'Ibrm. 

Again and again, politicians 
IKIVC acted to curtai l your 
right to know. A little more 
than a year ago, for example, 
the Legislature and governor 
moved to .seal stuteinent.s 
made hy ptilice oincers in 
internal investigations. The 
politicians don"t wanl you to 
know if one police officer 

.reports concerns ;ihoul anoih--
er police olTiccr. 

Just months ago, lawmakers 
enacted a prcsidentitil primary 
that collected voter lists that 
polit ical patties, hut nol the 
puhlic, could see. Mich igan 
courts signed off on this 
atlack on public access. 

This month, Mich igan State 
University .sent il.s lawyers to 
the stale .Supreme Court to 
argue it has the right to with­
hold police incident reports. 

in their entirety, from the pub-
lie. 

These actions — gussied up 
by the politician.s as acts of 
protection, no l secrecy ---
exemplify the perilous slate of 
the political culture. A pol l 
recently found three in four 
Americans see the federal 
goveiniricnl as too secretive. 

The poll was done in con­
junction with .Sunshine Week, 
March 16-22, an annual focus 
on open-government pr inci­
ples backed by media organi­
zations and others. 

Maybe that's part of the 
problem. When challenges 
come to open government, 
they too often gel cast as bat­
tles between public of l ic ia ls 
and the media. And in many 
of tho.se ca.ses, the media end 
up being seen as the enemy, 
the instigator. 

Media" certainly have their 
issues, but when it comes lo 
open government, to freedom 
of infornlalion, what curtails 
the media curtails you. The 
media have no special rights 
to government docunienis or 
meetings; only the same 
access guaranteed you, the 
citizen. 

If Ihe media can be locked 
out, you are locked out. If the 
poli t icians can hide their 
activities, their mistakes, from 
the media, they can hide f rom 
you. 

President Ronald Reagan 
often offered the m a x i m 
"trust, but verify." 

That's the head and soul o f 
sunshine laws; Voters enlrusi 
government lo public o f f i ­
cials, but for democracy to 
function, they must be able to 
verily those off icials' actions. 

It's your governinent. You 
are entitled lo know what i l 
does — ei'cry day.

19th Amendment to the 
U.S. Constitution: 

'The riglit of citizens of 
the United States to vote 
shall not be denied or 
abridged by the United 
Slates or by any State on 
account of sex." 

Ratified August 18, 
1920. 

On the eve of the possi­
bility of having our first 
woman president. It Is 
appropriate to reflect 
back on the struggles 
women have experienced 
to gain the right that 
white men and later 
African American men 
have taken for granted 
for years. 

Women only have had 
the right to vote under 
the U.S. Constitution 
since 1920, a short 88 
years ago. The first 
women's rights conven­
tion In America, believed 
to have been held In 
Seneca Falls, NY In .1848, 
produced the 
"Declaration of 
Sentiments." The 
"Declaration of 
Sentiments" was a call to 
Intellectual arms to pro­
vide women equal rights 
under the law. 

It reads in part: "Now, 
In view of ttils entire dis­
franchisement of one-half 
the people of this coun­
try, their social and reli­
gious degradation, in 
view of the unjust laws 
above mentioned, and 
because women do feel 
themselves aggrieved, 
oppressed, and fraudu­
lently deprived of their 
most sacred rights, we 
insist that they have 
immediate admission to 
all the rights and privi­
leges Which belong to 
them as citizens of ttlese 
United States." (Go to 
www.nps.gov/archlve/W 
ori/declaration.htm). 

Women and enlight­
ened men had attempted 
to no avail for years to 
insert these unalienable 
rights during the 1868-
70 debate during the 
fight to enact the 15th 
amendment to provide 
the right to vote for for­
mer slaves. 

After the Civil War 
Susan B. .Anthony, a 
prominent leader who 
played a pivotal role in 
the women's rights move­
ment that secured 
women's suffrage in the 
United States, published 
a magazine, "The 
Revolution," W h i c h 
focused on the Women's 
Suffrage Association. 
Their motto was: "The 
true republic-men, their 
lights and nothing more: 
women, their rights and 
nothing less." 

As early as 1878. a con­
stitutional amendment 
was offered that read: 
"The right of citizens to 
vote shSl not be abridged 
by the United States or 
by any State on account 
of sex." This same 
amendment would be 
introduced in every ses­
sion of Congress for the 
next 41 years. .An irony is 
that the "wUd west," the 
home of Dick Cheney, 
provided the first place in 
•America where the 
woman had the right to 
vote. In July 1890 the 
Territory of Wyoming, 
which aJlowed women to 
vote, was admitted as a 
state. 

later it was a southern 
state house member, 
Harry Bum of Tennessee, 
who provided the neces­
sary and decisive vote for 
ratification of the 19th 
.Amendment. It is report­
ed as Bum 's voted he 
had a letter from his 
mother urging him. 
"Don't forget to be a good

boy and vote for suf­
frage." With Bui-n's vote, 
women had finally won 
the right to vote In the 
Unlteti States of .America. 

