Three years ago, Margare:
Schmidt made the mistake of not
invesligating the origin of a newly
sprouted plant appearing in the
woads of her Novi home,

Now, Schmidt said islands of
green have formed throughout the
five-acze property off Wixom
Road.

A member of the mustard fam-
ily, garlic ruustard is an invasive
species endangering native plants,

“It’s all over Michigan, it's all
around us (in Novi). It's an inva-
stve specics of piant and here in
the U.8. it doesn’t have any naly-
ral enemies,” Schmidt said. “It
hos a chemical in the roots that
kills off native species.”

Aside from her own propenty,
Schmidt has noticed garlic mustard
growing along ihe trails in Island
Lakes, which surround her proper-
ty, in Lakeshore Park and at the
comer of 10 Mile and Beck roads.

“We ure aware ol it and we con-
tinue to explore other opporiuni-
ties 1o remove this myasive plant
from Novi,” said city forester
Steve Printz.

According 10 the Michigan
State University Integrated Pest

‘Management Web sile, not only is

there o significant natural ene-
mies of garlic mustard in North
America, tut the plant spreads
rapidly, producing anywhere [rom
350-7,900 seeds per plamt that
remain viable in the soil forup to
five years. :

The Web sile also states garlic
musjard is easily transported by
tiztnans on their boots, clothing or
by mowing. [t tolerates low levels
of light and takes advantage of
disturbed habitats such as rils,
roadsides and arcas where trees
have been removed.

“3t can spread 20-100 fect a
year," Schemidt said, “When it
starts flowering, it's throwing out
hundreds of sceds, and the seeds
are viable in the ground for five
years,"

The IPM Web site states the
fowers of garlic mustard are
white with four petals and the
plant typically Rewers from late
April through Tune in southery
Michigan.

Contrary to its name, the plant
doesn't have an overwhelming

odor of garlic, but Schmidt said if *

you rub your fingers on the
plants’ leaves when in its young
stages, you could smell the garlic.
The odor becames less noticeable
as the plant ages.

Although there is no casy way
lo permanently remove (he
plani, Schmidt suggests pulling
the plants in small areas ot using
herbicides for larger arcas.

“ know there’s a lot of invasive
species that need to be taken care
of but 1 think this one's inipor-
tant,” Sclhimidt said. “Right now is
really the best time to make an
attack on it because the wildlow-

with voluntecrs to

ers aren't all out yet."

Since herbicides can also dum-
age nntive plants, Schmidi recom-
mends removing the invasive
speeies in the spring or fall, when
natives aren’t in bloor.

“We do have our upcoming
Arbor Day and River Day evenls
and we plan on making that an
opportusity for volunteers (o
assist us in removing some of
this invasive plant thal we have
out there a1 Lakeshere Park and
Rotary Park,” Printz said,
“We're also exploring ather
opportunilies throughoul the
year to potentially coordinate
assist in
removel of garlic mustard rom
those parks as well as potential-
ly others."

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Group’s recall tactics are shameful

Think Michigan legisla-
tive politics are ali sweet-
ness and light these days,
following last year's parti-
san bruising budget wars?

If'so, you might want Lo
take a look al what's going
on in the 17th State
Represenlative District. 1t
consists of a corridor of
land that is mestly shaped
like the northern part of
Idaha, and includes
Redford Township, part of
southeastern Livonia and
northern Dearborn
Helghts. That's the turf
that the current Speaker
of the House, Andy Dillon,
calls home. But il's also
the site of an increasingly
ugly campaign to recall
the d6-year-old Democral
from his seal.

Words like “lhug," "liar,"
and ‘“criminal” are flying
around freely and wads of
money are being spent. The
recall, one of several mount-
ed by the Michigan
Taxpayers Alliance, s sup-
pesedly In response Lo
Dillon's vote last [adl te
increase the slate income
fax to overcome a billion-
dollar-plus deficit in the
slate's budget.

Initially, six represen-
tatives and four senators,
including both
Republicans and
Democrals, were targeted
for removal.

But it now looks as
though Dillon's is the
main focus of the recall
movement. That, in turn,
raises the prospect that
the Hght of recall is being
manipulated for purely
partisan purpeses. The
Michigan  Constitution
says (hat valid signatures
of 25 percent of registeréd
votérs who voted in - the
last election for governor
are enough to force recall
of a s{lting lawmaker.

In the case of the 17th
district, that comes to
around 8,720 signatures,
due by May 1. Recall advo-
cales aré led by former
State Rep. Leon Drolet,
now a Macomb County
commissioner, and Rose
Bogaert, of Dearborn
Heights.
