The U.S. Army machine gunner 
has done quite a bit since the 
March 14, 2007 incident, but has 
had some help along ihe way. 

"I'm just trying to keep myself 
busy. I'm still finding out new things 
I can do and new things I can't do," 
the 24-year-old Novi resident said. 

Last weekend at Home Interior 
Warehouse, 1017 E. West Maple 
in Walled Lake, Werda, ihe fumi-
lure store and the national Homes 
for Our Troops program came 
together for a fundraiser to benefit 
Werda and Homes for Our Troops. 

"A lady named Marge from the 
Walled Lake VFW asiced for a 
donation for Homes for Our 
Troops and, being in an industry 
focused around the home, I w;is 
interested," said Novi resident 
Jackie Schwartz, owner of Home 
Interior Warehouse. " A lot of 
times, veterans aren't honored 
uniil they're gone." 

Although she just met Werda 
four weeks ago, Schwartz antici­
pated before the event thai her 
17,000-square-foot store would 

be bustling with activity Special 
presentations were scheduled by 
Novi High School fooibail coach 
Tab Kcilepourey and former Novi 
Mayor Lou Csordas. 

Werda graduated from Novi 
High School in 2001, where he 
played varsity football, wrestling 
and lacrosse. 

"My fainily and I are just grate­
ful for all the support," Werda said. 

Since becoming medically 
retiied, Werda has made a pomt to 
keep doing what he loves. He's 
learned to read Braille in order to 
coniinue playing poker, recently 
look a week-long snowboarding uip 
to Idaho and got together with two 
friends last August to open a cloth­
ing store c.illed Citizen in Fenid<ile, 
on Woodward Avenue between 
Nine Mile and 10 Miie roads. 

Werda also bought a new Novi 
home of his own, about half a mile 
away from his parent's house. 

"The house has been kind of 
keeping me busy," he said of the 
remodeling he's having done 
before he fully moves in. "It's 
kind of the same layout as my 
parent's house, there's just no fur­
niture in it." 

Wilh help from Home Interior 
Warehouse and last Saturday's 
fundraiser, he hopes to fill up his 
new, l,800-square-foot, three-bed­
room ranch witll furniture. 

"Jackie, she's hooking me up 
with some furniture. I ' l l be the 
only one living there for now," 
Werda said."'I did rehab and came 
back and was jusl gelling catered 
by my parents. I need to show I 
can slill take care of myself." 

Homes for Our Troops will 
honor Werda as the first wounded 
Michigan soldier to receive aid at 
a May 10 banquet in Troy. Since 
Werda was named a recipient, two 
other wounded Michigan soldiers 
have also been, nominated and 
will be honored at Ihe event. 

Altliough the program isn't build­
ing him a new house, he expects 
they will nhike his newly purchased 
home more handicap accessible and 
possibly put in a patio. 

Schwartz said she immediately 
fell the need to help Werda after 
she met him and believes many 
others have felt the same, which is 
why last Saturday's event was 
able to come together so quickly 

"He just touched my heart. He 
has a phenomenal attitude. He 
really wanted to move forward 
with his life," Schwartz said.

Moppy Hanson has bavn wait­
ing to visit the World War l i 
memorial in Washington, D.C. 
and now he's [letting his chance. 

As a war veteran. Hanson, 83, 
said it's an iioiior to have a memo­
rial solely for those who served in 
World War II. 

"I've .seen lhe Vietnam and 
Korean memorials, iiut haven't 
made it out to see the World War 
II mefnorial yet," Hanson said, "it 
took a while to get a World War 11 
memorial It's almost as if it we 
were forgotten. 

"World War II :iffected every­

one in the country at lhal time and 
it's great (o be able lo .vee what 
this memorial will be." 

Hanson, along with 41 other 
World War II veterans from Fox 
Run, in Novi, aie taking a trip lo 
Washington in the next few 
months courtesy of Honor Flight, 
Inc., a non-profit organization 
formed to raise funds to send all 
World War II veterans from 
Michigan lo see their monument 
free of charge. 

Hanson, who joined the Navy 
at i s . Hew fighter jets off aircraft 
carriers during both Worid Wiu- II 
and the Korean War He spent 22 
years in the Navy and helps 
spread his patriotism to fellow 

neighbors currently at Fox Run 
"This is a greal opportunity 

and wc ihank Honor Flight for 
giving us vets a chance to sec the 
memorial," he said. "We're ail 
going to be together, and I'm 
excited lo go." 

Funds needed 
Melissa Downey, fundraising 

coordinator for Honor Fiight 
Michigan, said tiie majority of the 
veterans who have visited the 
memorial so I'ai' have not spoken 
about the war prior lo their visit. 

"A lot of families said diey have 
never spoken about it all these 
years. Tlicy came home, got jobs. 

married and never spoke of the war 
except for when they go to (he 
monument," Downey said. "It's 
wonderful lo see the joy and pride 
on their faces when they get there." 

