The hugs Martha Wright and
her brother, Casey Wright, gel
{rom their clients al Splashy
Designs say it all. Their company
not only constructs water gardens
— ponds and watcrfalls -— bul
they also help their clienls main-
\ain little stices of heaven,

“We have really nice, leng-lst-
ing relationships with our clients,”
said Martha Wright, of Novi,
“We're creating something (hat
makes theth happy”

The Wrights started their busi-
ness, Splashy Designs, nine vears
ago oui of Martha’s home. On
April 19, they opened a relail store
called Garden Inspiralions op
Grand River Avenue, cast of
Orchard  Lake  Road, in
Farmington Hills, where they sell
garden ornaments, pond Ireat-
ments, small fountains, pond fish
food, bird feeders and more. They
will have an assortment of Koi
pond fish in mid-Muy.

They deciled 10 open a sloe
heeause they know there is a mar-
ket for water gardening items,

“We knew the water gardening
indusiry was pelting really big”
Marthil Wright said. “People have
to travel far to get this stuff, but this
is a perfeet location and now we're
able Yo offer more for our clicals”

A popular item in the store is
the potlery Fountzin, which js 1 2-
10 3-loot tall pol that bubbles over
with water. Another smail foun-
tain resemnbles 4 large boulder, bul
it’s an antificial rock with waler
Nowing owt of the top. For the
novice waler gardener, there are
small tabletop fountains in a pol-
tery bowl base. These are ail do-

il-yourself fountains,

“We make sure you have ail the
parts you need,” Martha Wright
said.

The Wrights built a small pond
insice the store to shaw customers
what their backyard pond might
look Jike,

A crew construcis the ponds
with f1eld stones and flat waierfalt
stones. The 6-foot by B-foot pond
and walecfall on display costs
about $5,000

One of the largest ponds
they've buili measured about 90
feet by 60 feet, with a 16-foot-
wide waterfall and a 15-foot pend
in a backyard in Bloomficld Hills.

Farmington Hilis resident and
city paturatist Joe Derek hired
Splashy Designs to build 4 pond
in his backyard last summer.
Deereke snid he likes that his pond,
which measures 11 feet by 16
leet, is one of a kind, He found
Splashy Designs at a home and
garden expo.

“lirey ad the most naturai pond-
scaping that I've seen,” Derck said.
“And each one is it's own design.
You don't get a carbon copy —
there are no two ponds alike,”

He has squatic plants soch as
water lilies, pickerclweed, bull-
rush, fleating water lewece, hens
and chicks — not to mention the
loads, frogs and dragonflics that
have taken up residence,

“I'm always out here, watching
to see which insects are here and
watching for the frogs” Derek
said. T croak with the frogs —
mast people don't, but T do.”

His wife, Judy, enjoys the pond,
100,

“She sits out here in the
evening. The sound of the water is
nice," Derek said. “We just decid-
ed (hat this is our up north.”

The deadline for she first
quarterly payment of the MBT
has now passed end many busi-
nesses have comacted legisla-

mitee is-

tors’ offices o report potential
increases of 200, 300 or 400%
under the new tax and its almost
22% surcharge. These business-
et have stated they are consider-
ing reducing their workforee,
scrapping plans to add new
employees, delaying or cancel-
ing cxpansion projects and are
even considering moving thelr
businesses away from Michigan
or shutting down their opera-
tions.

While these businesses contin-
ue 1o struggle, refundable tax
credits have been approved for
Hemlack Semicenductor, a divi-
sien of the very profitable Dow
Corning; the Big 3, the film
industry and others. These cred-
its are worth hundreds of millions
of dollars. They will reduce or
eliminate the tax Hability of those
campanies and may even resolt in
these companies recelving checks
in the mail.

A recent example is a package
of bills passed by the Senate that
would previde a tefundable MBT
tax  credit  to  Hemlock
Semicenductor  located - in
Hemlock equal to a portion of
their energy consumption costs,
This credit is designed as an
incentive to convince Hemlock
Semicenductor to build.a new

manufacturing  facility  in
Michigan that may create 300-
400 - jobs.

“largest’ pmducer of wlycrys-
