New York Times colum-
nist Thomas Friedman's
book tells us, “The World Is
Flat." For the people of
China it was crushed at
2:28 p.m. May 12.

1t is feared that the recent
earthquake in China may be
responsible for the death ol
50,000, wilh a large per-
centage of  them school-
aged children.

Often when you witness
tragedy far [rom home it is
sad, but distant, This
tragedy has had a tight
grip on my heart and has
been up-close and personal.
I have traveled to China
many tmes since 1989,
Citles like  Belchun,
Chendu, Chongquing,
Wenchung and Mianyang,
which sound far off and for-
eign lo mauy, are where my
friends and colleagues call
heme. Whal the peaple in
these cities are feeling -
pain, anguish and fear - is
numbing,

Afier the guake | spoke to
my colleague and [riend
from Chendu, whe was vis-
iting Mianyang University
where 1 serve as an hon-
orary professor. He told me
the cendral cily of Mianyang
was not hard-hit, but the
countryside was devastated,
The local sladium s filled
with the injured, homeless
and childless. Many schools
toppled, killing thousands of
e “onze family - ope ¢hild”
children.

Clese to hame

1 was scheduled to be in
China during this tme,
specifically in Mianyang
near the epicenter of the
earlbguake, when it struck,
Fortuitously, [ postponcd
my travels untd the fall.*

My Chinese friend spoke
with pride about how Lis
country is “doing whatever it
takes" to help the peaple
impacted by the guake. He

poinied out that Premier
Wen Jlabo, China's second-
in-charge, Is al the epicenier
direcling the relief effort and
giving corafort to the pecple.
He thanked the people of
America for their concern
and offers to help lhe
Chinese people. He wenl on
to say, ltke the Olympic
theme, One  World-One
Dream, “everyene is pulling
together to help In & time of
need - but loday we face a
nightmare.”

There are many Michigan
conneclions to the area
where the quake bit.
Governor Blanchard signed
a sister state-province rela-
tionship  wilh  Sichuan
Provinee in the early 1980s.
Michigan State University
has faculty deing research
at the Wolong Panda
Reserve ai the epicenter of
the quake. Ford Matar
Company has factories and
employees in Chongquing
and beth Wayne Counly
Execulive Robert Ficano
and Cakland County
Execulive L. Brooks
Patlerson have huilt eco-
nomic and  educational
bridges with this part of
China.

Southeasl Michlgan is
home to thousands of
Chinese people. Multiple
Chinese Asscriations have
come together to foin hands
ta ask their U.S. neighbors
to help their families and
friends back in China (see
www.cagd.ovg).

As lime passes, couniless
families will cremate their
dead. It is never natural to
bury  your  children.
Children in China are
revered as the 4-2-1 child
{four grandparents, twe par-
enls and one, and only-one,
child}. Parents lost thelr
child. Children lost their
parents and grandparents.
Who will take care of those
who remain’?

Deng Klaoping, the
Chinese leader who followed
Mag and Is credited with
opening China to the world,

said, ‘When you open the
window — all the fies can
come in.” With instant com-
munication, video, cell
phones, etc., the Chinese
people and the world have
walched this tragedy unfold,
literally, before their eyes,

Will the Chinese Central
Government respond in
ways that produce “screens”
that will keep the angry flfes
out, or could the waorst
earthquake that has hit
China in 30 years expose
vulnerabilitles In the
Chinese veneer? Eike other
natural disasters, most
recently hwricane Katrina
and the  cyclone in
Myanmar, these events
have a way of exposing a
great deal about the fabric of
& courlry.

Blame will surely be
assessed and harsh punish-
ment will be meted out.

Yet the needs of the
Chinese people will remain.

