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State must work to ﬁx its budget

Just when you thought
things were awful enough —
gas more than $4 a gallon,
uuto sales dropping fast, .
homes facing foreclosure, and
the economy in a recession ...
now comes the bad news.

The nonpartisan and highly
respecled Citizens Research
Council of Michigan (CRC} is
predicting — once again —
long-term, big-time state
budget trouble. Even though
the legistature thrashed and
fought most of last year, bare-
ly avoiding a state shutdown
before finally enacting 4 new
tax package and balancing the
budget ... it tums out that was
only a temporary plug for the
collapsing dam. .

In fact, littde Jast year has
done anything to relieve the
“chronic structural budget
deficit"” That means the cost
increases of state programs will
ConliEme to puinn TevEnues.

Rapidly rising health care
costs and our prison system
(estimated at 7.3 percent per
year) will swamp stale
finances. The CRC experts
estimate budget gaps starting
next year which would bel-
1oom to a $6 billion hole in the
General Fund by 2017 if
nothing is done.

All of which makes it dis-
graceful that last year's report
of the governer’s Emergency
Financial Advisory Pane! was
soreundly ignored. The
panel, headed by former gov-
emors Jim Blanchard and Bill
Mifliken and consjsting of
some of Michigan's mast dis-
tinguished feaders, came up
with 2 remarkably tough-
minded, far-reaching set of
strretural reforms designed to
cut costs and assure adequate
revenues to sustain necessary
state programs.

Some examples:

+ Cutting correstions
expenses, which now at §2.2
billion a year are more than

state spending on our colleges
and universilies.

The devastating new CRC
projections should come a3 no
surprise to those familiar with
the emergency panel’s brief
report, which ought to have
been mailed to every family
in the state.

But they wilt hopefully add
urgency to the movement for
long-term structural changes
in the workings of our state
— and help make people real-
ize how necessary those
changes are.

By now, the broad outlines
are fairly clear.

Research by Michigan's
Future, [nc. demonstrates that
those states with young and
highly educated work forces
are the ones that are going te
prosper in the future. As Lou
Glazer. says, “ialent trumps
taxes.” The issue isn't just the
number of jobs; it’s good
jobs, which lead to high and
growing family incomes.

In its recemly issued report,
“Michigan’s Defining
Moment: A Comimon Ground
Agenda for Mlchlgan H
Transformation,” the nonparti-
san, nonprofit Center for
Michigan (of which I am

president) called for a talented
and globally competitive work
force,  vibrant economy and
a great quality of life, and an
effective, efficient and
accounlable government,

Other regional economic
development groups —
Delroit Renaissance, the
Detroit Chamber of
Commerce, the West
Michigan Strategic Alliance
—have all proposed similar
strategies.

People are unhuppy with
the slow pace of change and
the continued parisan bicker-

. ing. Polls pubiished by The

Center show thal nearly 85
percent of citizens think it’s
important for lawmakers of
both parties to work together
in developing solutions to
Michigan's problems, while
the same number think that's
nol happening now.

Business leadership, in par-
ticular, is increasingly unhap-
py at the fack of urgency in
Lansing. Leaders from the
Detroit Renaissance Chairman
1 the Domino’s CEO have
been warning that time's run-
ning out, but, as oné said, it's
“like screaming into the wind."

And most feaders I talk
with agree that the kinds of
decisions we make over the
decade will play a major sole
in defining what kind of state
Michigan will be over the
next 50 to 73 years,

Truly, we are at a hinge in
our history.

‘What is needed most is the
political will 1o actually set

these [ong-term strategies inta
place. ['ve been holding small,
off-the-record, confidential
dinner meetings with legisla-
tors for the past several
months. As many as 30 from
both narties are deeply trou-
bied al the partisan gridlock in
Lansing. They are anxious 1o
work with business and civic
leadership to start things mov-
ing. }
The first step involves the
45 open seats in the House of
Representatives that are up for
election this fail, Frankly, 1
don’t care which party wins
the seats, bui Ida care a lot
that we neminate and elect
candidates willing to work
together across party Tines o
reach far-reaching solutions to
Michigan's problems.

And as waorld-changing as
this year's election may be
nationatly, for Michigan, it is
only a prologue to the really
important election two years
from now: For us, 2010 will
truly be 2 watershed.

Whether we like it or not,
we’ll elect an entirely new
cast of characters te send to
Lansing: The Governor,
Lieutenant Governor,
Secretary of State, Attomey
General, will all be rew, So
will at least 31 out of 3§ state
senators, and more than half
of the lower House, all thanks
to term limits.

Politics does matter. And
mobilizing citizens to get
involved in these elections is
the key to getting Michigan
moving again.
