Tara Michener never thought

‘having bi-racial children would be 4

problem, but people around her did,

“Me and my husband, before
we were married, certain people
would ask about what we were
going to do with our children,” the
Novi resident explained.

With her sunoy disposition,
Michener didn'l let the questions
bother her, hut she did start look-
ing for answers — and soon real-
ized it was hard 10 find books
dealing with the subject of bi-
racialkids,

$o, she decided to write one.

*“We didn't find a whole lot for
a child whe' waould be like ours”
Michener said. “T wanied to write
a book anyway, and thought this
was a'great subject 10 start with,”

The wesult is “Wha [ Am, Not
What [ Am!" (Authortlcuse,
$12.49) a colorfui 28-page story
aimed at children 4-8.

The book’s main character is
Janelle, a six-year-cld girl whose
mather is black-and father is white.

At school Janelle is asked by
other children "what' she is.

“1 went home that day and
talked to my mom. 1 asked her
what am 1. She said | am beavti-
ful, { am God's <hild, § am unique

and | am blessed,” the book says.

Throughout the book, Janelle
realizes she is smart, short for her
age, loves ice cream and 1§ good
at ice skating.

“[ am more than just a color or
two,” Janelle concludes.

Michener's story is brought to
life with illustrations by Jessica
Angergsicin, also of Novi.

Michener prew up in Pontiac
and lived in Livonia before mov-
ing to Novi in 2005, She camsd a
bachelor's degree in journalism
and  public  relations  from
Madonna University, and worked
al the Cbserver & Eecentric
Newspapers before getting hired
at Valassis, There, she helps seout
new talent and serves as recrit-
ment chair with the company™s
Diversity Council.

She feels educating people i m
the workplace about diversily is
important, yet even more crucial
is starting with kids,

“In the corporate world we have
1o leach adults to voleam,”
Michener said, “If we can train
children early that people are peo-
ple, we'll have a different America,
But it’s up to us o teack them.”
