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Tables are .set with plates and ihe 
ivsiaurant appears to be ready to 
open lor lunch, Ixit Lizy Lizaid 
Cantina sits empty with its lights out. 

The Mexican--themed grill has 
been closed for three weeks with 
the interior appearing no different 
than the last day it was open. 

"They couldn't comply with the 
rent payments," said Hafeez 
Shaikh, partner and m.mager of 
the Atrium of Novi, part of the 
MainStreet Novi complex. "They 
were behind on their rent. They 
said business was slow." 

L,azy Lizard Cantina, which had 
been a part of MainStreet since 
2000, was evicted May 22 by 
Oakland County Treasurer Patrick 
Dohany. The notice of seizure 
posted on the restatiranl's door said 
more than $8,400 was overdue. 

Aside from the closure of Lazy 
Lizard Cantina, Shaiich said his 

g \ compiex is surviving the tough 
( economic times. 

"We are doing wcii. Things are 
moving along aside from losing 

1 Lazy Lizard, which was basically 
2̂  an eviction on our part," he said. 
'aJ .Although only a few suites are 

still vacant, some are glaringly 
noticeable, such as the former 
Mcsquite Creek reslauiant location 
oil ilie northwest coiner Main and 
^iarkst-stiec*rthat-cl(»iilin'2()p6. 

Red, Hot and Blue also closed in 
the MainSlIcet CouIt on Novi Road 
recently, leaving only Basic Asian 
Mart and 5th Avenue BallIoontI in the 
court. The Red, Hot & Blue venue 
lias a business card lape<i to the from 
door stadng the suite is available. 

Shaikh said he has been in lalks 
with several potential tenants and 
MainStreet could see new busi-
nesses moving in this suIIuner. 

The economy has done more 
than force Lazy Lizard Cantina 
out of business. Jt has also delayed! 
the ground-breaking of the 
MainStreet expansion planned by 
Triangle Development. 

"The ground-breaking was sup­
posed to be two months ago," 
Shaikh said, citing final planning 
and financial needs as the reason. 
"I think it'll still be diis year." 

The expansion will include 
three retail shuctures in addition to 
an expansion of ihe Atrium of 
Novi building, connecting to the 
immediate west of MiXX Lounge. 
A parking garage and Beaumont 
Medical Center are also slated as 
part of the revitalization.

• City prepares 
to make use of 
Fuerst Farm 
property

Novi City Council approved, by 
a 5-2 vote, a plan on April 7 that 
would eliminate the existing facil­
ities located on the Fuerst 
I'armstcad, agreeing to reconsider 
the motion, if a group or individ­
ual were to come forward with the 
funding for full resloraiion of the 
structures within 90 days. 

•'It was basically around $1 mil­
lion to renovate those existing 
structures," said Novi Parks, 
Recreation and Forcslry Director 
Randv Auler. "The bams and the 
home are in poor condition." 

So far, the special-interest 
money has not surfaced and, 
while time is almost up, city staff 
IS preparing to implement coun­
cil s approved plan. 

Based on council's budget dis­
cussions, we are proceeding with 
design work for relocation of the 
old Township Hall and phase one 
(of the concept plan)," Auler said, 
noting phase one includes 
removal of the bams by reloca­
tion, or demolition. "1 think the 
direction council g.tve was 'if you 
come in (with money to restore 
die structures), we're willing to 
listen and see what can be done.' 
If that happened, could we adjust 
the plan? Certainly." 

The conceptual plan approved 
by council was one of the recom­
mendations of McKenna 
Associates, Inc.. the planning 
consultants hired to review the 
city owned property on the south-
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Road to the house on Novi's 

east comer of Taft and 10 Mile 
roads. 

"It's not going to be a private 
developmenl, it's going to be a 
cultural, community attraction," 
Auler said. "I believe this will 
encourage the most use of the 
property." 

(Dutlining a plan became a prior­
ity with the upcoming con.struction 
of the new libraiy, requiring relo­
cation of the old Township Hidl. 

