If all goes according to plan, 
Ihe Grealcr Novi Chamber of 
Commerce and the Novi Chamber 
will ofliciaily mef;ge into the Novi 
Chamber of Commerce of Novi 
today. 

"Once both chambers have 
accepted (the merger and bylaws) 
it's immediate," said Bob Thome, 
chairman and president of the 
Novi Chamber of Commerce. 

Board members of both cham­

bers approved Ihe changes to the 
bylaws and voted in support of ihe 
merger la.sl week. Currenlly, both 
organizations are awaiting mem­
bership approval. 

"I believe it's going to pass rel-
ativeiy simpiy," said Keith Kuhn, 
chairman of the Greater Novi 
Chamber. 

Following town haii-style 
meetings held last week, both 
chambers sent out the proposed 
bylaws to members, pending 
approval for an official merger 
between the two organizations. 

"I've got nothing but positive 
responses," Thome said. "Not one 
dissenting opinion I've got from 
anyone." 

In try ing to meet tlieir goal of dis­
solving the Greater Novi Chamber 
by July i2, members have until 

today to cast iheir votes via e-mail 
regarding tlie potential merger. 

" l i just gave us a goal," Kuhn 
said of the July 12 date. "We have 
(0 close up our books, file papers 
and tally the votes." 

Today is also the deadline for 
members of the Novi Chamber to 
vole by e-mail, fax or in person at 
the member meeting from 5-7 
p.m. at Andiamo. 

Major changes outlined in the 
bylaws include the board of direc­
tors, which will include 24 mem­
bers, split equally among the two 
chambers' current board members. 

Each of the chambers wi l l des­
ignate 12 of their own board 
members to serve on the Novi 
Chamber of Commerce Board of 
Directors, which will be com­
posed of 12 voting and l2 ex-offi-
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cio, non-voting, directors. 
Also split evenly among the 

existing organizations will be the 
executive committee, which will 
be composed of eight members, 
four with voling rights. 

"It's a complete melding of the 
two," said Whitney McClellan 
Stone, executive director of the 
Greater Novi Chamber. 

The idea of a dual directorship, 
as opposed to one executive direc­

tor, has also been proposed for Ihe 
Novi Chamber, with McClellan 
Stone serving as the director of 
operations alongside Linda Daly, 
director of marketing and admin­
istration. 

"We want the two of them 10 work 
together as a team," Thome said. 

However, for 90 days following 
die official merger, Thome will 
serve as the temporary, unpaid 
executive director of the combined 
Novi Chamber. Once the 90 days 
are up, Thome said the board will 
review everything and decide if 
they want to move someone into 
that position or extend his tenure. 

"Everybody's on ihe same 
page, i i ' s just figuring out how 
we can get from A to B ," 
McClel lan Stone said. "I want 
lo keep the energy we (the 

Greater Novi Chamber) have. I 
think it is extremely positive." 

The transition for members 
should be relatively simple, with 
ihe length of membership and 
dues paid, rolling over lo the 
newly combined chamber. 

The Greater Novi Chamber 
was formed two years ago by a 
group of business people who 
were not pleased with the direc­
tion the Nov i Chamber of 
Commerce was taking at thai 
time. Officials of both organiza­
tions said isslies of the past have 
since been resolved. 

Kuhn said he is not aware of 
another community in soulheasl-
em Michigan with two chambers.

Kroger slioppers wiio pur-
cliased ground beef in iiie pasi iwo 
months shciuid clieclc (iieir freez­
ers as a recall lias been issued for 
all products with sell-by dates 
between May 21 and June 8. 

The recall follows 35 reports of 
E. coli-bred illness to Michigan 
and Ohio shoppers. Since the 
recall was issued last Wednesday, 
an additiotiiil 12 reports are being 
invesiigaied between the two 
states. There were three con­
firmed reports in Oakland County, 
16 total in Michigan. 

E. coli is a bacterial infection 

that can cause stomach cramps, 
vomiting, diarrhea and, in extreme 
cases, kidney failure or death. 

