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Regardless of llie 1,307 signa-
lures collccled by siippoilers of 
(he Fuersi Farm, Novi's City 
Council approved Monday, by a 
5-2 vole, the coniracis for 
removal, demolition and disman-
lling of the exisiing farmsicad 
facilities. 

The 6.5-acre farmstead, wtlicli 
is listed on the State Register of 
Historic Sites and the National 
Regi.sier of Historic Places, cur­
rently houses three barns and the 
•former Fuerst home, along with a 
well hou.se, gardens and an 
orchard. 

More than 20 community mem­
bers spoke during audience partic­
ipation at Monday's meeting. 
Although three were in favor of 
council's decision io remove the 
buildings and create a more pas­
sive parkland, the majoiity of par-
iicipanis voiced concern aboui 
tearing down a niece of Novi's 
history and asked council mcm'-~ 
bers to place the issue on liie 
November ballot. 

"If city council is so sure this is 
what the people of Novi want, 
leave it up to the voters," said 
Novi resident Cathy Tollis. 

According to Novi City Clerk 
Maryanne Cornelius, 1,737 signa­
tures' were needed lo require the 
issue be placed on the November 
ballot. 

The idea to review potential 
uses for the property became a 
priority with plans for the new 
$16 million library, set to break 
ground this fall. 

"The construction of the new 
library may cause the old 
Town.ship Hall building to be relo­
cated," Novi Parks, Recreation 
and Forestry Director Randy 
Abler said in January. "So it 
makes sense lo look at the whole 
property and its future use."

Tragedy occurred in the waters 
of Walled Lake in Novi on 
Monday afternoon. 

After .ibout six hours of search­
ing, the Oakland Coiinly Sheriff's 
Dive Team & Marine Division 
lecovered the body of Novi resident 
Anthony Cuitis, 38, at 8:15 p.m. 

The Novi Fire Deparlnient was 
on the scene within minutes of 
receiving the call and launched its 
marine boat into Walled Lake 
from South Lake Drivbl The Novi 
Police Department and Oakland 
County Sheriff's Aviation Unit 
also assisted in the search. 

Ciulis, who was reported missing 
earlier diat day, had been driving a 
17-foot motorboat, with fiancee 
Charlene Wagner, 38, and 17-
month-old son. Tony Curtis, both of 
Novi, when the three of them were 
reportedly thrown from the vessel. 

"Tlie woman (Wagner) reported 
they hit a wake from another boat 
and, next thing she knew, they 
were all out of tlie boat," said Novi 
Community Relations Manager, 
Shcryl Walsh. "None of the occu­
pants were wearing life jackets." 

Witnesses on the shore of West 
Lake Drive heard .screaming and 
c,illed911. 

Mana Dismondy, a resident of 
West Liike Drive on Walled Lake, 
jumped in her kayak and rowed lo 
the scene of the incident. 

"She look the baby and Ms. 
Wagner grabbed hold o f the 
kayak," said Novi Police Chief 
David Molloy, noting two gentle­
men also assisted in the rescue by 
putting Wagner and the child in 

their row boat, allowing 
Dismondy to return to the scene to 
look for Curtis. "Without her 
heroic efforts and the heroic 
efforts of those two gentleman, 
we, would probably be dealing 
with a triple fatality, mther th.in a 
single fatality." 

The woman and baby were 
taken to Huron Valley-Sinai 
Hospital, where both were treated 
and released Tuesday morning. 
, According to the medical 

examiner, the results of the autop­
sy ruled Curtis' dead) was acci­
dental due to drowning. 

Molloy said there are no iiidica-
tions that alcohol was involved in 
the accident. 

Tlie location where the tragedy 
took place was roughly 400-500 
yards off the northern portion of 
the lake and the body was found in 
the same general area as originally 
reported by witness accounts. 

It is unknown i f Curtis aiid 
Wagner are residents on Walled 
Lake, but the boat was reportedly 
launched onto the lake between 
the 1100-1200 block of West Lake 
Drive. 

On Saturday, a 39-year old 
Wixom man drowned in Saginaw 
Bay at the Caseville County Park 
Beach. 

Thomas E . Weaver was wading 
in about 4 feet of water while 
using a metal detector lo search 
for valuables, when he suddenly 
called for help several times 
before going under the water.

