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Even tilougil con.stmction is 
not scheduled to begin until 
November, Novi Public Library 
Director Julie Farkas finds her­
self strolling the staked site of 
the upcoming 57,000-square 
foot library. 

" M y goal is that we can break 
Uiat ground in November and get 
a good foundation going so if we 
have io slop for awhile (due to 
woodier);-ifs OK," said Farkas; 
who decided dealing, with 
Mother Nature is die most chal­
lenging part of a project like diis. 
"it's the unknown, the things you 
don'l have conuol over." 

On behalf of the Building 
Authority, Novi Cily Manager 
Clay Pearson presented city 
council, July 7, with a library 
project update and tentative con-
suuction timeline. 

In November, 64 percent of 
Novi voters approved die $16 
million bond proposal for a new 
library. 

"For die most part, dte project 
is moving along as planned," 
Failcas said, noting, by die begin­
ning of August, 90 percent of die 
information and die project details 
wi l l be complete. "This is a major 
crunch time for our architects." 

In September, tile Building 
Authority began working widi 
B E l Associates Inc. of Detroit 
and Diamond and Schmilt 
Architects of Toronto for con­
struction and architectural 
design consulting. 

"It's been a wonderful project 

to be working on," Farkas said. 
She said they are currently final­
izing all the electrical and 
mechanical details, and working 
with the different consultants 
involved in the project. 

"It's amazing the amount of 
detail that goes into a project like 
this," Farkas said, explaining the 
actual construction will be done 
in three phases. "It's building die 
building, then it's moving over 
and incorporating the entrance 
area, then demolishing die old 
building and doing the parking 
iot and landscaping." 

According to Farkas, the 
Building Authority is anticipat­
ing moving into the new library 
by the end of 2009 or beginning 
of 20io, and having the entire 
project compietc, including 
demolition of Ihe existing 
library by spring 2010. 

"We're working closely with 
Novi schools to see if fliere is 
opportunity for us to utilize 
some of their parking (if neces­
sary)," Farkas said, explaining 
the existing library is located lo 
the east of the new library, in 
what wil l be the parking lot. 
"It's all dependent oji timing." 

Farkas said along with being 
on schedule, the Building 
Audiority is remaining widiin 
the $16 million budget. 

Among die many amenities, 
the new library ivill include a 
20O-seal meeting room, 104 com­
puter stations, additional space 
for pattons, staff and collections, 
a teen area. Friends of die Novi 
Public Library used book store 
and a full-service cafe.

II was just a few drinks. No 
harm in driving yourself 
home. 

That's what many of the 220 
people targeted by 52-1 District 
Court in Novi and 30 more target­
ed by the 52-3 DisUict Court in 
Rochester thought. Now the 
names, birthdays, heights, 
weights, last known address and 
odier information for 20 people in 
each jurisdiction is posted online 

and al several local police depart­
ments with "Most Wanted" listed 
nearby 

The most wanted program, ini­
tialed by 52-1 Judge Brian 
MacKenzie and 52-3 Judge Julie 
Nicholson, launched last week as 
the list was created and local 
police departments made an ini­
tial sweep of the residents' homes 
last Wednesday through Friday. 

"We've caught close to 20 
aUeady That's close to catching 10 
percent of diem," MacKenzie said 
last Thursday afternoon. "They 

know we're oul looking for them." 
Many of those targeted have 

two or more operating while 
intoxicated offenses and didn't 
show up for their court dates. 

"The person most likely to 
injure you or someone in your 
family isn't going lo kick in your 
door and shoot you. ll's a drunk 
driver," MacKenzie said. 

Wolverine Lake resident 
Christopher Goddard was the first 
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City manager Clay Pearson 
spoke 10 Novi Board of 
Education members last 
Thursday aboul Novi's need 
for recreational facilities, hop­
ing to build partnerships witil 
the district allowing for a com­
munity Signature Park. 

Pearson said the city is look­
ing to build a 50-100-acre pre­
mier park to accommodate the 
growing needs of the boomer 
and senior populations.

Middle School and Deerfield 
Elementary School at the 
northeast comer of 11 Mile 
and Wixoni roads. , 

The cily is also looking lo 
purchase tiiree properties on

Molloy said liperating while 
intoxicated oll'enses for the 
niontii of Jtnie wa.s 29, liiree more 

than in June 2007. The year-io-
date total is 1.32. down 12 percent 
from 150 at this point in 2007. 

He also said domestic assault 
violence is up 32 percent from 
Ihis point in 2007 — from 78 
then to now. He .said the 
June*coinp:irison increased 87.5 
percent from eight to 15. 

