With recent studie.s proving 
women are tlie primary healtli 
care decision-makers of a liouse-
hoid, it's no wonder Novi's 
Providence Park is dedicating the 
entire third floor of the 500,000-
square-foot hospital to the 
Women's and Infants' Health 
Center. 

"We anticipate a huge amount 
of babies to be delivered here," 
said Providence Park President 
Rob Casalou, in January. "(Novi) 
is ' where everyone's having a 
baby. We wanted to create an 
environment that women are 
comfortable with." 

The center wi l l include a 32-
room gynecological unit, for 
patients who need surgeries such 
as hysterectomies for classes on 
women's health issues such as 

menopause and 27 private Labor, 
t)elivery, Recovery. Postpartum 
rooms. 

"We're focusing on single-
room maternity care," said 
Rochelle Igrisan, director of 
women's services. "In our 
rooms, all aspects of the birthing 
process go on in the .same room." 

The comprehensive, personal­
ized care allows moms to have 
the same nurse from delivery, 
through postpartum care. 

"I think the Novi concept of 
continuity of care is great for our 
patients," said Dr. Michelle 
Herman, obstetrics and gynecol­
ogy-

With each of the rooms 
equipped with a refrigerator, flat 
screen television and guest sleep­
ing area, the hospital encourages 
the fathers to stay with the moth­
ers. 

"We're really focused on the 
family-centered care," Igrisan 
said. "The visiting policy is 
based on your needs as a patient. 
There is no particular time of day 
you can have visitors and there is

Following a 14-month wait. 
United States Army Spc. Byron 
Fouty was honored Tuesday 
morning in front of a crowd of 
nearly 300 people at Brightmoor 
Christian Church in Novi. 

Fouty, 20 last April, disappeared 
May 12, 2007, ne.ir Mahmoudiya, 
Iraq when insurgents tmlbushed 
his unit and killed 14 fellow .sol­
diers. Fouty and two others were 
taken hostage. 

His skeletal remains, along 
with those of 25-yeaf-old, Sgt. 
Alex Jimenez of Lawrence, 
Mass., were found two weeks ago 
on July 9 in the Iraqi village of 
Jurf as Sakhr. The body of 20-
yeiu-old Pfc. Joseph Anzack Jr. of 
Torrance, Calif , was found in the 
Euphrates River a few days after 
the attack. 

"This is a hard one, but I'm glad 
we've been able to bring this to 
some closure," said Walled Lake 
resident Mick Fouty of finding his 
son. "He served our counti7 with 
honor and dignity. He's a hero and 
will always be. I've lost something 
I can't ever replace, my only son. 

"I am so proud of the way it 
was handled and the way the U.S. 
took pride in honoring my son 
daily. I pray that, someday, this 
war is over and we will not lo.se 
any more of our soldiers." 

The 75-minute service honored 
Byron, in a closed casket draped 
with the American flag, with 
speeches from his father, former 
stepfather Gordy Dibler Jr. of 

Oxford Township, sister Sarah 
Anne Dibler and others. 

"1 noticed how his eyes shined 
after he found some happiness 
and purpose," Sarah said of her 
older brother after he graduated 
from boot camp. "1 know he's 
watching over us with the same 
gleam in his eye." 

Byron, a former Walled Lake 
Central High School student, 
enlisted in the military June 2006 
and was deployed to Iraq in 
January 2007. 

"When your nation called, you 
said 'Let's go. I'll go,'" Gordy said. 

He recalled his last memory of 
Byron was 3:30 a.m. Jan. 22, 
2007, when Byron rented a car 
during an extra week off to try and 
drive back in an attempt to see the 
birth of his nephew, Issac Dibler. 

Byron never met Sarah's son, 
but Gordy said they were intro­
duced ia recent weeks. 

Throughout the ceremony, 'The 
Red" by Chevelle, "What's Left of 
the Flag" by Flogging Molly and 
"Say Hello to Heaven" by Temple 
of the Dog were solemnly heard in 
Byron's memory. 

As his boots and rifle sat out-
side in front of an American flag, 
local Patriot Guard Riders stood . 
along the sidewalk perimeter, with 
flags In hand, outside the church 
and a brigade of more than 40 
motorcycles escorted the hearse 
away after the services. 

Byron will be laid to rest Friday 
at Fort Sam Houston National 
Cemetery in San Antonio, near 
where his mother, Hilary 
MeunieL now lives. 

