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Water 
rates 
swell

Effective Sept. 1, residenls and 
businesses llirouglioui tlie City of 
Novi will see a 24.6 percent 
increase in ivater rales. 

The majority of the increase is 
set by the Detroit Water and Sewer 
DepartmenI, where Novi purchas­
es its treated water services. 

"The rate increase from Detroit 
Water and Sewer DepartmenI is 
23.8 percent." said Novi Ciiy 
Manager Clay Pearson. "The 
(addiiional) increase is capiial 
cosis. Wc are responsible for 
maintenance, so an increase in 
cost of materials and power." 

The increase translates io an 
additional $104 annually for an 
average hou.sehold. 

According to Pearson, three 
main factors causing Novi to 
experience such an extreme 
increase are distance from the 
water source, Novi's elevation and 
topography, and the amount of 
usage during the peak hours of 5-
6 a.iii. - — • • 

"Wc happen to be geographical­
ly located further from the water 
source (than other communities), 
which is Port Huron, and'the high­
est elevalion," he said. "We're also 
looking into opportunities for 
water slorage towers that would 
have the largest impact on 
decreasing usage during our peak 
hours." 

In an effort to raise awareness, 
Pearson said city officials are 
meeting with the 10 largest water 
consumers, which he did not 
name, to discuss if there is an 
opportunity to moderate or even 
out their usage. 

Other communities expected to 
suffer substantial increases 
include Northville, 29.9 percent; 
Blooinfield Hills, 31.4 perceni; 
Bloomficld Township, 27 percent; 
and Utica 23.5 percent. The City 
of Wixom is expected to have a 
12.9 percent decrease. 

Wiih the combined increase of 
water and sewer rates for 2008-09, 
Novi residents will see an l 8 percent 
increase, which is annually about 
$127 for an average household.

Cooperat ive roots 

Novi Co-op Preschool has been 
in Novi since 1971, although the 

concept of cooperative education 
predates the : nejghbofhood -
school: . •" 

. 1. Accofding.to documents issued 
by the Greater Detroit Co-op 
Nursery Council, a cooperative 
preschool is a non-profit.organi-
zatioiI owned and operated by the 
parents of the children enrolled. 
Together, the members shape the 
direction and policies of their 
school with the guidance of a 
qualified teacher, 

'The number one thing is the 
parents' involvement - the com­
bination of parents in the class­
room," Capek said. 

Other benefits parents laud out­
side o f classroom walls include 
the chance to network with other 
moms and opportunities to .set 
play dates outside of Instructional 
houfs. 

At Novi Co-op Preschool the 
board of elected parents hires 
professional teachers to develop 
ihe curriculum, teach all classes 
and guide each child through the 
school day. 

The parents assist the teachers 
in Ihe classroom on a rotating 
basis and participate in the class-

room activities. 
Parents must fulfill a bne-to-

two times per month minimum 
classroom requirement, which 
generally equals about three 
hours. Grandparents or other 
family members are allowed to 
serve the in-class fime require­
ment, i f on a consistent basis, in 
the case of dual-working fami­
lies. 

Parental duties include, greet­
ing and free play, circle time, 
projects and discovery dine, clean 
up, snack time, outside play and 
dismissal.

The Michigan Department of 
Education released test results 
from the spring Michigan Merit 
Exam last week and Novi High 
School students improved across 
the board in every category. 

"I'm pleased that we're going 
up and hope we' l l continue to do 
that," said Monique Beels, assis­
tant superintendent of academics 
for Novi Community Schools. 

At least 454 students tested in 
each category, compared to at 
least 480 last year, but ihe per­
centage of students meeting or 
exceedlflg stdte ...standards 
increased in all six categories. 

High school juniors across the 
state were scored in math, reading, 
science, social studies, writing and 
English Language Arts, In each 
category, students were graded lev­
els 1 through 4, which translates 
into advanced, proficient, partially 
proficient and not proficient. 

"The M M E , with Ihe inclusion 
of the ACT, is a rigorous test and 
all students have to be prepared 
with the knowledge to excel," said 
State Superintendent of Public 
Instruction Mike Flanagan. "As 
the requirements of the new high 
school curriculum continue to be 
implemented, we expect to see 
students' scores improve." 

The area Novi students per­
formed most proficiently in was 
social studies, with 423 of 455 
students, or 93 percent,, meeting 
or exceeding state standards with 
advanced or proficient scores. The 
score was ihe second highest in 
Oakland County. 

Students across the state per­
formed the best in the social stud­
ies category, but dropped from 83 

to 80 percent. 
The narrowest margin of 

improvement for' Novi Schools 
came in writing, where 289 of 455 
students, or 63.5 percent, met or 
exceeded sumdards. Although fewer 
siudenls tested diis year llian the 481 
last year, the overall group improved 
from 62.6 percent in 2007. 

