Similar fo the one-way bus drive
problemy Novi Meadows experi-
enced as nearly 1,000 students
arrive, Novi High School sees alot
of cengestion with pearly 2,000
students showing up all at once.

Oge of the biggest problems the
high school has seen is parents
dropping their students off at the
front door during the times desig-
nated for only buses and staff
wvehicles to use the long driveway
off Taft Road. The two-lane road
can have as many as seven of the

district’s 21 buses lined up aleng
the southern edge as they unload
25-30 students each and, in the
process, block much of the
inbound raffic lane. The yellow-
clad vehicles force incoming siaff,
and also parents ignoring the sig-
nage, 10 use the lame meant for
exiting the staff lot and bus drop.
“As much as we'd like this to
go away, | don't know if it ever
will. I assume people see the staff
going in there and think it's all
fight to do the same thing”
