Plans are in motioil to liring 
lodging to Rock Financial 
Showplace's Novi campus in 
spiing 2009. 

Novi's Planning Commission 
made a posiiive recommendation 
to city council at la.st 
Wednesday's meeting for prelimi­
nary site plan approval of the 
Hyatt Place hotel. 

"There were essentially no con­
cerns," said planning commission 
member Brian Burke. "The hotel 

is going between the Rock 
Financial Showplace and Grand 
River." 

Although it will be called Hyatt 
Place, the hotel will essentially be 
owned and operated under the Rock 
Financial Showplace umbrella. 

"Hyatt is a franchise, they 
brand it and do the marketing, but 
it will be owned by Titan Hotel 
Development, L L C , which is an 
affiliation company with the 
Showplace," said John Bowcn, 
executive director and general 
counsel of Rock Financial 
Showplace.

The proposed five-story, 132-
room Hyatt Place wi l l sit upon 2.5 
acres overlooking the wetlands, 
located south of the existing expo­
sition center. 

"It is situated on a piece of 
property that makes sense because 
there would be a connection via a 
sky-walk to the second floor mez­
zanine of the Rock Financial 
Showplace," Burke said. 

Rock Financial Showplace, 
which is located off Grand River 
Avenue, between Tafi and Beck 
roads, has 215,000 square feet of 
exhibition space, a 20,000-
square-foot balkoom and addi­
tional conference rooms and 
meeting space. 

"It's (ihe hotel) always been 
planned as part of our overall 
vision of ihe conference center," 
Bowen said. "It's something our 
customers are asking for." 

Aside from the benefit a hotel 
will bring to exhibitors, Bowen 
said it is an important feature for 

weddings and other social events 
that take place at the Showplace 
year-round. 

"It's certainly a compliment to 
the Rock Financial Showplace 
and, flat-out, it just makes sense," 
Burke said. 

Since the proposed hotel wil l 
be built on a portion of the exist­
ing parking lot, additional spaces 
will be included on site. 

"It's a two-part project," Burke 
said. 'The first part is to increase 
parking in the northeastern portion 
of the lot and the second phase is 
to build the fivc-story hotel." 

Bowen said, when all is said 
and done, there will be about 
2,900 parking spaces on the Rock 
Financial Showplace property. 

"The hope is that we can get 
thjit done this fall," he said, with 
plans to break ground on the hotel 
in spring 2009. 

With planning commission's 
positive recommendation, the pre-
limin.iry plans are expected to go 
before Novi's City Council at Ihe 
upcoming meeting, 7 p.m. Sept. 8.

used io get a Rolex watch out of 
layaway, authorities said. 

Millen pleaded guilty in May lo 
a money-laundering conspiracy 
charge for agreeing to let her 
niece's boyfriend, 29-year-old 
Lamauro Coleman of Novi, buy 
Ihe vehicle in her name in 2003 
from a Dearborn dealership. He 
pleaded guilty last monih to drug 
and money-laundering charges 
and is to be sentenced Sept. 16. 

Dearborn police found the car 
in December 2005 in a storage 
unit during a heroin trafficking 

• investigation.- -~ — - - • 
When they-asked Millen about 

the car, she lold them she bought it. 

but later decided to .sell it because 
she could no longer afford it. 

Bui authorities later determined 
that she had purchased the car for 
Coleman in exchange for the 
$3,000 layaway payment, court 
records said. 

Mi l len , who was suspended 
without pay after her arrest in July 
2007. will report to prison when 
space is found for her. 

Her lawyer, Alv in Sallen of 
Bingham Farms, said Mi l l en 
knew Coleman was a marijuana 
trafficker, but not a heroin dealer

Novi Meadows earned a B grade 
because it did not meet A Y P 
requirements of having 85 percenl 
of economically disadvanlaged 
students in attendance.

scores," Falls said. 
Novi High School showed (he 

most improvement in niathemai-
ics. improving 4.93 percent io 
74.41 percent proficiency. The 
high school al.so improved io 
94.48 percenl proficiency in 
social studies, 78.59 percenl in 
science and 77.59 percent in 
E L A . 

Novi Middle School showed 
the most improvement in science, 
iinproving 2.98 percent to 94.08 
percent proficiency.

"The b.ar was raised this past 
year. We asked our .school.s to 
make a big jump.

If a school is not keeping pace 
to reach (he n;itional iOO percent 
proficiency goal by 2014, i i is 
penalized. This could affect a 
school's score negatively by up to 
15 percentage points, as was the 
ca.se with Village Oaks 
Elcnieniary last year, school offi­
cials .said.

Add in a faltering donieslic 
auto industry, ; i staggering 
housing s lump and gas spik­
ing at more than $4 a gallon, 
and you've got an imperfect 
storm that has slammed this 
once-proud state. 

