"The difference really is die 
job is looking at multiple campus­
es rather than looking at a single 
campus." 

Even though Casalou's job will 
involve new responsibilities, some 
aspects wil l seem all too familiar. 

"1 actually will be participating 
in the constmclion of a new hospi­
tal," he said, noting Saint Joseph 
Mercy has plans of opening a new 
hospital. " I ' l l bring whatever 
experience 1 have with me from 
this project. 

"It's hard to leave. The hospital 
opened and you would like to sec 
the baby you just gave birth to 
grow, but I'm feeling good aboul 
leaving because 1 know diis place 
is going to be phenomenally suc­
cessful."

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After several meetings and a 
12-hour day at the negotiation 
table, Novi Community School 
District teachers have a new three-
year contract through the 2010-11 
school year. 

More than 70 percent of teach­
ers approved the new contract by 
a 267-112 vote last Wednesday. 
The board of education is expect­
ed to approve the contract at 
tonight's board meeting. 

"It's quite a relief," said Tom 
Brenner, president of the Novi 
Education Association. "I'm fair­
ly satisfied with it in the big pic­
ture. It's not perfect. 

"One of the best things about 
the process is Uiat both sides can 
work with each other. We're not 
enemies by any means." 

Bob Schram, assistant superin­
tendent of human resources for 
the district, said the contract 
includes I percent pay increases 
each year for anyone outside the 
pay steps. Teachers within the 
steps won't receive a change this 
year, but wil l see a 1 percent 
increase each of the next two 

years of the contract. 
"Wc would've loved to been 

able to pay our staff more, but 
when you have a deficit budget 
based on what die state gives, it's 
difficult," Schram said. "They 
can't give you what they don't 
have. They can't make money like 
the federal government can. 
We've got to live within our 
means as best we can." 

BoUi Brenner and Schram said 
the most difficult portion of nego­
tiations revolved arotind health 
insurance. 

"Wc agreed to pay for part of 
our health insurance premiums. 
The district cut off long-term dis­
ability after six months. It was one 
year," Brenner said. "Part of it is 
in line with the economic situa­
tion and having to pay for health 
insurance without a big pay raise. 

"People understand the eco­
nomic situation. We're grateful to 
have jobs." 

Schram said a 3 percent cap 
was placed on health insurance. 
He was satisfied with the compro­
mises the two sides agreed on. 

"Teachers were able to main­
tain dieir base insurance. Both 
sides, their main issue was health 
care insurance," Schram said. 
"Negotiations were very difficult. 
I want to give a lot of credit to 
both bargaining teams.

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Tuesday's day in Oakland 
County Circuit Court for die sec­
ond Pittao murder trial had a 
heavy undertone of alibis.

"She was excited and wanted to 
tell me diat she had packed some 
things in the car and she was 
going to Chicago (to stay widi her 
parents)," Jurgenson said of the 
May re, 1997 freeway call. "Her 
tone had changed from excite­
ment and euphoric to panic and 
maybe terror. She was afraid of 
potentially being crashed."

lions, the most successful con­
tract is when no one is complete­
ly happy. If I was happy, I'd feel 
like 1 took advantage of them. If 
they were happy, they would've 
taken advantage of me." 

Schram and Brenner both 
agree the state restrictions slowed 
Ihe bargaining process. 

"When the allowance increases 
less than 1 percent and cnroU-
menl declines, it m.ikes it a very 
difficult process," Schram said. 
"It's really the staff recognizing 
the problems we have. The dis­
trict h:is limitations." 

Brenner said b.-irgaining for larg­
er groups would help the process. 

"1 think we have .some of the 
best teachers in the nation. One 
thing I'm really disappointed 

with is that we even bargiiin at the 
local level. The district has dieir 
hands tied widi the slate. It would 
make more sense to bargain at Ihe 
slate or regional level," he said. 
"We're waiting for the state to set 
their budget and we're just fight­
ing for scraps. It would be nice i f 
the state government could figure 
out their priorities and stick to it." 

Another change, that wi l l 
affect students just as much, is 
the district calendar. 

"Each yeai we have 177 stu­
dent days. We had 176 iast year," 
Schram said. "In 2009, there will 
be a full-week February break. In 
2010 iind 2011, we'll just have a 
two-day break. We'd have stu­
dents just getting out way too late 
(in the summer) based on the 
Labor D.iy start. The slate has 
mandated most of the calendar."

In aimosi any endeavor you 
can tliinl; of, your succes.s 
depends on a number of factors. 
Ttie .same is true of invesiing. You 
can create a .strategy lo lieip you 
aciiieve your iong-icrni goals, 
sucli as a coiiiforiahic retirement, 
but your resuit.s wiii depend a 
great deal on tiow you adjust 
soiTie liey "variables." 

Wliat are some of tliese "vari­
ables?"

