En the past
two contracts, the teachers have taken
significant cuts in heaith insurance ben-
efils. In the last contract settlement,
Northville teachers took a one-year
salary freeze saving the district close
to $1-million dollars and resulting in
an average sulary Joss for teachers of
$40,000 over a career. On a personal
level my wife, a veteran teacher of 20
years, was hired three vears ago. The
district, using "steps” as their bargaining
toal, offered her three “steps” resulting
in a $30,000 salary decrease for her.
But she, like all the teachers despite the
sinister efforts by the board to diminish
the valuefimportance of teachers, has
continued and will continue to guide
student success, Examples of such sue-
cesses include the following: 11 National
Merit Scholars & four semifinalists, §9.2
percent graduation rate, 94.4 percent
district wide reading proficiency, 90.6
percent district wide math proficiency,
ACT scores averaging 23.9 which is 4-5
points higher than the state average,
MEAP scores well above the state aver-
age.

1f the community wants to maintain
the high quality of education they have
in Northville they need to get the school
board back to the bargaining table as
soon as possible. Its time to get back to
the bargaining table, sit down and talk
in an honest and open negotiation with
the NEA to settle a just contraet.
