Although Crawford said he is net going
ta Lansing with an agenda, be believes
being business-friendly and providing
jobs is key to turning Michigan's economy
around.

“It’s an opportunity 1o go to the state
level and hopefully make some ¢hanges,”
he said.

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Drug czar urges ‘no’ vote on Proposal 1

Ballot Proposal I — permit-
ting the use and caltivation

“The marijuana lobby
is trying to pull a con on
Michigan voters,” said
John Walters, director of
the White House Office of

National Drug Control Policy.

“This measure would be bad
for public health and bad for
public safety.”

Where “pot shops” have

opened in California, one of 12 .

states to decriminalize mari-
juana for medieal purposes,
serious crimes such as rob-
beries, burglaries and aggra-
vated assaults have followed,
Walters said.

“Proposal 1 will make it
harder to protect kids from
the dangers of drugs,” said Jee
Euchenbach, program director
of Psychological Consultants
of Michigan. “And for that
reasan alone, voters should
rejectit.”

Southfield Police Chief
Joseph E. Thomas Jr. was one
of a handful of law enforce-
meat officials supporting
Waltets and urging voters to
say “no” to Proposal 1.

Thomas and others said if
approved by voters the law
would be abused — with more
of the controlled substance
going to peopte who do not
have medical conditions.
They also insist facts put
forth by organizations like
the Michigan Coglition for
Compassionate Care are inac-
curate,

' Marijuana grown for medi-
cal purposes would inevitably
be used by youngsters who
have been incorrectly advised
smoking it is harmless,
Thomas said.

“Your body develops a tol-
erance for marijuana,” the
Southfield chief said, “and that
inevitably Jeads to other drugs
{like cocaine).”

'SCARE TACTICS'

Former State Sen. Diane
Byrum, spokesperson for
the Michigan Coalition for
Compassionate Care, however,
said Inw enforcement officials
are using “scare tactics”and
misinformation to defeat a
measure she says voters should
support,

*They talk about California,”
Byrum said, “biz they don't
talk about the 11 other states
(that have decriminalized
marijuana for medical use)
where drog use has gone
dowi,

“Michigan’s Prop. 1 has spe-
cific safeguards to prevent the
abuses alleged by the DEA and
other law agencies,” she said.
