According 
to police, edged weapons such 
as knives were used in the 
triple homicide, deemed so by 
the Oakland County Med ica l 
Examiner's Off ice. 

The bodies were found 
Monday morn ing in their 
Wexford Townhomes resi­
dence, at 29567 Wharton 
Court.

Jeff I'ollcr i.sn't too worried 
about fat ing a cilalleiigcr in 
next week's election. In a year 
when the experience of cuii-
didaies lias been a proni i i iei i l 
campaign issue, the former 
Mayor of South Lyon is coiill--
dent lie wil l retain his scat on 
the Oak land County l ioard of 
Commissioners. 

"There's a vast difference 

in experience," I'olter said of 
his b;ickgiouiid compared to 
Miclu ' lc Hcny, who is .seeking 
to lepre.sciit the 8tli Illstrict on 
the County huai'd. "Any prom­
ise I've made since 1987, I've 
acted on wich and every one." 

The O.-ikland County 
l ioard of Cuminissioners is a 
part-time, a.'i-niember panel 
re.sjion.sibk' for appi'oviiig the 
i iumial budget for Sheriff, ja i l , 
load, court and other county-
level services. Comniissioiiers 

are j iaid .$3.3,782 annually and 
serve two-year terms of office. 
Tl ie 8 l h District Includes South 
Lyon, Lyon Township, Walled 
Lake and Wixon i . Republicans 
curiei I t ly hold a 13-12 majority 
on the partisan panel. 

Potter, the 56-year-old 
Republican incumbent, has 
served on the couiity board 
since 2O03, fol lowing a tenure 
as South Lyon's Mayor held 
since 1989. A retiree from Ford 
Motor Company, Potter said 

the principle challenge facing 
the county panel in the next 
year will be to diversify the 
local economy. 

"The key thing is to encour­
age economic development and 
jobs," said Potter Jn recent 
years, Oakland's efforts toward 
that goal has been to focus on, 
"Emerging sectors and under-
represented industries includ­
ing medical technologies." The 
county also needs to help hom-
eovvners prevent foreclosures. 

Berry, a 50-year old para­
legal from Wixom, is running 
as a Democrat from what she 
called a grass-roots, commu­
nity-based viewpoint. 

"When l began l went out 
to the field," said Berry. "The 
community sees a need for 
change; we need to change our 
approach." 

Berry said that a review of 
how the county's government 
operates should be among the 
top priorities of the board, to 

include leading the transition 
to environmentally-friendly 
business practices. 

"We can do many things just 
within the building," Berry 
said. "We should look at how 
the daily business is spending 
money and create a surplus 
within the county. I will work 
to push our recycling programs 
to an accelerated rate, creating 
jobs and a healthy community."

wo canijidates for prosecutor's office spar over the issues

They didn't exactly take off tiIe 
gloves, but the two candidates iil 
the Oakland County prosecutor's 
race tossed a few barbs back and 
forth last week. 

Former Oakland County 
Circuit Court Judge Jessica 
Cooper and stale Rep. David 
Law of Commerce Township are 
vying to replace outgoing pros­
ecutor David (3orcyca. The two 
squared off in a lively 7,5-minute 
sponsored by league of Women 
Voter's debate at the Bloomfield 
Township Piiblic Library. 

Running on the Republican 
ticket, Liw, .39, introduced him­
self by saying he likes how fellow 
Republican Gorcyca ran the 
prosecutor's office for the past 12 
years. 

"I feel strongly ihe olTicc is 
moving in tlie right direction," he 
said. 

Cooper, 61, a Democrat from 
Beverly Hills with 28 years of 
e.xperience behind the bench, 
disagrees. 

"My opponent believes the 
office nins well, and I believe it's 

Cooper 

broken," she said. "I believe a 
change is needed so we have 
a professional office and not a 
political one." 

She hiis the support of Harry 
Pliilo, a longtime TVoy resident 
who believes it's possible for a 
Democrat to win a county-wde 
office in conservative OaJdand 
County. 

•Tlie county's changing, the 
world's changing," Philo said. "We 
can see it walking around the 
neighborhoods. I know people 
who voted straight Republican 
are planning to vote for at le.ist 
one Democrat this year." 

Weariiig a Barack Obama but­
ton on her sweater, Marcie Lipsitt 
of Franklin Village also plans to 
split her ballot. 

