Oakland County Circuit
Court Judge Michacl Warren
sentenced Daniel Pittao last
Thursday afterncon to man-
datory life in prison witheut
parole for the 1997 murder of
liis estranged wife, Tamara
Pittao.

The sentence was delivered
15 years to the day after he
martied his wife, then Tamara
Pindar.

In orange jail garb, Pittuo
stood in a packed Cakland
County courtroom and pro-
fessed his innocence before his
sentencing, saying lie Jocked
forward to seeing his frecdom
once the case was appealed.

“I wasn’t there and 1 did
not cause this,” he told Judge
Warren.

But Tamara's father, Rebert
Findar, had strong words for
his former san-in-law. Calling
Fittan “selfish and cowardly,”
Pindar said, “You have no
soul.”

They were an the middle
of a divorce, and Pittao had
been charged with physically
assaulting her. Before he was
led away, Warren said, “The
defendant shows no account-
ability or remorse, which is
what we expect from cowa

Pittap, 49, of Highland
Township was found guilty
of first-degree, premeditated
murder Oct. 14,

“We met with the family and
still my heart aches for them,
but I believe this provides a
bit of elosure for them,” Novi
Pelice Chief David Molloy said

THE HOMICIDE

On Nov. 27,1997, Tamara
Pittao, age 30, was found dead
in hier Novi apartment by the
Novi Pelice Department. 1t
was Thanksgiving Day and
the victim's father, Rebert
Pindar contacted police when
Tamara, and her thern, 2-year-
old daughter with Daniel,
didn't show up at Pindar’s
Rlinois residence for the holi-
day.

‘The Oakland County
Medical Examiner’s Office
ruled the manner of death as
homicide, caused by head and
neck trauma. 1t was deter-
mined Tamara died three days
earlier.

Molloy was a sergeant at the
time and recalls working on
1he case for the first month or
50,

“It’s cases like this you never
forget becanse there’s always
a family — the victim's fam-
ily," he said. “We've cried with
them, we've argued with the
prosecutors with them. It’s
a great feeling of relief Tight
now, knowing the efforts have
paid off.”

THE CASE

At the time of the murder,
Tamara and Daniel were
separated and going through

Novi library breaks ground

Novi's old Township Hall
was ready to move to the
Fuerst Park property this
week, making room for the
city’s new librasy.

An official ground-breaking
cerernony was scheduled for
yesterday to celebrate the start
of constraction on the new
building,

One year after Novi voters

approved the 516 millien bond
proposal for the new facility,
a $10.135 million construc-
tien contract was awarded to
the Dailey Company of Lake
Orion,

Novi,” said Julie Farkas, Novi
Public Library director.

Completicn of the 57,000-
squate-foct facility, which
inchudes a 2,000-square-foot
outdoor patio, is slated for
sumsner 2010.

“That'’s a pretty firm time
Jine at this point,” Farkas said.

Farkas said the Building
Authority has been fairly
conservative in irying to stay
within the $16 mitkion bud-
get, but is considering further
enhancements becanse the
construction bid came in lower
than the estimated $12.5 mil-

al money in a separate fund
she hopes will be utilized for
that purpose.

Among the many amenities,
the new library will double its
collection space and increase
user and stalf wotkspace, The
two-story facitity will also
include a 200-seat meeting
room; & children's activity

room and teen area; addi-
tional computer labs and study
rooms; 4 Friends of the Novi
Publie Library used book store;
and a full-service cafe.

The building is being con-
structed west af the existing
library, located at 45245 W. 10
Mile Road.

Once construction is com-
plete, the current library will
be torn dowp and turned into a
parking lot.

7after the jury spent
lwo weeks In deliberations,
following a five-week trial,
only to seach a split vole with
seven jurors suggesting Daniel
Pittae as guilly and five saying
he was irnocent.

The second trial commenced
Sept. 2 and the jury began
deliberations Oct, §.

Last Thursday started ont 1a be justan average day
for Christian Odando.

But then his 1999 Ford Escort and his hair cauglt
ou [ire.

Orlando, a 22-veur-old Eastern Mlning.tn
Universily from Novi, was in one of the vehieles bit by
downed power lines on Beck Road belween Five Mile
id Six Mile roads in Northville Township aboul 3
pom. fust Thursday.

The aceident oceurred when a gashage (ruck str vk
a power line that crossed the roadway, The line

caught on the Lruek, cansing an nddilional six power
fine poles ta fall in tratfic lanes. "Two additional power
lines were leaning halfway in the road. These lines
then fell on four accupled vehicles on Beck Road.

Orlando, wha was not seriously injured, was on his
way home from school when the emergeney situation
took place.

He said police and fire persannel were on Lhie scene
immediately Lo l\r_np people from exiting their vehi-
cles until the live wires could be removed. Emergency
personnel said il was o mivacle no one was hurt.

