Tlie Novi Police Department 
recognized more than 30 people at 
its semiannual awards ceremony 
Nov. 14 in the department training 
center. 

"TVe use these award ceremonies 
to recognize the oiitstanding work 
of our officers, support staff and 
citizens that al l work together to 
create a safer community," said , 
Nov i Police Deputy Chief Tom 
Lindberg. 

About a dozen of the recipients 
were awarded for their efforts in 
cracking the decade-old cold case 
of the murder of Tamara Pittao. 

Just one week prior, Daniel 
Pittao, 4-9, of Highland Township 
was sentenced to mandatory life in 
prison without parole for murder­
ing his estranged wife, Tamara 
Pittao, whose body was found in 
her Novi home. Thanksgiving Day, 
1997. 

Novi Police Chief David 
Mol loy lauded Joyce Todd, Greg 
ToWnsend, Paul Walton and 
Deborah Carley of the Oakland 
County prosecutor's office for their 
Ciisework against Pittao. 

"They were a great complement 
to our team," he said. 

Detective Todd Anger received 
a leadership award, which Molloy 
said is the liighest award at the 
Nov i Police Department. 

"He was given a very complex 
case that he was able to organize in 
the matter of weeks," said Molloy, 
noting the police report of the 
Pittao case was more than 4,000

pages. "Throughout the case, Todd 
made many personal sacrifices. He 
came in early and stayed late."

Orlowski aiid Sgl . Pat Fanning.

The Novi residents were recog­
nized for their courageous efforts 
and working with the police 
department in various situations.

Representatives of Plante & Moran 
gave a "clean opinion" of the Ci ty of Novi 's 
finances for the year ended June 30 ,2008 , 
during an audit presentation at the Nov. 10 
City Council meeting. 

"Joe Heffernan from 
Plante & Moran preseiited 
and the city's financial 
reports accurately reflect 
the city's financial posi­
tion," said Novi City 
Manager Clay Pearson. 
"The numbers themselves 
are solid, particularly 
given the environment Pearson 
right now." 

The audit presentation revealed the city 
maintained a budget oftnore than 14-18 
percent in undesignated funds of annual 
expenditures in the general fund balance 
forthe 2007-08 fiscal yean 

"We finished better than anticipated for 
last year, so that helps for the ne.\t year," 
Pearson said. "We're definitely remaining 
prudent. We've maiiitained keeping that 
unreserved cash balance healthy." 

The report showed the city's general 

fund balance at $12.4 mil l ion and its tax 
niillage rate of 10.5416 mil ls to be one of 
the lowest in Oakland County. 

But according to Plante & Moran, the 
city should be prepared for a 4-5 percent 
decline in taxable value for the 2009-10 
budget year. 

"Looking ahead, as has been anticipat­
ed, there is going to be a decline in taxable 
value," Pearson said. "But I think we're in a 
decent position to absorb that." 

In dealing with the Instability of state 
shared revenue and the decline in taxable 
value, Pearson said the city is monitoring 
its current budget, i n anticipation of the 
2009-10 fiscal year: 

"We're looking very realistically toward 
the future," he said. "Any reductions we are 
doing now are going to he beneficial for 
future years." 

Pearson said the city would not only 
maintain, but also continue to improve 
upon base services such as police, fire and 
infrastructtire. 

"We'll continue to make the invest­
ment in services and facilities," he said. 
"The library is a good example of a sound 
investment."

Novi resident offers insight to work! of-writing

Wri ter Sy lv ia Durant's most recent 
book is meant to inspire people to wr i te . 

"There's A Book In You is w r i t i ng i n 
its simplest form," said Durant , 72. "It's 
about understanding the wr i t i ng steps 
and putt ing your heart into your wr i t ­
ing." 

Durant said the self-published book, 
wh ich launched in September, targets 
the hows, whats, whys, ways and means 
of wr i t ing a book. 

"Th is book was writ ten to help people 
understand themselves and where 
they're going as a writer," Duran t said. 
"It offers valuable informat ion that 
inspires motivation." 

The book not only covers the basics 
o f wr i t i i ig , but aspects of pub l ish ing 
inc luding t i t les, cover art and fonts. 

"Make your book so eye-catching, 
mind-gr ipp ing and integr i ty- f i l led, that 
you would buy i t yourself," Duran t said. 

Wh i l e attending book fairs and ven­
dor shows w i th her first book, A Better 
Man, Woman & Child, which was pub­
l ished in 2004 , Durant felt inspired to 
wr i te a second book. 

