Tile end of another road consti;iic-
tion season wil l soon come to a close 
bringing relief to Interstate 96 travel­
ers. 

A f le r about eight months of lane 
closures, orange barrels and construc­
tion speed zoiies, 1-96 and the Wixom 
Road interchange commuters wi l l no 
longer be restricted. 

Novi city officials projected the 
interchange to fully reopen the first 
week in December, but Craig Bryson 
of the Road Commiision for Oakland 
County said last week the Michigan 
Department of IVansportation officials 
expected tlie project to be complete 
and fully functional Nov. 26. 

Improvements to the lighting and 
final restoration of the project is sched­
uled to resume in Ap r i l 2009. 

The $20 million project was con­

structed to improve traffic flow, mir­
roring the Beck Road and 1-96 inter­
change, located about one mile east. 

City projects 
Surface improvements to tlIe 10 Mi le 

and Beck roads intersection are com­
plete, but signal improvements are sti l l 
underway. Along with repaving and 
traffic signal updates, al l avenues were 
widened to accommodate a right-turn 
lane. 

A siInilar project is underway 
at tlIe intersection o f l l Mi le and 
Meadowbrook roads. Tl ie upgrades 
wi l l include tlie addition of a traffic 
signal and widening of the east portion 
of the intersection fo ra dedicated left 
turn lane. 

"Eleven Mi le and Meadowbrook 
shoiild be done later this month," said

Annual ly, cooking fires cause 
more than half a bill ion dollars 
in jiroperty damage lo homes 
and the belongings inside. 
Il is impor la i i l lo remember 

lo monitor meal preparation 
closely as most cooking fires 
start bec:iusc cooking has been 
lefi unal lended. 

The Niit ional Fire Prolecl ion 
Association oi'fers these l ips for 
safer cooking: 

• Sl.iy in the kitchen when 
you iire fiying, gr i l l ing or broil­
ing food. 

• If you must leave the home 
for even a short period of time, 
turn off the stove or oven. 

• If you are s immering, bak­
ing, boi l ing or I-oasting food, 
check it regularly and lenIain 
in the home whi le food is cook­
ing. 

• Stay alert. Don't cook i f you 
arc sleepy, have been dr ink ing 
alcohol or have taken medicine 
that makes you drowsy. 

• Keep things that burn 
- potholdeLs, oven milts, paper 
or plastic - off your stovetop. 

• Don't store things that can 
burn in an oven, microwave or 
toaster oven. , 

• Clean food and grease off 
burners, stovetops aIid,pvens. 

• Wear clothing w i lh sleeves 
' that are short, close fitting or 
tightly rol led up. 

• Keep k ids away from cook­
ing ai'eas by enforcing a "k id-
free zone" of three feet around 
the stove. 

• Use the stove's back burn­
ers whenever possible, and turn 
pot handles inward to reduce 
the risk that pots with hot con­
tents w i l l be knocked oveL 

• Never hold a small child 
while cooking.

This Thanksgiving, tens of thousands 
of people will tr;ivel "over the river and 
through the woods to grandmother's 
house" and to, thousands of other des­
tinations to spend the holid.iys with 
friends and family. 

Sadly, soine of those trips will end 
in tragedy with traffic accidents and 
ambulance rides to emei-geilcy I'ooms, 

Many of the injuries and fatalities 
sustained in those accidents will have 
been preventable. 

A new report recently released by the 
limergency Nurses Association (ENA) 
highlights the kinds of laws that could 
pI-event many accidents, injuries and 
fatalities. 

The 2008 ENA National Scorecard 
on Stale Roadway Laws: A Blueprint 
for Injury Prevention reviews the I'oad-
way safety laws in all 50 states and 
the District of ColuITibia based on 13 
criteria supported by evidence and 
research. 

The criteria address: seat belt use; 
child passenger safety; graduated 
driver licensing for teens; universal 
luotorcycle helmet requii'ements; igni­

tion interlock devices to pi'event drunk 
driving; and giving the proper officials 
the authority to develop, maintain and 
evaluate a slate Irauiiia system. The 
lypes of IcgislalioIi that meet these 
criteria arc piwen to reduce injuries 
and fatalities on our nation's roadw.ays. 
States received one point for meeting 
each of the criteria. 

