0n a cold winter day, with
terperatures in the low 20s,
eight Novi firefighters sat
perched in a smoke-filled
mobile unit, waiting for its ceil-
ing temperature to reach 1,100
degrees and the flashover phe-
nomenon 1o gecur.

*They're causing a plenom-
enon to happen,” said Novi Fire
Chief Frank Smith. “The best
part about this is we can watch
it {the flashover) develop.”

The Novi Fire Department
participated in flashover
training sessions, provided by
Qakland Community College,
at fire station No. 4 ast Friday
and Saturday.

“Flashover ocenrs ina
confined space where the
ceiling temperature gets

Steve Kuamanovich, of the
Bloomfield Township Fire
Department and instructor
for the Oakland Community
College fire academy. “It gets
50 hotin there that everything
spontaneously ignites.”

Oakland Community College
is one of the only coileges to
have a mobile flashover unit for
training purposes.

“It’s invaluable training,” said
Lt. Carl Korzeniowski of the
Movi Fire Department, “This
is the type of thing every fire-
fighter needs to see in a con~
trolled situation, rather than
panic if ithappens in real life.”

Smith said Friday that he -
expected about 80 people to go
theough the traintng,

“It’s designed for them to rec-
ognize the signs of flashover,”
Kuzmanovich said. “Not Loe
many people survive these if

During the training, each
firefighter was able tc practice
using the hose te control the
fire,

“I was surprised at how little
water it took to back it down to
acontrolled level. We're tatk-
ing a pint of water with each
squirt,” Korzeniowski said. “It's
very temporary and it buys you
time to back away safely.”

Captain Brad McFaul of the
Novi Fire Department felt the
training session was compa-
rable to a real scenario.

“Wher I started, we used
0 be able to burn louses, but
now it's real difficult to prac-
tice burn,” ke said. “A lot of cur
younger guys, very few of them
gel an apportunity like this.”

According to Smith, afot
more plastic and synthetic
materials are used in homes
today, raking ignition temper-
atures much lower znd causing

§ Interstnte 96 betwoen Novi
{ and Meadowbrock ronds daily.

These commuters, amang
others, should be prepared for
what MDOT has in store for
the 2009-10 construction sea-

b sons.

Project overview

MDQT will begin a two-year
construction project in April
2009 along Interstates 96 and
696, spanning from Novi to the
Ferndale area.

“It's going ta involve Novi,
Farmiugton Hills, Seuthfield,
Lathrup Village, Oak Park,
Huntington Woods, Pleasant
Ridge and Ferndale, but all
the wark is on the freeway,”

Sweeney said.

In total the $6¢ million |
project will include ane mile of
reconstruction en [-96; three
miles of surfacing on 1-96 and
1-696; 13 miles of concrete
patehing on 1-696; and rehin-
bilitation of 50 bridges.
Novi's impact in 2009

The Novi and Farmizgton
Hills portions of the project are
estimated between $45-546
million.

In 2069, MDOT will sur-
face the three-mile span of
Interstates 96 and 696 from
Nowi to Halsted ronds.

“The intention is to do the
mijority of the work dur-
ing the night,” Sweeney said.

Officials say the 4X# alter-
nating block would also allow
students to take the prescribed
classes of the Michigan Mevit
Curriculum, while at the same
Lime, allow for acadeinic sup-
port.

District officials said a
scheduie change is needed for
ANy Feisons.

The driving force being in
20006, the State of Michigan
impoesed the Michigan Merit
Curriculum, beginning with
‘the Class of 2011, mandating

. specific courses with a specific

curriculum students must pass
inorder to graduate.

Angther reason stated is the
change would be in response
to feedback gathered through-
out the years voicing students
need to have the opportunity
to take more elective classes
than the current schedule
allows.

Novi High School junior
Chelsea Radgens said she is
relieved the schedule change
was labled during the Dec. 4
school board meeting.

She felt the 4X4 alternating
block schedule would be detri-
mental to students involved in
the arts.

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Novi remembers
Leo Harrawood

‘The cemmunity has lost a
longtime resident, business
owner and visionary for mak-
ing the City of
Novi what it
is today. Leo
Harrawood
passed away
peacefully in
Texas Nov. 29.
Hewas 88.

“Novi lost
quite a guy,”
said longtime
friend Lee BeGole, “Leo was
ome of the very, very active
cemmunity Jeaders.”

Harrawood moved to Novi
from Highland Park in 1945
with his former wifz, the late
Bernice Harrawood.

“Our house sat on five-acres
where the mall sits now,” said
danghter Diana Canup of Novi.
“He knew this was going to be
athriving community.”

Harrawood was a World War
IT veteran and recipient of two
Purple Hearts with Oak Leaf
Clusters, Geed Conduct Medal,
Bronze Star with Arrowhead
and the Warld War II Victory
Medal. He was a lifetime mem-
ber of the Disabled American
Veterans, AMVETS and the
Veterans of Foreign Wars,

“He was considered 100
percent disabled because he
left a kidney in France,” Canup
said, “He was a well-respected
genileman.”

But Harrawoed’s disabled
designation only made him
more able and active in the
Novi community.

He opened a gas station
a the corner of Grand River
Avenue and Novi Road in 1947,
which he owned and operated
until 1991 when the city made
a deal with him in exchange
for the land, Harrawood then
apened a gas station at the cor-
ner of 12 Mile and Novi roads.

“Leo was a Jocal business-
man," BeGole said, noting
