"Our business is 60 percent 
wholesale and 40 percent 
retail," he said. "I think we're 
the only federal processing 

' store in Oakland County. 
We sell to about 28 (country) 
clubs and restaurants."

The City of Novi was recently 
recognized by the Governor's , 
Council on Physical Fitness, 
Health and Sports, gold-medal 
winner for incorporating 
active, living into the commu­
nity. 

"What really has impressed 
me about what Novi is doing 
to create active living environ­
ments is the policies and plans 
in place that support design­
ing for physical activity," said 
Sarah Panken, active com­
munities coordinator for the 
Governor's Council on Physical 
Fitness, Health and Sports. "In 
particular, the sidewalk and 
pathw.iy prioritization plan 

,i.--
Always open...RmW&RtATT«5.MM 
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lays out what is necessary to 
make tlie community more 
pedestrian-friendly." 

For the third year, the 
City of Novi participated 
in the Promotiiig Active 
Communities program by com­
pleting an online assessment 
of the communities' programs, 
policies and built environment, 
in relation to active living. . 

"Tlley look at tile overall 
opportunity for community 
members to be involved in 
healthy, physical activi­
ties," said Novi Community 
Relations Manager Sheryl 
Walsh. "It is very compre­
hensive. It's neighborhoods, 
schools, workplaces, commu­
nily planning... a total com-
bin..tion of wlIat goes into a 
healthy, active community." 

Throughout the course of a 
month, Walsh worked to com­
plete the 75-page-assessment 
that earned Novi the gold-level 
award for the second year in a 
row. 

"Novi was only one of five 
gold-level award winners," 
Panken said. "The award levels 
range from copper,-for commu­
nities who are just beginning 
to consider how to design for 
physical activity, to platinum, 
for communities who are mod­
els of active living. 

"No community yet has 
earned a platinum level award, 
but I think Novi is well on its 
way." 

The four other recipients 
of a gold-level award are 
Ann Arbor, Birmingham, 
Portage and Meridian Charter 
Township. In total, 23 commu­
nities participated in this year's 
program. 

"To be considered with those 
communities is an honor," 
Walsh said. "In the society 
we're in right now, to be a com­
munity that promotes healthy 
active lifestyles of its commu­
nity Inembers says sometlling 
about your values and the type 
of community you are." 

PiIblic transportation is one 
area Novi consistently scores 
lower in.

. biIt public transpbftat^t?Jiti 
area that we have not histori­
cally scored as well in," Walsh 
said. 

There is no city funding 
involved with participat­
ing in the Promoting Active 
Communities program. 

"It's something that attracts 
not only residents to live here, 
but businesses as well," Walsh 
said of the recognition. "We 
will definitely participate if the 
program is available next year." 

Panken said there have been • 
98 Michigan communities in 
49 counties who have partici­
pated in the program since its 
creation in 2000.

Seniors Need Vaccinations, Too! 
Dear Sax-iy Senior 
I recently read that there are a variety of vaccinii-

tions that can help protect seniors. Can you tell me 
what they are and what Medicare pays for? 

Booster Bob 

Dear Bob 
Most people think that vaccinations are just for 

kids, but adults, especially seniors, need their shots 
too. Here's what vou should know. 

ROLL UP YOUR SLEEVE 
Outside of eating a lie.ilthy diet, regular exercise, 

not smoking and routine health screenings, the 
best way to prevent illness and stay healthy as you 
age is to keep up with your vaccinations. But far too 
few seniors ai-e taking advantage of diese impor­
tant vaccines - usually because they either aren't 
aware of them, they are afraid to get them or they 
don't have the fimds to pay for them. Here is a list 
of the different vaccines seniors need, and how they 
woik with Medicare. 

• Flu (influenza) vaccine: Tliis is the one vac­
cination seniors are pretty good about getting 
- 69 percent get an annual shot. Wliile it's recom­
mended that almost everyone should get a flu 
shot eveiy fall, it's especially important for seniors 
age 65 and older because they are at high risk for 
coIiiplications. Medicare Part B pays for flu shots 
but if you're not covered, there are plenty of places 
diat oflei-'theni for free. To locate a vacciu;itioti site 
call your county health departiilent or the CDC 
information line at 800-232-4636, or visit www. 
nucliniclocalororg<http://wmv.flucliniclocator. 
org/> starting in September. (Note: people who 
are allergic to eggs, latex, who have a histoI-y of 
Guilkaiii-B.irre syndrome, or who've had a severe 
reaction to a flu shot in the past should not get a 
flu shot without consulting their doctor first. .And 
people who are ill with a fever should wait to get 
vaccinated until their symptoms pass.) 

- Piieumococcal (pneumonia) vaccine: 

Pneumonia causes around 60,000 deaths in the 
US. each year, many of which could be prevented 
by this vaccine. Everyone age 65 or older should get 
diis one-time vaccination, and for those covered 
under Medicare Part B, it's free. 

- Shingles vacciIie: Recommended for everyone 
age 60 and older. So far, only about 2 percent of 
seIiiors have received this vaccine since it became 
available in 2006. ShiIigles is a painful, blister­
ing skin rash that affects more than a million 
.AIIiericans each year. Wliile this vaccine isn't 
perfect, it does cut your risk of gettiIig it in half, 
and if you do get it you'll have a much milder case. 
Medicare pays for this vaccine only if you have a 
Part D prescription dnigplan. If you areIi't covered 
you can expect to pay between $150 and $250 for 
the shot. 

-Tetaiius-diphtheria-pertussis (Tdap) vaccine: 
The CDC recommends a combined tetanus, dipli-
dleria and pertussis (whooping cough) vaccine for 
all adults aged 64 or younger whose last tetanus-
diphtheria booster shot was at least 10 years ago. 
Wliooping cough, the CDC warns, is making a 
comeback in seniors because childhood vaccina­
tions (ifyou had one) have worn off. However, if 
you are 65 or older, get a tetanus-diplitheria (Td) 
booster shot instead of the 3-in-l Tdap vaccine. 
Neither vaccine is covered by Medicare, but typi­
cally costs uIider $75. 

SAVVY TIPS 
Other vaccinations may be recommended 

depending on where you live, your health, lifestyle 
and if you plan to travel internationally. To learn 
more about vaccines for adults and identity which 
ones you need visit www.edc.gov/vaccines <http:// <• 
w\mcdc.gov/vacciiies> - dick on "For Specific 
Groups of People," and take their adult quiz. The . i 
Mayo Clinic also offers a list of vaccines on their 
Web site (vnvw.mayocIiIiic.com/healtli/vaccines/ i 
ID00016 <http://w\v\v,mayoelinic.com/health/ 
vaccines/ID000l6>) that explains what you should i 
get and when you should get it. 

And as always, be sure to talk to your doctor 
about your findings. j

"Meredith is an extremely 
versatile swimmer whose best 
events are not offered in the 
high school format," Teeters 
said, "but they will be in the 
NCAA format.
