Gatt named mayor pro tem

The navigation system in
Brian Burke’s vehicle tracks the
everyday routes lraveled by the
12-year Novi resident.

The Novi City Council
appointed the planning com-
missioner, business owner and
friend to {ill former Mayor Pro
‘Tem Kim Capello’s vicant seat
at Monday's regular meeting.

“You can sil back and
watch your city go ohe way
or the other, or you can get
involved,” said Burke, who
previously served on the
Novi Parks, Recreation and
Forestry Commission, and

Burke
currently sits on the Planning
Commission, Zoning Board of
Appeals and Parks Foundation
board of directors — all of
which he will have to resign
from wilh the appointment to

the council.

“This City Council is a very
cohesive unit that I'm look-
ing forward to working with,”
said Burke, 51. "I'm not a real
verbose guy when it comes to
sitting un commissions. I'm not
going to Lalk just Lo hear myself
taik

“I'm going to sit back and lis-
ten and make my decision.”

Burke will serve the former
mayor pro tem’s remaining one-
year terin. Capello was elected
Oakland Cuounty commissioner
of the gth District in November.

“Fallowing Capellg, for any-
body, would be alittle difficult,
but [ think what [ bring is the
same mind-set as council,” he
said. “It's all aboutl what's best
for the city”

From a business standpeint,
Burke, who has worked for Tom
Holzer Ford since 1986 and
owns the Grapevine in down-
town Novi with his wife, Loti,
said the city is going to contin-
ue to see businesses struggle.

“It's challenging because
there’s not the building growth
of the ‘90s and early 2000s

heze in Novi, so there’s less
taxes coming in,” he sitid. “No
one wanls 10 raise taxes and no
one wanls 1o lose services,”

Council members interviewed
five candidates for Capello’s seal
on Dee, 15. Candidates included
Burke, Justin Fischer, Michael
Meyer, Marjorie Nanian and
Ramesh Verma.

Novi City Councilmin Bob
Gatt was named mayor pro tem
during the same meeting.

As members ¢f Novi's City Couneil,
staff and the community gathered for
tke re-dedication of Fire Station No. 2
Monday afternoon, Fire Chief Frank
Smith thanked all those involved with
the project he feels especially con-
nected.

*I feel like a mother whe has just
given birth,” Smith said. “[t felt like my
baby all the way through.”

The baby, which Smith refers to, is
the $800,000 renovation project of Fire
Station No. 2, located near 13 Mile and
Novi roads.

The 28-year-old building received a
900-square-foot expansion and re-con-
fipuration of the existing 4,100 square
feet, Smith said.

“That station responds to about 1,400
runs a year,” he said. "It’s our seeond
busiest station.”

[n August 2007, CDPA Architects
conducted an architectural analysis
and needs assessment on three of Novi's
four fire stations. With results identify-
ing station No. 2 as the highest priority,
the City Council approved more than
$750,000 in the 2007-08 budget for
necessary improvements.

“The other two are on hold as of right
now,” Smith said.

Walled Lake weeds grow board talks

Novi resident Greg Iszler is fed up
with the weeds in Walled Lake and is
seeking approval from the cities of Novi
and Walled Lake in establishing a lake
board to address the issue.

Iszler, wha is the president of the
Lakes Area Homeowners Association,
said the growth of a non-native weed
called Eurasian Watermiifoil is becon-
ing worse and can be hazardous for
boaters and swimniers.

“It seeds itself so it kind of just takes
over the lake bed. It can be 12-, 20-,
25-feet tall,” said Iszler, who lives near
Lakeshare Park on the south side of
Walled Lake. “The worse it gets it will
affect already depressed property val-
ugs.”

“Dealing
with lake weeds is & very com-
plicated and unpredictable
process.”

Harvey, who lives on the
wesl-side of the 640-acre lake
said historically residents on
the east-side experience worse
weed problems than others.