While women have only 
had the vote since 1920, 
they have been working 
overtime, making up for 
lost time and making a 
difference at the local, 
state and national level. 
And with the help of 
working men and women 
over the age of 50, Hillary 
Clinton is on the 
precipice of becoming the 
next President of the 
United States of .America. 

Geraldlne Ferraro made 
history In 1984 as the 
first female vice presiden­
tial candidate on a major 
party ticket. At a recent 
Michigan Political 
Leaders Program spon­
sored by Michigan State 
University, Ferraro said 
when she went to the vot­
ing booth in New York 
recently to vote for 
Hillary Clinton for 
President, "It was as if I 
was voting with Susan B.

IBM has an old motto 
that still makes as much 
sense; as ever: "You can't 
manage what you can't 
measure." 

Now we all know that 
Michigan needs a big-
time b-ansformation to 
get through today's 
tough times and on to a 
prosperous future. We 
need something that will 
give us a vibrant, diver­
sified economy and 
make this a state where 
talented people are wel­
comed. We need 
Michigan to again 
become a wonderful 
place to live, where you 
can bring up a family in 
revitalized towns that 
are surrounded by 
world-class natural 
resources. 

The big issue, of 
course, is ... how do we 
get there? 

Whatever the path, 
getting there is bound to 
require an economic 
compass — a way to 
measure where we are 
and check to determine 
how much progress we 
have made.

The Michigan 
Scorecard sets out 36 
measuring sticks for us 
to compare where we are 
against other states, as 
we move forward to 
develop and put ul place 
a new common ground 
vision for Michigan. 

The news isn't all 
bad: Ten out of the 36 
metrics show Michigan's 
doing pretty well. We 
give them a "thumbs 
up." Sadly however, 
another 19 indicate 
we're falling behind 
("thumbs down") while 
seven say we're about 
even with our competi­
tors. 

One yardstick much in 
the news lately has to do 
with our prison policies 
and practices. Here's 
how the Michigan 
Scorecard reads: 

"With a per-capita 
incarceration rate of 
approximately 1/2 of 
one percent in 2005, 
Michigan was very 
slightly below the 
nation's average." Yet, 
"Michigan's Incarcera­
tion rate is about 40 per­
cent higher than the 
average rates of its Great 
Lakes neighbors." 

And the cost of all this

has shot through the 
roof: "The number of 
Corrections employees 
has more than tripled 
since 1980, to the point 
that, today, over 30 per­
cent of all state Civil 
Service employees are in 
the Department of 
Corrections. With an 
appropriation of over 
$1.8 million in 2006, the 
Department of 
Corrections spent over 
20 percent of Michigan's 
General Fund budget." 

To put this in perspec­
tive: Michigan spends 
more today to hold cilm-
inals in jail than we do 
to educate our kids in 
public colleges and uni­
versities. According to 
the Pew Center for the 
States, we share that 
very unhappy distinc­
tion with only three 
other states. 

Moreover, according to 
the non-partisan, non­
profit Citizens Research 
Council, we spend 
around 30 percent more 
per inmate per year than 
our neighboring states. 
CRC also estimates that, 
if our spending on pris-

and advocates for youth 
oppose Michigan's juve­
nile lifer law, which 
forces judges to sen­
tence kids as young as 
14 to life in prison with­
out parole for first 
degree murder. 

Sen. .Alan Cropsey (R-
DeWltt), Lansing's lead­
ing advocate of tough 
treatment for criminals, 
disagrees. He says that 
the real benchmark is 
Michigan's high violent 
crime rate, arguing that 
"If we adopt other states' 
practices, we'll arrest 
less offenders" and see 
our violent crime rate go 
up even further. 

There are two ways to 
solve this argument. 

One Is to get impartial, 
independent advice. 
That's coming from the 
Council of State 
Governments' Justice 
Center, which is cur­
rently doing a study on 
finding efficiencies in 
Michigan's prison sys­
tem. 

Noting how much pris­
ons cost us, the Justice 
Center's Michael 
Thompson says, "If 

ons just matched that of you're going to spend 
our neighbors, we'd save that kind of money. 
around $500 million 
each year. 

For a state that's 
financially challenged, 
that's a big number. 
-And, not surprisingly, 
it's provoked fierce parti­
san disagreement about 
how to find that half-bil­
lion dollars. 