Last year, Honor Flight, started 
by David and Carole Cameron of 
West Bloomfield, sent 414-
Michigan veterans to see the 
memorial, which was completed 
in 2004. . 

Downey said the hiirdest obsta­
cle with Honor Flight has been 
raising money to send vets to see 
lhe memorial. 

"The problem we're having is 
we have 900 vets on a w.iiting list 
and still no government funding 
or support,' she said. We fly the 

vets there and Hy them home. It's 
$350 per veteran." 

Downey said, money aside, it's 
still a great feeling to see how 
happy die veterans are when they 
sec the memorial for the first lime. 

"Every dime wc m.nke is from 
our gnissroots efforts .md fundrais­
ers," she said. "It's definitely tough, 
but well worlh i i . We just hope for 
more support in the future." 

Downey said there are current­
ly 15 flights .schedule to take 
Michigan veterans to Washington 
to sec the memorial this ye.ir.

Emergency responders may be 
seen making a b-line for tlIc 
kitciien when called lo a scene, 
while trying to save a person's 
life. 

The Novi Fire Department 
recently launched the File of Life 
program, a more efficient version 
of the Vile of Life program, which 
the department implemented five 
years ago. 

The File of Life is a red plastic 
sleeve, attached to a person's 
refrigerator, containing necessary 
medical information in case of an 
emergency. 

"It's basically their medica-
lions, their family doctor, emer­
gency contacts, medical condi-
lions Of If they have a Do Not 
ResuscItate order," said Todd 
Seog, fire pIotecUoIi officer for 

the City of Novi. "It's helpful, so 
when we get there, we can get the 
iIiformation we need." 

According to Seog, the Vile of 
Life program was the same con­
cept, except residents kept a vile 
containing their medical informa­
tion in the refrigerator. 

"1 took over the (Vile of Life) 
program three years ago, but we 
decided rummaging around in 
people's refrigerators wasn't the 
best thing to do," he said. "The 
vile was just becoming so cum­
bersome. This way, it's out in the 
open." 

The program launched last 
month and Seog said the fire 
department already received 
about 50 responses. 

"I enjoy getting die word out lo 
people," he said. "I even gave 
some to my parents and they live 
in a different state." 

Aside from Novi, Seog said 

Farmington Hills and Canton are 
other communities who partici­
pate in similar programs. 

Residents interested in partici­
pating in the program can pick up 
the file from any of Novi's four 
fire stations or the Novi Senior 
Center, located at 25075 
Meadowbrook Road. 

"it's all free of charge and it's 
strictly voluntary," Seog said. 

Along widi receiving die file, 
residents have the opdon of partic­
ipating in a follow-up, which 
would be used to update dleir 
information and document the 
effectiveness of the program itself. 

Seog said he would like to 
update participants' information 
every six months and is hoping to 
make the File of Life information 
available to dispatchers.

In 2(X)4 a 
sludent carried out a volunteer 
effori whicli could be llic model 
for a cost effective way lo handle 
any currenl prcservalion. I urge 
my fellow re.sidenis to go lo 
www.fuerstfaminovi.org and see 
what can and .should be done. I 
urge you lo get involwd in let­
ting our officials know that while 
this property may not be their 
history, il is llic City of Novi 's 
history and we should take more 
time with any decision to demol-

live so well. 
The land which presently 

houses Novi's cily government, 
the newly expanded high .school, 
Ihe public library and Power 
Park was, until 1970. entirely a 
pan of Ihe historic Fuerst Farm. 
At this time Iva and Ruby Fuerst, 
two daughters of the Fuerst 
Family, iransl'crred ownershi|i of 
the entire fiirm, except for the 
house :ind barns, lo people of 
Novi. The daughters lived in the 
farmhouse until 1991 when i l 
was vacated. 

For Novi residcnis, this comer 
immediately stood out as ihe 
most prominent .symbol of 
Novi's past. This small corner of 
Ihe Civic Center pays tribute lo 
all those pioneers who struggled 
to make Novi a fine place in the 
past - and now serves as a phys­
ical presence, especially for our 
children, picturing what Novi 
was before the housing subdivi­
sions and great shopping centers 
were buill. 

It cannot be said too strongly 
that the i"uerst Fann is a very 
smaii but a very valuable dia­
mond among ihe great develop­
ments in Novi. During future 
yeiu^s when people look back to 
fmd ihc roots of their hometown 
and truly restore and use the 
Fuerst Fami homestead - the cost 
of just basically maintaining i l 
now will be worth the price many 
times over 

As a .13 year resident of Novi 
and a member and officer on the 
Novi Libniry Board for 22 years 
( i 979-200 i ) , 1 would .ask the 
Cily Council to reconsider its 
decision on the Fuerst Farm so 
lhat future generations of Novi 
citizens will remember you as 
heritage preservers and not as 
heritage destroyers for shorter 
term projects. 

Your thoughtful consideration 
is most appreciated.