Sen. Cassis Lansing Connection:

Senate approves Great Lake Compact and
landmark water withdrawal legislation

The  Michigan Senate
approved a water protection
package that will adopt the
Great Lakes-St. Lawrence
River Basin Waler Resources
Compacl and develops a
landmark assessment
process tool te evaluate the
impacts of proposed large
water wilhdrawals while pro-
tecting ane of our most pre-
cious resources. The com-
pact is a contracl among the
eight Greal Lakes slates of
Michigan, New York,
Wisconsin, Chio, Indlana,
Minnesota.  Pennsylvania,
Ilinols and also includes
Ontarie and Quebee, the iwo
Canadian provinces within
the Great Lakes Basin,

Senate Bill 212 adopts Lhe
compact, which develops com-
mon measures for each siale
In the basin loregulate in-stale
withdrawals and prohibits out-
of-basin water diversions, The
compact specilically references
the protection of private and
public waler rights and clearly
states that it would not alter
these rights. Key provisions in
the bill will ensure that the
Michigan Legislature be
Involved in any changes to the
compact and  préserves
Michigan's authority to con-
duct its own waler manage-
menlt progrant.

The legislation has suppert
from organizaticns including
the Michigan  Uniled
Censervation Clubs, The
Water Works Coalltion and
business groups such as the
Michigan  Chamber  of
Commerce, Michigan Farm
Bureau, and Michigan
Manufacturers Association.

Senate Bill 860 creales a
waler withdrawal assessment
process developed by the
Groundwater Conservation
Advisory Council. An auto-
mated point-and-click com-
puter tool will allow users to
delermine if a proposed with-
drawal will be within legal
Nmits. The user will enter key
data inte the compuler,
Including lecation, praposed
pumping rate, and depth of
well, and the computer based
model  will automatically
assess whether or not the
proposed use is within the
legal limil. The computer will
also generate a certificate
that the withdrawal is in a
safe limil and thal certificate
will help to provide the user
with the assurance that they
are 0K to move forward,
Without. this verfication the
user Is vulnerable to legal
‘action If the. department
believes that they may be
causing an adverse Impact on
resources, The waier with-
drawal tool was created by a
team of scientific experts and

was peer-reviewed by a panel
of natienally renowned
researchers and it will have a
one-year phase-in once the
legislalion has beer signed
Into law,

The bills will now advance to
the House for consideralion,

Second Revenus estimating con-
ference held May 16 - lower
revenue projacted

On May 16 the House
Fiscal Agency, Senaie Fiscal
Agency, and state budget
cffice held the second consti-
tutionally mandated revenue
estimating conference for this
year. The conference esiab-
lishes the aofficial cconomic
forecast of major variables of
the national and state
economies and estimales
anticipated state revenues lor
General Fund and the School
Aid Fund for the current and
next fiscal years.

The Revenue Estimating
Conference determined that
slower than expected eco-
nomic growth; a recently
passed tax break for film pro-
duction compantes, which I
voted against: and an acceler-
aled deprecialion schedule
for business property that

was Included in the Federal

Economic Stimulus package
are the main contritutors lo
lower than anticipated
General Fund revenue in FY
2009. Lower cellections of the
State Educatfon Tax and the
Real Estate Transfer Tax
drove down FY 2009 School
Aid Fund revenue projections.

Despite an abundance of
negative economic news
there were some positives
coming out of the conference.
Using the numbers deter-
mined by the revenue confer-
ence the Senate Fiscal

Agency is now projecting that
the General Fund will end FY
2008 with a $148.8 million
surplus and the School Ald
Fund is projected to have a
FY 2008 year-end balance of
$66.5 miilion. This should
prevent any mid-year budget
cuta.

Unlortunately, the news for
FY 2008 Is not as bright. The
Senate Fiscal Agency s pro-
Jecting that revenue will be
$102.2 million short of the
Senate's proposed spending
and $207 million short of the

Governor's proposed spend- |

ing, The School Aid fund is
expected to be 553 million
short of the Senate’s pro-
osed FY 2008 spending and
EIBS million short of the
Governor's proposed budget.

The next step in the budg-
et process is for the Senate,
House and Governor to set
targets that will determine
how much money can he
spent in each individual
budget. Both the Senate
and the House have indicat-
ed a desire to have a com-
pleted budget in place by
July 1.