"Our focus has been preparing 
to move Township Hall," Auler 
said. "But the whole goal when 
we went through the process, was 
(lo determine) what would be the 
best use (of the property) for the 
community." 

Novi Community Relations 
Manager Shetyl Walsh said, with 
the giound--breakingof the library 
tentatively scheduled for late-
October, mid-November, she 
hopes to have Township Hall relo­
cated to the Fuerst Farm property 
by mid-September. 

For the 2008-09 fiscal year 
budget, council approved to allo­
cate $347,250 for the Fuerst Farm 
property project, which includes 
moving the Township Hall, 
removal of Ihe three bams and 
farmhouse, and enhancements to 
the park. 

"J don't think they are going to 
be torn down on the 91st day," 
said Mayor Pro Tem Kim Ciipello, 
explaining staff would have to 
deteniiine the most environmen­
tally-safe way to remove the 
structures. "1 love bams, but those 
barns, they're not practical to 
keep. But I believe there is some 
value to the bam wood."

Most Novi High School staff 
members look forw.'ud lo spending 
summer v,icalion wiUiout sludenis, 
bul School Resource Officer Mike 
Wilson is looking forward to teach­
ing students about law enforcement 
for die third year in a row. 

As the last bell rang last 
Tliursday afternoon, Wilson was 
already busy planning, .scheduling 
and recruiting for the third session 
of die Novi Youth Police Academy. 

The week-long session is from 
iioon-4 p.m. July 14-18 al Ihe 
Novi Police Depaitment, inside 
ihe haining center. 

"li 's absolutely free and we're 
looking for Novi residents, ages 
1,1-17," Wilson said. 

Cun-enlly, Uiere are about 10 
kids signed up, but Wilson antici­
pates meeting, if not exceeding, 
the 36 students who participated 
and graduated from tlie program 
last summer. 

"Tliirty-six is very manageable 
for what we do," he said. "1 would 
love to have 40 kids show up. We're 
not going to turn anyone down. 
We've never turned anyone down." 

According lo Wilson, each year 
the academy Has grown in size 
due to residenUal awareness. 

"I've had people call 
me about this the last 
few weeks because 
Ihey know it's coming 
up," he said. "I've had 
some kids who want lo 
come through again, 
that's how much diey 
liked it." 

During Ihe five-day 
academy, Ihe teenagers 
wi l l leam aboul crime 
scene invesligalion, 
traffic laws and law 
enforcement equip­
ment, as well as simu­
lating traffic slops, 
Taser training and K-9 
demonsu-afions. 

"We show diem how 
die dog searches for 
diugs," Wilson said. 

Students will also experience 
gun firing scenarios dirough the 
Firearm Training Sysiem. 

"They actually use our 
weapons, but instead of using bul­
lets, (die weapons) shoot lasers," 
Wilson said. "When they're all 
done, they'll have a veiy good 
understanding of what it takes to 
be a police officer." 

The session ends with a gradu-

.Staff development days drew 
notice, as the executive summa­
ry staled "PareiiLs express con­
cern over the nunilicr of days 
students are out of school and 
over 50 percent of slaff indicated 
the current Professional Staff 
Development (plan) docs not 
meet iheir needs." The staff days 
are used to update the curricu­
lum lo fit the continually chang­
ing stale standards. 

Other areas suggested for fur­
ther improvement on Ihe survey 
are already undergoing process­
es for change. Three elementary 
.schools are receiving renova­
tions and iidditions, several pro­
grams arc expanding and newer 
programs are booming with par­
ents eager to sign up their chil­
dren. 

"There's an awful lot of 
good," F'alls said. "There's 
strong preschool and e.irly child­
hood education support. Almost 
.50 percent of respondents want 
more preschool." 

Beds said she would like lo 
see even more parents gel 
involved. 

"It's preiiy easy io get k-six 
parent-s in and I'd like io gel 
more of our secondary parents 
in," she said. 