"If you have ground beef in the 
freezer lhal you .ire the least con­
cerned about, please bring it back 
and we will refund your money," 
said Dale Hollandsworih, the 
Michigan spokesman for 
Cincinnati-based Kroger Co. The 
grocery company uses severai 
large suppliers for more than 
2,470 stores in 31 states, • 

The United States Department 
of Agriculture's Food Safety and 
Inspection Service iinnounced 
Monday Nebraska Beef, Ltd., is 
responsible for the Class 1, High 
Health risk recall of 531,707 

pounds of ground beef compo­
nents coniaminaled w i t h t . coli. 

"We're working with them by 
providing any and all records that 
we have relative to thai," he said. 
"This is critical not just to Kroger, 
but to the food industry." 

The Novi Kroger store on the 
northwest comer of Beck Road 
and Grand River Avenue had a 
sign posted on the side of the beef 
display area last Friday informing 
shoppers about the recall and 
reminding them to clean, separate 
and chill to ensure proper food 
safety. It also said to call (800) 
632-6900 with questions.

people shop every day," said 
shopper Deborah Taylor, a 
Southfield resident who works in 
Novi. "1 was going to eat some 
the other day and now 1 have to 
bring it back."

"1 do get it for my kids, so I'm 
going to be concerned," she said,

turkey alternatives now. "You 
don't hear too much about ground 
chicken and turkey recalls." 

She said she was also con­
cerned about the recent tomato 
scare, iind stopped serving toma­
toes with her family's salads. 

Kroger and hcaldi officials said 
none of the infected products 
remain in stores, but do encourage 
shoppers to check their freezers 
for any and all ground beef prod­
ucts with sell-by dates between 
May 21 and June 8. 

Fourteen of the 35 confirmed 
cases of E. coli infection resulted 
in hospitalization, including one 
Michigan resident U'ealed for kid­

ney failure who was later 
released. 

Products currently in stores 
should be safe to purchase, 
Hollandsworth said. 

"The health dep.irtment has 
done several testings and sam­
plings to make sure that the 
ground beef Is safe," he said. 

Cooking ground beef to an 
internal temperature of at least 
160 degrees Fahrenheit kills 
potential bacteria.

(lie program discovered a crack in 
her condominium furnace. 

" i l had a leak of carbon monox­
ide," Curlcy said. "They lold me 1 
touldu'l use i l , and before ihe day 
was oul, they had a new furnace in 
iierc, up and running. They were 
so good lo me." 

The Minor Ho/iie Repair pro­
gram is designed lo assisl iow-
inconie lionieowners, wilhiii Ihc 
Ci ly of Novi, nuilce nece.s.sary 
repairs and iniprovenienls lo iheir 
homes. 

"ll 's very helpful for poor peo­
ple," said John Spalding, 79, of 
Couiilry Cousins Mobile Hoinc 
I'aik, near Haggerly l{oad, jusi 
.soulh of 12 Mile Road. 

Spalding leceived six new win­
dows in his mobile home in 2005 
and is applying for ihe program 
again this year. 

"The Cily of Novi paiticipales 
in Ihe Coiiiinuiiity DevelopmenI 
Block Grant program and, within 
Ihal progiani, eily council has 
approved funds lo administer our 

Minor Home Repair program," 
-said Novi Assistant Finance 
Director Marina Ncumaier, who 
serves a.s the staff liaison wilh Ihe 
Housing and Community 
DevelopmenI Conimiitee. "We 
want 10 provide as much assis-
tjincc for our residents ;ts po.ssi-
ble." 

Allhough Curlcy received 
assistance five years ago, she 
qualified to receive assistance 
again this year. 

"1 thought there wasn't any 
renewing, liut I've been U-caled roy­
ally," she said. "1 diink I'm just so 
pixir they really feel .sony for me." 

Ncumaier said resident.s are 
allowed to apply :innually as long 
as they continue lo qualify for 
assistance. 

The program is administered 
through the Oakland Livingston 
Hum.m Service Agency and eligi­
bility follows basic income guide­
lines established Ihiough the U.S. 
Department of Housing and 
Urban Development. 
- Interested homeowners must 
compiele an application, which 
can be obtained by contacting 
Neumaier at (248) 347-0468 or 
OLHSA at (248) 209-2760, lo 
detennine eiigibility. The program 
is currently accepling iipplica-
tions. 

If a household qualifies for 
assistance, O L H S A will .send oul 
an inspector lo deteimine neces­
sary repairs and go to bid for qual­
ified contractors. 