W e s t N i l e V i r u s 

This spring, Department of 
Public Works staff continued die 
City of Novi's fighl against West 
Nile Virus by dropping charcoal-
sized larvicide pellets through the 
grates of the City's storm drains. 
The treatment slowly releases an 
agent for up to 150 days that kills 
mosquito larvae. This same treat­
ment will be repeated this summer. 

To help aid die cause, there are 
precautions homeowners can take 
to reduce mosquitoes around their 

home and the threat of West Nile 
Virus: 

• Eliminate standing water that 
collect in children's toys, buckets, 
tires, unused pools, roof gutters, 
birdbaths and other containers. 

• Use insect repellents contain­
ing up to i5 percent DEET. 

, • Use repellents containing not 
more than 10 percent DEET spar­
ingly on children 2-6. Do not use 
Icpellent on kids younger than 2. 

• Wear protective clodiing such 
as long sleeve shirts and long pants.

In working the alternative 
schedules, Gronlund-Fox said the 
most importam thing to maintain 
is customer service by having 
people available in person and via 
phone. This is one reason for stag­
gering the individual employee 
schedule rather dian closing the 
offices for one day. 

"Potential cons are the customer 
.scr\'icc a-spccLv Tliat's why it's just a 
pilot program," she said. "If evcry-
Uiing goes die way it's going, I could 
sec us doing a four-day workweek." 

Gronlund-Fox said such a 
change' likely wouldn't he dis­
cussed until after Ihe pilot pro­
gram elidj'in September, but city 
offices wi l l remain open five days 
per wedt regardless of the sched-
ules o f individual employees. Stie 
also sii'd the current progratn. 
requires employees, to work dur-̂  
ing thec6f6 hours from 10 a.ni.-3 
p.m. She said some employees 
work 7 a.m.-5 p.m. or a similar 
schedule more than eight hours 
per day so Ihe two-week total is 
still 80 hftufs.

It's a sunny, summer afternoon 
and Rino Nagayoshi, 8, is sitting 
in a Novi classroom studying 
Japanese. 

"Today, we are learning about a 
famous Japanese tree." she said, 
while showing the picture she 
drew of a Japanese cedar. 

Nagayoshi's teacher, Ritsuko 
Shudo of Nov], explains ihe mosi 
notable Japanese cedar is found 
on Yaku Island and is estimated to 
be about 7,200 years old. 

Although die traditional school 
year is over, about 200 students, 
grades kindeIgarten-12, are cunent-
ly enrolled in the Koby lnlemational 
Academy's summer school pro­
gram, learning things such as

Koby International Academy, 

located on Meadowbrook Road, 
just soudi of 10 Mile Road, is an 
independent, private and bilingual • 
school in English and Japanese. 

The Academy was founded by 
Yoshihisa Kobayashi 15 years ago 
to meet the needs of Japanese 
children who are currently living 
in the United States, but slated to 
return to Japan in a few years. 

"More dian 80 percent of the 
kids here are only here for diree to 
five years and dicn return home 
because of the job of their parents," 
Kobayashi said. "On one hand, 
tliey have to acquire new language 
.skills to get along well widi dieir 
American counterparts and on die 
odler hand, diey have to pursue die 
maintenance or even further 
improvement of their mother 
tongue skills to prepare for die 
days when Uiey reUIm to Japan. 

"If they stop practicing new 
Chinese characters and fail to 
increase their vocabulary, when 
they return to Japan, they c-mnot 
read the newspaper, literature, 
novels ... anything written in 

Japanese." 
- Accommodating students froni 
Novi and surrounding areas such 
as Farmington Hi l l s , West 
Bloomfield, Commerce, Walled 
Lake and Ann Arbor, the Academy 
offers a variety of programs, with 
a maximum capacity of about 200 
students in each program. 

The Day School program, 
which is offered for students 
grades kindergarten-nine, is the 
smallest in size, enrolling about 
10-20 students. 

Students who attend die Day 
School follow a similar curricu­
lum of a tfaditional school, but 
they focus on using two languages 
- English and Japanese. 

"This is a very unique institu­
tion because we offer both 
English education and Japanese 
education combined together." 
Kobayashi said. "(Students) 
should try to allocate their time to 
the mastery of two languages and 
two cultures." 

The Kinder Program, for 
Japanese kindergarten, is also 

offered as part of the Day School 
and has 30-40 students enrolled. 

The After-School Enrichment 
Program, offered for grades K-12, 
typically consists of students who 
attend American school during 
the day and wish to study certain 
subjects at die Academy in the 
evening. The. program enrolls 
about 150 students. 