"I can attribute a lot of Ihat to 
public awareness. People are 
calling the police to report it 
(more than before). Those are 
are;is we've seen an increase in 
and are being vigilant in," 
Molloy said. "A significant 
amount of crimes are coniniilted 
by a small nuniiier of criminais." 

MacKen/ie said the courts ini­
tialed the program to be proactive 
and protect the people, rather 
than sit back as lho.se with repeat­
ed drunk driving offenses and 
other violations roam ihe streets.

For our 
purposes and for thisi use, it's a 
positive, because, longer term, we 
see a spine of a bike path going up 
from Community Sports Park and 
extreme southwest comer along 
the ITC Corridor." 

The ITC Corridor is located 
about halfway between Beck and 
Wixom roads on either side of 11 
Mile Road. The corridor is owned 
by Novi-based ITC Holdings 
Corp. and houses lis electrical 
wires. 

"We try not to be choosy, but if 
you look around, there's only so 
much land that fits Ihat b i l l , " 
Pearson said, "This is our number 
one choice. We'd very much like 
to (look at) this opportunity." 

Other properties Ihe city has 
looked at were privately-owned 
The Links of Novi Golf Club on 
10 Mile Road, west of Wixom 
Road, and land near 10 Mile and 
Novi roads. 

Trading land 

The Novi Communily School 
District's ownership of the 74-
acre Bosco Property has been held 
with the idea of building another 
elementary school or Community 
Education building if ihe need 
arises as the city's population 
grows, Novi currently ha^ more 
than 52,000 residents and has 
been projected to reach 79,000 
people by 2030. 

Superintendent Peter Dion said 
about 15 acres would be needed 
for a new building. 

"The idea is we have room if 
there ever is a need," said Board 
President Jeff Nielson. "It's a 
ways down the road. Ten or more 
years." 

Nielson said, aside from 
Wildlife Woods Park, other prop­
erties the board may be interested 
in are Brook farm Park near 
village Oaks Elementary and a 
portion of Ella Mae Power Park, 
south of Novi High School. The 
locations currently host a soccer 
field and a baseball diamond, 
respectively. 

The board's Facilities 
Committee, which consists of 
Nielson, vice president Bruce 
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Bagdady and Trustee George 
Kortlandt, will meet Aug. 5 lo dis­
cuss the proposal and options. 
Board members were instructed 
to send questions to KoItlandt so 
he could get answers from 
Pearson before the committee 
meeting. The entire board wil l 
discuss the proposal at the next 
regular meeting Aug. 21 at the 
Educational Services Building. 

"We want to get the community 
involved. We want people excited. 
We want thai feedback," Pearson 
said.

This was the City of Novi's first 
formal mention of the land trade 
io the board of education, and 

Pearson was accompanied by 
Community Relations Manager 
Sheryl Walsh and Parks, 
Recreation and Forestry Direclor 
Randy Auler for the cause. A l l 
three were also scheduled to 
speak at the Novi Parks, 
Recreation and Forestry 
Committee meeting following 
their discussion with the board of 
education. 

Pearson also made mention of 
the city's hopes to acquire the dis-
Uict-owned portion of the Fuerst 
Farm property, on the southeast 
edge. 

"We're committed to and mov­
ing forward with that develop­
ment. We think it'd make some 
sense to try and square that prop­
erty off," he said. 
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With recent E. coli .ind salmonel­
la outbreaks linked to ground beef, 
tomatoes and possibly other salsa 
ingredients, many businesses and 
consumers have made adjustments. 

Northville resident Michelle 
Grant and her 5-ye.ir-old daugh­
ter, Elizabeth, visited the 
Northville Chamber of 
Commerce Farmers Market for 
the first time last Thursday to buy 
some salmonella-free tomatoes 
for her family. 

"The reason I bought these are 
because they're made in Michigan. 
Tlie closer you are to home, Ihe 
safer you are," Grant said. "You 
just have to watch where you're 
buying and buy where you can. It's 
a little scary because they're talk­
ing about it being in other foods, 
like peppers." 

As the number of illnesses con­
tinues to rise, several ingredients 
commonly found in salsa along­
side tomatoes are being looked at. 

"One kind of salsa was 
recalled. They had three different 
types and we had eight-10 brands, 
so it didn't effect things much," 
said vince Nona, manager antl 
owner of Market village in Novi, 
"Once every month, we get a fax. 
A lot of times, we don't caiiy that 
item. (Large commercial grocers) 
carry a lot more items. They just 
have to pay attention io all ihe 
information coming in from the 
wholesalers." 