He was a member of the 4th 
Battalion, 31st Infantry Regiment, 
2nd Brigade Combat Team, 10th 
Mountain Division (Light 
Infantry). The 10th Mountain 
Division has a motto that many 
felt embodied Byron: "Climb to 
glory. Climb to the top."

Demolition on the City of 
Novi's historic Fuerst Farmstead, 
on the southeast comer of Taft 
and 10 Mile roads, began last 
week with the removal of the 
north bam, 

"As suspected, a lot of the 
beams were dry-rotted, bht we 
were able to salvage a few of 
them," said Sheryl Walsh, com­
munity relations manager for the 
City of Novi. 

Walsh said the beams, along 
with the stones that wi l l be sal­

vaged from the chimney and 
porch of the Ftierst farmhouse, 
will be incorporated into the 
Fuerst Park. 

At the July 7 meeting, Novi's 
City Council approved contracts 
to remove the north bam and 
farmhouse, and to dismantle and 
remove the south and cast bams. 

In dealing with issues such as 
utilities, Walsh is unsure of exact­
ly when demolition of the farm­
house wi l l take place, but said it 
needs to be torn down By the end 
of August. 

"It's obviously not going lo 
come down as quickly as the bam 

because of the stone," she said. 
Farmington Hills resident Dave 

Wittbrodt was awarded the con­
tract to dismantle the south and 
east bams by Feb. 28, 2009, and 
intends to reassemble them on his 
4-acre property. 

Removing the existing farm­
stead structures is part of a concep­
tual plan, approved by council, that 
the city believes will encourage 
public use of the 6.5-acrc properly.

It appears ;is tliough MONEY 
Magazine lias finally realized what 
Novi residents have known all 
along - Novi is a gre;it place to live. 

After ranking 48th out of more 
than 700 cities across ihe United 
States, Novi is receiving national 
recognition as one of the Top 100 
Best Places to Live for 2008. 

With more than 52,000 resi­
dents, this was the first year Novi 
could be considered for the Best 
Places ranking, which looks at 
U.S. cities with a population of 
50,000-300,000. 

"Population was a criteria for a 
community to be considered, but 
there was a range of topics they 
looked at," said Sheryl Walsh, 
community relations manager for 
the City of Novi. 

According to Walsh, M O N E Y 
Magazine called about six weeks 
.tgo to tell her Novi was selected, 
after an independent firm com­
piled all the statistics. 

Aside from population, cities 

were judged on categories such as 
housing, finances, education, 
quality of life, leisure and culture, 
weather and health. 

Novi ranked ;ibovc average in 
education calegdries such as read­
ing and math, and below average 
for personal and property crime 
incidents. 

Although the magazine noted 
the city's cultural diversity, the 
racial diversity index actually 
ranked Novi helow average. 

"I think when you look at us in 
comparison lo other cities in 
Michigiin, we're extremely 
diverse, but this is looking at it 
nationally," Walsh said. 

The magazine boasted about 
Novi's convenience of location 
and green space, which Walsh 
said is an example of city coun­
cil's commitment to parks and 
recreation 

"Lakesliore Park, in the north 
part of the city, that's a true gem," 
she said, noting the uniqueness of 
having more than nine miies of 
hiking and biking trails wilh min­
utes of a major mall. 

Novi's median family income 
ranked above the Best Places 
average, but its 5.2 percent job 
growth was below the 18.7 per­
cent average. 

"Novi's done well to hold its 
own, we still have a lot of big 
business coming to Novi," Walsh 
said. "Most of the national head­
lines about Michigan arc ble.ik, 
but this is a good thing." 

Five other Michigan cities 
ranked ."unong the Top 100, wilh 
Troy ranking the highest at 22, 
Ann Arbor, 27; West Bloomfield 
Township, 36; Sterling Heights, 
61; and Shelby, 62. 

Walsh said it is an honor for 
Novi to be ranked 48th among 
such grcal cities.

Community t iMS is bringing a 
new service to patients in need 
of CPR for the next three 
nionih.s. 

The Southfieid-based emer­
gency responders Novi unit wi l l 
c;uTy the ZOLLAutoPul.se, a non­
invasive cardiac support pump 
developed by Z O L L Medical 
Corporation and approved for trial 
by Ihe Oakland County Medical 
Authority. 

The AutoPulse is a vest that 
paramedics can .strap to the chest 
of a person in need and it will cal­
ibrate itself by use of .sensors lo 
perform the compressions needed 
during CPR. 