The state-wide writing score 
improved from 40 to 41 percent 
passing. 

'They're really hard working. 
I'm looking at the writing scores 
doing nothing but increasing as 
Ihey write," Beels said of the 
recently implemented wridng spe­
cialists the district hired to teach 
kindergarten through sixth graders. 

Earning the second highest 
score in Oakland County, Novi's 
reading scores showed die highest 
increase, with 6.1 percent more 
students meeting or exceeding 
slate standards - which brings the 
total to 81.6 percent. 

Although fewer students tested 
because of die smaller junior class 
size, iiiore Novi students received 
an advanced score dian last year in 
math, reading, science and EL/^ . 

Neighboring school districts 
that include portions of the City of 
Novi also performed well, with 
between 78.3-94.7 percent of 
Northville High School test-takers 
meeting or exceeding state stan­
dards in all six categories. 

Walled Lake Consolidated 
Schools had more dian 62 percent 
of students meeting or exceeding 
standards in every category, with 
reading, science and E L A in the 
70th percendle. Students scored 
highest in social studies, with 91 
percent of students meeting or 
exceeding standards. 

Soudi Lyon High School had 
the largest variance, with 53.7 
percent passing writing and 92.9 
percent passing social studies 
standards. South Lyon students 
also scored 58.8 percent in mathe­
matics, 76'. 1 in reading, 78.9 in 
science and 67.4 in E L A . 

Novi's mean ACT score was also 
one of die highest in metro Detroit at 
22.2. Northville earned 23.9, SouOi 
Lyon 20.5 and WaUed Lake 21.2.

Since Triangle Development 
toolc over creating die MainStreet 
Novi complex in May 2004, resi­
dents and nearby businesses have 
eagerly awaited the continuadon 
of building a downtown area. 

And, aldiough die economy and 

rigorous building requiremenis 
have slowed the complex's devel­
opment. Triangle Development 
Vice Presidenl Pierre Nona hopes 
to get things moving by die end of 
the year.

wall. Nona said the addition 
would take seven or eight montlis 
to build. 

"At the same time, we'll do all 
the improvements to the road and 
park," Nona said.

• City Council 
approves 
amendment to 
Zoning 
Ordinance 

On Monday, Aug. i i , the 
Novi City Council approved an 
ordinance amendment that will 
make getting bigger easier for 
developers and builders doing 
business in Novi. 

One significant change aiiows 
an increase in the size of addi­
tions to existing buildings that 
could be reviewed and approved 
administratively to no more than 
10 perceiit of an existing build­
ing, up to a maximum of 10,000 
square feet, for non-residential 
buildings located more than 500 
feet from residential districts. 
This amendment was to Section 
25I6.ic(9). 

"Minor changes to approved 
site plans rarely contain substan­
tial issues," said Steve Rumple, 
City of Novi community devel­
opmenl man<ager. "We anticipate 
tiiat reducing the processing 

time for improvements such as 
these will encourage more rein­
vestment in commercial proper­
ties." 

The second change increased 
die length of time a site plan 
approval would remain valid, 
doubling the time a site plan 
approval remains active from 
one year to two years. 

The amendment to Section 
2516.6 will reduce the need for -
sile plan extension actions by 
City Council or the Novi 
Planning Commission. Site plan 
extensions remain the same, 
allowing for three, one-year 
extensions of preliminary or 
final site plan approval. 

"The changes made to the 
Zoning Ordinance wi l l allow 
developers lo get through the 
site plan approval process in a 
quicker fashion," Rumple said. 
"We are excited to provide a 
streamlined process to those 
looking to build within Novi."

• Providence's 
summer 
classes 
continue to fall

Monday afternoon, Meghan, 7, 
and Ryan, 5, Rotole spent 45-
minules taking bunny breaths, 
standing in down dog and practic­
ing rainbows in the reflection 
space al the Assarian Cancer 
Center. 

Four other children joined the 
Rotoles for the second session of 
Yoga for Kids wilh instructor 
Karen Luiz. The cUnss, for kinder­
garten Ihrough sixth grade, is 
4:45-5:30 p.m. Mondays ihrough 
Aug. 25. 

"This seems like a great envi­
ronment for it, they seem lo be 
very centered on children here," 
said Meghan and Ryan's mother, 
Cheryl Rotole of Plymouth. "She 
(Lutz) seems to have a really good 
repertoire with my kids. She got 
more out of them in five minutes 
tllan I got out of them in an hour." 

Rotole, who practices yoga at 
Life Time Fitness in Canton, saw 
an advertisement for Yoga for 
Kids while at the play area in 
Twelve Oaks Mall. 