Few say that the state's 
woes have bot tomed out. 
Many are suggesting either 
we haven't hit bottom or it 
will be two to three years 
before (here is even a modest 
recovery. 

On top of that, we hear 
stories s imultaneously about 
imacceptably low graduation 
rates in Detroit high schools 
and reports about a n e.^odus 
of our chi ldren when tliey 
graduate from college. 

Even O a k l a n d County , 
where tiines have been gen­
erally good for a long time, 
has not been immune. The 
ical estate and home-build­
ing fields have been 
slammed, schools are suffer­
ing from decreased enroll­
ments a n d a recently 
released U . S . Census 
Bureau report shows avcr-

;ige incomes here have actu­
ally declined. 

II wiis tough lo listen to 
lho.se types of predictions 
and still keep a rosy Uibor 
Day outlook. 

Times can and must gel 
belter, it's going lo be diffi-
c u i l , it's going to take 
uncommon leadership from 
Ihe private sector and it's 
going lo re(jiiire a complete 
change in atUtude from stale 
and local govei-nmcnt. 

It is wronglieaded to blame 
slate government for the 
st;ile's economic mess. 
Michigan government d id 
not cau.se the loss of n ianu-
facliiri i ig jobs, nor was it 
responsible for the fragile 
condition of what was once 
known as the B i g Three 
automakers. 

But state government 
should not get in the way of 
success, nor shou ld it make 
Inisiness recovery more diflf-
cu l l . Unfortunately, not all in 
Lans ing u n d e r s l a n d that. 
That's why we were left with 
last year's u n h o l y budget 
war that eventually improved 
little. Instead, one onerous 
business la.\ was replaced 
w i l l one essentially as bad. 

Too many businesses feel 
they li;ive a target on their 
back: If they are at a l l suc­
cessful, state government 
comes after them with exces­
sive (a.Nes or unwieldy regu­
lations. 

Th i s is what happens 
when a government feels 
that its ta.\-payers exist to 
feed the government, rather 
than unders tand ing that 
government's role is to serve 
its citizens. Too often, the 
state leadership looks as 
though its primary responsi­
bility is to provide tiixpayer-
funded jobs. 

We will not l ax ourselves to 
prosperity. Bu t government 
can provide the leadership to 
prioritize those services that 
should be del ivered and 
determine how to do so most 
efficiently. 

If that's achieved, t l ien it is 
up to the business commu­
nity to adjust to the new 
realities and provide the 
leadership a n d entrepie-
ncurial innovation that once 
fiiarked this state. 

We've passed the time for 
action. We can't s tand many 
more Labor Days like Uiis 
one.

The v:isi majority — 87 per­
cent of those responding —. s;iy 
our poliiical leaders have done 
only a fair lo poor job of balanc­
ing the .suite's budget and .setting 
clear spending priorities. 

Almost as many — 81 peicent 
— believe I:i\vmal;ers ;irc taking 
short-term taxing and spending 
decisions thai proinole iheir sur­
vival in office from year to year, 
rather lhan working on policies 
thai promote Michigan's long-
term prosperity 

This is hiu'dly surprising. The 
poll was t;ikcn in late July, when 
the memones were still vivid of 
last fall's near-niclldown of state 
finances, caused in pan by an 
inexperienced, term-limited leg-
isUiture. 

Politicians arc human beings, 
just like ihc rest of us. And it's 
simple human nature to try to 
duck unpic;isant stuff, which for 
lawmakers in Lansing means 
unpopular, but necessary votes. 

So. icrm-lifnitcd legislators all 
loo oflen kick the can down tlie 
road by leaving the lough voles 
to tlicir successors. 

The poll iilso shows deep and 
grim pessimism .about our future. 
More lh;m four out of every five 
Michigan voters think the state is 
on Ihe wrong track, and 74 per­
cent think Michigan's economy 
will either slay ihc same or gel 
worse next year.^ 
'. So U will c o S i C a w a s t i i p n I t , 
that a solid riiajorily — 56 per­
cent — wants major structural 
reforms in Lansing. 

Yes, but what kind of reform'.' 
Remarkably, a half-dozen ideas 
all got majority support among all 
demographic groups surveyed: 

• Save money by finding other 
means of punishment for non­
violent offenders, other than 
going 10 prison (79.3 percent). 

• Increase state employee 
ho;illh care premiums (74..'> per­
cent). 

• Change Ihc retirement system 
for new teachers (74.1 percent). 

• Incrca.sc state employee 
health care deductibles and co-
pays (72.5 percent). 

• Impose small co-pays for 
Medicaid-related heallh services 
(63.3 percent.) 

• Release some non--violent 
offenders from prison before their 
normal parole dale (58.8 percent). 