"My philosophy is, 'I'd like 
you 10 try us just one time.

We're proud of what we do," Tom 
said. 

The restauranl moved lo 
Prudciiiiai Town Center in 
Southfield in 1978 before coming 
to its current loeaiion in the Novi 
Town Center in 1991. 

"Novi was the fastest growing 
ciiy in Michigan and maybe ihe 
Midwest. At the time, we lived in 
Northville. This area was a dia­
mond in the rough," Mary said. 
"It's grown tremendously in the 
17 years. Novi's like everybody 
else with people who have lost 
jobs to downsizing. And gas 
prices, we're not isolated to that." 

Although the economy has 
taken a dip and Mary has seen 
.several other nearby restaurants 
open and close over the years.

"Sales have grown each year.

The Milford residents joined 
the walk just a few months after 
Tom won a battle with lung can­
cer. He learned of the disease dur­
ing a C A T scan last May, just a 
few monlhs after tiie restaurant 
became non-smoking, bul early 
enough so a Juiy 14 surgery was 
able to remove the cancer before 
spreading too far. 

"He was Stage One. Most of 
the time, it's (Stage) Three or 
Four before people find it.

of lung cancer and last Sunday's 
event was scl up in his honor four 
years ago. The Bradys, along with 
other friends and family mem­
bers, formed "The Brady Bunch," 
a leam of 25-.30 members. Mary 
said $ 1,500 has been raised so far 
for Ihe cause. 

"I'm just so thrilled wilh Ihe 
support. Tom's a pretty special 
person," she said.

Tamara when he called in August. 

According to Jurgenson, Daniel 
said, "I want lo find out i f you're 
the reason Tami's leaving me. Are 
you dating Tami and do you 
intend to mairy her? I just want io 
understand why she's leaving me 
and thai you are not Ihe reason 
she's leaving me." 

When Jurgenson replied, "You 
are the reason she's leaving you," 
he said Daniel became infuriated 
and threatened him. 

Eugene Granowicz, owner of a 
Novi Kiddie Can; ai the time, and 
ChrIslopher Ravcschot, a friend of 
Daniel, both testified regarding the 
child caie of the Pitiao's child dur­
ing the Thanksgiving week of 1997. 

Raveschot, living in Arizona at 
Ihe time, was visiting friends and 
family in Michigan during the 
Thanksgiving week, but was 
unable to connect with Daniel 
despite several phone calls 
between Tuesday and Sunday of 
that week. 

Granowicz explained atten­
dance sheets regarding the Pittao's 
daughter at day care the week of 
and week prior io Tamara's death. 
Their daughter was at day ciire all 
five days the week prior, but had 

an unexcused absence Monday 
and an excused vacation Tuesday, 
although a full week was paid for 
in advance. The day care's sign in 
and sign out system for parents 
was often incomplete, but was 
completely blank for tlie week of 
Tamara's death. 

"It's on the honor system," 
Granowicz said. "We request the 
parents sign in/sign oui, but a lot 
of parents fly in, fiy out." 

This is tlic second murder hial 
for Daniel. A February mishial 
left Daniel Pittao waiting a few 
more months to find out his 
future. 

After a five-week trial in 
January, a misuial was ruled Feb. 
7 at Oakland County Circuit 
Court by Judge Michael Warren. 
The mistrial was declared when 
Ihe jury spent two weeks in delib­
erations, only to reach a split vote 
with seven jurors suggesting 
Pittao as guilty and five saying he 
was innocent. 

The case heard more than two 
dozen witnesses ranging from 
friends to co-workers, law 
enforcement and relatives. 

Pittao has a history of domestic 
violence with his son and ex-wife. 

Defense attorneys argue no 
hairs or fingerprints belonging to 
Pittao were found at ttie scene of 
Tamara's death, and he is a devoi-
ed father. 

Pittao has been in Ihe county's 
custody since January 2007 and 
faces charges of open murder, 
which, i f convicted, could carry a 
sentence of life in prison.

We are coming to understand 
that many conditions tliat were 
once thought to be inevitable con-
sequences of the aging process 
are not.

million, up more than 70 
percent since 2001, 
according lo the Miclligan 
Venlure Capital fieport. 
There were seven VC firms 
in Michigan in 2001: today 
there are 17, with invesl-
nlenls in life sciences, 
inforinatlon technology 
and alternative energy. 

"Il's really exciting 
around here. Michigan is 
coming lo life," enthuses 
Kinnear, who has been 
watching the state's hesi­
tant progress in venture 
capital for many years. 
There are lots of deals 
liere worth funding; med­
ical devices, electric and 
informaiion technology, 
materials, software. 
Compared to the coasts, 
we'i-e not particularly big, 
but things are a lot better 
than they used to be." 