"I'm a strong Democrat but I'm 
voting for David L.aw for pros­

ecutor," she said. "I just think he 
cares more about the community, 
and I think lie'U do a better job 
fighting for tlie children." 

On a more personal note, 
lipsitt thought Cooper handled 
herself pooi1y on the podium. 

"Whether it's John McCain or 
Jessica Cooper, J'm tired of the 
smirks and the sarcasm," she 
said. 'We have serious problems 
in the county... it's time for some 
bipartisanship." 

Philo, on the other hand, 
brought up Gorcyca. and his 
recent handling of some highly-
publicized child sexnai assault 
cases. 

"We need a prosecutor who 
isn't engaged in personal vendet­
tas," he said. "It seems like tllere's 
a lot of work the prosecutor has 
to do — there's some things the 
office should not be involved in." 

For the most part. Law plans to 
continue existing practices in tlie 
prosecutor's office, including a no 
plea-bargaining policy that goes 
liack to when L. Brooks P.itterson 
r,in the office. 

Cooper would consider plea 
bargains under the right circum­
stances. 

"If you have a good case, you 
should be tough," she said. "But 
you need to be smart about 
crime." 

If elected, she wants to fociis 
on mortgage fraud and other 
white-collar crimes. She also 
wants to revamp the warrants 
division aIId create a more 
diverse workforce inside the 
prosecutor's office. 

"I caIi't imagine an office that 
size with such lillle diversity," .she 
said. 

Uiw, who spent sL\ years in the 
prosecutor's office before running 
for the state Lcgi.slature in 2004, 
placed an emphiisis on cyher 
cI-imes. 

"Even though the frontdoor 
is locked and the window are 
closed... if tliere's a computer 
in the house, that prediitor has 
access to the kids," he said.

U.S. Rep. Thaddeus 
McCotter was a leader in a 
revolt by liouse Republicans 
against the sitting Republican 
president George W. Bush and 
his Treasury Secretary Henry 
Paulson and their plan to help 
financially distressed Wall 
Street investment banks. 

"The premise ofthe Paulson 
plan was that responsible 
working people would have lo 
bail out irresponsible powerful 
people or responsible people 
will be hurt. That did not have 
to happen," McCotter said in 
an interview with Observer 
and Hometown editors last 
week. 

McCotter is running for 
a fourth term as a repre­
sentative of Michigan's llth 
Congressional District. He 
faces Democrat .Joseph Larkin, 
Libertarian John Tatar and 
Green Party candidate Erik 
Shelley. 

Mc(2otter said Republican 
and Democrat legislators were

"jiinimed" by the administra­
tion to approve the $700 bil­
lion bailout proposal. He voted 
against the original bill thiit 
failed in the llouse and the 
Sen.ate bill that finally won 
appi'oval ill the House and 
Senate, with an additional 
$100 billion in tax cuts, credits 
and emergency aid. 

DRAWING INVESTORS 
McCotter favored a plan 

tliat would have used govern­
ment insurance and ta.\ incen­
tives to draw private investors 
to acquire the "to.xic" mortgag­

es tlial h;>ve put a strain on the 
worldwide financial system. 
He said the Senate and House 
leadership in both parties 
wouldn't allow alternatives 
to the $700 billion plaiI. (The 
interview with McCotter was 
before a shift by the Treasury 
from buying assets to diiect 
investment in bank shares.) 

He said the program has 
already been judged a failure 
and that actions by Federal 
Reserve Chairnian BeiI 
liernaiikc to pump money into 
the credit market hiive had a 
more positive effect. 

"Not only was the Paulson 
plan unfair, but we wei'e voting 
on a plan that failed, because 
it could not address the prob­
lem of communily banks. 
It was aimed at InvestmeiIt 
banks," lie said. 

He said the House 
Republican plan would have 
gotten investors off the side­
lines and working on cleaning 
up their own mess. 

"We tried the best we could. 
Democrats, in fairness to 
them, were jammed, too. 
We tried to work with Blue 
Dogs (fiscally conservative 
Democrats) but they didn't 
want lo go along," he said. 

He said the $700 billion fig­
ure was pulled out ofthe air by 
the administration to impress 
Wall Street. He said even the 
graduated plan finally approved 
gives too much discretion to the 
Tre;istii7 Secretary. 

McCotter had expected 
support from Republican 
presidential candid.ite .John 
McCain. 