Orlande, who is studving international business
and kinguage with a focus an Japanese and enjoys
banging out with [riends, astronomy and surfing
the Internet, was alone in his car when the series of
events started,

“I noticed a dump iruck from a waste management
compaty acrass the streel. T watclhiod him os he went
across the street, and all of & sudden from Lhe right
[ heard a splintering erack. I looked, and the electri-
cal pole was splintering at its base maybe a fow car
lengths ahead of me, So, I slamumed on my brikes to
avoid getting crushed and actually watched it (the
poles) domino in front and in back. 1 believe there
were four cars that were trapped,”

The Northville Township Department of Public
Safety reperted thal nine vehicles were involved in
the incident.

Yor about 30 seconds, Oslando dida't think much
aboutit.

“T was just waiting for DTE to come out to tien off
the power and release us,” he said.

But, Orlundo said according lo DTE workers, once
power is shut off, it goes back on alter 30 seconds to
test the cirenit.

“When that happened, it 1it up my ear, burned sev-
eral holes in the roof and the sides and actually man-
aged to puneture through the top of the car, lighting
the luofon fire and starting sever; al fires inside the
car,” Orlando said.

“Things got a little interesting,” he said, "Everyone
is saying it’s like something out of 2 movie.”

He started slapping out the {ives that had ignited
some ol his school materials, The electrieily also set

e i

el s

fire to the passenger seat.

“After that, T smelled burning hair and received a
slight burn on my foréhead from the extreme heat

coming threugh the reof,” he said.

He had to stay in his car for about 20 minutes
uatil DTE Energy personnel gave him the go-ahead
to exit his vehicle. After driving home, he later went
ta Providence Pavk Hospital in Navi, where he was

examined and released.

Of the nine vehicles, six were damaged by the
downed lines. Orlando’s Escort reeks beeanse of Lhe
smoke and its electrical functions are shot, but it's

still drivable.

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We must retain John Dingell as
chairman of Energy and Commerce

resit_Ient. Harry Truman, who had a knack for

getting it right, suppogedly once said that: “If

you want a friend in Washington, get a dog.”
8a when California Congressman Henry
Wauman announced last week he was gaing after
his fellow Democrat John Dingell's chairmanship
of the powerful House Energy and Commeree
Comumittee, I wasn't one bit surprised.

After all, power plays after an election is one of
Washington’s favorite games, Waxman has been
chairman of the House Oversight and Government
Reform Committee since the
Democrats took back control of
the House in 2006.

Waxman is 69, short {5 feet 5

through his committee on time, on point — and,
importantly, with just as much bi-partisan support
as passible.

“Take the Endangered Species Act, alaw
designed to protect imperiled species from extinc-
tion as a “consequence of economic growth and
development untendered by adequate concern
and conservation,” That’s a subject guaranteed to
provoke the fiercest possible debate — which it has
done eversince the act was passed in 1973. Talk
about achieving bipartisan support — John Dingell
was the primary author of that bill, which passed
on & vate of 390 to 12!

He wrote in 1990 the amendrients to the Clean
Alr Act, including a program to control [89 taxic

inches) balding, mustachioed and
widely regarded as sort of a liber-
al’s Eliot Ness. He has earned sort
of a “Lone Ranger” reputation for
usinig his chairmanship’s unique
power of issuing subpoenas with-
ont committee consent to taunch a
bunch of embarrassing investiga-
tiotis into the Bush Administration,

He's been in Congress almost half his life, and
over the years, has also quarreled with Dingell
many tirnes over many subjects, They ctossed
swords last year over Waxman's support for
California impasing its owr state air quality stan-
dards on autos. Dingell sensibly noted that the
industry couldn't possibly make cars to meet 50
different air quality standards from 50 different
states,

That spat summarizes it neatly.

‘Waxman is a fairly doctrinaire liberal, inclined
to push the pofitical and policy envelope as fir as he
cati, while Dingell is the bulwark of practicality and
centrist compromise,

Not anly that, Dingeli is as close to a living con-
gressional legend as you can get. Now 82, his for-
mer §-foot-3-inch frathe hunched a bit with a new
knee to go with his new hip, Dingell s the Dean
of the House — the longest serving member, first
elected back in 1955. This March, he will become
the longest serving House member in American
history. Nor is he a mere figurehead.

Today, he’s ranked the fourth mast powerful
member of the House by Congress.org. When 1 ran
a congressional office way back in the mid-1960s,
Dingell was already a force 1 be rechoned with.
Iremember being at a big reception in one of the
Capitol’s high ceilinged rooms and seeing a commo-
tion at the entrance, .

Suddenly, in swept “Big John,” towering over oth-
ers in height, force of personality and rising influ-
ence. 've known him ever since.