"So many people were ask ing me how 
to wri te a book," she said. "But the only, 
way to write, is to write." 

A long w i th wr i t ing, Durant offers 
creative consultations. Regardless of 
the type of wr i t ing her clients want to 
pursue, Durant said it is impor tant for 
them to acknowledge why they are wr i t ­
ing . 

"Whatever you write you have to keep 
the integrity," she said. "To have in tegr i ­
ty that is so v iv id that you amaze people 
w i th your very person."

them saying thai the smoking ban liiis really hurt their busi­
ness. 

In fact, restaurant owners, like the ISradys of Diamond 
Jim linidy's Histro, say their customers arc pleased with the 
change. 

Once again, partisan jiolitics has overshadowed good 
governance when it comes to this issue. Democnils and 
Republicans seem to liolli favor diagging Michigan into the 
2lsl century regarding this public health issue — and make 
no mistJike, it is ;i public hc;ilth issue — hut Ihcy can't agree 
on what businesses, if ;uiy, should be exempt from the smok­
ing ban. 

I'or once, our i)olitical leadei-s need to turn their backs on 
the spcciiil interests wlio line campaign coffers and address 
the issue head on. If it ciin woi'k in California and Canada 
iuid Great Hritain without bankrupting the restaurant/bar/ 
c.-Lsino industry, then it can work hei'C as well.

City Budget Questions 
Is the City of Novi heatliiig closer towards budget deficits, 

reduced staff and scri'ices or tax increase? 
During the annual audit prcsent;ition, a I'lanle & Moran 

representative advised tlie City Council that the Cily should 
expect a i-5 percent decline in tax.ible value for llie 2009-10 
budget year, and that while the City is well-positioned with a 
general fund balance a bit <ibove tlie set minimum, because 
this is going to be a multiple year problem, the City absolutely 
cannot ignore it and I'cally will need to be watching its fund 
baliince. 

Within minutes of that advice, the majority of City Council 
approved spending an additional $;)00,000 of the genenil 
fund bahiuce for the new Fucrst I'ark, which is clearly not an 
essential service or expense. 

The unfortunate irony is that by choosing to spend general 
fund bakmce dollars for a new park, die City Council may 
not luive the money lo even conlinue operating the existing 
park programs, llie general fund substanti.illy subsidizes the 
Parks, itccreation and Forestry Departments, and in i-ebruary 
the Director stated that "our challenge is that we h.ive many 
projects and not enough revenue" and that ".H some point that 
general fund subsidy may not be there ;ind what impact that 
would have." 

It also seems that the City expects the Library Board lo use 
the Lihrar\''s fund balance and Walker Inind to cover antici­
pated operating deficits for the new Librai-y. A Plante & Moran 
study from livo years ago apparently jirojected that operating 
deficits could e.vceed $500,000 witliin a few years, based upon 
a 2.5 percent increase in anmhil revenue, not a decrease. 

Wliile the City's general fund balance w.as $12.4 million dol­
lars as of July 1,2008, it .ippears th.it the City Council has des­
ignated to spend .$5.6 niiUion of those dollars to date. That is 
over 45 percent in just four months. How does the City Council 
plan to maintain its minimum general fund balance and basic 
city sen'ices? 

A Library Trustee recently remarked that the City could look 
for a H(!adlce override (a t.ix increase) by 2012 for general city 
operations because costs have exceeded revenues, which the 
City Council could do by holding a public hearing during the 
budget process. 

As the City Council continues unnecessary spending to 
realize their dreams, will the finance director inter\'ene with 
cautionary advice? Or will Novi taxpiiyers also face a possible 
local government nightmare?

The headline on the Nov. 4 Novi News 
read: "Husband-father left country fol­
lowing Novi triple murder." 

It shocked the coniinunity of Novi 
where a homicide had 
not been I'eportcd since 
2003. But unfortunately 
it did not shock me. 

We can all guess at 
the sequence of events. 1 
do not know what hap­
pened in this sad story. I 
only know three people Morrison 
are dead; a ,'i7-yeiir-old -• - ' -
mother and wife and her 
l2- and l4-year-old children and that 
they had extensive head and neck trau­
ma. They say there was no forced entry 
so they assume the victims knew the 
assailant. 

As the president of HAVEN 1 work 
to end doiiiestic violence and sexual 
abuse every day. After decades working 
with domestic violence victims, there 
are many things that were brought to 
mind by the headline and the stoi'y. Let's 
assume that this is a case of domestic 
violence, even though 1 will slate clearly 
that the ca,se is still open. 