Only two states, Oregon and 
Washington slate, received perfect 
scores of 13. Ai-kansas was the low­
est scoring state with three points, 
followed by North Dakota and Sollth 
Dakota, with four points each. 

Across the couiitry, emergency nurs­
es care for thousands of accident vic­
tims every year. As the largest orga­
nization of emergency nurses in the 
United States, the ENA is working 
to leduce motor vehicle injuries and 
fatalities by pointing out the gaps in 
roadway laws and proinoting legisla­
tion to address them. 

"Every year, there are more than 
40,000 deaths on our nation's road-
w.iys," said ENA President Denise 
King, RN, MSN, CEN. "We can reduce 

those nunlbers and we know how^ 
When it comes to ilijury prevention, 
the public is in the driver's seat. We 
must call on our.policy iilakerSitQipaŝ S 
laws that are proven to reduce inju­
ries and fatalities. Across the country, 
emergency department nurses, who 
treat roadway accident victims every 
day, are encouraging more-and better 
traffic safely laws." 

The ENA released its first National 
Scorecard in 2006. 

That year, Arizona received tife 
lowest score. In the intervening tw'o 
years, the Arizona Emergency Nurses 
Association (AZENA) has worked with 
state lawiliakers to enact five new safe­
ly laws and regulations recommended 
by ENA. 

Since 2006, only seven slates -
Alabama, Arkansas, Montana, North 
Carolina, North Dakota, Wisconsin 
and Wyoiliing - failed to make prog­
ress in increasing the number of rec­
ommended roadway safety laws. 

Roadway safety must remain para­
mount today and throughout the holi­
day season.

ain, it is coming to a school near 
you. 

We are watching the meltdown 
of our State, nation's and the world's 
economy. Michigan's unemployment rate 
is 9.3%, the highest level since July 1992. 
Families across MichigaiI are hurting. 

Across the country, governors and leg­
islatures are trimming 
- no, whacking - state 
budgets by the hundreds 
of millions of dollars as 
tax revenues shrink and 
shrivel up almost as fast 
as jobs are disappear­
ing and consumers stop 
spendiIig. Michigan will 
be no exception. By early 
December, Governor 
Granholm, only two 

months into the new fiscal year and 
faced with declining revenue and a state 
constitutional mandate to maintain a 
balanced budget, will be executing hun­
dreds of millioiIs of dollars of budget 
cuts. 

Believe it or not, Michigan is in far 
better shape fiscally than maiiy other 
states because of last year's legislative 
action to raise taxes. 

Knowledge and talent will drive 
Michigan's future. Yet we continue to 
dis-invest in what will make us competi­
tive on the world stage. In spite of the 
political rhetoric that "education is our 
top priority," it is anticipated that our 
public schools, community colleges and 
universities will see once-promised rev­
enue eliminated. 

Perhaps the governor and legislature 
will once again perform a Houdini and 
find ways around cuts to education - but 
given the economic implosion, it seems 
unlikely. Further, even if they dodge the 
cuts, staying even is falling behind in the 
21st century knowledge economy. 

So, what is to become of our children's 
education? And what are schools going 
to do when, after having received less-
than-inflation budget increases for 
the past six years and claiming to have 
already "cut to the bone," the cuts come 
again? These budget cuts are exponen­
tially more difficult to accomplish as 
they come four months into the school 
year when staff and programs are con­
tractually in place. 

and continue to do more with less. This 
includes making structural changes nec­
essary to bring educational pensions and 
health benefits in line with employees in 
the private sector, consolidating some of 
the 500-plus school districts, and insti­
tuting moie shared administrative and 
educational services to reduce costs. 

The current school and local unit of 
government structures are unsustain­
able and must change. Change is always 
avoided until it cannot be avoided any 
longer. We are getting closer to that day. 