“They definitely have my
sympathy. IUs an issue of main-
tenance and that’s an exira
burden,” Lie said. “But lake-
front homegwners who are
affected by weeds growing in
the lake can pursue solutions
without a lake board.”

_ Harvey said residents can
apply for a permit through the
Michigan DEQ.

“I'm not necessatily opposed
to the idea of having a lake
board. What I'm concerned
about is the way it’s been
approached,” he said. “Don't
form a Inke board until you
answer all the questions, If
we get all the answers and it’s
clear that we should form a
lake board, then let’s form a
lake board.”

Fewer people mean
igger challenges
or Michigan

No surprise, really, to anyone who knows what
Michigan is going through that the state lost peaple
again in the most recent Census reckonings —
46,368 people, to be precise, more than any other
state.

Michigan also was one of just Lwo stales Lo shrink
even as the hation continued Lo grow. The other
was Rhode Island, which is already tiny and occa-
sionally nipped Michigan this year for the dubious
distinetion of leading the nation in nnemployment.

People are leaving Michigan for the same reason
that thousands once came here: werk, And the pop-
ulation that's hanging in is relatively older, mean-
ing fewer children are being born in Michigan than
in other stales.

The Census data released in December shows
Michigan is just 3,423 people away frem dropping
belew 10 million in population, but is unlikely to
lose its eighth-place ranking among the stales,
although Georgia, New Jersey and North Carolina
are pressing to move up,

State demographers say they actually espected a
larger population drap, but Michigan's out-migra-
tion appears to have slowed hecause of difficulty
seiling houses. Also, with the natienal cconomy
in recession, there really isn’t a “hot” job mar-
ket anywhere in the country these days, unlike in
Michigan's heyday when factories were hiring as
fast as people could apply.

This marks the third straight year Michigan has
lost people, although the state population remains
higher than the 9,938,444 recorded in the 2000
Census.

On the upside, this means a little less traffic, a
little less competition for whatever jobs are avail-
able, and less expansion needed of roads, schools
and businesses.

On the downside, the state is very likely to lose
another seat in Congress, and that means less clout
in Washington, which generally pays niore atten-
tion to growing areas anyway.

And there's also the question of who's leaving
— Michigan continues to export too many college
graduates for lack of opportunities here, and these
would include the young, entrepreneurial types who
are so essential to economic rebirth. They are the
most mobile segment of the population, always in
search of *a hot economy in a cool place to live,”

These days, Michigan is neither. There is hope, of
course. But you can’t eat that.

How we adapt to and lead

the changes that are coming will

define our state and nation.

As large and powerful as is China,
few in Michigan or America know
much about the country - its history,
customs, geography, language, paoli-
ties or people. This needs to change.

China punctured America's con-
sciousness in many ways this
past year - with the spelibinding
Olymipics, riols in Tibet, a devastal-
ing earthquake, poison in milk and
touthpaste and lead in toys. The year
2009 is likely to be a vear that China
will make many moce people, both
within and without China, stand up
and take natice.

The coming months are pitted with
politically sensitive anniversarics
that will focus China’s and, depend-
ing on how their Communis| leaders
bent on quelling any dissent respond,
the world’s attention on the "Middle
Kingdom.”

In 1963, a great fourth grade teach-
er opened my eyes to China.

Why China? Looking back, 1
believe il was Lhe juxtapesition
of the “ideal” of whal 1 was being
taught about what America stood for
against the reality I saw through my
10-year old cyes while growing up
in our nation’s capitol with segrega-
tion and poverty abounding. That,
along with the Chinese propaganda
that espoused total cquality of all in
China, crealed in me a life-long fas-
cination with the country.

At 10, my developing mind won-
dered if China’s ideals were any
more or less real than the hate and
inequality T witnessed hetween black
and poor people in my small picce of
geography between my Grandma's
house, a stone’s throw from the
nation’s capitol, and our working-
class Maryland home. | have had my
eyes on China ever since.