Republicans generally 
talk about privatizing 
various aspects of the 
corrections system, 
going so far as to advo­
cate turning entire pris­
ons over to the private 
sector. Democrats talk 
about reforming the 
prison sentencing laws 
to reduce the number of 
people in the slam. 

Looking at how many 
inmates are either drug 
users or dealers, some 
lawyers and law enforce­
ment experts are urging 
a system of "drug 
courts" that sentence 
people convicted of 
drug-related crimes to a 
strict treatment regime 
and tethers, rather than 
far more expensive time 
behind bars. Lawyers 

you'd hope for better, 
outcomes." Their report 
is supposed to be 
released in time for the 
2009 legislative session. 

The other is for all sen­
sible men and women of 
good will to stop being 
boxed in by ideologues 
of both right and left. If 
privatization could save 
money, we should look 
for proof from other 
states. 

If that comes, why not 
experiment? And if 
changing Michigan's 
"lock 'em in jail and 
throw away the key" 
sentencing guidelines 
win save lots of money at 
little risk to the public, 
why not tiy it? 

Either way, the stakes 
are too big and the 
costs too enormous not 
to benchmark our pris­
ons against other states 
and measure our 
progress (or lack of it.) 
The Michigan 
Scorecard is bound to 
help ... if people are 
sensible enough to 
make use of it.

'Distinguished Visitors' board aircraft carrier

Norihviile resident Kri.stine 
Volte gets up-close and personal 
wilh llie real Top Gun, not once, 
not twice, but six times and count­
ing. Volli, a CPA and bu.siness 
development manager by voc;i-
tion, volunteers as coordinator of 
the Distinguished Visitor oulre;ich 
program, where she selects busi­
ness and community leaders to 
sail aboard the USS 'fheodore 
Roosevelt, a nuclcar-powcicd air­
craft carrier. 

1-ifty-IOO miles off the const of 
Norfolk, Va., Volk and 11 distin­
guished mcmbeis experienced "a 
day in tlie life" of Navy sailors. 
And, literally, they are given about 
a 24- lo 30-hour period to leam all 
they c;ui about tlie h.irdships of a 
siiilor. Tiie group lours liie siiip 
room by room, iisking the sailors 
c|ueslions :iboul their jobs wiiile 
watching them work. 

"It's a life-changing experience 
lo Wiilch lhe.se kids work so h;u-d to 
keep us safe at home." Volk said. 

'fhe purpose of the program is 
two-fold: to show civilian support 
to Niivy sailors and to educate the 
public on the professionalism and 
dedication of fhe 19-ye:u--old men 
and women. 

"When the tour is over, the 
D.V.'s (Distinguished Visitors) 
will become amb.xssadors for the 
Navy back here in the Midwest," 

Volk said. 
John Lindow, a Northville resi­

dent and vice president at Masco, 
and Jim Howard, of Novi, were 
chosen to sail on the active ship 
for a tour that took place on 
M.'u-ch 3-4. 

"1 was really amazed by how 
disciplined the Navy crew was in 
operating the ship," Howard said. 
"It W.1S cool to watch flights land 
and lake off from the ship, but if 
you look closer, you see the guys 
down below who are navigating 
the ship and feeding the crew." 

The nuclear-powered ship, 
which can stay at sea for 25 years 
without refueling, will deploy in 
September for active duty to 
points unknown to civilians. But 
lloward suspects the 5,.^00 Navy 
sailors will be he;ided somewhere 
in harm's way. 

Meanwhile, pilots take off and 
land at all hours of the day and 
night. The sailors, dressed color-
coded ;icci)rding to job I'unclion. 
work like ;i well-choreographed 
ballet. But in this iict, one fal.se 
move and a pilot's life is over 

"The pilots are pulling ihcir 
lives in these kids' hands." Volk 
siiid. "There is no room for error." 

The ship is res t less 

The pilots pel the most sleep al 
far less than a civilian's eight-
hour snooze. But the sailors are 
lucky to catch four or five hours in 
a 24-hour period because iheir 
shift can be anvwhere from 12-20 

' hours. It makes (he typical eight-
hour work day seem negligible. 
But then, war never sleeps. The 
Distinguished Visilors h,tvc loo 
much adrenaline running through 
their veins to get any shuteye, and 
besides, Ihey don't want to mi.ss a 
thing. Each D^V. only gets one 
shot at Ihe ride of a lifetime. Sleep 
is for home. 

Volk. who took over the coordi­
nator position in 200.S, said she has 
the iK'st volunteer job in the wodd. 
A pilot herself, Volk liked to stand 
on Vultures Row, a safe overlook 
high above the deck. This is where 
she c;in hear the thunderous roar of 
the aircrafts through a layering of 
earplugs, goggles and an Amelia 
Earh;irl-looking helmet. Volt and 
her awe-stricken friends were 
perched until 2 a.m., watching a 
lleet of pilots leam how to be pro­
ficient in h-inding and taking off on 
;i moving ship. 