A diversfl demographic 
"I think the communily mem­

bers like to know what's going 
on," Falls said. "The most com­
monly cited source of informa­
tion from parents, is their chil­
dren." 

Falls said the local newspaper, 
district publications and dislrict 
Web site are Ihc ncxi three 
largest draws of district informa­
tion for parents and community 
members. 

About 31.7 percent of com­
munity members cited the news­
paper as a source of district 
information, with district publi­
cations next at 22 percent. 
Among parents, .students drew 
23 percent, while the newspaper 
and district publications each 
hiid 17.2 percent and the di.strict 
Web site was a source for 16.7 
pcrcenl. 

Of the 376 community mem-
iicrs, 330 staff members and 118 
high school seniors who took Ihc 
survey, diversity was also an evi­
dent factor. 

Falls said 77.6 percent of par­
ents and community members 
were white or non-Hispanic and 
16 percent were Asian or Pacific 
Islander. About 82.5 percent of 
respondents were female and 75-
76 percent had a four-year col­
lege degree or higher. 

Fails said Ihe community-
wide survey should take place 
every three years, with staff, 
student and alumni surveys 
possibly occurring more fre­
quently. 

"What I'm looking forward lo 
is seeing the results of surveys 
over time," Beels said. "I'd like 
to expand our survey to our 
graduates, one year out, two 
years out."

ing.t, for the Village of Novi. 

"He'd light up his cigar when 
he started losing his patience," she 
said of her father. 

The late Ed Dobek is consid­
ered, to some, as one of ihe found­
ing fathers of the Cily of Novi. 

"People litie Ed gave us Ihe 
comnluniiy we live in ioday," said 
Nov! residenl and former Police 
Chief l ^e BeGole. "He gave a lol 
of his time, a lol of his efforts and 
a lot of his knowledge and, as a 
result, we're all better off today." 

Dobek, who lived in Novi for 
about 30 years, sat on the plan­
ning review board and board of 
appeals and was inslrunienlal in 
developing a master plan for Ihe 
city. 

"He helped draw up ihe origi­
nal master plan for the city, which 
made Novi whai i l is today, ai 
leasi on ihe developmeni side," 
Dyer said, noting her mother, 
Winnie (Winifred), served on the 
charier commission. "My mother 
and him made a greal team. They 
were very community-minded 
people and it actually made a 
good reputation for our family. 
They were so highly regarded." 

E d and Winnie moved from 
Detroil lo Novi in November 
1963 to raise tiieir 10 kids on what 
became ihe Dobek Farm. 

Farming was a familiar lifestyle 
lo Dobek, who diop)>ed out of 
school in eigiilh grade lo help his 
father run the I'amily's dairy farm 
in Grass Lake. 

The Dobek Farm was on 12 
Mile Road, between Novi and 
Dixon roads. Upon the 21.7-acre 
farm was Harem Hills Stables, 
where the Dobek's raised and 
boarded horses, and a variety of 
other animals such as chicken, 
ducks, sheep and geese. 

"Wc had a ' complete 'Old 
McDonald' farm," Dyer said. 

The family also gardened 
grapes, strawberries and raspber­
ries, among other diings. 

Dyer still recalls her father rid­
ing around on ihe John Deere 
tractor in his bib-overalls and 
straw hat, while smoking his sig­
nature cigar. 

"My dad was like a cowboy 
wilh his cowboy boots and belts," 
.she said. 

Aside from time spent on the 
farm and al meetings for the com­
munity, Dobek worked as a gener­
al superinlendenl for Highland 
Construction in Southfield. 

"He was a very talented man, 
there wasn't anything he couldn't 
build." Dyer said. "He had a keen 
business sense. He knew what 
investments to make and could 
handle property." 

After losing his wife to a tractor 
accident in 1988, Dobek moved 
out of Novi and attempted retire­
ment in St. Petersburg, Fla. in 
1993, but continued working as a 
consultant into his late 70s. 