"Between reviewing the appli­
cations and securing a contractor 

could take aboul 30 days," 
Neumaier said, "The Icngih of 
lime to complete the work is 
going lo depend on the scope of 
the projects. 

"The most common types of 
repairs would be replacing water 
healers, furnaces, new roof.s, 
handicap ramping ... we've 
replaced defective windows, espe­
cially when there's lead paint 
involved - items that ;ire of a real 
health and safety concern." 

Last Tuesday, Curley received 
word that all the leaky faucets and 
windows in the front of her 1,200-
squ!irc-fool home are going lo be 
replaced, as well as tlie patio door 
and screen. 

"The ones (windows) in the 
front are so bad, I've taped them," 
she said. "They've been here 
since the condo's inception." 

Curley lives in her 30-year-old 
Olde Orchard condominium with 
her 14-year-old white, westie ter­
rier, Ditto. 

"I have no family, she is my 
pride and joy," she said. 

As of July 1, the Minor Home 
Repair program has .$66,758 in 
grant money for ihe 2008-09 fis­
cal year. 

"What we've experienced over 
Ihe last year, is wc don'l have as 
significant of a Wiailing list as 
before," Neumaier said. "The 
Housing and Community 
Development Committee is very 
passionate about (his progranI and 
ensuring these CDBCJ monies are 
used lo provide much needed 
assistance lo our residents."

TO: Ad owners, occupants or possessors of subdivided lands or lots: 
NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that In accordance with Chapter 21, 

Article II, of the Code of Ordinances, City of Novi, H4ichigan, all noxious 
weeds, or other weeds, grass, brush, or deleterious, unhealthy growths 
exceeding a height of eight (8) Inches, growing, standing or lying upon 
any property in the City of Novi, shall be cut down, destroyed or removed 
as the case may be, at least twice In each year, once during the last half 
of the month of May and again during the last half of July of each year 
and more often as may be necessary. 

If the owner or occupant, or any person or persons, agent, limi, or 
corporation having control or management of any subdivided land upon 
which any building or buildings have been erected shall fail, refuse, or 
neglect to comply with the above mentioned Code provisions, the city 
shall cause the weeds, grass, bmsh, deletenous, unhealthy growths, nib-
blsh, to be cut down, destroyed or removed.

Il was a bcauliful, .sunny day al 
Safety Town Thursday morning as 
4- to 6-ycar-old kid.s hiked and 
scooted around an imaginary 
neighborhood in the small park­
ing lot, located in Dccrficid 
Elemcniaiy School'.s bus loop. 

Safety Town -is more tlian a fic­
tional city painted on concicie to 
teach children the most basic rules 
of the road, it's a four-day pro­
gram designed lo teach the pre­
school through second-grade .stu­
dents about basic safely pi;\clices 
ill various situations they may 
encounter tliroughoul their lives. 

"The kids ;u-e having fun whiie 
lc;uTiing the safety rules," said Jill 
OsU-aff, the fourth-year ie.iciier of 
Salety Town. 'The little children 
iovc iieing with the iiigh schooicrs." 

Five Novi Higli School students 
;ind her daughter, Asliiyn, a sen-
ior-to-bc at South Lyon High 
School, help Ostraif take care of 
tlic 18 kids. 

The lessons the children iciun 
tackle many issues. The rules of 
the road are enforced during a 

daily exercise period riding 
around the small "neighborhood" 
on plastic three-wheelers and 
.scooters. 

Tlie kids get stickers for stop­
ping al tlie slap signs and are 
inslrucied to stay in the right lane. 
If they gel tired of driving, there 
are painted sidewalks they can 
walk on to help other drivers leam 
lo give pedestrians the right of 
Way when crossing the ro.id. 

"1 learned to stop and look both 
ways or else you'll crash. You 
always have to look both ways," 
.said 6-year-old Alivia Hart. 

After heading inside, tlie kids had 
a visit from Dr Kari Nugent and 
Nicole Laslett from Unleashed, a 
mobile vcterin:iry service. The vets 
brought a dog, tortoise ;uid two 
macaws for the students to see and, 
in some cases, pet. 