Tlie Academy's largest pro­
gram is the Saturday 
Supplementary Education 
Program, enrolling 200 students 
grades kindergarten-12. 

"Because of the popularity of 
the program, 50-60 students are 
always waiting for enrollment," 
Kobayashi said. 

Koby International Academy 
also offers four two-week ses­
sions diroughout the course of the 
summer, until the school year 
begins Aug. 18. 

The cost of die programs vary, but 
Kobayaslii !i.iid Japanese parents are 
willing to pay die price, if tlie edu­
cation experience is guaranteed. 

"Because we are a private 

school, we don't get any subsidies 
from the government or anybody," 
Kobayashi said. " A l l of the 
expenses are taken care of by the 
tuition revenues, paid by die stu­
dent's parents." 

Koby Language Center 

Along wilh die Academy, 
Kobayashi also established Koby 
Language Center, a private lan­
guage school in Ann Arbor in 
November 2005. In 2007, 
Kobayashi opened die KLC's sec­
ond location on Main Sutet in Novi. 

The laiigu.ige centers offer a 
variety of courses in English and 
Japanese, such as business, practi­
cal and intensive English, heritage 
Japanese and Japanese for young 
people.

The second trial of Daniel 
Pittao was delayed a second 
time and will now begin Sept. 2. 

The 49-year-old Highland 
Township resident's court case 
was first rescheduled from May 
30 to July 7 to follow up on the 
Feb. 7 mishial verdict reached 
in the original uial . 

Both the assistant prosecutor 
and defense attorney requested 
the second extension, according 
to Oakland County Circuit Court 
Judge Michael Warren's office. 

Pittao is on trial for the 
alleged murder of his estranged 
wife, Tamara Pittao, who was 
murdered Nov. 27, 1997, at age 
30 in her Novi apartment. 

After a five-week trial in 
January, a mistrial was ruled 

when the jury spent two weeks 
in deliberations, only to reach a 
split vote with seven jurors sug­
gesting Pittao as guilty and five 
labeling him innocent. 

The case heard more than two 
dozen witnesses ranging from 
friends, co-workers, law 
enforcement representatives and 
relatives. 

Pittao's history of domestic 
violence with his son and first 
wife were key arguments, but 
none of his hairs or fingerprints 
were found at the scene of 
Tamara's death. 

Pittao has been in county cuii-
tody since January 2007 and 
faces charges of first-degree mur­
der, which, if convicted, would 
carry a sentence of life in prison.

Oakland County has pulled the 
plug on its highly-touted Wireless 
Oakland initiative. 

County officials blamed a lack 
of private sector funding for the 
decision to power down its seven 
phase-one areas of service and 
suspend the entire project for six 
months. The service wi l l be 
restored when additional funding 
has been secured by MichTel 
Communications, L L C , according 
to deputy county executive Phil 
Bertolini, 

The ambitious plan called for 

blanketing ihe entire county in 
free Internet service. 

"MichTel Communications, 
L L C , has worked very hard to 
secure funding thai uliimately 
will make the wireless Internet 
service a reality," Bertolini said. 
"Unfortunately, this funding pur­
suit has occurred during an inter­
national credit crisis and one of 
die most difficult economic times 
Michigan has ever seen. The 
uncertainty of the Michigan 
economy, coupled with more 
stringent banking practices, has 
caused investors to limit their risk 
and avoid cutting-edge technolo­
gy opporiunities," 

Bertohni said the Phase One 
development of Uie seven pilot 
communities has proven to be 
extremely successful, proving the 
service is viable. About 46 mil­
lion minutes of "free" Internet 
have been used in test communi­
ties including Troy, Birmingham 
and Royal Oak since March 
2007. 

If resurrected, Bertolini said 
the county's private sector part­
ner wi l l secure funding and own, 
operate and maintain ihe 
Wireless Oakland network.

local politics. For ihe record, the 
Cily of Novi is the sole owner of 
the Fuerst Farmstead. It's main-
icnencc, use, goverence and 
demise the sole responsibility of 
the city. The city has failed mis­
erably in its stewardship of the 
farmstead through four councils 
and three administrations. For 
the City to have done nothing 
with public buildings for over 10 
years and then attempt to lay the 
blame for their crumbling state 
on "failure" of private citizen 
groups to raise funding is 
appalling. Mayor Landry's 
attempt to say that the city does 
not spend public money for his­
toric preservation is a weak 
argument. Exactly whose money 
is being spent to move the old 
town hall? Last night's vote may 
have been an historic moment, 
but it certainly was not a proud 
one.