Market village, located at the 
northwest comer of Grand River 
Avenue and Meadowbrook Road, 

. carries 15,000-20,000 items on its 
shelves, Nona said. 

Full Circle Organic Salsa was 
recalled by distributor Spartan 
Foods three weeks ago, Nona 
said. The salsa's ingredients 

include organic diced tomatoes, 
organic crushed tomatoes, organic 
onions, organic garlic, organic 
jalapeno peppers, organic 
cilantro, lime juice, organic cider 
vinegar, sea salt, organic black 
pepper and organic cumin. 

Onions, cilantro, jalapeno and 
Serrano peppers are all salsa 
ingredients, under investigation 
along with tomatoes for causing 
more than 940 cases of salmonel­
la since mid-April. ' 

Although the outbreak has been 
credited to certain types of toma­
toes grown in only a few south­
western stales, many restaurants 
and grocers have changed their 
menus. McDonald's, Wal-Mart, 
Burger King, Kroger, Outback 
Steakhouse, Winn-Dixie and Taco 
Bell have all pulled some types of 
tomatoes, and Kroger recalled 
tomatoes June 8. 

"People haven't been too con­
cerned," Nona said. "I was just out 
of the ones we had. We got them 
from Canada. Wc showed (cu.s-
iomers) ihe boxes that said 'Product 
of Canada' on tliem. We got vine 
tomatoes rather than jumbo, which 
were the ones getting recalled." 

Andy Richards, a farmer's hand 
for Carpenter's Organic Produce 
- a farm located in Allen, near 
Hillsdale - said business has 
picked up a little at the Northville 
Farmers Market since the salmo­
nella scare. 

"We normally come close to 
.selling out what we bring. WiUi 
that (recall), maybe we sell oul 
sooner in lhe day It puts more trust 
in the local growers," he said. 
"Everybody had asked. We were in 
Ann Arbor when it hit. There were 
very few people that didn't ask." 

Richards said he participates in 
farmers markets in Farmington, 
Northville and Ann Arbor, but 
hasn't seen too much of a change

since the initial recall. 
"Everything's pretty much nor­

mal the way it is. Most people we 
deal with are after nutrition any­
way," he said. "I'm sure (large 
grocers) are taking a hit." 

R e c a l l dates beefed up 

The more recent ground beef 
recall JCroger stores in Michigan 
and Ohio issued is still changing 
daily. 

Omaha-based Nebraska Beef, 
Ltd. expanded its recall from 
ground beef products with sell-by 
dates between May 21--June 8 to 
include "all beef manufacturing 
trimmings and olher products 
intended for use in raw ground 
beef produced between May 16 

and June 26." The U .S . 
Department of Agriculture's Food 
Safety and Inspection Service 
said the tally includes about S.3 
million pounds of beef. 

A press release from the FSIS 
said the production practices 
employed by Nebraska Beef, Ltd. 
were insufficient to effectively 
control E. coli OI57:H7 in its 
beef products intended for grind­
ing, li also said the recalled meat 
may have been produced under., 
unsanitary conditions and were 
further processed into ground 
beef at olher firms not bearing 
signature numbers needed to rec­
ognize the recalled products.

R i s i n g c o s t s m a r k t h e e n d o f a n e r a 
Some weeks ago, I arranged 

to meet a friend at the gas sta­
tion at the Grand River Avenue 
exit off Interstate 96, just north 
of Brighton. As 1 waited, I 
watched the traffic go by: 
S U V s , big pickups, RVs . Every 
one of them happily guzzling 
gas on a warm spring after­
noon. 

A n d I thought to myself: I'm 
walching the end of an era. 

That's because we are at the 
end of cheap gas (relatively 
speaking) and the lifestyle it 
made possible during the last 
century. 

Cheap petroleum has pro­
duced "exufban" communities 
like Brighton and Howel l , 
where people drive 20,30, 
even 40 miles each way to their 
jobs and think nothing of driv­
ing 20 miles to Wal-Mart to 
shop on the weekends. It is a 
lifestyle that has produced 
enormous, elaborate new high 
schools. Think Northvllle, 
South Lyon , Walled Lake, with 
vast parking lots for the con­
venience of students — stu­
dents, mind you! — driving 
back and forth to school. 

The bulldozers that produced 
all o f this, the endless scrap­
ings of the ground in outer ring 
suburban communities for new 
subdivisions, new shopping 
malls, new schools, new roads, 
were made possible by one 
thing: Gasoline that sold for 
less than $2 a gallon not even 
10 years ago, but which today 
is marching past $4.19 even at 
the cheapest stations. 