"Wc can .set l l to continual com­
pressions. Carrying someono 
down stairs, we often have lo stop 
compressions," said i-llcn 
Fleming, quality assurance quali­
ty iiiiprovcinenl manager for 
Coiiimunily EMS. 

Fleming said two major bene­
fits of the machine arc the unin­
terrupted compression.s and the 
consistency. Paramedics are 
supposed to perform uninter­
rupted compressions for two 
niinulcs with two pauses for 

ventilation between every 30 
compressions, according to 
American Heart Association 
standards. 

"The rescuers fatigue (and 
their) ability gels tired quickly. 
The quality of your compressions 
may be affected. A machine's not 
going to do that," said Fleming, 
who has more than 24 years of 
experience as a paramedic. "1 was 
impressed by it. It seems lo me 
the device may be delivering a 
more effective compression. It 
covers tiie chest a iittie more com­
pletely. If covers Ihe cliesi wilh 
more surface area than just the 
sternum." 

Fleming said an average of live 
calls per month in Novi could 
require use of the machine. She 
said the machine performs com­
pressions continually, wilh the 
only options for paramedics being 
lo shut off Ihc pauses or shut off 
the machine. The frequency and 
speed of tiic compressions cannot 
be altered. 

"The only thing the machine is 
set for is M) compressions and two 
ventilations, ;iccording wild the 
American Heai1 Association," she 
said. 

The machine, although in its 
final field lesl stages, has per­

formed well, according lo Z O L L 
Medical Corp., and is also being 
implemented by Regional EMS in 
Flint. Use" of the AutoPulse results 
in an 88 percent improvement in 
survival response lo hospital 
admission and a 235 percent 
improvement in survival to hospi­
tal dischiu-ge, according to a press 
release. 

Hoi^'ever, i l is not designed for 
use on trauma patients or those 
18 and younger. Fleming said 
there is no data suggesting it is 
unsafe for .seniors or other 
adults.

Novi City Manager Clay 
Pearson's appearance at the July 
10 schooi board meeting ha,s 
many community members won­
dering what is a signature pari^ 
and what will it entail? 

"Il's a coniprehen.sive parii that 
includes a variety of activities," 
said Community Relations 
Manager Sheryl Walsh. "It could 
take the form of anything, but 
that's going to be the vi.sion of the 
coiIimunity." 

Walsh said depending on what 
the community deems necessary, 
the park could include a commu­
nity center, ihealer, dog park, 
large amphitheater, ball fields, 
disc golf and could serve as the 
site for concerts in the park, and 
festivals such as the Michigan 
50's Festival. 

According to Pearson, the most 
critical need for the city, in icrms 
of recreation, is a multi-purpose 
recreational facility that could be 
used for gym space, active recre­
ation classes and senior and adult 
programming. 

Talks surrounding the idea of 
a signature p.irk is in response to 
a goal, set by Novi 's City 
Council in January, for the city 
to acquire property for such an 
endeavor. 

Pearson addressed the Novi 
Board of Education about the pos­
sibility of a property trade 
between the city and scliool dis­
trict, which would allow the city 
to build a 50-100-acre park and 
meet the recreational needs of the 
corIIinunity. 

The proposal suggested the city 
would swap Wildlife Woods Park, 
the 52.2-acre property at the 
northeast comer of 11 Mile and 
Wixom roads, for the district-
owned 74-acre Bosco Property, 
located southwest of 11 Mile and 
Beck roads.

as residential acreiige, which 
Pearson said should meet the needs 
of what die city is proposing. 

The city is also looking to pur­
chase Ihree properties on the 
south side of 11 Mile Road that 
total 38.8 acres and are connected 
to the Bosco Property. 

Although council mentioned 
two other sites at the January goal 
setting session. The Links of Novi 
Golf Club on 10 Mile Read, west 
of Wixom Road, and hind near 10 
Mile and Novi roads, Pearson said 
the Bosco Property is the city's 
first choice because il is already 
public property. 

With taxpayers already having 
paid for the property, Pearson said 
the city is looking to acquire the 
Bosco Property without any cash 

transfer. 
Even though it is too soon to 

predict how the signature ptirk 
wil l be funded, Walsh said a feitsi-: 
bility study is in the works, which 
will not only address those issues, 
but survey community members 
about their needs iis well. 

The Novi Board of Education's 
Facilities Committee is scheduled 
to meet Aug. 5 lo discuss (fie pro­
posal and options.

l i won't be the same as walk­
ing into a crime .scene, but the 
three Republican candidates run­
ning for Oakland Counly 
Prosecuior are facing some seri­
ous hurdles. 