"It (yoga) just seemed like a 
good place to start to get them 
aware of |heir bodies and their 
posture," she said. "See Ryan, 
he's the youngest kid in the class 
and he seems to be keeping up." 

The four-week session is the 
first kids yoga program offered 
through Ihe Providence Center for 
Ihe Healing Arts. 

"It's so beneficial for anybody. 

and Ihe earlier you get stalled 
with yoga, the better you are." 
said Gigi Geraghty, adult yoga 
instructor and physicians iissistani 
of radiation and oncology at the 
Cancer Center "It can help c l i i l -
dren lo focus better, to concen­
trate better and they learn good 
habits such as posture." 

Lutz, who is new to the 
Providence Center for the Healing 
Arts, has been practicing yoga for 
more than six years, teaching 
adults and children for about a 
year and is certified in Yoga Ed. 

"Yoga Ed was cstiiblished in 
1999 by Tara Guber She was in 
the education field in southern 
L . A . and she is the one person 
who implemented and developed 
the program," Lutz said. "Since 

then, it has snowballed all over 
the country. The purpose is to 
bring yoga into Ihe classroom, to 
allow children lo be more focused 
and improve their behavior." 

Until local schools have the 
means to implement this program, 
Lutz continues te.icliing and prac­
ticing yoga. 

"The format is different (for 
children) than the adult classes, i 
base a lot of my teaching on my 
training from Yoga Ed," she said. 
"We use different names for pos­
tures for the children, like rock, 
star, rainbow, flying dragon. 

"We break up the class in seg-
menls, it's not just a flow of pos­
tures, because their attention span 
is pretty shallow. 1 try and allow 
the students to have some interac­

tion." 
Geraghty said Lutz's use of 

games and stories makes yoga 
more enjoyable for the kids. 

"There's a variety of ways lo 
leach the kids the different pos­
tures as well as breathing tech­
niques," she said. "The kids actu­
ally love to do yoga, they think 
it's kind of cool. It gives them 
confidence." 

Geraghty, who h.is been prac­
ticing yoga for 10 years and 
teaching it about nine, said all five 
of her kids, 5-25, practice yoga. 

"They learn respect, and kind­
ness, nol only lo others but lo 
themselves," Lutz said. 

Although located inside the 
Assarian Cancer Center, classes 
are open to anyone in the commu­
nity, as with all of the programs 
offered through the Providence 
Center for Ihe Healing Arts.

Worldng 60 iiours in five days 
may not sound lilce fun, but it is 
for i 5-year-old Regina Barbosa. 

A junior al Novi High Scliool, 
Barbosa is the meliophone section 
leader for tiie school marching 
band, which held band camp 9 
a.m.-9 p.m. Aug. 4-8. 

"It's a lot harder than i i looks. 
It's really tough work," said 
Barbosa, who also runs track and 
played soccer, until it conflicted 
with track. "There's no real band 
conditioning. We don't all go run­
ning together. Band camp would 
be the conditioning, i f you want to 
call it that." 

After stretching and doing curl-
downs for 30 minutes at 9 a.m., 
ihe French horn player and the 
rest of her bandmates start off 
every morning with their instru­
ments sitting in the grass along a 
fence next to the school as they 
learn the steps for their perform­
ance. 

"Every day we get new sets. We 
learn what it looks like and we 
learn it in chunks and then put the 
music in," Barbosa said. "The 
whole morning we're learning 
drill." 

Until noon, the band members 
march in a specific and planned 
method, often with their shoulders 
turned 90 degrees from the direc­
tion their feet are facing. They 
have their bodies turned this way 
so they can face the crowd while 
moving from side to side. 

The Color Guard performs 
alongside the band, in unison. 
Surprisingly, collisions aren't too 
common, even at the start of the 
week, Barbosa said. 

She said things have been going 
much smoother this year than the 
past two, making her job as a sec­
tion leader that much easier. 

-"It's definitely better," she said. 
"The freshmen are great. They all 
know what they're doing." 

Barbosa said the highlight of 
band camp was Tuesday, when 
excitement was brewing among 
the band members. 

"Everyone was hyped up for the 
drill," she said, noting excitement 
usually doesn't boil up until the 
Saturday night performance for 
parents. 

Barbosa said band members 
have gotten along well, making 
the performance development eas­
ier and the noon and 4 p.m. food 
breaks more sociable. 

This year, the band.will perform!

Barbosa said tlIe band marches in 
sun-shaped patterns that tie in 
with ihe music. 

Last year, Beethoven was the 
music of choice. 

Barbosa thinks lhe band will get 
through learning the ballad, the 
second of three stanzas of the per­
formance, in time for the parents 
performance. 

Following their first break of 
the day, the band spends three 
hours in different rooms doing 
sectional practices.