Our basic problem is this: 
Michigan's state budget has suf­
fered from years of chronic 
"structural deficils." Thai means 
Ihe system is built .so that the 
stale spends more money on pro­
grams and services dian it lakes 
in from various taxes. 

Worse, these costs arc bound 
to increase faster than any rev­
enue gains arising from a more 
prosperous economy 

Although the legislature raised 
both income and business taxes 
last year lo overcome the $1 bil­

lion-plus structural deficit lhal 
then existed in the General Fund, 
it was a temporary solution. 
Virtually all experts predict that 
slructural deficits wil l return -
with a vengeance. Left unre­
solved, it could reach $10 billion 

,^by^2017. , ,

the " Michigan Chamber of 
Commerce, agrees. In a July arti­
cle in The Detroit News, com­
menting on "quiet" budget agree­
ments this year in Lansing, she 
wrote: "We could spin our 
wheels all day long trying to pur­
sue major reform in Medicaid 
costs, prison costs and pension 
reforms. 

"But until we 'turn off the 
faucet' of spending increases (al 
least turn it down) the Legislature 
and administration wil l not be 
forced to come together and do 
what's right for the long-tcnn 
health of our state's financial and 
budget situalion." 

When asked what lo do about 
the continuing budget problems, 
there was much greater diversity: 
Some 6.1 percent polled were in 
favor of solving the problem 
solely by raising taxes. 

Another 21.3 preferred to solve 
the problem entirely by reducing 
slate spending. But a solid major­
ity, 56.4 percent, opted for mov­
ing toward serious structural 
reforms in stale government. 

And when it comes lo the voters, 
tlie .sentiment is near-unanimous. 
An amazing 95 percent say lefonh 
is personally important lo them. 

Incidenlally the poll was taken 
by Ihe Chicago-based Glcngariff 
Group, Inc., for Detroit 
Renaissance, a group of top-level 
business executives in soulheast-
eni Michigan. Though it has been 

around for many years, in recent 
months Detroit Renaissance has 
spurred itself lo become a major 
policy mover and shaker, under 
Ihe leadership of President Doug 
Rolhwell and Domino's Pizza 
C E O Dave Brandon, chair of the 

, Renaissance board. , . , 
, ^Rolh,\vell is bluni atiout the,, 

poll results: "The people of 
Michigan are ready for major 
reforms in the way govemmeni 
works and spend money 'Year-to-
year budget cul.s and hax increases 
iu-e simply making mailers worse. 
We can't conlinue lo postpone the 
inevitable: Michigan cannot work 
Ihc way it has for the past 50 
years, because we simply don't 
have the money we u.sed lo have." 

And Lansing, lake note: This 
poll provides solid support for an 
emerging effort to use the "lame 
duck" session of the legislature -
that between Election Day and 
the end of the year - to push far-
reaching siruclural reforms of 
Michigan's government. 

1 can't help but be mildly 
encouraged by all of this. We've 
got a long way to go, but maybe, 
jusi maybe, that glimmer you 
noticed was, at long last, the first 
light at the end of the tunnel.

Two recently released .stale per­
formance audits have revealed seri­
ous problems al the Michigan 
Department of Human Services. 
The firet audit, released July 22. 
found that hundreds of convicted 
sex offenders and other criminals 
wen; authorized to be child day cafe 
providers in the state. 

Financial audits of state dcpart-
mcnts are regularly done every 
other year. Performance audits are 
done upon request or if Ihe audi­
tor general deems it necessary. 
The two recently released audits 
were initiated by the auditor gen­
eral based on poor results by DHS 
in past inquiies. 

The auditor general's Ieport 
covered a period of review 
between 2003 and early 20O6 and 
focused on Michigan's Chi ld 
Development and Care Program, 

which provides subsidies to low-
income families for child care. 
During the past three years, die 
Senate has spearheaded iniponant 
legislative packages addressing 
many of the issues identified in 
the report. We passed legislation 
to ensure children arc not placed 
in the care of a criminal and to 
provide parents with information 
about investigations involving 
their child's care provider. 

The Student Safety Initiative of 
2005, a bicameral plan specifical­
ly deals with the issue of back­
ground checks and criminal histo­
ry. The laws: 

• Prohibit convicted sex offend­
ers from woildng in schools or 
day care centers; 

• Require background checks 
for all school and day-care 
employees; 

• Prevent convicted sex offend­
ers from obtaining a day care 
license; and 

• Require background checks 
for all individuals over the age of 
18 living in a day care home. 

Aldiough the l.iws were signed 
in die fall of 2005, much of the 
legislation did not take effect until 
after the audit was completed. As 
a result of these new laws, howev­
er, many of die current day care 
providers are licensed and there­
fore must undergo diorough back­
ground checks. 