No Michigan firm can 
bankroll a huge deal on its 
own. The largest Michigan 
VC firm has around $100 
million lo invest, which 

isn't enough to enable 
them to be the lead 
investor in big deals. 

But that is enough to 
qualify for a place at the 
table, when syndicates are 
being put together by sev­
eral firms. 

These are adventurous 
souls. Venture capitalists, 
like daring stall-up entre­
preneurs, tend lo be free-
booting buccaneers who 
believe stoutly that the 
proper relationship of their 
work to government is ... 
none whatsoever. 

"All government does is 
just gel in the way," one 
hard-driving start-up 
manager told me. But in 
Michigan, even govern­
ment's attempts to help 
out seem to be working. 
The Michigan Economic 
Development Corporation 
was one of the sponsors of 
last week's gathering. 
With MEDC support, the 
state launched in 2006 
the Venlure Michigan 

Fund and the Michigan 
21st Century Investment 
Fund, two programs with 
more than $200 million 
for early stage investing. 
The Venlure fund is guar­
anteed by state tax vouch­
ers, while the 21st 
Centuiy Fund uses state 
money coming from the 
national tobacco settle­
ment. Both funds are 
managed by the highly 
respected New York firm, 
Credit Suisse. 

This is a sign that we are 
getting beyond a historic 
impasse that has helped 
para1yze progress in this 
slate. For many years, we 
had a classic "Catch 22" — 
entrepreneurs in Michigan 
griped about the lack of 
venture capitat funds in 
our state, Meanwhile, VC 
types grumbled there 
weren't any good places to 
invest In. 

Now, according to 
Î nnear, There is a lot of 
technology coming out of 

the research universities -
the University of Michigan, 
Michigan Slate - and 
places like the Van .Andel 
Institute in Grand Rapids. | 

.. I, -technology draws j>j 
ventilre capital firms, as 
Kinnear observed, "and it 
has led to significant 'angel 
fund' activity in the state." 
Angel funds al-e informal 
groups of investors who get 
together, share expertise, 
compare notes and make 
initial investments in little 
start up companies. 
Today, angel groups in 
Ann Arbor, Oakland 
County, 1{a1amazoo, Grand 
Rapids and perhaps else­
where are adding their heft 
lo more tradlUonal venture 
capital operations. 

All this is wonderful news. 
Certainly, powerful roots in 
manufacturing and the 
automobile industly will 
continue to be a large and 
important part of Michigan's 
economic mix. 

But the majority of new. 
Jobs in the future will 
come from new compa­
nies that are starting 
small - just the ones that 
need start-up seed money 
and venture funding. Last 
week's conference offers 
powerful and encouraging 
evidence that Michigan is 
making real progress at 
last, and not a moment 
too soon.

The Miclligan Departmeni 
of Trea.sury recently presented 
an overview of the depart­
ment's progress on implement­
ing ihe Michigan Business Tax 
(MBT) to the Senate Finance 
Comnliiiee, which 1 chair 
While ihc presentation was 
eye opening for several rea­
sons, two findings in particular 
again revealed the urgent need 
for Michigan to provide tax 
relief across the board to its 
Job providers. 

WJien the MBT replaced ihe 
old Single Business Tax. most 
observers saw it as a good 
thing. The SBT was an oner­
ous anti burdensome tax. The 
MBT was expected lo bring in 

about the same amount of rev­
enue as the SBT, while provid­
ing some tax relief and tax 
fairness for Michigan compa­
nies, both large and small. 

Or so we thought. Treasury's 
presentation to Senate Finance 
revealed, slaitlingly, that the 
MBT could raise as much as 
$2,446 billion. By contrast, the 
SBT brought in about $1.72 
billion per year. So instead of 
providing desperately needed 
tax relief, the MBT coupled 
with a 22 percent surcharge 
actually is increasing the tax 
burden on Michigan business­
es - and this at a time when we 
face our most severe economic 
crisis in years.

Another disturbing finding 
from the Treasury presentation 
was that the MBT has signifi­
cantly redistributed the tax 
burden among coiiipanies in 
our state, giving the biggest 
tax breaks to the largest firms 
while raising taxes on small 
businesses. 

I have consistently wel­
comed, advocated for and 
sponsored legislation in sup­
port of job creation, economic 
development, and expansion. 
My suppon is absolutely 
unwavering and will continue. 
However, we must be caufious 
not to grant excessive incen­
tives to a few. This is why I 
voted against the film tax cred­

its as well as refundable cred­
its to multi-billion dollar firms. 
Refundability occurs when an 
entity receives credits above 
their tax liability. The differ­
ence between the two results 
in a subsidized check from the 
State's General Fund. Several 
colleagues and myself are 
reevaluating these subsidies 
and targeted tax relief 
Without modification of this 
practice, it will be difficult to 
fix the most egregious effects 
of the MBT. Our tax code 
requires reform to better 
reflect principles of fairness 
and balance.