"McCain put himself in 
an inleresling position. At 

the White Hotise meeting, 
he said he liked what House 
Republican weie doing, '.""hen 
the next day, he decided it 
was his job to get House-
Republicans to support the 
bailout," McCotter said. 

He said it is a lot harder for 
McCain to complain about 
$70 billion in earmarks when 
he pushes for a $700 billion 
bailout. 

He said one ofthe things that 
"grates" on conservatives is that 
President 15ush has governed 
as a "centrist neo-conservative" 
rather than a true conservative. 

TIES TO EUROPE 
Going forward, he said 

the U.S. has to work with 
Europeans on monetary 
reform. 

"You have to have some 
standard, whether the gold 
standard or a bimetallic 
standard, there has to be a 
standard undergirding the 
monetiiry system. Fiat policy 
and fiat money has not worked 
very well .md it has put us 
in a position where you have 

people making up values on 
paper, values that turn out to 
be false," ho said. 

He argued thai more atten­
tion needs to be paid to restor­
ing balance to the economy by 
recognizing the value of man­
ufacturing and agriculture. 

He said it was important 
to look hard at trade policies 
that have made labor a com­
modity, I-le said efforts have to 
be made to keep jobs here in 
the United States. He said on 
issues like trade and Corporate 
Average Fuel Economy, the 
Michigan delegation often 
works across party lines. 

On foreign issues, McCotter 
said he isn't bothered by Iraq 
settiIIg a time line on U S . 
withdrawal as they are a sov­
ereign government. He said 
things seeiTI to be turning in 
the right direction. 

He said more will have to 
be done in Afghanistan. He 
said Barack Obama needs to 
say that if $10 billion is pulled 
from Iraq, most of that money 
will have to be redirected to 
Afghanistan.

Joseph Larkin, Democratic 
candidate for the llth 
Congressional District, doesn't 
like the media referring to the 
recent legislation on the finan­
cial crisis as a "bailout." 

"I don't like when people 
refer to it as a bailout bill, this 
is a rescue bill," Larkin said 
in an interview with Observer 
and Hometown editors. "A 
bailout means you give some­
thing for free and nothing 
comes hack. This is effectively 
a loan to our economy to keep 
credit flowing, to keep people's 
investments from tanking." 

Larkin, a Livonia attorney 
making his first run at public 
office, is critical of incum­
bent Republican Thaddeus 
McCotter for voting "no" on

both the initial I-louse legisla­
tion and the Senate legislation 
that was eventually signed 
into law by Presideiit George 
Bush. He said the first "no" 
vote in the House set off panic 
selling on the New York Stock 
Exchange that resulted in a 
$l,2 trillion loss. 

Larkin faces McCotter, 
Libertarian John Tatar and 

Green Party candidate Erik 
SlIelly in Nov. 4 geiIeral elec­
tion. 

"The United States gov­
ernment and taxpayers can 
.actually make a profit," he 
said. "This was proven to be 
true when we did this under 
Franklin D. Roosevelt, In 
Roosevelt's time not did it help 
the economy but taxpayers 

made a profit." 
He also cited the federal 

loan to Chrysler and the buy­
ing of assets in the Savings 
and Loan scandal ofthe early 
'90s. 

He added that the final bill 
was still a "bad bill" with a lot 
of added expense but still bet­
ter than not doing anything in 
the crisis, 

"I would like to see stronger 
protection for homeowners to 
protect against foreclosures," 
he said. 

Larkin said he wants to "get 
back into common sense regu­
lation" and was critical of the 
1999 banking legislation that 
allowed investment banks to 
handle mortgages and other 
commercial bank activities. 

"We need to change bank­
ruptcy laws and allow some­
one who has filed bankruptcy 

to renegotiate their interest 
rates and payments to keep 
people in their homes," he said. 

Larkin said that a top prior­
ity should be the redeployInent 
of troops from Iraq. 

"That should save us $100 
billion a year," he said. "I've 
highlighted how we can rede­
ploy from Iraq. Politicians 
should not influence the deci­
sions, they should be military 
decisions." 

Larkin opposed the invasion 
of Iraq and has criticized the 
war effort and McCotter's sup­
port for the waL 

"ML McCotter has been 
adamant <ibout staying in Iraq 
until whatever vague goal he 
has in mind has been reached. 
I think that goal has already 
been achieved. It's time to let 
the Ir.aqi people do what they 
want for themselves." 