Today he's just as sharp as ever, a reigning mas-
ter of the complex, very difficult and enormousty
strenuous sausage-making activity that we call
legislating, :

At the end of the day, John Dingell is a consum-
mate Jegislative craftsman, He takes it asthe
highest poirk of honor to pass complex egislation

pellutants and expanded provisions to attain
National Ambient Air Quality Standards. Dingell
was the House sponsor, and the bill passed the
Haouse by a vote of 401-21, The Consuimier Product
Safety Act of 2007, equally complex, was passed
out of the Energy and Commerce Committee 51-0
and out of the full House 424-1. You pet the pic-
ture.

With Washington forever consumed by partisan
bickering and political posturing, to craft such a
record is an astonishing feat.

So how come Hensy Waxman, whose district
includes Beverly Hills, wants to dump Dingell,
especiallyat thes Hime? I'm sure much of it has to
do with Dingell’s long and effective advocacy of the
auto industry. The Big Ttiree haven't been popular
in Washibigton — uritil last week, when people
sucdenly realized that the economy might lose mil-
Tions ofjobs if the car companies went broke.

And it's hardly a coincidence that the Speaker
of the House is Nancy Pelosi, Waxman's fetlow
Californian, aliberal from San Francisco. I have
no idea if Pelosi is aiding and abetting Waxman's
strikefor power, but there ate o signs she is telling
liim no.

Wauman's statement annauncing his run for the
chairmanship noted that “the issues we confront
are immensely difficult.

“We will need the very best leadershipin
Congress in our committee to succeed,” he assert-

Phil Powet

That's exactly right. And that’s why the nation —
not to mention Michigan — would be best served
by retaining Jokin Dingell as chairman of Energy
and Commerce. Yes, he may have a few miles on
his chassis, but he bas a proven record of biparti-
san collaboration and when push comes to shove,
of getting it done.

Once again, staph infec-
lions have been all over
the news Lhis lootlall
seasen. From Tem Brady's
suspecled slaph infection
Lo Kellen Winslow's hos-
pitalization with a staph-
related illness, as the NFL
season wears on, staph
conlinues o beconmie one
ol ils prime-time players.
Both sitnativns erupted
into minor fire storms
wilh the Winslow debacle
venlering on whether or
not the Clevelund Browns
tried 1o hide the infection
due Lo concerns that the
franchise has had a prob-
lem with staph infections
in the past. In a nation-
ally distributed story, the
New England Patriots
were reportedly upset thai
Brady hnd not stayed in
Boston {u have his surgery
performed by the team’s
physician, What i found
particularly disturbing was
the 1hinly veiled message
being thal Brady's cheice
of physician led to his
infection.

The implicit vilifica-
lien of Brady's surgeon is
unfiir and irresponsible
considering the infection
rale of uny clective sur-
gery is aronnd 2 percent,
regardless of geographic
lacation of surgery, regard-
less of surgeon, regardiess
of lime of day or a host of
other unrelaled param-
cters.

to the procedure. Staph is
everywhere, on everything,
from your pillow to your
kitchen table. Indeed, one
of the strains is named
“epidermidis,” reflecting
the fzct that it naturally
resides on human skin,
When a patient is unfor-
lucate encugh Lo contract
a pust-surgical infection,
one of the first questions
is always, “Why me?" Our
answer is usually that we
don't really know why this
uneommon complieation
happens in an otherwise
routine procedure bul we
know that in a certain
small percentage of people,
it will happen usually
because of a small surviv-
ing staph colony on the
skin of the surgical site.
While we have come a
long way since the soil-
infested battlefield sur-
geries of the Civil War,
modern medicine has

- been unable 1o reduce the

infection rate of surgery
to zerv. Antibiolics are
routitiely administered

Lo patients just prior to
surgical procedures so
they are circulating at the
time of the skin incision.
Modern sterile techniques
are instilled in medical
students and healtheare
personnel from day one
of their careers much in
similar fashion to drilling
military reeruits such Lhat
what is termed “aseptic
technigue” becomes sec-
ond nature. Indeed, each
surgical procedure begins
with a draping procedure
in which sterile cloths are
used to isolate the surgical
site, This is preceded by

a washing of the surgical

site with streng antiseptic
solutions which reduce the
presence of bacteria on the
skin, An important point
Lo understand is that skin
can be cleaned bul, unlike
surgical instruments and
drapes, it cannot be sterji-
ized, hence there is always
asmalt degree of bacte-
ria present on the skin.
In spite of these rituals
and caution, when cer-
tain uncontrollable (and
indeed, often unknown)
factors are present, a bac-
terial infection is possible.
Just as in medicine, the
focus in athletics should be
on prevention and reduc-
tion of infections. The pri-
mary method is to increase
awareness of proper
hygiene. Maintaining .-
clean locker rooms, aveid-
ing sharing of towels and
proper care of wounds are
all commen-sense ways of
infection prevention. Most
importantly, if you have a
wound, report i, treat it
and don't “tough it out.”
Antibiotiecs may not always
be necessary but metiry-

+ lous care of the wound

with pintmenis and dress-
ings are.

This is 2 grewing prob-
lem not just in the NFL,
not just in the high school
locker room but in the
community in general.