We know from the story that the hus­
band seemed to be out of work and the 
family vehicle repossessed. 

When relationship roles change and 
power shifts, batterers can find them­
selves at a loss. The batterer will try 

many ways to maintain power/con­
trol in the relationship. Domestic vio­
lence involves maiiy forms of violence 
- emotional, sexual, verbal, financial 
and physical. We may never know if this 
family experienced one or more of these 
battering tactics. 

What 1 do know is that one in five 
women killed or severely injured by an 
intimate partner had no warning, the 
fatal or near fatal incident was the first 
physical violence they had experienced. 

What 1 do know is that l/3 of 
Michigan: families experience domestic 
violence. There are over 100 domestic 
violence-related homicides each year in 
Michigan. 

Wliat I do know is that in the major­
ity, 6l percent in a 2004 FBI study, of 
female homicide victims are wives or 
intimate acquaintances of their killer. 

What we need to be aware of is domes­
tic violence, even when it is not reported, 
hiippens in every neighborhood. No one 
knows what is happening behind the 
closed doors of a neighbor. 

Victims generally do not report their 
initial victimization but typically suffer 
multiple assaults and/or related victim­
ization before reaching out. 

Two national studies estimate that less 
than 30 percent of domestic violence 
incidents are reported to police. Reasons 
include: l) it is a private or personal mat­
ter 2) fear of reprisal 3) desire to protect 

suspect, and 4) belief police won't do 
anything.

Domestic violence is everybody's busi­
ness. Others involved tn an individual/ 
family inember's life might have clues 
and can offer support and intervention 
(neighbors, kids teachers, medical per­
sonnel, etc), but we must all get involved 
and_l3(3proactive.'• .. . . . n . 
The fact that the first time we'often 

learn of a history of domestic violence 
in a relationship is when a homicide has 
occurred is further proof of the need for 
primary prevention. To stop this vio­
lence we lnust educate kids when they 
are young, and create general communi­
ty awareness of the crime. Victims must 
be made aware of the support available 
for themselves and their families. Our 
programs and services at HAVEN are 
designed for prevention, awareness, safe­
ty and support.

The Michigan Senate recently 
approved three transparency bills I 
sponsored to bring more openness to 
state government. In order to make 
decisions, legislators must have accurate 
and up-to-date information from state 
agencies. This will avoid unnecessary 
mistakes and unintended consequences 
from happening. 

At a time when there is a tremendous 
amount of public cynicism in govern­
ment after the banking failures, fore­
closure crisis, raultibillion-doUar bail­
outs and the bridge to nowhere, bringing 
transparency to government operations 
is essential to restoring the public's faith. 

Judgment and decision making go 
hand in hand. In the past we have some­
times written legislation without access 
to significant facts. We have been kept 
in the dark like mushrooms. By requir­
ing disclosure of key information and 
the ability to verify data the Legislature 
could avoid harmful repercussions that 
sometimes occur when bills are written 
without access to that information. 

Senate Bill lOlS will require the state 
treasury to share aggregate tax informa­
tion by business category W i t h the chair 
of the Senate Finance Committee, the 
chair of the House Tax Policy Committee 
and the directors of the House and 
Senate fiscal agencies. Importantly, the 
bill includes safeguards to protect the 
privacy and confidentiality of individual 
and business tax information.

ment made by the credit recipients; and 
• The actual value of the tax credit 

claimed by a recipient company. 
The measure requires the auditor gen­

eral to audit the MEGA report before 
it is submitted to the Legislature, and 
mandates that the report be submitted 
to the chairs of the House and Senate 
Appropriations committees in addition 
to the same individuals as required by 
SB lOlS. 

The bills are now in the House and 
should become a priority for passage in 
the last few weeks of session this year.

Businesses located in counties that 
border another state or Canada would 
be exempt from new personal property 
taxes under legislation recently approved 
by the Senate. 

Many businesses located near the bor­
der are leaving Michigan aiid going to 
Indiana or other states. Senate Bill l28l 
extends a current property tax exemp­
tion for businesses in distressed areas to 
include those located in a city. V i l l age or 
township located in a county along our 
border. 

This is a tool to keep jobs in Michigan 
by allowing the community to adopt 
a resolution exempting new personal 
property leased or owned by an eligible 
business from property taxes.