In the short run, school boards and 
superintendents will be forced to tap 
into their dwindling fund balances (if 
available) while continuing to attempt 
to keep the budget cuts as far away fIDIIl 
teaching and learning as possible. This 
will lead to labor disputes as staff and 
programs they support and want to 
keep, and which constitute more than 
80 percent of most school budgets, are 
eliminated, 

Wc are likely to see more attempts to 
recall school board members and fire 
thoughtful superintendents as is cur­
rently transpiring in Wayne-Westland 
School District as the board and super­
intendent make sensible decisions given 
the fiscal realities they face. This is a 
travesty. We must stop this "shoot the 
messenger" mentality. 

There is lIo constituency for change in 
the public sector. The broader communi­
ty needs to remain vigilant and support 
sensible changes as the new economic 
realities sink in. 

We can ho longer afford to run our 
schools and government like nothing has 
changed, when everything has changed. 
We are witnessing what happens to an 
entire industry, i.e., the Domestic 3 auto 
companies, when reality is denied for too 
long. 

As the fiscal realities smack our 
schools in the coming weeks and months, 
let's hope the educators can model inno­
vative problem solving that is fiexible 
and student-focused as they find creative 
solutions to these difficult problems. If 
they can't, what hope is (here for the 1.7 
million students theiy are responsible for 
teaching? 

The economic pain will continue, that 
fact cannot be denied. How our state 
and school leaders manage and lead the 
change is the unanswered question.

I invited outgoing stale Hep. Chris Ward, R-
I Brighton, to drop by Iny office last week for a chat, 
i This young man -— still only 34 — was once 
regarded as a rising Republican party star. Elected 
a Brighton Township trustee just out of college and 
then township clerk, he won a landslide victory six 
years ago when he was elected to the House. His dis­
trict includes Milford. 

Barely out of the gale, he was the main author of 
a usehil bill consolidating elections. Then, in 2006, 

he got himself elected Minority 
Floor Leader. People talked about 
Waixl as having one of the best leg­
islative Ininds of his generation. He 
was a detail-oriented tactician who 
could quote Winston Churchill one 
moiuent and play tough partisan 
hardball dIe next. 

That is, until Michigan's budget 
deficit crisis erupted last fall, and he 
made the fatal mistake of doiIig the 

right thing. 
The state faced a $1,8 billion deficit, nearly 20 

percent of the entire general fund budget, the only 
money the legislature really has discretion over. 
Frenzied ainI-w.witIg and red-faced partisan rheto­
ric didn't help matters. Personal relationships got 
frayed. 

House Speaker Andy Dillon, D-Redford Township, 
Senate Miijority Leader Mike Bishop, R-Rochester, 
and Gov. Jennifer GI'aIiholm, all holdiIIg each other 
in miiiimuin high regard and unwilling to talk in 
person, al one point tried lo negotiate a solution by 
text messages. 

Not surprisingly, it didn't work. 
The state Constitution requires a balanced bud­

get by Oct. 1, every year. On the evening of Sept. 30, 
2007, with no balanced budget in sight, Michigan 
government teetered on the edge of coIilplete shut­
down. As the clock ticked towards disaster, the bad 
idea of the moInent was a 6 percent tax on a bizarre 
arr.iy of services, such as baby-shoe bronzing. This 
was an iiIcompIehensible and unenforceable levy 
that made no sense whatsoever — except to a hunch 
of politicians desper.itely lookiiIg for a way out. 

Ward thought that idea was silly and said so. 
The MichigaiI Cliamher of CoInmerce agi'eed. 
Nonetheless, the service tax was approved in 
October, then just before il was to be implemented, 
the legislature changed its mind and replaced il with 
the Michigan Business Tax in December. Eventually, 
lawmakers also added a surchai'ge lo the new tax, 
which may not have been a great idea, but which 
Inade more sense than taxing the shoe bronzers. 

But Ward already had done hiiuself in with his 
caucus. In a courageous and responsible move, he 
and his fellow RepiIblieaII, Stale Rep. Gaffney, R-
Grossc Pointe, had wound up voting to increase the 
state income tax from 3,9 lo 4,35 percent. , 

That was the other lIlteIly unavoidable step that had 
to be taken to keep the state from crashiiIg and burn-
iIIg. TlIough at one point it looked as though there were 
up to seven GOP lawmakers willing to do the right 
thiIIg, at the end of the day Ward and Gaffney were the 
only ones who made the responsible tough vote. 