I am far from a China expert, or
“0ld China Hand.” However, 1 love
the Chinese culture and people and
have read and traveled in China
enough to know more than the aver-
age Westerner. My hope is we ean
build on what China’s President Hu
Jintao calls a “harmonious” reta-
tionship with China while staying
true to our ideals as a nation. This
will become increasing more diffi-
cult, as China is the largest holder of
America’s debt and holds $1.9 trillion
in foreign exchange reserves.

Changing the course of the

world

With a 5,000-year history, China
is a kaleidoscope of complexity and
change. Many people remember
learning about China as a backward,
communist county, with our par-
ents imploring us to “eat your peas
- kids are starving in China.” That
was before China simultaneously
modernized and opened to the world.
Today, some would argue China is
eating our lunch,

In December 2008, China macked
the 30th anniversary of its opening
to the world, something that trans-
formed them into a global economic
superpower. Today, 30 years after
China’s preeminent and ruthless
leader Deng Xiaoping opened China,
the nation has evolved into one of
the world’s largest trading partners
and economies. In essence, China
compressed hundreds of years of the

Industrial Revolution, which they

seemingly missed, inlo a few decades.

At the same time thev also (ast-for-
warded all the problems (pollution,
social justice, and inequality) these
seisimic economic and polilical shifts
bring as well.

By changing China's eourse, Deng
Xiaoping alse changed the course
of the world. Deng believed the cri-
teria for success was determined by
common sense and {lexibility rather
than by following Mao Tse-tung's
rigid political ideology. Deng and the
Communist Party knew the old ways
were failing the people and, without
the support of the people, the Party
could topple. Prosperity was the tick-
et to staying in power. Tn cxplain-
ing this shift in thought Deng would
utler, “Jt doesn’t matter whether the
cat is black or white as long as it
calches the mice.”

By moving away from Mao’s ideo-
logical straitjacket and into the world
of industrial growth and inlernation-
al trade, Deng began the process that
has lifted more people out of poverty
than any other nation in the world.
Al the same time, he is also the one
that ordered Lhe People’s Liberation
Army to crush the people/students in
Tiananmen Square in 1989.

Today we are living through dis-
ruptive, transformational, unprediet-
able, technologically-driven global
change. China and the United States
are major players. Some argue the
20th century belonged to America
and the 21st century will uftimately
be led by China. I do net know if
their arguments will withstand the
test of time. However, 1 do know that
our destinies are linked and we must
find ways to live, work and solve
problems together or we will surely
fall together.

There are many major milestones
in the evolution of a medern, revolu-
tionary China. Perhaps none is more
significant than Oct. 1, 2009, That
date will mark the 60th anniversary
of Mao Tse-tung proclaiming, at the
gates of Tiananmen the founding of
the People’s Republic of China. With
the takeover by the Communist party,
it took decades before there was a
thaw in velations between America
and China.

China and the United States estab-
lished formal diplomatic relations 30
years ago thatl ushered in a new era
of exchange and cooperation. After
many years of strained relations and
the breakthrough of Nixon's “ping
pong diplomacy,” the United States
of America and the People’s Republic

“of China agreed to establish diplo-

matic relations on Jan. 1, 1§79. The
U.S. government acknowledged the
Chinese posilion that there is but
one China, with Taiwan a part of
China. Both governments believed
that Sino-American relations were
not only in the interest of the Chinese
and American people, but also to the
cause of peace around the world.

Michigan's own Leonard
Woodcock, former President of the
UAW, was named by President Carter
in 1977 to be chief liaison to China.
Two years later, on March 1, 1979,
Woodcock became the first ambas-
sador to Communist China.

China has a very diverse ethnie
population with more than 55 dis-
tinct minority groups. Not all the
ethnic groups believe they are part of
“one China.” This is particularly true
in Tibet. March 10, 20089, is the 50th
anniversary af the Tibetan uprising
that prompted the Dalai Lama to
flee to India in 1959. Last March,
Tibetan anger exploded and spread
to other cities with large Tibetan
populations. While the protests were
quelled, the anger and resentment
toward what the Tibetan people call
“Tibetan Genocide™ has not subsided
and could explode again.