Volk, who has taken CFO's and 
educators on board the ship, said 
that il's not the prestige of the job 
thai gets a person selected; it's the 
breadth of their nelwork. 

"We show support by telling our 
stor>' lo I'myone who will listen 
about what these sailors go 
through, how organized they arc, 
how hard they work," How.vd s.aid.

Art for a Cause 
Elena Tucro was only in her mid-20s when she began cxperi-

encirg disturbing symptoms, such as loss of balance and 
tremors. By 27, she was diagnosed with young-onset 

Parkinson's. For ihc next 17 years, Tucro fought a losing battle 
wiih the disease as it slowly stole her most basic capabilities, like 
walking, dressing and feeding herself. 

Then, in 2003, Tuero underwent a successful surgical procedure, 
and. with a combination of PD medications, is now better able to 
control her symptoms. As a w.ny to express her emotions al the 
time, Tuero picked up a paintbrush to relea.se ihem on canvas — 
and hasn't slopped since. 

"When you have Parkinson's disease, the idea of picking up a 
paintbrush is as remote as entering a figure skating compciition," 
Tucro explains. "1 don't know how long this will last, or what the 
ftilure holds for me, but I'm determined to cherish every second 
of my life." 

Today, Tuero has completed more lhan 100 paintings, which she 
donates io help raise money for a cure for Parkinson's. She also. 
crcaicd an infomiational Web site on Parkinson's disease in Spanish 
for people living wiih PD {www.maldeparkinson.org). The site 
includes the inspiring siory of how Tuero has overcome struggles 
with PD to live a full and active life, as well as links io other 
Parkinson's sites, publications and information of interest.

According to Dr. Ramon L. Rodriguez, director ol'clinical services 

at the University of Florida's Movement Disorders Cenler, Hispanics 
oflen do not have access to the information ilicy need the most. 

"Unfortunately, there arc nol a lol of resources for Spanish-
speaking patients dealing with Parkinson's disease," Rodriguez says. 
"Some Parkinson's advocacy groups and companies, such as Teva 
Neuroscience, Inc., currently are launching Hispanic initiatives 
designed to educate and increase awareness about PD through the 
development of Spanish language resources." 

"Moving Forward," Teva's practical guide to living with PD. 
recently was translated into Spanish. The Spanish version is titled,

when a person is diagnosed with PD, where lo find help and resources, 
how to explain Parkinson's lo family and friends, and other useful 
inibrmation.

Siclc House Syndrome occurs 
wiien a iiouse can't "brcaitie". A 
home needs lo breaih in order io 
rid il.seif of indoor pollutants. 
These pollutants result in poor 
indoor air quality - a "sick 
house." Inadequate ventilation 
allows pollutants to build up, 
causing potential health risks to 
the home's occupants. Young 
children, the elderly, and some 
chronically i l l persons are most

Common sources of indoor pollu­
tion include tobacco smoke, cer­
tain carpeting materials, furnaces 
which arc operating witli a dirty 
bum cycle, using fireplaces 
which are noi properly vented, 
candles, pressed wood cabinets 
and household cleaning products. 
Moisture build-up, although not a 
pollutant itself, can also be harm­
ful in a house as it can cause 
mildew and/or mold growth 
inside walls, crawlspaccs, and 
other aIea.s. The spores from the 
mold will be circulated through 
the air in ilic home by operating 
the furnace, air conditioner and 
ceiling fans.

Source controi is usually the 
most effective way to improve 
indoor air quality In some cases, 
eliminating the specific sources 
of indoor pollution - for exam­
ple, removing older carpets, and 
repairing or maintaining furnaces 
- may be all that is necessary. 

For offending substances such as 
tobacco smoke, cleaning prod­
ucts, and moisture buildup, 
improving ventilation is a key 
means of decreasing indoor pol­
lution. Many newer homes tire so 
well insulated and scaled that 
only a very limited amount of 
fresh air can get in. 
Recommended and effective 
ventilation requires the home 
should have a complete air 
change every three hours. In this 
situation, using attic or window 
fans and opening windows (when 
weather permits) are easy and 
inexpensive ways to improve and 
increase ventilation. 

More hazardous materials such as 
asbestos and lead do not normal­
ly cause problems i f they are 
undisturbed, but these and other 
dangerous substances should be 
analyzed by having Samples of 
the materials collected by a quali­
fied technician, and have analysis 
by a Certified Lab to identify the 
type of material if unknown or to 
verify any health concerns. This 
wil l also help to identify i f any 
action is required such as encap­
sulation, abatement or removal is 
warranted.