"He was a power house," Dyer 
said. "He was always full of ener­
gy. He was 76-years-old riding 
the Tower of Terror at Disney." 

Edward Frank Dobek died in 
his St. Petersburg, Fla. home on 
the eve of Fatlier's Day from 
prostate cancer. Dobek was 87, 15 
days shy of celebrating his 88lh

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Michigan abortion ban vetoed, new bill on deck

Despite successfully passing 
through both the Republic:in-con-
trolled Senate and Deniocrat-con-
trolled House, Gov. Jennifer 
Granholni (D-Lansiiig) vetoed a 
bill banning partial-birth abonion 
last friduy. 

"I think the governor's veto was 
e.xtrciiiely unrealistic and eco­
nomical with the truth," said Sen. 
Nancy Cassis (R-Novi), who co-
.sponsored the bill. "The title of 
this is lo slop llic killing of the 
children who arc partially born. 1 
don'l think there ;ue any more 
horrendous acts of murder than 
this being done. I don't bciicvc in 
killing children when that child is 
fully lornied and ready lo be alive. 

Nancy Cassis 

guarded the life of the mother and 
life of the child." 

Senate Bi l l 776 w.as approved 
24-13 J;in. 22 by Senate leaders 
and 74-32 May 27 by the House 
before it was vetoed June 13. 

" i will not support a late-term 
abortion ban lh;it fails to protect 
both the life and health of moth­
ers," Gianholm said in a statement 

to Senate leaders. "Medical pro­
fessionals oppose this legislation 
because it does not contain valid 
exception for ihe health of ihe 
mother. They believe thai medical 
decisions of this nature should be 
made by women and their doc­
tors, not politicians. 1 agree." 

A partial-birth abortion is per­
formed when a fetus is piulially 
delivered during the second or 
third triiiiesler, often referred to as 
"during the birthing process" 
where ihc fetus is within a few 
.seconds of being a full-born child 
with constitutional rights. 

Although no partial-birth abor­
tions were performed in Michigan 
in 2006 or 2007, the bill called for 
a penally as severe as two yeaIs in 
prison and a $50,000 maximum 
fine for perfoniiing the procedure.

"The fight 
to protect life 
in Michigan 
is far from 
over," said 
Rep. Craig 
DeRoche (R-
Novi). 
"We're going 
to keep fight­
ing for the 
lives of these 

babies. Partial-birth abortion is a 
heinous :ind unclhical procedure. 
1 think the partial-birth abortion 
ban should be something we can 
all agree on." 

With many House Democrats 
supporting the Senate's partial-
birth abortion ban, DeRoche 
emphasized the need for House 
B i l l 4613 lo pu.sh through 

quickly. 
" l l differs only in procedure 

and rules of finding iis way inio 
law," he said. "There's 74 votes 
in ihe House, which is enough io 
override ihe governor." 

With Granholm's veto of ihe 
Senate bill , legislators now have 
the option of pushing HB 4613 
through. The bill is nearly identi­
cal, using a Supreme Court deci­
sion from August 2007 lo update 
the 2003 law. The only key addi­
tion is the provision allowing a 
vote to override the governor's 
velo. 

"The federal law has to be 
rcttritlen," [JeRoche, a co-spon-
,sor of Ihe House bill, pointed out. 

The House bill states partial-
birth abortions are never medical­
ly necessary to presen'e the moth­

er's health and ihe procedure con­
fuses medical, legal and ethical 
duties for physicians who have 
the responsibility to preserve and 
promote life. 

Both Novi legislators, DeRoche 
and Cassis, supported the Senate 
bill and DeRoche now supports 
the House bill . Cassis had not 
been presented wiih the bill since 
it has yet to be passed by the 
House. 

"We have many individuals in 
ihe legislature who would support 
partial-birth abortion ban. 1 think 
Ihis is a very important issue thai 
will come up agtuii and again," 
Cassis said. Regarding an over­
ride, she said, "It wouldn't be 
symbolic. It would be a deep-
rooted ethical stance lo stop ihis 
evil."