The students leiu-ncd a few les­
sons, such .as the importance of 
approaching an animal from the 
from because walking up behind 
could scare it inlo a defensive 
attack. Also, many animals carry 
lots of germs, so it's important to 
wash hands afler handling them. 

"They might bite you i f you 

bother them. You let them sniff 
your hand, i f il's a dog, and get lo 
know them," Hart said. "You have 
lo Wiish your hands really well or 
else you'll gel really sick. If you 
use soap, i t ' l l gel off more." 

Fire safety 

Earlier in the day, students trav­
eled to a nearby Novi fire station 
to leam about fire safety. 

"If there's a fire or smoke, or the 
smoke detector goes off, you roll out 
of bed. Don't touch tlie door. If it's a 
really low window, you can climb 
out or, if it's high, you c.in call for 
help," said 6-ye.ar-old Lauren Wilk. 

Her 4-year-old brother, David 
Wilk, said fire safety taught him a 
lot of important lessons if there's 
a fire in his three-slory home. 

"Vou feel (near) the door and, if 
it's cold, you can open it and get 
oul safely. If it's hot, you need 
another way out," said D.avid, 
who was a firefighter for 
Halloween one year. " A l the first 
station, we learned if they have all 
their equipment on, you don't run 
.away." 

H>-irt said that, although a fire­

fighter may seem scwy to some 
when they're dressed in full uni­
form, it's iinportanl not to be 
scared of them. 

"Don't be afraid of the fire­
fighter because he's trying lo help 
you. Don't hide from firefighters 
or else they can't find and help 
you," she said. 

important lessons 

Other lessons learned through­
out the week ranged from a bus 
safely lesson from Gus the School 
Bus and a visit from the lightning 
bug, who taught them about safe­
ty around electrical sockets, wires 
and utilities. 

"When you start to leam safety, 
you leam a lot of safety that you 
haven't learned that you need to 
leain and you teach your mom," 
David said. 

The Safety Town program uses 
.songs, poems, ail projects, stories, 
movies, books and special visitors 
to teach the children safety lessons. 

"We really try to stress that they 
should always be with someone 
who can take care of them; an 
adult who can take care of them,"

When it comes to coinmunily 
issues, il is natural thai people 
have opinions. Thai is a good 
Ihiiig. liul il never ceases lo 
;iiii.i/e me liow cert;iin issues lake 
on a life of Iheir own. Thai is usu­
ally a direcl result of a lack of 
infi)rni;itiiin. Things may appear 
to be one way and, only upon 
obtaining all Ihe fads, does Ihe 
picture iiccome clearer. .Some 
people disseminalMig information 
on an issue may not know all the 
inCornialion. Unfonunately, oth­
ers may intentionally leave oul 
ctitical facts or choose to have ;t 
seleclive memory. The latter is 
iieillier produelive nor justifiable 
on Ihe basis of one's zeal on any 
i.sMie. 

One such issue is the i'uersl 
l-;irni. Tlic City is InuilK' moving 
forward to develo() the properly as 
a park, cenlrally locaied. as part 
of our civic ccnler campus, in 
conjunction wilh Ihe building of 
our new library :ind available for 
all to use and enjoy. A l this time, 
questions ;tre being raised, accu-
stiiions leveled - "What's ihe 
rush.'": "Why ael wiihoul a 
plan?'; "Why nol seek grants and 
privaie funding.'^": "Didn ' l Ihe 
city obtain ihis property in the 
first place to preserve the build­
ings.'" Upon first blush, such 
questions are absolutely valid. 
However, upon undcrst;inding the 
history of the City's acquisition of 
the Fuer.st Farm and what has 
occurred in the i i years since the 
City obtained the properly the 
answers to these questions 
become clear. Let's review the 
"history" of (lie City's acquisition 
of Ihe Fuerst Farm and the past I i 
ycar.s during which private groups 
have failed to raise funds for 
preservation. 