Donna and Lairy's Flowers, 
locaied on Novi Road, was once 
a store filled with laughter. Now 
the owners, Larry and Donna 
Podpora, and even their cus­
tomers, spend their days wiping 
away tears because they have 
lost an ifrcplaceable U'easure. 

Theresa Podpora, mother to 
owner, Larry Podpora, died 
almost suddenly at age 81 from 
congestive heart failure in May. 
Podpora and his wife, Donna, 
haven't been the same since. 
Theresa, known as Mom or 
Grandma to customers, lived 
with the couple in their Brighton 
home and had been working in 
the flower shop for the past 13 
years. 

"She always had a kind word 
and a hug to give our cus­
tomers," said Podpora of his 
mother, " M o m just loved people. 
She was always out there (on the 
flooi') with a quiclc compliment 
and a good word, a hug, a kiss 
qn.flie qheek, and connecting 
with people. She was so gen-
uine:Lbving was as natural to 
her as breathing is to us." 
^ Podpora said his mother would 

give the customers' kids money, 
cookies or candy on dieir birdi-
day. 

"She didn'l know age," he 
said. "Customers keep saying, 'I 
came in because of your mom; 
she was so nice to my children.'" 

"My mom added something 
that Donna and 1 couldn't - she 
had die time to spend with peo­
ple. You can't imagine how huge 
the gap is here. It has left a hole

in our hearts. 
"I didn'l even realize how far 

reaching her connection was to 
people," lie said, referring io the 
droves of customers who come 
into the shop teary eyed from 
grief "Everyone who has met 
her says the same diing, 'your 
mom touched my life.'" 

Theiesa had a lasiing effect on 
evety being (human or animal) 
who was fottunalc enough io 
cross her padi - from the store's 
mailman who would bring her 
Christmas and birthd.ay presents -
to the couple's golden retriever, 
Samnly, who still mopes .iround 
the store because he misses her so. 

"Mom would sit in her Lazy 
Boy (at home) and every day 
she'd give Sammy a doggy ice 
cream and a ma.ssagc," Podpora 
said. 'They were in.separable." 

The couple would take Sammy 
into die hospital everyday to see 
Theresa during her two mondi 
stay Podpom said the large beige 
dog would lie under his mother's 
bed and weep because somehow 
he knew the end was near. And 
finally, on ihe day licfore his 
motlier's passing, Podpora placed 
a rose in Sammy's mouth to take 
to her. Tlie loyal canine slowly 
walked down a long hallway and 
as the staff moved back lo give 
him room, he'dropped the rose in 
front of Theresa's closed door. 
There wasn't a dry' e^e in'the 
house. j' 

"Mom and I were exireincly 
close," Podpora said with eyes 
welling up with tears. "She gave, 
me emotional and spirilua! 
strength beyond anydiing I could 
have hoped for myself. 
'Tomorrow is a better day,' was 
her motto. 

"Donna said I've got to cany 
on my mom's legacy." 

Unsure about die tall order, 
Podpora said he would do it, if 
only for her honor. 

"Mom welcomed me into the 
family when we goi married," 
Donna said. "She treated me like 
her daughter."

to Donna, "(Dh, your mother is 
so sweet," and [jonna didn't 
bother to correct diem because 
she barely recognized the fact 
that Theresa wasn't her niodier. 

After looking at several senior 
care centers, Donna and Larry 
decided "Mom" should live widi 
diem. 

" M y mom said, 'the older peo­
ple are nice, but diey'rc always 
counting their pills,'" Larry said. 

Theresa needed to count pills 
herself, but that wasn't what she 
meant. 

" M y mom was young at 
heart," he said. "She loved to 
dance ... and talk to birds." 

LaIry said he called his moth­
er "the balloon lady" because 

she had an art of blowing up bal­
loons really fast in the store. 
Two days before Theresa went 
into the hospital, she was tying 
balloons for a big order when 
Lany said, "Mom, you really 
like doing balloons, don't you? 
She said, 'they really make me 
happy.'" 

Ever since Theresa's passing 
last month. Donna and Larry 
have received calls daily from 
customers wanting to share a 
story about her. Prayer groiips 
between Northville and Brighton 
are remembering a woman who 
lived her life turning strangers 
into her friends. A community, 
touched so deeply by a lady 
named Theresa, still weeps.

(even in a crowded room). 
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