We've built a lifestyle on 
cheap fuel, combined with low-
interest rates and an expecta­
tion of ever-increasing home 
values that provided us with 
an ever-increasing home equity 
loan line o f credit. 

A n d now that the world is 
changing, it is time to look

back and assess what was hap­
pening, and who we have been. 

The era we are watching end 
involved an entire interconnect­
ed set of things that, taken 
together, have pretty much 
defined the American way of 
life ever since the end of World 
W a r n . 

Jobs, for the most part, have 
been plentiful in Michigan. 
A n d i f you were lucky to catch 
on with the auto industry and 
happened to be a United Auto 
Workers' union member, you 
got a big paycheck and gold-
plated benefits. And with solid 
job security and a good pen­
sion, you could get Uiat cabin 
up north, the boat, an all-ter­
rain-vehicle, all the toys. That's 
suddenly no longer true. 

A s a result of the rise of 
industrial farming and federal 
government subsidies for beef, 
c o m and rice, food was pretty 
cheap. Sure, fast food was fat­
tening and not very good for 
you, but you could feed a fami­
ly on your weekly paycheck 
and have something left over 
for fun. Anybody who's been at 
the supermarket lately knows 
that's changed drastically, too. 

For most of that time, people 
also felt, a l l things considered, 
that things were pretty good, 
that the countiy was generally 
on the right track, and that 
things would gradually get bet­
ter and better for Michigan 
families, and that the kids 
would live better lives stil l . 

America was the most pow­
erful nation on earth and, at the 
same time, the moral beacon of 
hope to do the right thing, to be 
the shining cily on the hi l l . The 
government that kept our 
Social Security checks coming 
was reasonably effective, and 
Ihe social and political institu­
tions that knitted our country 
together worked fairiy well . 

Then, however, came Sept. 
II , followed by Iraq. And 
Hun-icane Katrina, followed by 
more Iraq. Then came a mell-
ed-down mortgage system and 
an over-extended and ethically-
challenged financial industry. 
Michigan was additionally 
shackled with a fiercely parti­
san political system that failed 
to get the important things 
done. 

Now, the signs are all around 
us that our long era of good 
times wi l l never again be what 
i l was. A l l manner of things are 
starting to go wrong, or at least 
fraying at the edges. M y gut 
tells me they're interconnected 
in a complex and subtle pat­
tern. 

Americans have, of course, 
seen massive iransforniaiions 
before. Starting in 1775, our 
revolution brought us inde­
pendence from colonial 
England and ushered in a great 
and successful experiment in 
creating an entirely new system 
of self-government. 

The C iv i l War confirmed 
that America was, in fact, des-

tiiied to be primarily an indus­
trial economy, not an agricul­
tural one, and that this required 
a strong national government. 

Finally, the frightening Great 
Depression sowed the seeds of 
a national safety net and the 
notion that our society, acting 
through our government, has 
some responsibility for each 
and every one of us. 

Craig Ruff of Public Sector 
Consultants in Lansing is a 
deeply thoughtful man who 
knows something about almost 
evciything. In a recent column, 
he suggested our nation is on 
the eve of a "great transforma­
tion." Echoing the argument of 
Wil l iam Strauss and Neil Howe 
in their influential book "The 
Fourth Turning: A n American 
Prophecy," Ruff noted that 
these fundamental transforma­
tions take place every 70 years 
or so. Given that the modern 
era started in 1945, we aie 
about due. 

The philosopher George 
Santayana once observed that 
"those who do not remember 
the past are condemned lo 
repeat it." 

Nobody knows what future 
historians wil l conclude about 
these turbulent and con­
tentious limes. But it is getting 
clearer and clearer that rough 
waters are ahead, and we're 
going lo need every bit of our 
historical memory and com­
mon sense to get through 
what's coming.

Oberweis creates this richer, 
creamy taste by using their own 
fresh milk in the ice cream and a 
higher percentage of butterfat 
than most brands, to enhance its 
Uiste. 

More than 30 flavors of ice 
cream, such as cinnamon and pis­
tachio, are not the only products 
that can be found in the store. 
Originally opened in 1915, in 
Chicago, Oberweis Dairy began 
as a family-owned business sell­
ing milk. Oberweis Dairy has 
expanded its products to include 
eggs and meats such as bacon, 
ham, hot dogs and ribs; all which 
can be found at the Novi location. 

McDonald explains that what