After serving two ierms in 
office. Prosecutor David 
Gorcyca is nol running for re­
election. Retired Judge Jcs.sica 
Cooper is Ihe lone Democrat 
seeking io replace him. The three 
Rcpubiican.s arc: 

• Larry Leib, 40, a Farmington 
Hills allorney in private praeiice. 

• Stale Rep. David Law, 39. of 
Commerce Township, a current 
stale representative covering 
Wesl Bloomfield and Commerce 
townships. 

• Randy Sccantine, 48, of 
Rochester Hills, current exccu-
livc staff allorney for the prose­
cutor's office, 
. The winner of Ihe Aug . 5 pri­
mary fiices Cooper in the Nov. 4 
general election. A former 
Oakland Counly Circuit Court 
judge running unopposed in the 
primary, Cooper wiil have plenty 
of financing to go along wilh her 
name recognition. 

Then there's (he budget. The 
prosecutor's office runs on a 
Si9.2 million annual budget and 
employs aboul 180 people. It's 
expected lo face a reduction of 
S.'iOO.OOO or more in ihe next fis­
cal year 

"You can'l make that up 
through liie reduction of paper 
and paper ciips," Seconline said. 
"Tiierc's a lot of hard decisions 
we'il need to make." 

There's also the Gorcyca fac­

tor. Several high-profile cases 
involving child sexuai abuse 
received plenty of media scruti­
ny in the last year. Newspaper 
accounts about one of the cases, 
invoiving an autistic girl from 
West Bioonineld, resulted in 
Gorcyca refusing lo speak wilh 
the Detroil Fice Press. 

Leib said those cases have left 
Ihe prosecutor's office in low 
morale. 

"Dave Gorcyca is a great guy," 
he .said. "1 think, when he came 
into office, he had a bold vision 
for how io do Ihings differently 
liian (former prosecutor) Dick 
Thompson, and i think he did 
that. 

" B u l I al.so think, over the List 
few years, whether il's because 
he decided 10 nol run for re-eiec-
lion or other issues, Ihe office 
has lost ils focus. I can n.inic 15 
prosecutors who left over the last 
2-3 ycjirs and it has nothing lo do 
wilh the budget." 

Law .Siiid it's unfair to judge 
the office by the ca.ses il wins or 
io.ses. 

"I ihink Ihe reputation of the 
office is good," he said. "The job 
of the prcseculor is nol lo malie 
everybody happy. The job of Ihe 
prosecutor is to make sure our 
streets are kept safe in a fair and 
just manner." 

In terms of experience, 
Seconline .spent 17 years in the 
pro.scculor's office. 

"I've handled 21 murder trials 
or allenipted murder trials and 
secured a conviction in each one 
of Ihem," he said. "I'm Ihe only 
person you wiil talk to in this 
race, regardless of party, who's 
conducted a murder trial." 

Along with his legislative 

experience, Law also spent 
slightly more than six years 
working as an assislani prosecu­
tor under Gorcyca. During his 
past four years in Lansing, he 
earned a reputation for inlroduc-
ing bills that are related to law 
enforcement issues. 

"1 do believe 1 bring the most 
unique blend of quaWties lo ihis 
race," he said. 

Law also is the oniy candidate 
wilh a criminal record. Four 
years ago, he was arreslcd for 
drunken driving while coming 
home from a Detroil Tigers 
game. 

" i made a mistake," he said, 
"it's something I learned a huge 
lesson from, and I think it's a 
lesson 1 needed to leam... in fact 
1 know it was." 

Leib said his practice is divid­
ed between criminal and cotpo-
rate cases. He's also general 
counsel for the Shriner's 
Hospital network. 

"I'm the only one in ihe race 
that's .actually handled large-
scale personnel issues, handled 
human resources, handled ail Ihe 
things that are necessary to run 
what is really Oakland (bounty's 
largesi law firm." 

Oakland Counly ha.s a repuia­
lion for lough justice and all 
three candidates promise to keep 
up Ihal reputation by carefully 
deciding when they're willing lo 
plea b.irgain. 

"It has to be fair," Law said 
aboul a plea bargaining policy. > 
"It has to be reasonable... but it 
can also be tough."

• Joan Watisworth stated teachers would con­

Guernsey Farms Dairy has been 
a staple in the community for 68 
years, filiing mouths with ice 
cream on w.irm summer days since 
Novi was an open counuyside. 