In addition, legislation to 
ensure accountability in die han­
dling of child pIotection cases and 
improve agency communicadon 
was recently approved by the 
Senate Family and Human 
Services Committee. Senate B i l l 
1418 wil l require DHS to collabo­

rate with local Friend of the Court 
offices on cases where a child is 
the subject of a protective servic­
es investigation and a custody or 
parenting time case is also pend­
ing. 

The second D H S audit, 
released July 29. disclosed lhal 
the slate improperly paid out 
between $200 million and $400 
million to child day care 
providers from 2003 to March 
2006. While we can be confident 
thai effecdvc measures are now in 
place to help prevent further child 
abuse by day-care providers, what 
can be done to prevent further 
improper payments? As Chair of 
die Senate Finance Committee, 
upon hearing of this mismanage­
ment of funds, I immediately 
began looking into the issue fur-
Uier and requested copies of die 

audits to review. 
To cover the hundreds of mil­

lions of dollars in reckless spend­
ing thai were approved by die 
department, some in the 
Legislature would choose to 
penalize Michigan residents by 
raising dicir taxes, like die gover­
nor did last year. Armed with this 
audit. Senate Republicans and I 
will fight to adopt meaningful 
reforms lo stop the improper 
spending from happening in die 
first place. 

Both of the audits exposed 
injustices. One is an injustice for 
children In need of protection. 
The second is for taxpayers strug­
gling to make ends meet while die 
State spends money on fraudulent 
claims. 

On Sept 11, ihe state Senate 
will be holding a joint comminee 

hearing to address the serious 
issues raised by the audits. I look 
forward to working widi the com­
mittee members to prevent these 
injustices from happening again.

Billed as "the world's youngest 
dfummer" at 4, Julian Pavone of 
Bloomfield Hills is also connect­
ed to the Novi community. 

He inspired a national enter­
tainment company. Harmonic 
Network, headquartered in Novi. 

His fadier, Bernadino Pavone, 
is one of the managing partners, 

"We've actually taken alt of 
these well-known musicians iind 
artists and brought them to the 
people," Bernadino said. 

Julian's mother, Lisa Pavone, a 
University of Michigan assistant 
professor of surgery who works at 
the Livonia Vein Center, said her 
son even enjoyed music while in 
the womb. 

"When we played music, he 
would really move around," she 
said. "He especially liked the 
Beatles." 

Lisa is so proud of her child 
prodigy. 

"He's unbelievable," she said. 
"Even though he's my child, he 
shocks and amazes me every day.' 

He may play at Disney World in 
Orlando, Fla., and hopes to make 
an iippearance soon on "The 
Tonight Show' with Jay Leno. 
"B\it his parents try to keep him 

gmmlfter-jsfi''*' -
"1 want him to grow up like a 

-nprmaL4:j'catgld child, and he 
pretty miich driveTtorhimscif," 
said his mother. "He's like any 
odler 4-year-old in every other 
aspect of his Ufc." 

"Playing drums, guitar and key­
board are my favorite things," 
Julian said. "But, I also like going 
outside." 

He has fun riding on the tour 
bus, and his favorite cereal is 
Com Chex. The Pavones also 
have a 2-year-old daughter, 
Annalisa, who already sings and 
plays the piano. 

Julian is cuncntly the youngest 
recorded drummer and youngest 
endorsee of Vic Firth Drumsdcks, 
Ihe largest drumstick manufacturer 
in the world. He's also die youngest 
endorsee widi Sabian Cymbals and 
is an unofficial endorsee wiih 
Remo Drumheads. He has a pri­
vate label — a company called 
Julian Drums, which is part of die 
Innovation Drum Company 

One of Julian's instructors, 
Steve Badalament, said Firth was 
taken with the young drummer 
when he met him. 

"He's talented, and he's a 
uniquely Detroit story," 
Badalament said. "He's not just a 
pretty face. He's an old soul, he 
communicates well, and he just 
baffles me. We're just pointing 
him in the right direction. He's 
integrating it all." 

Badalament believes Julian 
came onto die music and enter­
tainment scene at the right time. 

"There's a shift in entertainment 

to the young, as evidenced by 
American Idol," he said. 

The Julian Pavone Music 
Program for Gifted Children is 
also in die works. 

One of the tilings Julian pos­
sesses, according to Badalament, 
is what drummers call separation 
— the ability to use his hands and 
feet simultaneously. "It's like hav­
ing four independent instru­
ments," he explained, 

Julian's getting calls from peo­
ple in Hollywood and New York. 

"He's really coming together." 
Julian's Band includes Antiiony 

Fondale, 12, on keyboard; Vincent 
Fondale, 8, lead vocals; Alexis 
Shook, 11, on bass guitar; Alex 
Raz, 11, on lead guitar; and, of 
course, Julian on drums.