He said he opposes subsidies 
for oil companies and prefers 
shiftiiig investment to alterna­
tive energy. 

"One of the greatest things 
that I am looking forward to 
in the (GM) Volt car," he said. 

He said the car would be 
assembled in Hamtramck. 

"The most important thing 
we have to focus on is to make 
sure jobs are created and 
maintained in tlie United 
States," he said. 

Larkin said his opponents 
iipproach is vote negative on 
progressive legislation. 

"He's a spoiler, a grand-
stander who voted with 
George Bush and is now try­
ing to distance himself from 
George Bush," he said. 

Larkin said he has been 
unable to set up a forum with 
McCotter's office.

A Wayne County jtiry 
ordered Doyle's Tavern in 
I'lymouth to pay .$4.5 million 
to the estate of a Novi man 
who was killed when a drunk­
en driver crashed his car at 
PlymoiIlh and Joy roads Sept. 
5,2004. 

The decision stems from a 
suit filed by the estate of .fohn 
Spolsky of Novi. According to 
police reports, Chris Bohm of 
South Lyon lost control of his 
car and rolled 800 feet, eject­
ing and killing both Spolsky 
- his best friend - and Bohm's 
sister, Patricia, also of South 
Lyon, Police estimate Chris 
Bohm was traveling 72 mph 
in a 55 InplI zone. Chris Bohm 
survived tlie crash. 

The jury determined 
Doyle's Tavern was 95 percent 
responsible for the death of 
Spolsky, Chris Bohm was 5 
percent responsible and no 
responsibility was assessed to 

Spolsky. 
Messages to Doyle's Tavern 

owner John Doyle were not 
immediately retiIrned. 

"The most unusual part of 
the verdict isn't the amount, 
it's the division of fault with 
the bar 95 percent at fault 
and the driver only 5 per­
cent," said Dan Kelly, of the 
law firm Giarmarco, Mullins 
& Horton in Troy, the attor­
ney for the Spolsky family. 
"Typically you would have 
the bar less responsible than 
the at-fault driver, but in this 
case the law was important 
enough in finding the bar 
more at fault than the driver 
of the vehicle who caused the 
accident, 

"The law says you never 
serve anyone who is visibly 
intoxicated, not legally intoxi­
cated," said Kelly. "In this 
case the driver was loud, bois­
terous, overly friendly aild 
singing loudly in the bar." 

According to Kelly, Doyle's 
defense claimed Chris Bohm 

did not have signs of visible 
iiltoxication and that Spolsky 
paid the bar tab. 

"If the iiIjiired party con­
tributes to the intoxicated 
parly's level of intoxication 
lie cannot file a lawsuit," 
said Kelly, who said there 
were defense witnesses w1Io 
claimed Spolsky gave Chris 
BohITi money while leav-
illg the bai-. "The jury didn't 
believe that. This award 
should send a message to 
every bar, restaurant or any 
other server of alcohol that 
tlie laws prohibiting the sale 
of alcohol to visibly intoxicat­
ed ciIstoITiers will be enforced 
by jurors." 

Spolsky, a 1996 graduate of 
Catholic Central High School, 
recently graduated from 
Army Ranger School. I-Ie was 
on leave prior to being reas­
signed by the Air Force to 
serve in liiiq.

Ihe committee could hold regular 
monthly meetings to establish the "road 
map." These meelings should be open to 
the public, so all viewpoints arc consid­
ered. AlterIhe "road map"is approved by 
administrators and the school board, the 
committee could meet on a quarterly or 
semi-annual basis to make sure that finan­
cial goals are properly implemented. 

HOW DO W FEEL NO CmtD LEFT BEHIND FEDERAl 
tEGISLATIOK HAS IMPACTED IHE DISTBICT? 

"Having Ihe vision is no solution... 
everything depends upon execution." 

Ihe No Child "vision" ol holding school 
ollicials accountable lor their performance 
is a good one, butIhe lederalgovern­
ment has failed miserably in giving iocal 
school districts Ihe necessary funding and 
resources lo "execute" the tasks needed to 
make il work. 