The circumstances were dire: 
Michigan was facing a govern­
ment shutdown in the wee hours 

of Oct. l, 2007. 
So at the last moment, with the 

state facing disaster and after much 
wailing and gnashing of teeth on 
all sides, the Legislature adopted a 
"balanced budget" that temporarily 
resolved the state's budget crisis for a 
couple fiscal years. Some taxes were 
raised, some modest spending cuts 
were made and a few niiiior cosmetic 
changes were imposed on public 
employee health care benefits. 

But if you think our real problems 
were solved, think again. 

For despite all the thrashing and 
moaning, nothing much was done 
to resolve the underlying structural 
budget deficit. We call it "structural," 
because the whole process is virtu­
ally guaranteed to turn out in the 
red, since the deficit is baked irilo the 
state's current level of spending and 
tax income. And every year, it gets a 
little worse. 

The respected and non-partisan 
Citizens' Research Council estimates 
this structural deficit in the state's 
General Fund will grow to $9.6 bil­
lion by Fiscal Year 20l7 — now just 
eight years away. 

That projected deficit is somewhat 
larger than this year's entire General 
Fund total of $9.3 billion! 

And bear in mind that the reality 
ivill be even worse. None of this takes 
into account the effects of the Wall 
Street meltdown — or the revenue 
shortfalls sure to follow the coming 
national recession. 

Plainly, it's high time we put our 
. financial house in order.

But it won't be 
easy. The first thing 
we need to do is rec­
ognize that a deficit 
problem of this size 
isn't going to be cured 
overnight. It's going 
to take disciplined 
and sustained appli­
cation of a long-term 

program to restore Michigan's finan­
cial health over the next decade. 

To think merely in terms of bal­
ancing the budget for the next year 
or two - the way Lansing has oper­
ated for generations — simply won't 
do any longer. We're going to have 
to adopt a program for the coming 
decade and have the strength to stick 
to it through ups and downs, thick 
and thin, Republican and Democratic 
control. 

So what kind of program should we 
adopt? 

With the deepening recession, it's 
obvious that no one can make a case 
for a tax increase, either economically 
or politically. 

So we're going to have to look at 
making spending cuts. And the best 
place to start is the Department of 
Corrections, and teacher and state 
employee health care and i'etirement 
benefits. 

'I\irning first to corrections, the 
undisputed facts are these: 

l) Michigan's prison population 
is larger than average for the Great 
Lakes states. 2) We keep prison­
ers in the slam longer than do our 
neighboring states. 3) We spend more 
money per inmate than other Great 
Lakes states do. 4) Our crime rate 
is just about the same as that in our 

neighboring states. 
The bottom line: We're spending a 

lot on putting criminals in jail but we 
don't have much to show for it. We're 
not getting much for our money 

Time to change that: Let's first 
set an overall financial objective of 
cutting spending on prisons to the 
average of what our neighbors do. To 
do that, we're going to have to attack 
the big "cost drivers" in our prison 
system. 

Here's how to start: I) Change our 
sentencing policies to rê duce the 
number of prisoners and their aver-
iige length of slay. 2) Change prison 
operations to reduce costs, which 
should include privatizing some parts 
of the system (food service, for exam­
ple) and might involve responsibly 
privatizing some prisons altogether. 

With respect to teacher retirement 
costs, it's become clear in recent years 
that pensions are eating up much of 
the funding increases for schools. 
Over the past five years, for example, 
42 percent of increases in state 
appropriations for schools have gone 
to pay for increased costs of school 
retirees and beneficiaries. 

To get savings of any size over the 
next decade, we're going to have to 
tackle the two biggest cost areas. 

And there is no great mystery 
about what we need to do: l) Change 
the eligibility rules and benefit pro­
grams for newly hired teachers, then 
2) Convert retirement plan s from 
their present expansive, old-style 
defined-benefit model to a defmed-
contribution system like 40l(k) plans 
in the private sector. 

Granted, this latter change won't 
be an easy sell — especially now. The 

recent collapse of the stock market 
has converted most 40l(k)s into 
201(k)s, and probably the last thing 
anyone wants to hear is that their 
pension will depend on Wall Street. 

Turning to state employee benefits 
— Michigan workers now get a health 
care package that costs more per 
employee than the national average. 
And Michigan government employ­
ees pay a smaller share of their health 
insurance premiums than the nation­
al average for both private and public 
sector employees. 

So our financial objective should be 
to reduce this generous benefit pack­
age and increase insurance co-pays 
to something close to the national 
average. 