•fhe budget got balanced, biIt Ward got the shaft. 
GOP House members wanted to make a fetish of sport­
ing the aIIti-lax label in the 2008 elections, and booted 
hiin out of his leadership position. 

He lost his nice office... and he lost some people he 
thought were his friends. And he gained the respect of 
a lot of people who saw a responsible young statesman 
who didn't biickle in a crisis. 

Ward is finishing his 6 years in Lansing, term-limit­
ed out at the end of this year. He's put on a little weight 
aIId suffered through a divorce, but he still is clear-eyed 
about what really was at stake. 

"Republicans had a chance to bargain for real struc­
tural changes in the way Michigan government is orga­
nized aIId how much il costs," he notes. 

"We could have leveraged real government reform 
off the vole on the income tax, but at the last minute we 
didn't have the guts. People in Michigan were prepared 
for real chaIIge, but it never happened. Instead, we got a 
Michigan Business Tax and a surcharge on top of it that 
is widely regarded as unfair and anti-business." 

Ward's basic argument is — imagine this if you will 
— that good policy makes good politics. 

"We've (the Republicans) have been tooting the 
anti-tax-at-all-costs horn for 20 years," he explains. 
"And during those 20 years, we've lost 20 seats in the 
House. 

"We ceded the middle ground and we lost a chance 
to participate in serious reforrns that are very much 
needed. Being politically partisan is the easy thing 
to do. It satisfies the party base. It makes the fire-
breathers happy. It's knee-jerk." 

"But it doesil't gel aIIylhing done at the end of the 
day." 

Ward's looking for a job these days. It's a sad com­
mentary on our state that one of our most capable 
young politicians had the courage to do the right 
thing... and paid a heavy price as a result. 

At this season of Thanksgiving, I hope yoiI'U join 
me in offering a word of thanks for people like Chris 
Ward. We sure need him... and people like him... as 
we enter what proIiIises to be a long winter of eco­
nomic discontent.

Will) winter fast 
approaching, a natural 
Inclination may be to back 
off running outdoors and 
head inside to a treadmill.

Outdoor 
running offers much more 
variation io the body than 
running on a treadmill and 
helps strengthen a greater 
number of muscles. 

The iiTiportant thing is 
to stay active throughout 
the winter months in order 
to maintain your fitness 
level and avoid a few extra 
pounds. This is a good time 
to try a new activity and do 
something different. 

Winter is also an oppor­
tunity to ciitcli up on some 
reading.

TRAINING BOOKS 
"Galloway's Book on 

Running" is considered 
to be one of the best all-
around running books for 
both the beginner and the 
veteran. Jeff Galloway, an 
OlyIiIpic runner, provides 
insights on training, moti­
vation, nutrition, his walk 
break concept, injuries and 
numerous other topics. 

"Daniels' Running 
Formula," written by Jack 
Daniels, one of the world's 
top running coaches, pro­
vides training information 
and programs for all levels 
of running and for short 
through long distances. The 
book simplifies terminology 
and workouts so it is easy to 
understand and apply. 

Jf a marathon is your 
goal, consider reading 
"Marathon Training" by 
Joe Henderson. The book 
provides "everything you 
wanted and needed to know 
about marathon training" 
- whether you are a com­
petitive runner or just want 
to finish. 

"Chi Running" by Danny 
Dreyer, is based on the cen­
turies-old principle from 
T'ai Chi that less is more. 
It provides a new approach 
to effortless and injury-free 
running by relaxing muscles 
- not building bigger ones. 

BOOKS FOR ENJOYMENT 
If adventure running, 

unusual locales, and humor 
interest you, read "My Life 
on the Run" by Bart Yasso. 
The book is as enjoyable 
as the author (whom I met 
at the 2008 Reykjavik 
Marathon). It recounts his 
experiences throughout the 
world - including burro rac­
ing, running in Antarctica 
and Death Valley, being 
chased by a rhino and 

biking across the United 
States. 

"Duel in the Sun" is the 
story of two American run­
ners, Alberto Salazar and 
Dick Beardsley, compet­
ing in tlie 1982 Boston 
Marathon. They ran neck 
and neck for the entire 26.2 
miles before finishing in 
just under 2 hours 9 min­
utes.