If China responds with force,
Western media and politicians will
likely react negatively, resulting in
the Chinese viewing them as *inter-
fering with their internal affairs.”
The Chinese reaction to Western
behavior could spark, if not egg-on,
an anti-West, nationalist uprising
among the Chinese people.

Another anniversary, June 4, 2009,
marks the day when, 20 years ago,
the People’s Liberation Army turned
on the Chinese people. 1 stood with
the students in ‘Tiananmen Syuare in
May 1980 during the last major act of
civilian defiance of communist rule
as they demanded greater freedom,
democracy and an end lo corrup-
tion. On June 4, 1989, "The People’s
Army” snuffed out Ile protest and
hundreds, if not thousands, of lives
- and hope for change - were post-
poned or eliminated. In the Square,
in 1989, a student asked me to
“describe democracy, describe free-
dom;” perhaps he never Hved to have
that question answered firsthand.

Deng Xiaoping and a majority of
the Chinese leadership made it clear
that day that eertain freedems to
“grow rich” would be enconraged but
politieal freedem - the freedom f(rom
total party control - would nol be
tolerated and would be forcibly sup-
pressed. Perhaps it is to be expected
that # country struggling to overcome
the horrors of Mao's reign, includ-
ing the Great Leap Forward and the
Cultural Revolution, would be con-
vulsive as it transforms itself - but 1
should not repulsive and repressive.

The anniversary of Tiananmen
Square will not be the Chinese equiv-
alent to a Halimark holiday of cel-
ebration. The Communist leaders
will do everything in their powers to
assure this day passes without dis-
sent as their greatest fear is losing
control.

Nor will Chinese officials acknowl-
edge the horror of May 12, 2008,
when a devastating earthquake
struck Sichuan Province. According
to Chiinese government officials, Lthe
8.0 magnilude earthquake left more
than 88,000 dead or missing. More
than 10,000 children were erushed
and killed as some 14,000 schools
in 159 counties either collapsed or
were severely damaged. Grieving
parents have filed a lawsuit against
the municipal government, school
officials and the companies that con-
structed the schools.

Will the Chinese government sup-
press the rights of the people for a
comprehensive investigation into why
many other government structures
staod while schools collapsed, pun-
ish those responsible, and adequate-
ly address the demands of grieving
parents? The people of China and
the world will be watching for trans-
parency, the rule of law and (airness
in how this tragedy is ultimately
addressed. It will say a great deal

It
is anticipated that the Falun Gong
followers will continue their secret
practice of their faith and attempt
to draw attention to their cause and
persecution.

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From Duck Lake to Yost Arena

Local h(lCl\C} fans probably don’t have many fond
goaltender Ed Belfour, wha was a fierce
rival oflhe Red Wings, particularly when he starred
for the Chicago Black Hawks,

But University of Michigan hockey followers might
want to drop “Eddie the Eagle” a thank-you card for,
indirectly, helping bolster the Wolverines' defense
this season, by inspiring Huron Valley mative Bryan
Hogan to become a goalie,

Hogan began plaving hockey, around age five, as a
forward, a position he enjoyed - until he met Belfour
vina family friend. The fulure NHL star was then
playing for Suginaw of the International Hockey
League. Hagan doesn't recal] a specific moinent when
he decided Lo make the position switcly, but says
Belfour sparked his interest and “definitely just got
me intoit.”

This season, Hogan is Michigan’s top goalie, post-
ingan 11-1 record with 1 1.95 goals against average
aud .917 save pereentage eotering this weekend's
contests. Hogan recently posted his second shutout of
the season, against Michigan Tech, in the Great Lakes
Invitational Tournament opener. Hogan then stopped
19 of 20 shots in a 5-1 victory over Michigan Statein
the GLI final to carn first team All-Tournament hon-
ors, as well as CCHA Goallender of the Weck notice.