Bridget Zahradnik has spent the 
past seven years leaching first 
grade in the .same classroom al 
Parkview Eleinenlary Scliool. 
When she returns to school in ihe 
fall, i t ' l l be different. 

Parkview is one of three Novi 
elementary .schools, along with 
Orchard Hills and Village Oak.s, to 
undergo both renovations of cur­
rent cla.ssrooms and the additions 
of a new gym, music and art 
rooms at each scbooi diis summer. 

"Some big improvements wil l 
be made," Zahradnik .said. "I 'm 
ecslatic. The classrooms are chai-
lenging AS they are. It's fabulous. 1 
don'l mind doing any of the pack­
ing because I know the reward at 
die end." 

As die students filed out of the 
classrooms last Thursday to begin 
their summer vacations, many 
rooms at all three schools were 
already sporting piles of boxes as 
teachers prepared for the renova­
tions, set to begin this week. 

"We started a month ago widi 
tilings diat could be packed up that 
are not in use. The classrooms are 
pretty bare widi most things 
packed," 2^radnik said last 
Thui^ay. "Custodians will be mov­
ing die boxes. The last week is more 
we do special activities anyway. 
Tiere are just boxes all over and die 
room isn't as cute as it usually is." 

TWelve classrooms, including 
2MiIadnik's, on ihe southern pod 
of Parkview wil l be renovated 
along widi all classrooms at 
Orchard Hills and Village Oaks. 
The 12 Parkview rooms, are what 
Assistant Superintendent o f 
Business and Operations Gai l 

Credit believes arc the smallest in 
the district, and will be renovated 
from 900 square feet to 1,200 
square feet ibis summer. 

Zahradnik is excited for llie 
additions of doorless locker cub­
bies for lunches, jackets and win­
ter clothing, as well as improved 
.student computer work centers 
and other features. 

"We're going to have a built-in 
computer center so i l won't lake 
up a lot of the classroom space," 
she said. "There'll be a drinking 
fountain in each classroom. 
Having it in the classroom will 
alleviate iransition (after recess)." 

New rooIns 

Tlie total renovation and con-
su^ction process will cost about 
$21.1 million, via a May 2007 
approved bond. The "bricks and 
mortar' costs for the schools range 
between $4.7-$5..') million each, 
wilh iotai costs bclween $6.6-$7.7 
million each. Credit said. 

"The foundations are in and walls 
are coming up from die ground," she 
said. "At die end of April, we staited 
pulling up fencing. Tlie foundations 
went in three weeks ago." 

Ordiaid Hills wil l , add lo the 
nonhweslem comer of the .school, 
which requires the nordiem part of 
the playground to be moved. 
Constmclion h-affic will come in 
northwest of tlie school down a 
service drive east of Run Su-eet to 
avoid traffic entanglement. 

Village Oaks" western corner 
will gain the addition. 
Constmclion traffic will come in 
from Village Wood Road, south­
west of the school. 

Pmkview will add ils new gym 
and classrooms lo the south end of

the building wilh construction 
traffic along the fire drive on die 
west side of Ihe building. 

"Thai's a huge blessing because 
our gym is shared with die lunch 
room. Tlie larger kids had lo be 
.scheduled at certain times and i l 
had a domino effect," Zahradnik 
said. "The new wing will be big­
ger, better, nicer l i will also help 
us wilh scheduling because we'l l 
have a lunch room that won't be 
shared with the gym classes." 

Zahradnik was part of a com­
mittee of faculty and parents dial 
went to each school and analyzed 
what needed improvements. 
Credit said each school will also 
receive new ceilings, lighting, and 
lieating and cooling systems. 

"I think the community always 
wants more recreation facilities. 
They're nice gyms with wood 
floons the community can use," 
Credit said. "The renovation piece 
will be done in lime for school. 
(Construction is) more likely the 
end of September We're still tar­
geting the opening of school, bul 
it's a little less likely because of 
pennit dehiys and weather It was 
a cold spring."