The c i ty d id not purchase 
the property to preserve the 
bui ld ings 

The City acquired the Fuerst 
Fami properly, the 6.5 acres at ihe 
corner of 10 Mile and Tafi roads, 
in 1997. The Novi School 
District acquired Uie entire farm 
in the early 1970s. In 1997 the 
City owned 104 acres of property 
at Wixom and 1 i Mile roads. The 
City and the Novi School Dislrict 
worked out a cooperative airange-
ment whereby the City would sell 
52 acres to the school distiIct for 
the construction of what is now 
Novi Middle School and keep 52 
acres for the development of what 
is now Wildlife Woods Pailc adja­
cent to ihe Middle School. When 
the C i i y sold 52 ficfes of land to 

the school district Ihe Ci iy 
received as pavmenl two ihiniis: 
h .S8l9,4i4.0i and 2) the 6..'>4 
iicre parcel of land on Ihe corner 
of 10 Mile and Tall roads (m 
which .sat Ihe Fuerst F:um build­
ings. 

What is most enlightening is 
why the City wanted the property 
;il the corner of 10 Mile and Tad 

, roads. The iuiiwcr i,s Ihe.Ciiy.did 
nol obtain tlic property for the 
purpose of preserving the build­
ings. 

The initial Offer To l'urcli.-i.se 
doeuinent submitted to the City 
by the school disliiel provided 
that the school district would p;iv 
Ihe City SSI 9,414.01 and transfer 
ownership of the Fuerst Farm 
property. However, initial docu­
ment also provided itiai the City's 
use of Ihe l-uerst property must be 
for historical purposes. The initial 
Offer To Purchase document read 
as follows: 

• "City^s use of the Fuerst 
Property shall be for historical 
and other related purposes." 

• "City shall reno\'ale .such of 
the barns and other structures 
located on liie Fuerst Property as 
City shall reasonably determine to 
lie stnicturally sound..." 

That initial Ofl'er To Purchase 
was discussed iiy the Novi City 
Council at a public meeting on 
June 23, 1997. At thai public 
meeting, the City Council specifi­
cally voted lo remove Ihe lan­
guage requiring historical use and 

. specifically removed the language 
requiring renovation of the barns 
and other structures. The follow­
ing di.scu.ssion is taken directly 
from the minutes of the City 
Council meeting of June 23. 
1997; "Councilman Schmid slat­
ed since this agreement suggests 
that this land will belong to the 
City, he wonders why does the 
school have any say how the city 
will maintain the bams. Mr Byers 
(President of the Novi Board of 
Education) stated they could 
strike lhal provision i f ihe ciiy 
would iike to. Counciiman 
Kramer said they couid strike 
items B, C, D, E and F. Mayor 
McLallcn slated they would want 
to keep Item F because of the 
truck easements for ingress and 
egress. M r Fried (city attorney) 
asked what items do they want to 
strike. Counciiman Clark believes 
it would be B , C and D, 
Councilman Kramer believes all 
those items simply address reno­
vation, raising, maintaining and 
so forth. Councilwoman Mutch 
suggested if the city changes what 
they do there from what they out­
line in the agreement, then the 
city would have to return the land 
to ihe school. She asked what 
would happen i f lightening 
destroyed ihe buildings; would 
the city have to sell the property 
back. She believes they would 
have plenty of reason to continue 
use of Ihe property and asked if 
they are suggesting the pioperty 
would have to be returned to the 
school. Councilman Schmid 
would not agree with that state­
ment and he also does not agree 

that they should even have the 
right lo buy it back. Councilman 
.Schmid asked what would happen 
if the ciiy decided nol lo use il as 
a historical site and planned to use 
il as :i small p;trk. Mr. livers said 
ihe only thing they ;ire dealing 
wilh is that Ihe city should take 
care of the banis where the school 
has items stored. He said Ihey 
have no p(i^W^.''1-!*\'^ M ^ ' i ' ^ ' ' ^ 
city wiinis loddivi lh ifie property. 
However, if the city decides lo put 
the property on the market, die 
school would like Ihe first righl to 
lie able to buy it back. 
Councilman Schmid noted Ihe 
language slates 'historical.' 
Councilwoniim Mutch added i l 
also includes 'and other related 
purposes.' .Mi. Byers believes 
•public purpose' would satisfy 
them. Mayor McLallen :idvised 
there seems to be a consensus to 
retain the ability for the school to 
have a right of first refusal on Ihe 
property if the city ceases to use 
Ihe property for any public pur­
pose." 