The popuiar location for pur­
chasing dairy and eating ice cream 
while sitting on the famous large 
rock has grown from a small ice 
cream shop at the comer of Cady 

- and Center streets in downtown 
Northville to a iocal dynasty, since 
moving to its current location on 
Novi Road, jusl north of Eight 
Mile Road, in February 1966. 

"It's been my life since the 
beginning," said founder John 
McGuire, who turns 100 Sept. 6.

Fresh out of Michigan 

Agricultural College's (now 
Michigan State University) dairy 
program in 1940, McGuire was 
hired Ivlay 5 by Red Rose Dairy in 
Northville, where The UPS Store 
currently resides, to work. He and 
Fred Russell purchased the dairy 
in 1945 and renamed it Guernsey 
Farms Dairy, which McGuire 
took sole ownership of seven 
years later. Since then, the busi­
ness has been owned and operated 
by the McGuire family. 

"Wlien 1 came here and told lhe 
lady I was working at Red Rose 
Dairy, she said that she wouldn't 
rent to me because 1 wouldn't be 
here long enough to pay the second 
month's rent. But I'm still here," 
McGuire said of the Northville 
home he rented space at, bought and 
has lived at for lhe past 69 years. 

A l l 14 of McGuire's children, 
which have an age range of 20 
years between the oldest and 
youngest, grew up working at 
Guernsey and six of them - Jim, 
Hugh, Mike, Marty, Rita and 
Karen - serve as co-owners. It 
remains a family affair. 

The family business employs 
four generations of family mem­
bers, most which stiii iive witliin a 
few miles of the store. The 
youngest family employee is John 
McGuire's 18-year-old great-
grandson, Robert John Bales, who 
started helping at the store when he 
was 10. Guernsey, which employs 
125-145 people depending on the 
season, has about 25 family mem­
bers currently working there. 

"MiyusoB lOBregi McSuiiialitoolfi-i 
over the ice cream departmenl. I 
learned it from my dad and he 
learned it from me. His cousin 
(Matt McGuire) runs the milk 
department," said Marty 
McGuire, president and one of lhe 
six co-owners. 

Marly, 53, is 12th of the 14 
McGuire children. They all have 
numbers, as do all of John's 43 
grandchildren and more than 60 
great-gtandchildren. Maity remem­
bers playing outside Ihe store when 
it first moved lo Novi 42 years ago. 
He also remembers how quickly 
tilings changed over lime. 

"There were 600 dairies in the 
'50s and '60s. There are 12 dairies 
noiv. When we first moved here, we 
were still dumb. We did home 
deliveiy. We had three tnicks on tlie 
roiid. Most wives and mothers start­
ed working and if we left milk sit­
ting on the porch, it'd get sour," 
Marty said. "We all grew up and 
started working when we were 4-5. 
The biggest change is the super­
market stuff. We were just specialty 
stores. We gradually stalled picking 
up restaurants and grocery stores." 

Guernsey now has more than 
300 wiiolesale accounts with gro­
cers of all sizes selling Guernsey 
products about 60 miles in all 
directions from the Novi location. 

"We don't do a lot of advertis­
ing. A lot of our customers come 
from word of mouth," Marty said. 
"Il's affordable and maybe you 
don't take the family out to dinner 
as much, but you can still go out 
for ice cream. Sales pick up when 
times are tough." 

Marty isn't concerned with the 
economy hurting his family's busi­
ness or competitors like Oberweis 
Dairy or Cold Stone Creamery, 
which have both opened Novi 
locations in recent years. 

"We're established, and I 
believe we have loyal customers. 
We give them fresh dairy product," 
he said. "My dad's thing was qual­
ity's not expensive, it's priceless." 

At the original McGuire house­
hold is a sigii reading "Dare to be 
different," a phrase John has taken 
to heart as he built up his family 
business and a saying paralleling 
the "quality's not expensive, it's 
priceless" message Guernsey 
operi,apsnOnr.t!Wht«ii: -hasr tcwflfld 
them national recognition in com­
petitions and by "People 
Magazine" in June 1984. 

The factory 

The north side of Guernsey 

Farms Dairy is where the magic 
happens. 

The facility has expanded four 
times since 1966, from 10,000 to 
about 28,000 square feet, with the 
most notable additions being the 
restaurant in 1985 and the offices 
and freezer in 2001. 