Like most federal and Slate legisla­
tion, local school districts (including Novi) 
arc saddled with unrealistic. UNfUNDEO 
mandates, especially in the areas ol assess­
ment, testing and evaluation. Numerous 
reports and data are requested by state 
and lederal agencies and need Id be com­
piled on a regular basis. This causes a lot 
ol school employee STRESS because large 
amounts ol labor hours need to be applied 
locally to meet these requirements. Ihis 
lakes school districts away from focus­
ing on what's really important - student 
achievement in the classroom.

msnSCHOOt? I believe Ihal IB is a "nice-to-
have" - nol a "need to have" program. It's 
all a matter ol priorities. With state-lund-

ing so uncertain. Why are we spending 
precious dollars on a "high school only" 
International Baccalaureate (IB) program? 
il we have additional funds to spend on 
education programs, then let's spend 
money that "targets" Ihe most number ol 
students. We can accomplish that through 
smaller class sizes, so we can academi-
cally reach as many kids as possible The 
IB Diploma program is designed only for 
the ehte students at the high school We 
already have a strong Advanced Placements 
program. Why duplicate services, when we 
have limited lunding? Il's a matter of pri­
orities. I was a member of the Long Range 
Planning Committee in 2004 and 2005, and 
Ihe community pushed hard lor smaller 
class sizes for all students. National studies 
validate that smaller class sizes lead to aca­
demic improvemenl.Thc concept ol smaller 
class sizes was one of many critical issues 
and goals ol Ihe 2004 Long Range Planning 
Committee.

Bloomlield, Bloomlield Hills, Clarkston, 
Livonia, Troy, Oak Park, Pontiac, Waterlord 
and Royal Oak. How is that "dillerenliation" 
when it comes to trying to attract new 
families to live in our district? It sounds like 
Novi is lollowing with IB - nol leading. 

If Novi truly wants to LEAD (and be dil-
ferent) than other school districts, then it 
should follow President John F. Kennedy's 
piaybook.

In Michigan and Novi. high 
school students are now required lo have 
more math and science lo graduate than 
required previously. This transition began 
with my son Paul's Class 0I2OII, Novi has 
successfully shown annual improvement 
by student and school as required by NCLB 
despite the Districl's high starting point for 
Novi students and schools, i support and 
welcome the goals ol the NCLB, 

However, the complexities of implemen­
tation and the required reportinq has been 
an enormous unfunded administrative bur­
den for both the stale and local districts, 
l̂ any districts, including Novi. have raised 
concerns about measuring both students 

and schools perlormance using a single 
assessment. To date, the current NCLB 
process of accountability and sanctipns has 
not proven to ^eefleclive. 

The lis. DepartmenI of Education's ' 
ellorl to revise and adopt new regulations 
has been slow and limited, Novi Community 
Schools needs lo continue to have an active 
voice at both the slate and lederal level lo 
improve Ihe overall process and results. 

AREYOUINFAVOROFlNSTITIlllNCAN 
INiERNAIIONAl BACCALAUlEATE PIDGtAH AT NOVI 
HIGH SCHOOL? 

Yes, I believe the School Board is cor­
rect in continuing down Ihe cerlilication 
path tor IB, This program' is offered and 
recognized as a gold standard for education 
and university admission in 125 countries 
around the world. Important elements ol 
the IB program at the high school level are 
requirements for community service, train­
ing in critical thinking and specilic educa­
tion about the intersection ol the individual 
with societies.

The Hovi Community School district 
has provided leadership in the county 
through its curriculum design, proles-
sional stall perlormance and student 
achievement. Novi was one ol the lirst 
districts to introduce Chinese as a lan­
guage option at the high school level. 
In his 2007 Stale of the County Address. 
L. Brooks Patterson, Oakland County 
Executive challenged all schools in Ihe 
county to olfer Chinese. Oakland County 
has been labeled "Automation Alley". Novi 
High School Robotics Team won the 2005 
FIRST Robotics World Championship and 
continues to take top honors in regional 
and slate competition. Novi was one of 
the first Districts to olfer full day kinder­
garten which is now required by the Slate.

kould China buy/bail out 
the domestic automakers? 

TlIe value of Ford 
Motor Company and General 
Motors stock are at bargain 
basement levels. The chill of 
a potential bankruptcy swirl 

around the 
carmak­
ers. China 
is sitting on 
mouIitains of 
US. securi­
ties/cash. 

Certainly 
the pl.iyeis on 
the top floor 
of Ford's Glass 
House and the 

Renaissance Center will scoff 
publicly at the idea of sell­
ing an American icon. Some 
would suggest that digging a 
hole to China is more passible 
than such a business alliance 
with China. 