According to a study recently com­
pleted by Public Sector Consultants 
for Detroit Renaissance, just these 
steps together would reduce state 
spending by around $800 million per 
year — just about the size of our pres­
ent annual structural deficit. 

There are likely many other areas 
where big savings can be achieved, 
if we look carefully at the structure, 
cost and workings of state govern-, 
ment. Let me be clear: l am not pro­
posing a detailed program to balance 
our budget for the next fiscal year or 
two. 

Instead, I'm proposing a long-term 
general menu for fiscal responsibil­
ity, with the power to determine the 
individual recipes left up to the legis­
lature and the executive branch. 

Yet there is something important 
that can be clone right now: The leg­
islature and the governor should pub­
licly announce and speedily agree on 
a long-term plan to set our financial 

house in order and cure our struc­
tural deficit. 

To show they are serious about 
this, all sides should pledge to reduce , 
annual state spending by no less than 
$l billion per year. 

And — crucially important — 
together they should commit to mak­
ing a down payment on this program 
during the "Lame Duck" session of 
the legislature that starts after the 
November election. 

The down payment doesn't have to 
be enormous; $50 million would be a 
good start in getting to $l billion. But 
it would be symbolically important. 
We need to demonstrate that our 
state government and political par­
ties are prepared to chuck political 
orthodoxy and work together to get 
our financial house in order. 

Starting right now. Otherwise, 
nobody — not Wall Street, not the 
bond rating firms, not anybody 
— will have any confidence in our 
ability to manage our own financial 
affairs. And Michigan will careen 
from budget crisis to budget crisis, 
while we fall farther behind in doing 
what we need to lay the foundation 
for our future prosperity

The results from any resis­
tance training program are 
related to many diverse factors 
siich as genetics, se.x, age and 
nutrition. 

AIiytime the subject of dis­
cussion is resistance training, 
much emphasis is given to the 
intensity that any given exercise 
is performed. This intensity is 
always associated to the weight 
being lifkd. 

Because of this, many people 
focus their effort on the maxi­
mum load to be lifted, believing 
that it will cause the maximum 
intensity and development. 

In consequence, the form of 
the execution of the different 
movements is sacrificed, result­
ing many times in injuries; 
however, the intensity of an 
exercise is dictated by factors 
other than the load we use. 

These other factors are inter­
val of recovery between the sets 
and speed of execution, also 
known as tempo. 

Many lifters are not aware 
that the speed of execution of a 
movement affects the Intensity 
of the exercise and needs to be 
controlled. liI ordeV to control 
tlIe speed of e.vccution, we must 
divide the Inovement into two 
phases: A) Concentric, where 
the muscles arc shortening 
during the action against the 

resistance. B) Eccentric, where 
the muscle are stretching dur­
ing the action against the resis­
tance. 

Generally the exercises are 
being executed with an "explo­
sive" form where the concentric 
and eccentric phases do not 
even last one second each. 

Tlie use of acceleration in 
the concentric phase makes 
our muscles exert the majority 
of their work only in the first 
degrees of the movement. The 
muscles generate a vigorous 
start, and after this, the inertia 
will take over the process mak­
ing the necessary muscular 
contraction very small, since 
the load acquired acceleration 
allows the continuity of the 
movement almost by itself. 

In the eccentric phase, the 
gravity will help the movement 
and the muscles are acting as 
brakes. If this phase Is carried 
through in high speeds, a high 
risk of injuries to the joints are 
present, since the muscles are 
not supporting (braking) the 
forces generated by the load's 
acceleration. 

The best recommendation 
resides in executing these two 
phases with controlled speed; 
the speed is measured by the 
seconds that we take to accom­
plish every phase of the move­
ment. 

Normally the tempo used

are 2-2 and 3-3, where the first 
number represents the time for 
the concentric phase (lifting 
the weight) and the second the 
eccentric phase (lowering the 
weight) in seconds. 

It is interesting to point out 
that the overloads in the dif­
ferent exercises are directly 
proportional to the execution 
speed, meaning, the lower the 
speed, the lower the weight 
that you are able to lift with the 
correct form. 
This does not mean that the 
total work is smaller than when 
you are using heavier weights 
because the time that the mus­
cles stay under tension will be 
greater at lower speed deliver­
ing results better and safer. 

So next time you are lifting 
weights try not to pay too much 
attention to the amouiit of 
weight you are lifting, because 
you are probably missing the 
most important point: tech­
nique.