Hogan, a sophomore, began the season rotiling
with senior Billy Saver. Hogan's season highlights
include a victory over then top-ranked Minnesata and
three wins agaitst MSU. It was the home-and-home
series with the Sparlans on Dee. 5-6, in which Hogan
started both games, that marked his emergence as the
team’s unguestioned mimber one netiniader.

“The Michigan State weekend was prelty cool and
esciting,” Hogan says. *F never thought of playing in
arivalry game like that. It was so big and having a
chanee to play in that was something else,”

The road that took FHogan to that MSU series
included a few twists. The son of long-time Walled
Lake Central hockey coacli Jim Hogan, Bryan spent
his early hockey duys playing on loeal rinks and on
nearby Duck Lake. He attended Lakeland High
briefly, then teansferred to Catholic Ceniral, where
he led the Shamrocks 10 the 2005 state champion-
ship as a sophomore. He was then dralted by Lineoln

of the U.S. Hockey League and spent lwo seasons
with the Stars. It was there that he caught the aiten-
tion of Michigan, as well as other notable hockey
schaals including Wisconsin, Bowling Green and
Lake Superior State. Hogan committed to Michigan
after his first year in Lincoln and signed with the
Walverines the following year.

Michigan “was one of the best programs in the
country - all the history behind it," Hogan says. [t
was 4 really casy choice to make as soon as 1 heard
that they were interested in me. 1 had never dreamed
of plaving there, but as soon as I heard that they were
asking for me to come there, 1 jumped on it right
away. | had a few other schools that were looking at
me al the time that were good schools as well, but
there was no question in my mmd that [wanted to go
to Michigun.”

Slated Lo see some action as Sauer’s hackup last
season, Hogan contracted mononucleosis and missed
almost half the season,

He made his debut against Ohio State and quickly
faced an unusial baptism of fire - the first shot he
saw was a penalty shot, which he stopped.

“It was dlefinitely a fun lime and experience play-
ing in thal game,” Hogan recalls. *It definitely was
an eye-opener to me and my family, thinking I would
never play there and all of the sudden I'm therein a
game and T have & penally shot for my first shot.”

After playing in just five regular season games,
Hogan received another surprise when he was thrust
into the NCAA semifinal contest against Notre
Dame, when Michigan coach Red Berenson pulled
Sauer with the Woiverines trailing. Wilh his {ather
watching from the stands, Hogan permitted just one
goal in regulation to help U-M biaitle back to tie the
contest, but then he allowed the overtime game-win-
ner.

Playing in the semifinal “had my dad en the edge
of his seat, for sure,” Hogan says. “He wasn't expect-
ing that. I didn't really have time to think that much
about it. It was just spur of the moment and playing
in front of that many people ... on (national) TV, stuff
like that, and me not having a lot of experience in
cotlege hiockey, to be thrown in the mixlike that was
pretty exciting. 1 like playing with a ot of pressure
behind me because it gels me going, But it was an
experience I'll take with me forever and hopefully I
can do this {again) down the road, eventually, knock

To prepare for his sophomore season, Hogan says,
he wanted 1o “work really hard to get the starting
job. That's every backup goalie’s position, they want
to be the man. Right now it could change back and
forth at any lime. All 1 can do is keep working hard.
My expeciations are just, do whatever I can and not
worry about the little things, outside, what people are
saying and other stuff. Just focus on doing what I can
do to control the outcome.”

Despite his success, Hogan promises he won't
become satisfied with the status quo.

“I always Lhink I could be better than what I'm
currently doing," he explains. I never really settle on
anything. I think (my play is) OK. OF course, inything
can be better, but it’s OK. I look to improve coming up
in the second half of the season.”

At U-M, Hogan is follawing in severa] traditions.
First, he's the latest in a line of Catliolic Central
graduates to play for the Wolverines, including cur-
rent NHL forward David Moss of Calgary. Second,
he's trying to uphold the U-M habit of sending goalies
to the NHL. That lineage includes Marty Tureo of
the Dallas Stars and long-time NFL netminder Steve
Shields.