Recently city council voted to 
demolish the Fuerst Farmstead 
and iinpiement a plan with a cost 
of $3 million for the site. A deci­
sion made without the knowledge 
of the Historical Commission. 
On three separate occasions the 
city council was invited to attend 
events which would help to 
inform them of issues important 
to a very large group of citizens. 
Tliis group exceeds the size of 
the group in the city's own study 
which also did not recommend 
demolition. 

The first event was a walk 
around with experts in barn 
restoration. The second event 
wa.s the Fuerst Farm Family Days 
where potential uses for the prop­
erty could be viewed. The third 
event was an informational meet­
ing with Ron Campbell, preser­
vation architect from Oakland 
County and Pal McKay from the 
Rochester Hill Museum at 'v'an 
Hoosen Farm. Both of these gen­
tlemen discussed viable econom­
ic uses for the property and 
potential financial resources 
available lo Novi to preserve imd 
maintain this property. It was 
intcrcstihg to leam that the coun­
ty provides free architectural 
services for any city interested in 
preservation of a National 
Historical Site but only when 
requested by city goverament. 
Why did our leaders choose not 
to use these services when devel­
oping a plan for the Fuerst 
Farmstead? 

At the June 9 city council 
meeting, I personally requested 
city council meet with the 
Friends of Fuerst Farm Board of 
Directors to discuss the Fuerst 
Farmstead. We believe (hat much 
of the future plans in the Plan B 
chosen by the city may be 
accomplished while still preserv-
iiig the historical site. 
Architecmral services for such a 
plan and potentially some of the 
cost 16 Implefneiit may be provid­
ed to the Qty of Novi for free.

PHIL POWER: 
State should embrace shortened work-week 

Gas la, as I write this, 
$4.19 at my neighborhood 
station. and they've 
dropped the $50 credit 
card limit on the pump. 

This Is getting plenty 
serious. 

Fortunately, there is 
somebody taldng a com­
mon-sense approach to 
the problem: Oakland 
County Executive L. 
Broolcs Patterson. A 
month ago, he proposed 
voluntary rescheduling for 
county employees so 
they'd Work four days a 
week, 10 hours a day. 

That would a11oW diem 
to save a day's Worth of 
gas. Last Week, the 
Oakland County 
Commission unanimously 
approved the Idea: "By 
allowing employees to 
work four 10-hour days it 
will save them 20 percent 
on their commute costs 
and ease the financial 
pinch of filling up their 
cars," a press release from 
Patterson's office pro­
claimed. 

When I talked with him 
last Week, Patterson was 
enthusiastic. "Look, we've 
got about 4,000 county 
employees. If 1,500 
employees take the four-
day Week, a conservative 
esUmate Is they'd save two 
gallons of gas not com­
muting the fifth day. At $4 
gallon, that's eight bucks a 
week for one employee, or 
$12,000 a week for all 
1,500. 

"Over a year, that adds 
up hi a hurry." 

Patterson said the idea 
first emerged while "some 
of us were kicking around

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the big rise in gas prices" 
several months ago. 

"We thought about what 
we could do to ease the 
financial pressure on our 
employees. and this 
seemed a pretty sensible 
way to go about it." What 
about scheduling so coun­
ty offices remain staffed? 

True, "we have to work 
out the schedules, but 
that's doable," says 
Patterson. (Jobs that 
require round-the-clock 
staffing, such as sheriffs 
deputies, won't be eligible 
for the four-day week.) 

What about the public 
employee unions? Do you 
have to re-negotiate your 
labor contracts? 1 wanted 
to know. Evidently not. 

'This program is volun­
tary an(i it's pretty popu­
lar. If the unions wanted to 
challenge it, they'd be 
hard-pressed. We'll proba­
bly have to sit down and 
talk, but I don't see a big 
problem." 