The ultimate motion made and 
passed by the Novi City Council 
authorized entering into the 
agreement for the purchase of the 
Fuerst Rimi properly "with the 
elimination of Par;igraphs B, C. D 
and ... with the change of his­
torical references to public uses 

The ulliinate Offer To Purchase 
signed by Ihe City and the school 
dislrict on July 17, 1997, provid­
ed regarding the use of the Fuerst 
property, "City's use of the Fuerst 
Property shall be for public pur­
poses." There was no require-
inent of solely historical use of 
the property or buildings. There 
was no requirement thai the build­
ings be maintained in a historical 
manner. In fact, the school district 
could use the bams for.storage 
"Until such time dial the City 
notifies Novi School District that 
i l will begin u.̂ c of the bams 

i l is most interesting to note 
that it was then City 
Councilwoman Kathy Mutch who 
stated thai if ihe buildings were 
destroyed "She believes they 
(City) would have plenty of rea­
son io continue use of the proper­
ty . . . " The City purchased the 
Fuerst Farm not for historical pur­
poses but for "public purposes." 
Using the property as a park was 
specifically discussed. City 
Councilwoman Muich voied in 
favor of purchasing tlie property 
for those purposes. 

The deed by which the City 
took ownership of the Fuerst 
Farm states the only restriction on 
the use of the property is "that 
grantee's use of the above 
described parcel be for public 
purposes only." No historical pur­
pose was included. 

Moreover, at the same City 
Council meeting of June 23.1997 
a question was raised about possi­
ble historical restrictions on ihe 
use of ihe property because of its 
designation on the National 
Registjy of Historic Places. Once 
again, it was Councilwoman 
Mutch who explained that such a 

designation provided no restric­
tion on the u.se of tiie properly; 

"Councilwoman Mulch advised 
i l is not restrictive when someone 
pursues a National Registry nom­
ination unless federal funds are 
used. Ctmsequently, no restric-
tion.s were placed on the school or 
ciiy when the (sic) pursued that 
for the Fuerst property. 
Councilwoman Mutch advisijd 
any organization "or individual 
could have pursued the historic 
site registration, but noted they do 
nol require lhal iliey have the 
property owner'.s cooperation 
because ihe significance is deter­
mined independent or who owns 
i l . " 

Indeed, as pointed out by 
Kathy Mutch, the historical sig­
nificance, according to the 
National Registry, is of the site 
itself nol the use of the proper­
ty-

Thus, when we examine Ihe 
"history" of the City 's purchase 
of the Fuerst Farm properly, we 
discover: I) the property was 
not purchased specifically for 
historical preservation, 2) the 
use of ihe property as a public 
park was discus.sed, 3) the City 
Counc i l specifically removed 
any requirement that the proper­
ty be used for historical purpos­
es and 4) the National Registry 
of Historic Places designation 
places no restrictions on the u.se 
of the property 

P r iva te funds and grants 
must tie ava i lab le . Why 
doesn ' t the c i ty a l low time 
for private funds and grants 
to be raised? 

In answering this question, we 
must first ask how much time is a 
reasonable time to allow for the 
raising of such funds? How about 
11 years? That is exactly how 
long the City h.is been wailing for 
those interested in preserving the 
buildings to raise the funds io do 
so. Virtually nothing has been 
raised in 11 years. 

In the year 2000, a Fuerst 
Farm Task Force examined the 
property However, they did not 
examine the property from a 
neutral standpoint as to potential 
uses. They examined the proper­
ty with the specific intent to 
"restore and maintain the Fuerst 
Farmstead." Indeed, the Fuerst 
Farm Task Force reported that 
"Since 1991 both the Ci iy of 
N o v i and the Novi School 
District have been discussing 
and studying various alternatives 
for use of the Fuerst Farmstead." 
(Report of Fuerst property Task 
Force., June 2000). So we know 
that this issue has been discussed 
for the last l 7 years. What has 
happened in thai 17 years? Has 
anyone interested in preserving 
the buildings raised any money 
to do so? 

The Fuent Property Task Force 
in 2000 specifically Iecogsiized 
that pIivate fiIods, grants and gifts 
must be obtained for the preserva­
tion of the Fuerst Farm buildings. 