The famous Guernsey ice 
cream, which comes in 48 flavors 
ranging from vanilla to lemon 
berry poundcake, to creme de 
Novi, is made Tuesdays and 
Thursdays and stored in a series 
of walk-in freezers that maintain 
temperatures as low as -40 
degrees Fahrenheit, vanilla and 
chocolate tanks sit in the ice 
cream room, ready to be frozen, 
and eaten. 

John McGuire's final creation 
of a special hot fudge came when 
he was 82 years old, and is made 
in the same room as the ice cream. 

Outside the room is a pair of 
tanks filled with 6,000 and 13,000 
gallons of milk, respectively, 
while smaller tanks operate in 
another room nearby. Despite 
heavy machinery involved, the 
6,000 bottles and cartons of milk 
produced each day are watched 
and hand-packed into crates by 
about 25 employees. 

The facility produces about 
1,300 gallons of milk per hour 
and a million pounds each month, 
which sell at local grocers and the 
facility's store and restaurant in 
sizes ranging from a half-pint to 
one gallon. Each truck delivers 
about 80,000 pounds of milk. 

A l l of Guernsey's milk cohies 
from local Michigan farmers and 
all products are r-BST free, which 
means no added hormones. 

In the 1960s, the land surround­
ing the current location was all 
farms and John recalls cows 
would stand just across the road. 

"I had lots of good farms out 
there and they started disappear­
ing one by one," John said. "AU^ 
lhe area right around here. Anyone' 
close to me, I boughltiheir.millj.'I 

Marty would like to keep things 
as local as possible, keeping with 
U-adition. 

"We are Michigan and if we 
don't take care of Michigan, • 
we're going end up like the auto 
companies," he said.

Calories and weight loss 
Ihave been reading informa­

tion for years aboul weigh! 
loss. Losing weight can'l 

really be oniy about consuming 
fewer calories than you're burn­
ing? isn't there a role that nutri­
tion plays in weiglit loss? For 
example the cereal I eat 
has about 200 calories 
wilh some fat bul 
Fmity Pebbles has only 
i 10 calories and no fat. 
Should I switch to 
Fmity Pebbles? 1 couid 
ask the same question 
aboul the bread I 
choose and many olher 
foods i f 1 focus only on 
fewer calories. 

This is a great ques­
tion and shows that you're using 
your criiicai thinking skiils as 
you make decisions aboul your 
heallh. The short answer is yes, 
you wil l sec ihe same resulls (in 
terms of weight loss) whether 
you eat all healthy food, only 
junk food, or a combination of 
Ihe two as long as you can main­
tain the deficit. Mosl likely if 
you consumed only "junk food" 
you would nol be able to main­
tain the proper deficit because 
you may become weak or tired 
and thus not want io move much. 
This would lead to a lesser calo­
rie bum overall. 

From your question i l seems 
unlikely that you would actually 
undertake a junk food diet, but 
bpsides the above here are some 
more reasons why you should not 
do so. Ifyou ate ajunk food diet, 
which would consist largely of 
nutrieni-lacking carbohydrates 
and saturated fats, you would 
soon find diat you I) feel hungry 
more often, and 2) as slated, lack 
ihe energy needed lo bum ihe 
calories you should. Other rea­
sons should be obvious to you 
regarding how foods relate lo 
heallh. In other words, by regu­
larly eating healthy foods (fruits 
vegetables, fish, whole grains, 
etc.) you give yourself a belter 
chance of staving off age-related 
diseases, allowing you to live a 
longer, more productive iife. 

Proper nutrition during weight 

C h r i s K l e b b a 

loss ensures that the calories 
you're allowed in order to lose 
weight wil l be comprised of 
foods tiiat make you feel your 
best, and satiate and nourish the 
body adequately Often you can­
not accomplish this with the 

amount of calories that 
allow for continuous 
body-fat reduction: 
Therefore, we use sup­
plements to supply 
important nutrients 
without conh-ibuting to 
your caloric input, 
hence the use of a mul-
livitaniin. The multivit­
amin can shore up your 
total nutrition intake 
without adding calo­

ries. This may keep you from 
losing muscle during weight loss 
and allow you to feel better, both 
can lead to you burning more 
calories and thus speeding 
weight loss. 

As you see. i i is still aboul 
calories. But proper nutrition can 
indirectly result in you moving 
more (burning more calories) 
and consuming less (eating 
fewer calories) which can accel­
erate your progress toward your 
goal. 

That said, the primary puIpose 
in focusing so much of my infor­
mation on calories is tiie first pri­
ority for overweight people is to 
help Ihem lose the weight on 
iheir terms.