Perhaps. But what if the 
impossible isn't? 

We need to .stop looking 
at the world through a tele­
scope. With our myopic 20th 
Century view, is it possible 
that we liave lost sight of how 
the world has changed? With 
the BRIC countries (Brazil, 
Russia, India and China) 
opening to the world, we have 

four billion new capitalists and 
consumers looking for part of 
the "American Dream." In a 
flattened world, are we able to 
see over the horizons with our 
inward looking, nationalistic 
field glasses? 

WHAT WE ONCE HAD IS NOW GONE 
TlIe companies that helped 

put the world on wheels are 
going to have to make some 
draIiiatic changes to survive 
the disruptive, transforma­
tional global changes taking 
place. The domestic auto 
industry has not been able to 
cut itself to prosperity. Both 
Ford and G M are burniIig 
through a billion dollars of 
cash each month and sales 
are tanking doiIIestically and 
internationally. 

There is an old Chinese 
proverb: "Pick up a sesame 
seed, lose sight ofthe water-
IIIelon." 

When asked about the likeli­
hood of bankruptcy at GM, 
Rick Wagnor, the CEO, scoffs 
at the possibility while Wall 
Street keeps up the bankrupt­
cy chatteL Mark Fields, Ford's 
president ofthe Americas and 
the executive vice president, 
has repeated his statement, 
"Change or Die," so often that 

it is becoming the new Ford 
mantra. Yet, they don't seem to 
be able to change fast enough. 

And perhaps the most 
fainous quote, from G M 
Chairman aIId CEO Alan 
Mulally, is "China Rocks!" 
after China's Presideiit Hu 
Jintao visited a Boeing 
plant, his old coinpany, and 
anIiounced the purchase of80 
of Boeing's jets. Yes, they do, 
and they are sitting on moun­
tains of cash. 

As Ford and General Motors 
continue to pick up tlie "sesit-
iile seed," oiIe has to wonder if 
the aiIto leaders are not taking 
their eyes off the "watermelon" 
by exploring private alliances 
with one or more ofthe mul­
tiple inanufacturers that make 
up China's auto industry. 

There could be benefits for 
both sides, including: 

• Infusing much needed 
cash into the domestic auto 
companies. 

• Creating an instant 
Chinese presence in the 
United States. 

• Creating a distribu­
tion system through the U S . 
Dealerships which woiIld help 
struggliIig dealers, many that 
may go under without help 

• Adding an inexpensive 
Chinese low--end auto to the 
domestic automakers mix. 

• Providing much needed 
Research and Development 
and technology transfer to, 
and from, Chinese partners. 

• Providing the expertise 
to the Chinese to navigate the 
costly aild tough process of 
iueeting safely and eiiiissions 
standards in the U S . 

A good offense also is a good 
defense. In this competitive 
global auto maIket the correct 
global partner could block a 
competitor (think Toyota, VW, 
Honda) from doing the same. 

While G M has a significant 
market share in the China 
market, Ford does not. Ford is 
a latecomer to China, and tlIe 
right Chinese alliance would 
create a bigger footprint in 
this exploding global market. 

China has excess capital and 
is looking for global partners. 

As a student of China, hav­
ing become attracted to its 
history, culture and people 
through a great fourth-grade 
teacher many years ago, hav­
ing visited china maiIy times 
since 1989, and serving as a. 
China business and ediication 
consultant to the Emmy award 
winning CBS-Detroit docu--

mentary: Building Bridges: 
From the Great Lakes to the 
Great Wall (www. wwjtv.com), 
I know that no business moves 
into China's fast lane without 
building strong, personal rela­
tionships, or "guanxi." Both 
top executives at Ford and G M 
have Iiurtured relationships at 
the highest levels in China that 
could be cashed In on today. 

In the 18403, the Chinese 
looked at America and saw 
a "gold mountain." Perhaps 
in the 2lst century, a true 
gold mountain exists for the 
Chinese as the stock prices at 
both Ford and G M are at "fire 
sale" levels. The doIiIestic auto 

crisis certainly provides the 
opportunity to think differ­
ently and create anew. 

All reality begins with a 
dream. The domestic auto 
industry is facing a nightmare 
today. In this flattened, fast-
paced, global world, perhaps 
it is not so farfetched to think 
tlie impossible.