For now, Hogan is focusing on “just being consis-
tent and stealing games ...  want toimprove on every
littfe thing, obviously, but those are the two big things
that make big goalics who they are’

Laoking ahead to the second half of the season,
which begins this weekend when U-M plays host to
Miami (Qhio), Hogan hopes to “jusl give the team a
chance to win every night. And then take it step-by-
step and game-by-game to hopefully win the national
championship.”

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The culture of losing

“Has Calvin Johnson been
‘Lionized yet?” Such was the dis-
cussion chirping onmy radic as
Linched along 2 packed, Stowy
westbound [-696 cne evening
recently. As you may imagine,
miost of the conunents dealt with
the Lions’ history of lesing, the so-
called ‘culture’ of losing, As they
careened toward 6-16, you at times
got the sense that the NFLs second
ever winlless season wasinevitable

asthey just seemed to be gather-
ing steam toward 0-16. So often, a
tean having a great yearis called a
team of destiny. Are the Lions the
antithetical team of destiny?

That night, T watch ny 6 year-
old son ery afier I beat him (for
ontly the first time) in paper foot-
ball, it reminds me how much los-
ingcan hurt. While on gne hand, [
ani glad lie has the desire to win, I
also wonder what makes him take
it sohard. Thereis alasge body
of tesearch that shows losing not
only produces emotienal pain but
actual physialogic changes that can
become more severe with chronic

losing, Could Lionization be a veal,
physiclogic phenomenon?

In arecent Canadian study,
Olympic-level swimmers were
shown videos of their own losing
races while dynamic MRI of their
brains were recorded. Bruinwave
activation sinlar to that seen
in people with dinical depres-
siott was noted in the majority of
the athletes (none of whem had
any previous listory of depres-
sion}, One other area of the brain
shiowed altered activity during
thisexercise. The portions of the
brain comresponding to muscles
utilized during swimming were
neticeably suppressed. The athletes
then underwent therpy sessions
and subsequent viewings of their
defeats resulted in less emotional

response and more appropriate
signals in the motor portion of
their brains.

Ancther study out of Florida
State University showed sup-
pressed testosterone Jevelsin males
who found thenselves on the los-
ing end of a given competitive situ-
ation. No hormonal ditference was
noticed between female winners
and losers. Sowhat does all this
research mean? Maybe nething.
Maybe all it means is that WNBA
teams areless prone tolosing
streaks. But these studies do seen
tashow not only a psychological
aspeet but also a physiologic aspect
tolosing,

Amongst sports psychologists
{and most athletic coaches for
that matter), there s also a school

of thought that some people are
hard-wired to lose while some are
born winrers. The difference lies in
how athletes respond to pressure
situations. There are those who
worty about not losing and tighte
up, while others thrive under pres-
sure and play o win. Think Bill
Buckner and routine ground balls
asopposed to Kirk Gibson in the
'88 World Series. Greg Norman .
and 12-foot putts vs. Tiger Woods
onabum knee,

Perpetual losing leads totrying
too hard which usually translates
in the athietic arena to thinking
too much. The goalis o play with
instinet, fet it flow. The best way
of doing so is tohave fun. Losing
is ot fun and therefore a losing
streak islike a vicious cyclein

which the more you lose, the less
{un you have and the tighter you
get. How do you break that cycle?
Emotion is one of the few elements
of spoit that can jar an athlete
fram the gyeleoflosing. Emotion
helps (he athlete avoid thinking
and resume playing on inslinet,
This is why coachesand general
managersso frequently “shake
things wp”and change the coach,
change the personne, change the
lineup.

The rationale is not only to find a
lineup that will be effective but also
1o jar he tearn out of ils emational
downward spiral and hopefully
provoke some productive emotion,
the key word being productive.