Patterson said he's been 
contacted by "hundreds" 
of businesses in Oakland 
County Interested in try­
ing the same idea. "This is 
something that a11 local 
government units should 
be ttylng. It should spread 
all across the state." 

With that in mind, I 
called Liz Boyd, Gov. 

Jennifer Granholm's press 
secreta1y, to see if state 
government was interest­
ed in following suit. Her 
response; "The Governor 
met with her cabinet with­
in the past three weeks on 
this idea. We want to help 
state employees With gas 
prices. More than one 
third of state employees 
already work on flexible 
schedules. Including a 
four-day week. 

"Right now we're compil­
ing Information." 

Hmmm. Doesn't sound 
like adopting a gas-saving 
plan is uppermost in the 
minds of the Granholm 
Administration. 

I hied — and failed — to 
get the governor's 
spokesman to be more 
specific. Yet the potential 
for savhlgs is very large 
indeed. When you figure 
there are around 53,000 
state employees, the math 
adds up pretty quickly. 
Adopting Patterson's 
assumptions, if 37 percent 
of all state employees 
adopt the program, that's 
19,875. 

Milltlple that by two gal­
lons ($8) a week, and you 
get nearly $160,000 in 
annual gas savings for 
state employees. 

That's at $4 a gallon, 
mind you. and prices are 

ahready past that barrier 
and marching north. Still 
— that sum is a tidy num­
ber, and one that certainly 
shouid excite the attention 
of an employer Who's 
Interested in helping out 
beleaguered state employ­
ees. 

What about state public 
employee unions? Would a 
four-day work Week 
require re-negotiating 
labor contracts with the 
unions? 

Alas, the governor's 
press secretary didn't 
want to talk about that. 

So I don't know whether 
the GranhoIm 
Admhiistration is serious­
ly working on Patterson's-
common sense Idea. I 
don't know whether a pub­
lic employee union -— or 
anybody else — is stand­
ing in the way. I don't 
know whether other poUti-
cal pressures are at work. 

But I do know that a vol­
untary four-day work 
week saves financially 
strapped workers money 
they wottld have to spend 
on gas. And that seems to 
meet the "let's do some­
thing shnple and practi­
cal" test that all public 
bodies should have on top 
of their minds. 

Some do. .And, evidently, 
some sadiy don't.

Tom Watkins: 
China's minority "problem" is a world problem 

Now 

With the recent earth­
quake and uprising in 
Tibet, China seems chis­
eled into the conscious­
ness of most .Americans. 
Yet, few ln the west realize 
there are 55 nationality 
groups of people that 
China officially recognizes 
as distinct minority 
groups. 

There are the Miao Bai, 
Dal, .Xlbe, Jingpo, Usbek, 
Hul, Mongolian, Yao, Li 
Wau, Manchu, Dong and 
Ulghurs to name a few. 
Minorities make up a 
small percentage of the 1.3 
bUfion Chinese but consti­
tute a large portion of the 
internal tension. Through 
the more-than 5,000 years 
of Chinese civilization 
there have been numerous 
minority uprisings against 
majority rule. 

Yet I suspect it's the 
Ulghurs (also speUed 
Uygur or Uigur and pro­
nounced "We-gar") the 
World will be hearing more 
about in the ftlture. I hope 
for the sake of the 
Chinese, Uighm-s and aU 
of humanity we do not 
hear of the Ulghurs 
around conflict, terror and 
bloodshed - yet, I further 
suspect we wiU In one 
fashion or another. 

The Ulghurs are a 
Turkish people and were a 
major empire in centuries 
past. The Ulghurs convert­
ed to Islam several cen­
turies ago. The Ulghur 
population ls disputed and 
raliges firom 8 to 15 1nU-
llon strong. They are 
found throughout China 
but are concentrated in 
the Xinjiang (meaning 
"NeW Territory" or "NeW 
Frontier") Autonomous 
Region in northwest 
China. Xinjiang is bor­
dered by Kazakhstan to 
the north, Mongolia to the 
northeast, and Kirghlzstan 

and Tajikistan to the 
northwest and west. To 
the west and southwest lie 
Afghanistan and Paldstan; 
to the south are Tibet and 
India. To the east, 1,500 
miles away, lies Beijing. 
Xinjiang is so remote tliat 
it is obscure or nonexist­
ent to most in the West. 