The Task Force recommended a 
five-year plan during which time 
the City would contribute $65,000 
toward the Fuerst Farm and 
$335,000 would be raised by 
"Park Events, Gifts, Grants." 
Their Mission Statement specifi­
cally provided, "To use tlie prop­
erty in creative ways to raise nec-

The cost of restoring the build­
ings for historical purpo.ses is cost 
prohibitive. Indeed, even the 
Fuerst Farm Task Force, eight 
years ago in 2000, recognized that 
city funds could not afford to be 
used to pay the cost of historic 
preservation. To preserve the 
buildings alone (without any con-

essary funds for the mainlenance lingency funds) would cosl $1.5 
and enhancement of the property milliop., 'fliat woujd nijl iijciytie 
and its activitifcs without'puding any imprtiveihenis lb the site io 
an undo burden on the city 
finances - making the property 
self-sustaining and even prof­
itable for future enhancements 
and use." 

In the eight years since the Task 
Force issued its report in 2000, 

make i f usable. In conirasl, dial 
same $1,5 million would be suffi­
cient to pay for all the improve­
ments to the site noted in the 
McKenna report for use as a park 
except the building of the multi-

Ihe City has spent in excess of tia! to the immediate use of the 
$70,000 directly on the Fuerst site as a park. 
Farmstead. This is in excess of the 
$65,000 recommended by the 
Task Force. In lhal same lime 
period, only $500 has been raised 
privaiely, rather than the $335,000 
as promised. Thus, the City has 
contributed its share but no action 
has been taken by those wishing 
to preser\'e the buildings. They 
presented a five-year plan. The 
City has waited eighl years. 

Thus, when the question is 
asked, "why doesn't the city allow 
time fo the raising of private 
funds, gifts and grants?" when the 
"history" of the City's ownership 
of the property is examined, it 
becomes clear that the City has 
allowed more than ample time. 

It is one thing for someone lo 
say. "raise private funds." It is 
another for someone to actually 
do it. The City cannot allow this 
wonderful piece of property to lay 
fallow, unused any longer. 
Residents of Novi have a right to 
use this property which was 
acquired with the use of city 
funds. Eight years is enough time, 
h is time to move oti.

It has been suggested that the 
City is proceeding without a plan. 
The City does have a plan. The 
plan is to implement the property 
for the veiy purpose it was origi­
nally acquired - public purposes, 
a park, McKenna Associates was 
retained by the City to hold public 
input sessions, conduct a compre­
hensive study of Ihe property and 
structures and make recommen­
dations. Their study was conduct­
ed in public, with public input at 
various levels: coInmunity input 
meetings were held; an online 
survey was conducted; discus­
sions were held at public Parks, 
Recreation and Forestry meet­
ings; a survey was conducted at 
the Civic Center; departmental 
staff participated. AH of these 
public sessions were advertised 
and the public did participate.

Even though it 
may believed that there have been 
plenty of opportunities in the past, 
what would be the harm? 

The council has given die com­
munity 90 days to come up witii a 
plan and how it would be paid for. 
Compare that wilh the generous 
donation regarding the Walker 
Building Fund for the library and 
amount of time given for match-

Over the past twenty yeius, the 
Novi City Council and a substan­
tial number of citizens have had 
strong differences of opinion lhal 
deserved lo be decided in a fair, 
democratic way - by Ihe people. 

In the 80s, the issue was an 
expanded shopping center at 10 
Mile and Beck roads. Concerned 
citizens were forced lo circulate 
petitions to place tlie question on 
the ballot. 

In the 90s, the is.sue was 
whether to construct a municipal 
golf course in north Novi. Again, 
concerned citizens were forced to 
circulate petitions to place the 
question on Uie ballot. 

Also in the 90s, Ihe Novi City 
Council chose to place the ques­
tion of whether lb build an aquat­
ic facility at 10 Miie and Taft 
roads, on the ballot. 

Now, in 2008, tlie Fuerst Farm 
issue deserves to be decided in a fair, 
democratic way - by the people. 

For several years, the Nov i City 
Council has descivcdiy enjoyed a 
positive reputation of listening to 
the citizens of Novi. In the spirit 
of continuing to foster such 
responsiveness, the City Council 
should voluntarily place the ques­
tion of whether to preserve die 
Fuerst Farm, on the November 
ballot.