The Ulghurs refer to this 
area by its historical 
name. East Turkistan or 
Uyghuristan. 

The faces of the Ulghurs 
share few similarities with 
what Is Viewed as the typi­
cal Chinese, or Han peo­
ple. They are proud to be 
distinct. 1 remember meet­
ing a Ulghur man once in 
Xian, the ancient capltol of 
China, and the en(l-po!nt 
of the historic SUk Road. I 
asked him hfs nationality 
and he said, "Chinese." 
TTien, With a full-mouth 
grin and looking around 
the market so not to be 
overheard, he uttered, "I 
am a Uighur - not 
Chinese!" 

Many call the Ulghurs 
the Tibetans' Muslims. 
The Ulghurs, like the 
Buddhist Tibetans, are 
asking for more accommo­
dations for their disparate 
culture and beUefs. The 
Chinese will respond that 
many Ulghurs are a terror­
ist faction in bed with al-

contend the Chinese gov­

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Midnight Sun adds outdoor club to Novi nightlife

With Florida's famed 
nightlife 1,000 miles away, 
Craig Jelinek and Kevin 
Cermak decided lo bring the 
atmosphere to Novi by opening 
Midnight Sun in the Crowne 
Plaza Hotel courtyard. 

The South Beach-style cabana 
bar and club features live disc 
jockeys spinning dance music 
from 11 a.m.-2 a.m. every other 
Saturday, through Sept. 20, eight 
dates in all . The grand opening 
was June 14. 

"Ill Michigan, we have a very 
short window of good weather 
and, honestly, everyone wants to 
be by the water. We are a giant 
outdoor courtyard wilh a huge 
stereo system and light show," 
Jelinek said, adding the courtyard 
pool supplies the water aspect. 

"Where else can you go and lay 
out by Ihc pool and listen to live 
DJs. We line ihe pool with black 
leather couches at niglii when 
the lounge chairs come out. 
There's nowhere else in Detroit 
that offers a daytime pool 
party." 

Midnight Sun offers two sides 
of the i-iorida nightiife. From 11 
a.ni.-7 p.m., visitors can sit in 
swimsuits and sip drinks by (or 
swim in) the pool or in cabanas as 
DJs spin music. From 7 p.ni.-2 
a.m., Ihe venue hansforms into 
more of a Mi;imi-stylc nightclub 
with palrons adorned in dress 
attire. 

"We want guests to feel as if 
they're transported for an after­
noon and not in Michigan or 
Novi," Jelinek said. "I expect to 
see a decent crowd during the day, 
but a bigger flow during the night. 
There's going to be a feel thai 

.you're on vacation and people 
tend to loosen up a bit. The mood 
is going to be more loungey at 
night. It's going to turn into an 
outdoor night club." 

Jelinek said the location at the 
Crowne Plaza Hoiei, just off 
Interstate 96 and Novi Road, is 
ideal for club-gocrs. The hotel is 
a big piece of the location as 
well. 

"I think the localion is most 
brilliant about it. It's cenhally 
located, right off 1-96. We don'l 
endorse drinking and driving, so 
why not party in a hotel," he said, 
noting club-goers don't need to 
stay at Ihe hotel to come to 
Midnight Sun, "It's a fun, relax­
ing way to .spend the afternoon, lt 
just makes sense to have it at a 
hotel. Leave your car keys in your 
room and come down." 

Allhough Jelinek said he 
prefers ihe term "experience" 

instead of "party," he expects the 
new venue to fit into the Novi 
nightlife quickly and easily.
